likely that the present manuscript was used by a budding ecclesiastical astronomer as a stand-alone practical aid.

belles decouvertes de ce rare genie’), which he considers Newton and
his followers to have misunderstood because of their apprehension of
light as formed of ‘undulations of etherised matter’ (‘... .... la lumiere,
qu’il supposoit formée par les ondulations successives d'une matiere
etherée; cette hypothese sujette a de grandes difficultés est sans doute
la cause pour la quelle Neuton & la pluspart des phisiciens qui 'ont
suivi, ne paroissent pas avoir justement apprecié la loi quhuygens y
avoit rettachée’). Malus’s paper effectively rewrites Huygens’s theories
in analytical form.

1840). Ten autograph letters signed (one a postscript
only) to J.H. Schroeter, H.-W. Brandes, F.G.W.
von Struve and to unidentified recipients, Bremen,
8 March 1788 — 9 September 1827, three including
diagrams; with a related document.

The earliest letter neatly combines Olbers’ twin
preoccupations of medicine and astronomy: it
begins by discussing his treatment of a case of
persistent constipation, before discussing the
question of a nebula in Perseus, which does
not appear in either Bode’s celestial map or in
Herschel’s index — Olbers includes a diagram
showing its position, and asks his correspondent
to observe it from his position in Lilienthal. In
1789 Olbers writes to an unknown recipient about
his lunar observations, specifically calculations of
the heights of the lunar mountains, including a
diagram to demonstrate his approach: a second,
undated letter, perhaps to the same recipient,
pursues the same subject, with a further illustrative
diagram. On 23 April 1791, Olbers discusses two
scientific instruments, including a mirrored sextant
which he used for observing the solar eclipse on 3
April; he also advances a jocular theory involving

hypothetical inhabitants of the moon throwing a sphere to earth from the lunar atmosphere. A letter of 1810 discusses the local weights and

measures used in Frankfurt and Bremen. Writing to H.W. Brandes in 1822, Olbers thanks him for ‘news of our mysterious comet’ (‘unserem

ritselhaften Kometen’): he has been working on a joint paper with Schumacher on this, attempting to correct errors in Delambres’ table; he

goes on to pass on a series of barometrical observations in Hanover, Altona and elsewhere. A letter of August 1823 also concerns barometric

readings. In August 1824 he writes with great delight of W.G. Lohrmann’s lunar map, which he has compared with his own observations of

the moon. Writing to the German-Russian astronomer F.G.W. von Struve in 1827, Olbers writes with similar admiration of the recipient’s

recently-published catalogue of double stars.

A detailed description of the Ottoman Harem by a young French traveller. The dedicatory epistle tends rather to diminish the splendours of the
Harem and its inhabitants in relation to those of Louis XIV and the Louvre. The text itself describes the Harem’s position and architecture, its
inhabitants from the gardeners to the eunuchs, its rules and discipline and its various activities; the second book is devoted to the women of the
Harem, and to its kitchens and stables. The son of the Arabic interpreter at the French court (an office he was to inherit in 1695), De la Croix
was sent to Constantinople in 1670 at the age of 17 in order to study the languages of the Levant. He was the author of a volume of memoirs
relating to Turkey, conserved in manuscript at the BnF (Frangais 6094), which includes a dedicatory epistle to Louis XIV dated 26 March 1682,
and published a number of volumes of Orientalist tales in later life, as well as editing the posthumously-published travels of Jean Thévenot

(see Kog¢ I, p.123). The copyist’s hand of the present manuscript changes after p.336, and the pagination jumps to p.346, although the text is
apparently continuous.

1838, writing from the country, Pontécoulant

asks for news of the scientific world, particularly

in relation to a dispute between Poinsot and
Poisson — Jaime beaucoup ces querelles quand je n’y suis pas mélé...". A letter of June 1840 again concerns a controversy at the Académie. In
1840 whilst returning some books to Bouvard at the Observatoire, Pontécoulant announces the conclusion of his lunar observations (’ai enfin
a peu pres terminé avec la lune’), mentioning his debt to Poisson. The remaining letters are chiefly concerned with the provision of articles
about astronomy for the encyclopaedias: the letters by his brother, Comte Adolphe de Pontécoulant, also principally concern his prolific
production of encyclopaedia articles, including some on astronomical subjects.

Writing to the mineralogist Federico Millosevich in 1910, only six
months before his death, Schiaparelli expresses the hope that he will
be able to complete his work on Mars, as he has on the double stars,
before old age takes its toll: “Vorrei riuscire a concludere in forma
regolare 1 miei lavori su Marte come ho concluso quelli delle stelle
doppie’. The earliest letter, to Schiaparelli’s military correspondent,
offers to send a large triangulation map of Europe, and reports on
the limited progress made by an international scientific commission;
the letter ends with a note on units of measurement in astronomy. In
1869, to the same recipient, Schiaparelli points out a statistical error
in polygon compensation. In 1877, a further letter discusses the use
of lunar distances in navigation and for astronomers. The remaining
letters refer to adjustments to an aneroid and other equipment.

In the autograph letter to Francois Arago (1826), he informs him
that he is to be awarded the Order of Dannebrog by the Danish king
(Frederick VI). An autograph letter of 1811 concerns the rank of
almoner (‘aumonier’) in the Alamanac of the kingdom of Denmark;
the remaining letters concern the ordering of heliotropes and other
instruments, of journals and other matters.

The geodetic survey of Denmark, referred to in the 1817 letter, was
Schumacher’s greatest achievement.

A Jesuit, and head of the observatory at the Roman College from 1850 until his death, Secchi made significant contributions in many areas of
astronomy, including astronomical spectroscopy and stellar classification.

An elegantly decorated manuscript with a practical function: the present text, written by a Capuchin friar from Bergamo, allows the reader

to mark out the shape of a sundial on any wall or floor degree by degree, using the diagrams giving the relevant measurements. The city of
Bergamo has a long gnomonic tradition: in the Palazzo delle Ragione is still preserved the 18th-century analemmatic sundial designed by
Abbot Giovanni Albrici (1743-1816) in 1798. The present manuscript, created a century before this, reflects the historical association between

A CELEBRATED VENETIAN BOOK OF MEDICINE. Johannes de Ketham is now convincingly identified as Hans von Kirchiem of Swabia, professor of
medicine at Vienna, who used this collection of medical tracts for his lectures, and recommended them to his pupils. The collection named
after him had already been in circulation since 1400, and was first printed at Venice, 1491, by Joannes and Gregorius de Gregoriis; though also
printed in Spain, it remained primarily a Venetian book.

FIRST EDITION OF LAGRANGE'S FOUNDATION WORK ON ANALYTICAL MECHANICS. Lagrange’s masterpiece was an extension of Newton’s work on
mechanics. In it he moulded theoretical mechanics into a system from which fundamental equations describing the motions of any systems

of bodies could be derived. To achieve this Lagrange combined the principle of virtual velocities with d’Alembert’s principle. He thereby set
down the principle of virtual velocities as applied to mechanics. In his preface, Lagrange draws attention to the absence of diagrams in the book,
which he believed the lucidity of his own presentation had rendered superfluous. “With the appearance of the Méchanique analitique in 1788,
Lagrange proposed to reduce the theory of mechanics and the art of solving problems in that field to general formulas, the mere development
of which would yield all the equations necessary for the solution of every problem... [it] united and presented from a single point of view the
various principles of mechanics, demonstrated their connection and mutual dependence, and made it possible to judge their validity and scope’

OF JUPITER. A student of chemistry, Magagnati specialised in the
manufacture of coloured glass, but verse making was his passion. This
9-page panegyric praises the observations which Gaileo made with his
improved telescope between December 1609 and January 1610, and
his dramatic discovery of the four satellites of Jupiter, initially named
after Cosimo II de’ Medici, the poem’s dedicatee, but then called the
Medicean stars or planets in honour of all four Medici brothers. It is
the more valued because of the friendship subsisting between scientist
and poet. This began between 1592 and 1593, probably during the
former’s stay at Padua. They enjoyed an active correspondence of
over ten years between 1607 and 1618 (see Dizionario biografico degli
Italiani, vol. 67, 2006).

Founded in 1657 under the patronage
of the future Grand Duke Ferdinand IT and his brother Leopoldo, and
dissolved in 1667, the Accademia del Cimento was highly active and long
influential, despite being short lived. Francesco Redi, the secretary Lorenzo
Magalotti, Vincenzo Viviani, Giovanni Alfonso Borelli, and Carlo
Renaldini were among its illustrious members. The book forms a record
of experiments performed at the Palazzo Pitti, and the engravings are key
in showing the equipment and methods used, primarily in the fields of
thermometry, barometry and pneumatics. Exactly what connection the

letter writer had with this lavish publication is not known, but his letter reveals the chaotic circumstances under which it was produced. This
is the second issue with 1667 rather than 1666 date (variant B in SBN).

a lecture given in 1698 at the opening of the Palatine Academy in
Naples, expressing strong support for the investigative tradition of
Galileo which he felt was being crushed. Besides proposing a more
satisfactory method for calculating the earth’s radius, it defined a
method for measuring the lunar parallax consistent with Hipparchus,
and resolved the issue of the distance of the sun from the earth

Monte was inspector general of fortifications in
Tuscany, and a friend of the mathematicians Baldi and Commandino. He was instrumental in securing Galileo’s first post at the University

of Padua. His first work was ‘intended as a return to classical Archimedean models of rigorous mathematical proof and as a rejection of the

of philosophical knowledge in six parts, and in 1409 wrote his long commentary on Aristotle’s Physics, using the Latin translations of Jean

He occupied the first chair of natural science at the royal college, founded
only one year earlier, from 1531 until his death. He also promoted modern
cartography and participated in the construction of the astronomical clock of
the library of Sainte-Geneviéve, where it can still be viewed today. The text
is an adaptation of the treatise of Georg Peurbach (Theoricae novae planetarum),
to whom he owes, together with his pupil Regiomontanus, the renaissance
of the study of astronomy.

The next maintains that he has already made two unsuccessful
attempts to send Lalande a copy of his book. Lalande’s note confirms that he has waited for it a long time (J"ai recu ce livre le 4 mai 1794 apreés
I'avoir attendu 18 mois’), he then immediately refers to the description of Ramsden’s circle as being of particular interest. The observatory’s
instruments were renowed for being commissioned from Jesse Ramsden in London (1735-1800), the most able instrument maker in Europe,
and the five-foot vertical circle was the most advanced measuring instrument yet used by an astronomer. This work is surprisingly rare; online
ABPC and RBH record no sales, apart from this copy in 1980 and 1981.

While
searching a region in Taurus on the night of 1 January 1801, hoping
to see a star of the seventh magnitude listed in Lacaille’s catalogue, he
had ‘noticed the passage of a somewhat fainter body that Lacaille had
not listed. Piazzi continued to observe the new body on the following
evenings and ascertained from its movement that it must be a planet
or comet ... He published his observations in 1801 as Risultati delle
osservazioni della nuova stella scoperta il 1° gennaio 1801 nell’osservatorio di
Palermo’ (Palermo was then the southernmost observatory, equipped
with the best instruments from England). Once it became fully
evident that this new body was a planet and not a star, the present
tract was published. It involved Piazzi in controversy with Herschel
who proposed that Ceres and Pallas be called ‘asteroids’ rather than
planets (see DSB X, pp.591-592).

Piccolomini was an early populariser of science
who wrote in the vernacular to extend scientific knowledge beyond
the confines of church and university. Later Bishop of Patraes, he
belonged to the notable Siennese ecclesiastical family that produced
two popes, including the great Renaissance figure Pope Pius II.

The reasons for this sumptuousness were twofold: first
Ramelli had dedicated the book to his patron Henri IIT; and second, he had previously had several designs stolen from him by a trusted associate
(probably Ambroise Bachot, later engineer to Henri IV), who published them in corrupt and mutilated form and claimed them as his own.

As a result of this experience Ramelli planned his treatise as a particularly lavish work that would be difficult to counterfeit, and produced and
published it from his own house where he could maintain absolute control over the project’ (Norman). The book itself is a very fine example
of the exquisite work of late 16th-century French printers and artists. Ramelli’s work had a great influence on later mechanical engineering.

FIRST EDITIONS BY A THEORIST OF THE ATOM. Rossetti’s teacher, Borelli, presented an elaborate mechanical corpuscular theory of matter in De
motionibus naturalibus (1667). In Rossetti’s own theory of matter the shape and size of particles was subordinated to the central role of force

or energy. The Antignome, in which he affirmed that capillary action could be explained by the behaviour of atoms, was his response to
Montanari’s Pensieri fisico-matematici (Bologna, 1667), a work based on experiment and in which the tendency of atoms to attract or repel each
other was given no place. The dispute between the two mathematicians over the phenomena of capillary action unfortunately spread to other
subjects such as the centre of gravity of solids, the validity of the principle of Archimedes, and the behaviour of tempered glass drops. Further
tracts published by Montanari as part of the battle with his atomist rival were the Prostasi (Bologna 1669), and Le Speculazioni fisiche (Bologna
1671). Their irreconcilable differences are said to represent the profound divergence in thought among the second generation of the Galilean
school (see Dizionario biografico degli Italiani, vol. 75, 2011).

THE DISCOVERY OF SUNSPOTS. Having been appointed professor of Hebrew and mathematics at Ingolstadt the previous year, Scheiner constructed
his own telescope and with it detected the remarkable phenomenon of spots on the sun in March 1611. He believed that the spots were small
planets circling the sun but, as a Jesuit, he was unable to publish this overwhelming evidence in support of Copernicanism under his own
name; instead he communicated the discovery to his friend Marcus Welser (1558-1614) in Augsburg. This was Scheiner’s first series of letters
to Welser, who printed them the year following, and sent copies abroad to Galileo and Kepler among others (see DSB XII, p.151). They
occasioned Galileo’s Istoria e dimostrazioni intorno alle machie solari e loro accidenti (Rome, 1613) in the form of three letters to Welser, arguing
that the spots were actually on the rotating sun and not tiny satellites of it; in the domestic issue, Scheiner’s letters were even printed at the
conclusion of Gaileo’s work under his pseudonym of Apelles. Despite the differences in interpretation, enlivened by the dispute over priority,
the same telescopic evidence had persuaded both astronomers of the correctness of the Copernican system. VERY RARE. VD17 only locates
three copies at Munich, Wolfenbiittel and Leipzig.

THE DISCOVERY OF SUNSPOTS. Scheiner became professor of Hebrew and mathematics at Ingolstadt in 1610. After constructing a telescope,

he detected spots on the sun in March 1611 which he believed to be planets. As a Jesuit, he was unable to publish his findings himself, so he
communicated the discovery to his friend Marc Welser in Augsburg. In 1612 Welser had Scheiner’s letters printed in two series, one under the
title Tres epistolae de maculis solaribus (see lot 320), the other the present work which discusses ‘the individual motion of the spots, their period
of revolution, and the appearance of brighter patches or faculae on the surface of the sun. Having observed the lower conjunction of Venus
with the sun, Scheiner concluded that Venus and Mercury revolve round the sun’. Although Galileo accused Scheiner of plagiarism (see DSB
XII, p.151), the telescopic evidence which they had in fact discovered independently made both astronomers equally convinced of the truth of
Copernicanism. Their differences in interpretation were far less important than their shared conclusion. Wesler, who had ensured Galileo knew
of Scheiner’s discoveries, was one of the founders of the private press known by its device ‘At the sign of the Pine-Tree’, active in Augsburg
from 1594 to 1619. VD17 locates copies of this second series only at Munich, Bayerische Staatsbibliothek and Wolfenbiittel, Herzog-August-

observed sunspots in March 1611 and had his discovery published
pseudonymously the following year.

Starting with his house ... he used the spires of town
churches as points of reference. Thus, through a net of triangles, he computed the distance from Alkmaar to Bergen-op-Zoom (around 130
kilometers). The two towns lie on approximately the same meridian. Snel used the distance from Leiden to Zoeterwoude (about § kilometers)
as a baseline. His instruments were made by Blaeu” (DSB). From the mean of these two measurements Snel calculated the length of a degree
to be 352,347 feet, a more accurate reckoning than any previous attempt. Snel also solved the so-called recession problem for three points,
and the problem is often named after him.

Tartaglia skillfully treated this problem in dynamics and proved that the
trajectory of a missile fired from a cannon would not be a straight line, as was then supposed’
(Dibner). This contradicted the ‘impetus’ theory derived from Aristotle’s Physics, which stated
that a projectile’s trajectory was described by two straight lines united by a curved line. He also

determined maximum range to be at the gun’s elevation of 45°. Tartaglia was a self-taught
mathematician, engineer, surveryor and book-keeper. He wrote books on all these subjects,
and also taught mathematics at Brescia, Verona and Venice.

the tropics the tides followed the sun, and winds blew in the same
direction. But the continents formed a barrier to this movement and
so the water was deflected north and south, which accounted for

the ocean currents’ (ODNB). His work was published in English in

Naurus, the Persian perpetual calendar, attributed today to the
oth-century Persian mathematician Abu’l-Wafa Al-Buzjani (see
DSB I, p.39). The fact that the commentary on the calendar is

in Turkish may be the cause of the common misattribution to a
Turkish sheikh of similar name. Having studied the sciences in Italy
between 1645 and 1648, Georg Hieronymus Welsch, a German
physician and scholar, returned to Augsburg to devote himself to
the study of oriental science. Using a manuscript Persian perpetual
calendar acquired from Christoph Weikmann’s Kunstkammer in
Ulm, he drew up this study in Latin, Ottoman Turkish and a whole
range of languages, the text providing an introduction to Turkish
astronomy, as well as a painstaking study of the manuscript itself.

The frontispiece
represents two Ottoman astronomers, the first six plates illustrate
globes, astrolabes, and alphabets, while the other 16 reproduce the
manuscript, placing the text within an exotic floral frame.

1 DESCRIPTION OF LOTS

(a) Certain words used in the catalogue description have special
meanings.

You can find a key to the Symbols found
next to certain catalogue entries under the section of the catalogue
called ‘Symbols Used in this Catalogue'.

(b) Our description of any lot in the catalogue, any condition report
and any other statement made by us (whether orally or in writing)
about any lot, including about its nature or condition, artist, period,
materials, approximate dimensions or provenance are our opinion
and not to be relied upon as a statement of fact. We do not carry out
in-depth research of the sort carried out by professional historians
and scholars. All dimensions and weights are approximate only.

2 OUR RESPONSIBILITY FOR OUR DESCRIPTION OF LOTS

We do not provide any guarantee in relation to the nature of a lot
apart from our authenticity warranty contained in paragraph E2
and to the extent provided in paragraph | below.

3 CONDITION

(a) The condition of lots sold in our auctions can vary widely due to
factors such as age, previous damage, restoration, repair and wear and
tear. Their nature means that they will rarely be in perfect condition.
Lots are sold ‘as is', in the condition they are in at the time of the sale,
without any representation or warranty or assumption of liability of any
kind as to condition by Christie’s or by the seller.

(b) move the bidding backwards or forwards in any way he or she
may decide, or change the order of the lots;

(c) withdraw any lot;

(d) divide any lot or combine any two or more lots;

(e) reopen or continue the bidding even after the hammer has fallen;
and

1 THE BUYER'S PREMIUM
In addition to the hammer price, the successful bidder agrees to
pay us a buyer’s premium on the hammer price of each lot sold.
On all lots we charge 25% of the hammer price up to and including
£100,000, 20% on that part of the hammer price over £100,000 and
up to and including £2,000,000, and 12% of that part of the hammer
price above £2,000,000.

2 TAXES

The successful bidder is responsible for any applicable tax including
any VAT, sales or compensating use tax or equivalent tax wherever
such taxes may arise on the hammer price and the buyer’s premium.

4% up to 50,000

3% between 50,000.01 and 200,000

1% between 200,000.01 and 350,000

0.50% between 350,000.01 and 500,000

over 500,000, the lower of 0.25% and 12,500 euro.

We will work out the artist's resale royalty using the euro to sterling rate
of exchange of the European Central Bank on the day of the auction.

E WARRANTIES

1 SELLER'S WARRANTIES

For each lot, the seller gives a warranty that the seller:

(a) is the owner of the lot or a joint owner of the lot acting with the
permission of the other co-owners or, if the seller is not the owner or
a joint owner of the lot, has the permission of the owner to sell the
lot, or the right to do so in law; and

(b) has the right to transfer ownership of the lot to the buyer without
any restrictions or claims by anyone else.

If either of the above warranties are incorrect, the seller shall not
have to pay more than the purchase price (as defined in paragraph
Fi(a) below) paid by you to us. The seller will not be responsible to
you for any reason for loss of profits or business, expected savings,
loss of opportunity or interest, costs, damages, other damages or
expenses. The seller gives no warranty in relation to any lot other
than as set out above and, as far as the seller is allowed by law, all
warranties from the seller to you, and all other obligations upon the
seller which may be added to this agreement by law, are excluded.

2 OUR AUTHENTICITY WARRANTY

We warrant, subject to the terms below, that the lots in our sales
are authentic (our ‘authenticity warranty’). If, within five years of
the date of the auction, you satisfy us that your lot is not authentic,
subject to the terms below, we will refund the purchase price paid
by you. The meaning of authentic can be found in the glossary at
the end of these Conditions of Sale. The terms of the authenticity
warranty are as follows:

(a) It will be honoured for a period of five years from the date of
the auction. After such time, we will not be obligated to honour the
authenticity warranty.

(b) Itis given only for information shown in UPPERCASE type in the
first line of the catalogue description (the ‘Heading). It does not
apply to any information other than in the Heading even if shown
in UPPERCASE type.

(c) The authenticity warranty does not apply to any Heading or part of
a Heading which is qualified. Qualified means limited by a clarification
in a lot’s catalogue description or by the use in a Heading of one of the
terms listed in the section titled Qualified Headings on the page of the
catalogue headed ‘Important Notices and Explanation of Cataloguing
Practice’. For example, use of the term 'ATTRIBUTED TO.." in a

Heading means that the lot is in Christie’s opinion probably a work by
the named artist but no warranty is provided that the lot is the work of
the named artist. Please read the full list of Qualified Headings and a
lot’s full catalogue description before bidding.

(d) The authenticity warranty applies to the Heading as amended
by any Saleroom Notice.

(e) The authenticity warranty does not apply where scholarship
has developed since the auction leading to a change in generally
accepted opinion. Further, it does not apply if the Heading either
matched the generally accepted opinion of experts at the date of the
sale or drew attention to any conflict of opinion.

(f) The authenticity warranty does not apply if the lot can only be
shown not to be authentic by a scientific process which, on the date
we published the catalogue, was not available or generally accepted
for use, or which was unreasonably expensive or impractical, or
which was likely to have damaged the lot.

(g) The benefit of the authenticity warranty is only available to the
original buyer shown on the invoice for the lot issued at the time of
the sale and only if the original buyer has owned the lot continuously
between the date of the auction and the date of claim. It may not be
transferred to anyone else.

(h) In order to claim under the authenticity warranty you must:

(i) give us written details, including full supporting evidence, of any
claim within five years of the date of the auction;

(i) at Christie’s option, we may require you to provide the written
opinions of two recognised experts in the field of the lot mutually
agreed by you and us in advance confirming that the lot is not
authentic. If we have any doubts, we reserve the right to obtain
additional opinions at our expense; and

bought it in the condition it was in at the time of sale.

(i) Your only right under this authenticity warranty is to cancel the
sale and receive a refund of the purchase price paid by you to us.
We will not, in any circumstances, be required to pay you more than
the purchase price nor will we be liable for any loss of profits or
business, loss of opportunity or value, expected savings or interest,
costs, damages, other damages or expenses.

(j) Books. Where the lot is a book, we give an additional warranty
for 14 days from the date of the sale that if on collation any lot is
defective in text or illustration, we will refund your purchase price,
subject to the following terms:

(a) This additional warranty does not apply to:

(i) the absence of blanks, half titles, tissue guards or advertisements,
damage in respect of bindings, stains, spotting, marginal tears or other
defects not affecting completeness of the text or illustration;

(ii) drawings, autographs, letters or manuscripts, signed photographs,
music, atlases, maps or periodicals;

(iii) books not identified by title;

(iv) lots sold without a printed estimate;

(v) books which are described in the catalogue as sold not subject
to return; or

(vi) defects stated in any condition report or announced at the
time of sale.

(b) To make a claim under this paragraph you must give written
details of the defect and return the lot to the sale room at which you
bought it in the same condition as at the time of sale, within 14 days
of the date of the sale.

(k) South East Asian Modern and Contemporary Art and Chinese
Calligraphy and Painting.

In these categories, the authenticity warranty does not apply
because current scholarship does not permit the making of definitive
statements. Christie's does, however, agree to cancel a sale in either
of these two categories of art where it has been proven the lot is a
forgery. Christie’s will refund to the original buyer the purchase price
in accordance with the terms of Christie’s authenticity warranty,
provided that the original buyer notifies us with full supporting
evidence documenting the forgery claim within twelve (12) months
of the date of the auction.
