Wu Guanzhong’s paintings metamorphised through several stylistic stages – from the realistic sketches in the 1970s to the semi-abstract 
representational works in the 1980s, to 1990s when some of his enormous abstraction masterpieces appeared. White Birch and Magnificent 
Landscape perch on a unique period of transition in the late 1980s. Having studied in école nationale supérieure des Beaux-arts de Paris from 
1947 to 1950, he was able to apply the western theory of points, lines, planes to his visualisation of nature. His paintings inherit the expressionist 
techniques and perspectives which are essentially Chinese and synthesised them with the western form of beauty. 

White Birch is a recurring theme in Wu Guanzhong’s painting, because he believed that it is a creature that best embodies the beauty of 
structured lines and contrasting colours in nature . Since 1981, he had expedited to the most untrodden landscapes in China in search of 
white birch forests. He wrote in his biography: “White birches grow alongside lakes and rivers as they are naturally inclined to a clean and 
pure environment. The white trunks are slim and elegant, with the branches gentling hanging down, as if young lady contemplating with 
nostalgia… Some of the old trees have long and black cracks in their snow-white bodies, like strokes of dark ink on paper, most incisively 
and vividly…”

Based on his acute observation and masterful techniques, Wu recreated the idea of nature with remarkable grace and simplicity. The coloured 
dots all over the paintings exemplified his deep understanding of optics – The larger green foliage are attached to the branch, while the lively 
yellow dots follow the green. Tiny orange dots sporadically skip around the branches, corresponding to some delicate touch of nearly-invisible 
red. Layers of ink in the background alludes to the shadow of the forest, creating a mysterious ambiance to the scene. 

Magnificent Landscape is a playful manipulation of perspective as well as a poetic expression of the awe to nature. Wu rarely copied what he saw 
in nature directly. Starting with observation, he roamed around the landscape to extrapolate an impression of the subject matter. In Magnificent 
Landscape, he overlaps the pine tree in the foreground with the mountains from far away, confronting the audience with the overwhelming 
body of the creature. By closer scrutiny, a staircase between the cliff can be found in the lower right corner of the painting, forming an 
unexpected contrast to the vast of nature.

吳冠中的風格由七十年代的具象寫生演變到八十年代的半抽象，至九十年代，更出現了濃郁深沉的全抽象作品。《白樺林》和《登

峰造極》正創作於八九十年代間的轉折期。吳冠中從寫生中抽取對象最根本的視覺特征，在點、線、面的流暢組合下讓心中之自然

映像躍然紙上，將西方的形式美感與中國水墨的寫意高度融合。

白樺樹是吳冠中念念不忘的繪畫對象。為尋白樺林，他自1981年就特地長途跋涉長白山、新疆阿勒泰等地觀察寫生白樺情狀。因為

其“線條之結構”與“色彩之對比”最為突出。他在自述中詠道：“白樺生長在水邊，喜潔淨，潔白的身軀修長而苗條，枝條柔

軟地下垂，若懷眷戀之情，人們比之為少女…有的樹幹蒼老了，雪白的皮膚上裂開一條條長長的濃黑的斑紋，像揮毫在宣紙上的數

筆焦墨，淋漓盡致…”

畫家將對自然的細緻觀察和深刻感悟付諸丹青 - 鵝黄、碧綠、橘紅、墨黑掩映在枝椏間看似隨意的點染，都是對抽象視覺體驗的深

入研究和精心設計：似葉的綠往往附著于分枝，而輕盈的黃點則綴於綠影近處，細小明亮的橘點散佈主桿周圍，加上數片不著痕跡

的淡紅，明、暗、疏、密達到了完美的視覺平衡。吳更在背景中大筆暈染出豐富的深淺層次，諳指白樺茂林的深邃，達到見木思林

的效果。

《登峰造極》展現出吳冠中對視角的精準把握和對空間韻律的詩意表達。吳冠中極少照搬景物，他往往先行觀察，“跑遍山前山

后，村南村北，然後再腦子裡綜合、組織形象、挖掘意境”。畫中，他將近景和遠景大膽地重疊組合，遒勁奇松升騰而上，直沖天

際。細審畫面，可以看到右下角的山崖間的天梯，對比出峻嶺之危聳陡峭，可謂神來之筆。

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Art and culture flourished in China during the Ming Dynasty. In the mid-Ming in Jiangnan, the prosperous 
region south of the Yangtze River, cultural life thrived: erudite scholars, poets, artists and collectors often gathered 
in celebration of art. The literati drew inspiration from the rich tradition of painting and literature to create many 
masterpieces, some of which we can still enjoy the opportunity to view today.

Works by master artists hailing from Suzhou such as Shen Zhou, Zhu Yunming and You Qiu, through myriad 
subject-matters – from flowers, calligraphy, figures to landscape – demonstrate their refined technique and 
superior brushwork. 

Chen Hongshou and Lan Ying were both born in Zhejiang, in the Jiangnan area. Chen was extraordinary in his 
creativity – painting vividly coloured flowers and birds as well as figures.   

With regards to calligraphy, Zhu Yunming from Suzhou, Wang Shouren from Zhejiang, Mi Wanzhong from 
Beijing, and Zhang Ruitu from Fujian, are all representative figures. Their different styles of running and cursive 
scripts compellingly encapsulate the unique literati sensibilities of the Ming period.

Veteran collector, Mr. Yeh Chie Chung (1948-2008) started his collecting 
journey since the 1970s and built an impressive collection of Chinese 
classical and modern paintings.  He immersed himself in various fields 
of research, with a specialty in calligraphy.  Important works from Mr.  
Yeh’s collection have been on loan to the National Museum of History in 
Taipei and the National Taiwan Museum of Fine Arts (formerly known as 
Museum of Fine Arts in Taichung). A man of bold and generous character, 
Mr. Yeh was one of the founding members of the Ching Wan Society in 
Taipei, the world’s most renowned association of Chinese collectors. His 
friends held him in high esteem.

Thirteen lots of Chinese modern paintings will be offered in this sale, plus 
another fifteen lots (Lots 901 – 915) of classical works to be auctioned in our 
Fine Chinese Classical Paintings and Calligraphy sale on 27 November 2017.

Notably, several works in this collection are dedicated to Pu Ru’s 
student and friend, Fang Zhenwu. Fang Zhenwu received several Pu 
Ru’s works when the two were in Taiwan. According to the biography 
of Pu Ru, Fang secretly helped Pu to sell a lot of his works while 
storing the proceeds in Fang’s bank account. Pu was also a frequent 
visitor to Fang’s apartment on Quanzhou Street. As the two held a close 
relationship, Fang had a large collection of some of Pu Ru’s finest works.

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Fu Baoshi’s use of poetry to complement paintings was an idea he used frequently from the early 1940s to the end of his life. Fu’s early study of Chinese 
art history put him in good stead in borrowing poetry from Shi Tao, Du Fu, Bai Juyi and others to inspire his artistic direction, a particular well-known 
one being The Song of the Pipa Player executed in 1945 (Lot 8801). Owing to the new political atmosphere in the 1950s, Fu shifted his literary inspirations 
from old masters to new leaders, taking inspiration from Mao Zedong’s charged, evocative poetry and creating masterpieces such as the large joint work 
with Guan Shanyue Such is the Beauty of Our Rivers and Mountains. As Fu’s works began to mature and his skill continued to develop, the 1960s saw further 
development in parallel with Mao’s increase in his compilation of poetry.  

The poem Beidaihe (to the melody of Langtaosha) was created in 1954 by Mao during the second Five-Year Plan, and Fu’s interpretation of the poem in 
the present painting is thought to have been created in 1960.  To the modern artists of the 1960s, the notion of transformation involved not only artistic 
innovation but also ideological change as reflected in the artist’s conception, in turn serving contemporary political needs. Similar works were created 
during this time period, such as Autumn Breeze (Fig. 1) at the Nanjing Museum, as well as a piece by the same name dated 1965 (Fig. 2).  

Fu was charged with the mission of “painting our rivers and mountains with meticulous care”, and in this instance, the foliage and rhythm of falling 
leaves, faint marks of rain, together with the simple placement and expression of fishermen catching shrimp and crab all aptly express the artist’s idea and 
feelings evoked through Mao’s poetry. 

Using a “high-distance” gaoyuan view of the riverscene, Fu freely applies light washes, accentuating the subtle veil of rain, and the dancing movements 
of Fu’s brush gives an essence of lightness and poise to the shimmering river forms and boats that stretch beyond the horizon. The subtle gradation of 
ink washes effectively convey light, atmosphere and moisture. Significantly, the falling autumn leaves are reminiscent of the falling leaves in many of Fu’s 
female potraits of Lady Xiang, such as The Two Goddesses of Xiang River, where the falling leaves and hint of a light breeze further accentuate Fu’s originality 
in composition, and ingenuously conveys a moment in time on Beidaihe. 

以詩詞入畫意，是傅抱石一直以來的創作追求。傅抱石早年研習中國美術史，即創作過一批以石濤、杜甫、白居易等古人詩意為題材的作品，

典型者如1945年所作《琵琶行》即取自唐代詩人白居易名篇（拍品編號8801）。1950年代，在全新的政治環境下，傅抱石開始實踐以毛澤東詞意

入畫創作，其巔峰則是1959年與關山月合作、為人民大會堂創作的《江山如此多嬌》。毛澤東一生創作大量詩詞，多表現政治家的視野和氣魄。

本作品取詞意自毛澤東1954年創作的《浪淘沙·北戴河》。當時是國民經濟基本恢復後開展第一個五年計劃，進行大規模經濟建設的第二年。中

國的社會面貌相比於1949年已產生明顯起色。“蕭瑟秋風”源於曹操《觀滄海》“秋風蕭瑟，洪波湧起”。當時曹操有雄心統一中原，但終究未

果。而此時，毛澤東來到曹操曾經到過的地方秦皇島，眼前已是全新社會。雖詞句表面含蓄，但在兩者對比之下，毛澤東的自信與興奮之情溢於

詞面。

此作比照原詞，畫家以俯視的角度將海岸線盡收眼底。漁船星星點點綴於海面，一直綿延至遠方。紛紛紅葉落下，正應和“蕭瑟秋風”意境。

又使人聯想到其名作《湘夫人》中紅葉落下的效果。在創作之前，畫

家以清水融合極澹的墨汁在紙面刷過，營造出一種朦朧的煙雨效果，

這已成為傅氏標誌性山水創作技法。

傅抱石以《浪淘沙·北戴河》一詞入畫，大約肇始於1950年代末。同題

材類似作品可見現藏於南京博物院之《蕭瑟秋風》（圖1），按年款同

為庚子年。同一畫題作品亦可見1965年作《毛澤東浪淘沙·北戴河詞意

圖》（圖2），以橫幅作畫，視角不同，畫面重點放在左下赭色秋林之

上，應為畫家後期之另一嘗試。同一詞意作多種嘗試，可見傅抱石對

此詞意入畫創作之執著。

Beohar Rammanohar Sinha (1929-2007) was an 
Indian artist who is best known for his illustrations 
in the original final manuscript of the Constitution 
of India. Between 1957 to 1959, Rammanohar 
was sent by the Indian government to China as 
a scholar and a cultural emissary. The objective 
was to establish a direct cross-cultural and inter-
civilization bridge between the two historic nations. 
In addition to the dissemination of Indian art there, 
Rammanohar was to gain mastery in the best of 
Chinese art from the great master Qi Baishi and his 
contemporaries and followers. In 1957, Qi Baishi 
introduced Rammanohar to Li Keran after which 
they worked together for some time in the same 
studio in Beijing. When Rammanohar moved out of 
Beijing, several paintings were exchanged between 
him and Li Keran, visible in the accompaning 
photograph, including some that are air-drying (The 
middle one, Lot 1299) and the ones stacked on the 
table in the photography of 1957.

Suma Yakichiro (1892-1970) was a notable Japanese 
diplomat and art collector who was a close friend of Qi 
Baishi. As an important diplomat during the Showa era, 
Suma was acquainted with many Chinese artists while he was 
posted in China, working in Guangzhou and Nanjing. With 
his deep understanding of Chinese modern paintings, he was 
able to set up a comprehensive collection within ten years. 
Unlike the collection of many other Japanese collectors of 
the time, Suma’s collection is mostly comprised of Chinese 
modern paintings, amongst which are many masterworks by 
Qi Baishi. He also played an important role in promoting Qi 
Baishi’s paintings in Japan.

須磨彌吉郎（1892-1970），號昇龍山人，室號梅花草堂，
日本昭和時期著名外交官，歷任日本駐華公使館二等參贊、
駐廣州總領事、駐南京總領事兼使館一等秘書等職位。1937
年轉任駐美大使館參事。在以外交官派駐中國期間，借助其
特殊身份的便利，須磨氏多有接觸中國畫家的機會，憑藉良
好的藝術素養和對中國近現代繪畫的深入認識，僅十年之
功，便建立了十分完備的中國書畫收藏體系。與偏重於古代
書畫收藏的其它日本收藏家不同，須磨氏的收藏以中國近現
代書畫為主，其中又以齊白石的作品佔據了重要的分量。甚
至可以說，須磨是以齊白石為中心，奠定其收藏近現代中國
畫的基礎。而他也是繼陳師曾之後，在日本推廣齊白石作品

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This present painting belonged to the noted Peking opera playwright Li 
Shikan (1888 – 1961). 

Li Shikan, a native of Fujian, was a politician and military official during 
the Republic of China. Along with being a poet, playwright, and Mei 
Lanfang’s poetry teacher he was also a key member in Mei Lanfang’s 
Zhui Yu Xuan group, named after Mei’s residence in Beijing. Born 
into a wealthy household of salt merchants, Li studied at the Imperial 
Japanese Army Academy, and entered the military during the end of the 
Qing dynasty, rising through the ranks to become lieutenant general. 
Li practised poetry at an early age and was acquainted with many 
intellectuals and artists in Beijing and Shanghai, including the young Mei 
Lanfang whom he met through a friend, and thus beginning a friendship 
spanning half a century. 

Mei Lanfang began to rise in prominence in the early years of the Republic 
of China, becoming one of the most famous Peking opera artists by the 
1920s. Mei’s success was attributed not only to his talents but also a group 
of friends and supporters who helped promote his craft beyond Beijing.  
The Zhui Yu Xuan group included Li Shikan, Qi Rushan, Luo Fukan, 
Huang Qiuyue and Zhao Shuyong. Li in particular took up many roles, 
acting as advisor, promotor, playwright and public relations manager, and 
helped write key roles such as Goddess of the River Luo. He was known as 
an important motivator and key agent in reforming Peking opera. 

Li’s acquaintance with Qi Baishi is linked to Mei Lanfang as recorded 
in Qi’s own biography in the ninth year of the Republic, 1920, which 
described their first meeting. Mei Lanfang was an admirer of Qi’s work, 
and Li viewed Qi Baishi as a teacher and mentor. 

This present painting, a set of four lotuses, was created in 1923, three 
years after the first meeting. According to The Chronicles of Mei Lanfang, 
Mei officially became Qi’s student in 1924, to learn how to paint insects 
and flora in gongbi style. Qi Baishi was also captivated by the beauty and 
diversity of flora at Mei’s Zhui Yu Xuan residence, often visiting his home 
to sketch. 1923 was most likely the period when Qi and Mei met most 
frequently. 

Having moved from his hometown to Beijing in 1919, Qi slowly shifted 
his art inspiration and teachings from old masters such as Bada Shanren to 
his own style, as advised by Chen Shizeng. In turn, he moved away from 
gongbi style painting and worked on a more unique, xieyi type of painting, 
exemplified in this present piece. Qi’s strokes take a bold approach as 
he executes the stems, leaves and buds in dramatic strokes, where tonal 
gradations and contrasts in colour highlight a crisp, fresh, and dramatic 
vision of four lotus ponds of different seasons. With simple composition 
and straightforward execution, Qi employs brushstrokes charged with ink 
to paint rich lotus leaves, in stark constrast to the cool, long lotus stems 
and bursts of colours from the lotus flower and buds.  

Qi Baishi dedicated some of his early lotus paintings of the 1920s to Mei 
Lanfang, displaying the latter’s preference in this subject matter.

京劇支持團體“綴玉軒”重要成員。李氏生於福建鹽商官宦世家，

詩詞家學深厚。他早年畢業於日本陸軍士官學校，一度銜至陸軍中

將。李氏早年習詩，與北京上海文人名士交游廣泛，後結識少年梅

蘭芳，從此輔佐梅長達半個世紀之久，開創一代名伶傳奇。

梅蘭芳於民國初年嶄露頭角，二十年代即已在北京京劇界如日中

天。梅蘭芳的成功與綴玉軒這一幕後支持團體不可分割，其中即包

括李釋戡、齊如山、羅復堪等一眾文人名士。他們大多留洋歸來，

早年經歷相去甚遠，但因為梅蘭芳而聚集在一起，成為梅京劇事業

的幕後支柱（下圖）。李釋戡是多面手，兼編劇、顧問、宣傳、交

際職責於一身，曾為梅撰寫《洛神》等名段，在綴玉軒中佔據重要

位置，亦是梅氏改革京劇的主要推動者。

李氏與齊白石相識，亦當從綴玉軒和梅蘭芳說起。《白石老人自

述》記錄齊白石於民國九年跟梅蘭芳相識。“…他書斋名‘綴玉

軒’，布置得很講究。…同時在座的，還有两人：一是汪靄士；一

是福建人李釋堪（宣倜），是教他作詩詞的，釋堪從此也成了我的

朋友。”此時，梅蘭芳在京劇界如日中天，齊白石卻境況窘迫。但

梅及門人待齊白石極為尊重，齊亦深為感激。李釋戡欽佩白石老人

學識，曾讚譽他“詩中有畫畫中有詩”。自此齊李二人訂交。

本幅彩荷四屏寫於1923年。據梅蘭芳年譜，梅氏1924年正式拜師齊

白石，學習工筆草蟲。而齊白石亦驚歎於綴玉軒中花草之盛，常

往來寫生作畫。1923年，應正是齊白石與綴玉軒聯繫最為頻密的時

期。齊白石早於1919年即移居北京以鬻畫刻印為生。當時他學的是

八大山人冷逸的一路，不為北京人所喜愛。後經陳師曾勸告才另立

一格，自創紅花綠葉的寫意畫風。本幅即屬此一風格轉變時期的傑

構。荷花形態仍由大寫意筆法一氣呵成，但姿態各異，墨彩充盈。

翠荷以墨色表現，濃淡變換，層次豐富。秋荷以淡赭色寫成，清新

淡雅，風姿綽約。紅荷用色富麗，柔艷嬌媚。荷花、荷葉、蓮蓬不

同時期的姿態於四屏中盡收眼底。整幅佈局錯落有致，落落大方，

四屏一套，實為難得。

Mr. Tan Keng Cheow (1907-1972), born in 
Guangdong, graduated with a law degree 
from Shanghai Public Jinan University and 
lectured in colleges and universities including 
Guangzhou University. He later moved to 
Singapore where he contributed further to 
education as the principal of Tuan Mong 
High School and lectured in Chung Cheng 
High School. 

As the son of Mr. Tan Teo Ngo, an eminent 
calligrapher and painter, he mastered both 
calligraphy and painting at an early age. 
When in Shanghai, Mr Tan studied with 
famous painters including Huang Binhong 
and Ye Gongchuo who enlightened him tremendously. It also provided 
him with a chance to appreciate great works of art. 

Mr. Tan was a distinguished educator, artist and art collector. He was 
the honorary chairman of the Chinese Pen Calligraphy Institution, 
superintendent of the Society of Chinese Artists and influential in the 
Chinese Calligraphy Society of Singapore. A noted collector of Huang 
Binhong’s work, Mr. Tan’s vast collection of Huang’s paintings earned 
his residence the name Bai Hong Lou (Hundred Huang’s Building) and 
The Studio of Three Hundred Paintings. Of the three Huang Binhong 
paintings illustrated in Michael Sullivan’s Chinese Art in the Twentieth 
Century published in 1959, one came from the collection of Mr. Tan – a 
testimony to the importance of his collection.

陳景昭（1907-1972），原籍廣東省潮安縣義龍鄉，早年畢業於上

海國立暨南大學，獲法學士學位，歷任包括廣州大學等多間大學講

師。後移居新加坡，繼續服務教育事業，出任端蒙中學校長，及中

正中學總校教席。

陳先生之父為嶺東金石書畫耆宿陳兆五先生，家學淵源，於書畫夙

具心得。當他旅學滬上時，課餘復從名家黃賓虹、葉恭綽，深得指

授，博覽名家所藏古今名迹，造詣湛深。

陳景昭是一位成功的教育家，曾為中國鋼筆書法研究所名譽所長，

及中華美術研究會監察主任；在藝術事業上是一位特出的藝術家，

收藏家。其寓所稱“百虹樓”，乃因收藏其師黃賓虹達百幅以上，

又稱“三百畫齋”。在蘇立文於1959年出版的《20世紀中國藝術與

藝術家》中，三幅黃賓虹作品其一即出自陳景昭的收藏，並刊登於

書中內頁，其藏品之精從中可見一斑。

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The term “Three Masters Crossing the Sea” first appeared in the 
public in 1993, when the National Museum of History in Taipei 
held the exhibition Three Masters Crossing the Sea to show the works 
of the three artists. All born at the end of 19th century, Huang 
Junbi, Zhang Daqian and Pu Ru are masters of Chinese modern 
ink paintings. They came from different family backgrounds, yet all 
of them left mainland China in 1949 and ended up in Taiwan due 
to the change of course of history. “Crossing the Sea” therefore not 
only means the shift in geographical location, but also symbolises a 
major cultural reconstruction when the three left their motherland 
for Taiwan and the world. 

Five works from each artist were carefully selected for the sale from 
the Congyun Xuan Collection. The works span over a long period 
of time from before to after their migration, which greatly enriches 
the understanding of the stylistic changes and social interactions of 
the three artists. Ladies and Butterflies by Zhang Daqian, formerly 
the property of the Huang Junbi Collection is an extremely 
rare work from Zhang Daqian’s early period. One can trace the 
difference in his later figure paintings under the influence of the 
art of Dunhuang.  Splashed-Ink Landscape and Splashed-Colour Lotus, 
both dedicated to He Haotian, the former Director of the National 
Museum of History, are also the finest works of the kind. They 
reflect Zhang Daqian’s deep association with arts and cultures. Also 
in the collection is Ink Lotus dedicated to Huang Junbi in the 1930s, 
which reflects the long-lasting friendship of the two artists. Amongst 
the works by Huang Junbi are some of his early fine-brushwork 
paintings of flowers and birds as well as his iconic landscape works 
after he crossed the sea. Returning Home is included in Collection of 
Paintings by Huang Junbi published by National Museum of History 
in 1974. Pu Ru’s works are combinations of paintings and calligraphy. 
His paintings exhibit the most elegant flair and the handscrolls are 
incredibly fine.

Congyun Xuan was founded by Chang Fu-Ying, a student of 
Huang Junbi. Named by Huang Junbi himself, it primarily collected 
Huang Junbi’s works and later incorporated works by the Three 
Masters and great artists such as Xu Beihong and Fu Baoshi. In 
2011, the National Dr. Sun Yat-Sen Memorial Hall in Taipei held 
a major exhibition on the Three Masters as a historical summary 
and commemoration of some of the greatest artistic treasures of 
our time. Most of the works were on display in this exhibition. We 
hope that the sale of this very important collection and other works 
by the three artists can inspire the appreciation of their artistry and 
reinvigorate the discussion on the Three Masters Crossing the Sea.

黃君璧、張大千、溥儒三位中國近現代史上的水墨大家，均出生於

十九世紀尾聲。他們家世背景各不相同，均因歷史轉折，於一九四九

年前後離開大陸，最終定居台灣。“渡海”既是地理意義上的轉折，

又是文化意義上的重構，從此刻起三人別離故土，走向台灣，更走

向世界。

本專輯精選由從雲軒提供之三家精品各五件，年代橫跨渡海前後，

其意義更在於探討三家渡海前後之風格發展變化，三家相互交往及

社會交際。張大千《撲蝶圖》為早年仕女畫難得一見之精品，由白

雲堂收藏，可與後期受敦煌影響後之人物畫作一比較。上款前史博

館館長何浩天之潑墨山水和潑彩荷花為同類題材之翹楚，可觀大千

與文化藝術界之關聯互動。更有三十年代大千寫奉君璧之墨荷，見

證二人長久友誼。黃君璧作品包含早年工筆花鳥及渡海後典型風格

之山水作品，《雲壑歸樵》於一九七〇年代出版於歷史博物館印行

之《黃君璧畫集》。溥儒作品多書畫合璧，畫格高逸，小品手卷更

精美絕倫。

從雲軒由黃君璧弟子張福英創辦，軒名也由其師君璧親取，最初以

黃君璧作品為主，後來演變成渡海三家， 亦有徐悲鴻、傅抱石等名

家作品。其藏三家作品來源脈絡清晰，質量上乘。二〇一一年，台

北國父紀念館舉辦《再現渡海三家：藝韻風華》特展，意義深遠，

本輯相當部分作品曾參加此次展覽，冀望觀者可以透過本專題及本

次拍賣中之其他三家作品，再度回顧三位大家之藝韻風華。

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The later splashed-colour works of Zhang Daqian in the 1980s are generally regarded to show the 
consummate skills and highest achievements of the artist. In his schematisation of the art of paintings, 
a balance between decorative mannerism and spiritual elevation remains his central concern. Because 
of his deep understanding of optics and perspectives, he was able to manipulate the viewer’s sight 
with meticulous movements and fluidity of light and shadow as well as fade and saturation of 
colours. Surrounded by an opulent abstraction of azurite and turquoise, the lotuses blossom with a 
heavenly glow. 

The sublime aura permeating from the painting roots in Zhang’s early fascination with Buddhism 
and lotus, or Padma, which is a symbol for cosmic renewal and primordial purity. During his journey 
in 1941 to Dunhuang where he reached his major artistic breakthrough, he bought several lotus roots 
from the neighbouring city Lanzhou and attempted to grow them in Dunhuang to recreate the lush 
scenery of summer. Although the harsh climate of Dunhuang did not allow his horticultural plan 
to come into realisation, the journey kept inspiring Zhang’s future creation, particularly in terms of 
the use of colours. In contrast to the moderation and subtlety of colours in traditional ink paintings 
after the Song Dynasty, Zhang’s work inherits the dramatic profusion of colours in the paintings 
of the Tang Dynasty and reincarnates the mythical sensation into a modern form of ode to nature.

Yu Fei’an wrote, “Of Daqian’s figure paintings, his lady portraits are the 
most lauded, for they are bold and creative.” 

Zhang’s portraits of ladies are imbued with a softness of touch,  painted in fine 
but robust lines, with eyes that exude tenderness; delicate dresses that express 
lightness and movements, as if lifted by the wind. Zhang’s skill in rendering 
facial expression conveys the elegant and meditative qualities of the traditional 
Chinese female portraits, as seen in Ladies and Butterflies.

Zhang Daqian first learned to paint women through copying works by 
Ming and Qing artists such as Tang Yin, Shi Tao, Gai Qi, Fei Danxu and 
Ren Bonian. Zhang’s female portraits are the result of his painstaking study 
from Ming and Qing masters to the Tang murals in Dunhuang, inheriting 
the greatness, uniqueness and characteristics of all the three dynasties, whilst 
embodying Zhang’s own rich technique and audacious creativity. 

This current painting is a classic example of the genre from Zhang’s early 
phase of artistic development in female portraiture – figures painted with 
fair face and detailed features; gentle, timid-like beauties that exude an air 
of antiquity. Their slender figures carry simple, smoothly-lined garments, 
their pale colour tone closely resembling portraits by Tang Yin.  

Renowned artist Yu Fei’an further explained, “Zhang has an intimate 
observation of the female psyche, with a few very delicate strokes, he can 
speak for the women he paints.. This is the magic of his art, but also the 
result of his effort in understanding the female gender.” 

Zhang Daqian was punctilious about the execution of his figures’ hair.  
explaining, “If one fails to paint a figure’s hair or beard well, it will look  
like a black soaked sponge is stuck to the face. Tang and Song artists were 
experts in painting hair and beards. Their method was to apply countless 
small strokes in heavy ink sparsely along the shape of the figure’s face, 
then they would reapplying light ink on the surface two or three times, to 
soften the appearance and give a natural and realistic touch.”

In 1954, Zhang Daqian settled in Mogi das Cruzes near São Paolo in Brazil after travelling the 
world from India to Argentina. There, he built an extravagant, lush traditional Chinese garden 
which he named the Garden of Eight Virtues. The 1950s and the 1960s were the time when Zhang 
Daqian started to experiment with splashed-ink as a technique: the exposure to new cultures 
and geographies inspired him greatly.  At the same time, he was suffering from an eye illness that 
diminished his ability to paint in the meticulous, precise manner that he was well-versed in. 

It was in the Garden of Eight Virtues that the artist painted Spring Snow on Magnificent Hills. With adept 
accumulation of ink layer by layer across the composition, the artist constructs an atmospherically 
ethereal world depicting the beautiful scenery. Executed in 1969, Spring Snow on Magnificent Hills is a 
spectacular landscape heralding the arrival of spring. Above the swathes of luminous ink forming the 
shapes of the mountains and peaks, the artist splashes vibrant green and blue pigments depicting the 
verdant vegetation before adding snowy white powder atop to perfect the snow-capped mountains. 
Here, pigments coalesce into a dance, the ink and colour dissolving into an otherworldly haze, pierced 
through only by the bright red flowers on branches growing from the mountain cold. The landscape 
here is deftly complemented by expressively painted rock formations, trees, waterfall and lone cottages 
built on a cliff – a landscape for the lone scholar on the winding path to wander in.

1954年，張大千繼暫居印度、阿根廷後舉家定居巴西，在聖保羅市郊摩詰鎮開拓八德園，收羅

玲瓏怪石、奇花異草。上世紀五十、六十年代乃張大千創立並發展潑墨潑彩畫風的重要時期，

對大千而言，無論地理環境還是人文環境均為全新，追求變法成為順應時勢的必然趨向。且張

大千目疾之後，對線條的控制顯得難以從心所欲。此時開始，大千頻頻使用大潑墨寫意山水技

法，更於六十年代在潑墨基礎上發展出潑墨潑彩相結合的新面貌，愈來愈臻於完善。

《溪山春雪》作於1969年，正是八德園時期的代表作品之一。畫面中山水氤氳，墨氣酣暢淋

漓，在濃淡虛實的墨色間，山巒煙雲若隱若現。潑墨完成主體後，畫家以石青石綠的潑彩作

點綴，表現濃郁的植被和山巔的靄色，再撞入白粉來表現山頂受光面白雪的明暗變化。潑彩

與水墨交融一氣，色澤絢麗，隨著色彩的流動、沉澱，產生光色明暗閃爍、斑斕陸離的色彩

效果，有如夢境般的奇幻美麗。山石上，又以鮮紅點綴朵朵綻放的花，以表達春暖花開之

意。大千用簡略的筆法，於山間和山巔鈎勒出岩石、樹枝、瀑布、小屋，以及漫步在山徑上

的出世高士，在抽象之中加入具象，得到了清晰準確的表現。
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Luo Jialun (1897-1969) wielded significant influence in the fields of 
politics and education in 20th-century China, as well as being an 
accomplished poet, author and collector. He became active in politics 
during his studies at Fudan School in Shanghai. In 1917, while studying 
foreign literature at Peking University, Luo Jialun advocated literary 
reform and served as an editor of the student periodical, The Renaissance. 
These efforts culminated in his role as a student leader in the May 4th 
Movement. He spent several years abroad and studied in the United 
States, London, Berlin, and Paris. After Luo returned to China, he 
joined the Nationalist government and was appointed as deputy head 
of instruction at the Central Party Institute in Nanjing in 1927. He 
served as president of Tsinghua University between 1928 and 1930. 
In 1932 he was appointed president of National Central University 
in Nanjing, serving until 1941. During this time, he led the university 
to safety in Chongqing in the midst of the Sino-Japanese War. Luo 
served as the Republic of China’s ambassador to India from 1947 to 
1949, before returning to Taiwan and assuming additional education-
related official duties. Luo acquired an extensive collection of Chinese 
paintings throughout his life. His family later donated many of his 
Classical Chinese paintings to the National Palace Museum in Taipei, as 
documented in the museum catalogue A Collection of Chinese Paintings 
Donated by Ms. Zhang Weizhen (wife of Luo Jialun).

羅家倫（1897-1969），字志希，筆名毅。“五四運動”的命名

者，近代著名的教育家、思想家、社會活動家；早年求學於復旦

公學和北京大學；民國年間，擔任國立中央大學、國立清華大學

校長之職。1928年，羅家倫就任清華大學校長，發表題為“學術

獨立與新清華”的就職演說。清華大學在羅家倫手裡終於實現了

男女同校。南京大學今天的校訓“誠、樸、雄、偉”，即為羅家

倫所提出。1949年到台，先後出任中華民國總統府國策顧問、國

民黨中央評議委員、國民黨史會主任委員、中國筆會會長、考試

院副院長、國史館館長等職。羅家倫書畫收藏甚豐，其家屬把古

代書畫部分捐贈國立故宮博物館，並出版《羅家倫夫人張維楨女

史捐贈書畫目錄》以為紀念。

Mianzhong, the courtesy 
name of Zha Liangzhao (1897-1982) is also mentioned in the 
inscription. Zha went to study at the University of Chicago and then 
Columbia University after graduating from Tsinghua College, a 
preparatory school for Chinese students to study in the United States. 
During the course of his study, he became friends with Luo Jialun, 
a notable educator and historian. Zha worked as a guest lecturer 
at the University of New Delhi in India in the late 1940s, when 
Luo was an ambassador to India for the Republican Government. 
Meanwhile, because of the changing political climate in China, 
Zhang Daqian went all over the world. He embarked on his journey 
from Hong Kong in 1950, held an exhibition in New Delhi and 
stayed in Darjeeling for nearly a year. As the three were all in New 
Delhi, Luo Jialun invited Zhang Daqian and Zha Liangzhao to a 
party in the Chinese Embassy in India, when Zhang painted Three 
Friends as a gift to Luo Jialun. After 12 years, the three reunited in 
Japan. Unfortunately, the painting was already lost. Zhang Daqian, 
therefore, recreated the painting and added three old men into 
the picture, not only to symbolise the enduring characteristics of 
the three with pine trees, bamboos and plum blossoms, but also to 
commemorate their friendship that lasted over time. As a treasured 
piece in Luo Jialun’s private collection, it has vividly recorded the 
friendship of the three intellectuals in the modern era.

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As one of the leading figures of modern Chinese painting, Fu often used traditional poems and tales as the basis 
for his paintings. Fu believed that “the beauty of a painting will affect the viewer if it first affects the painter”, 
and that a successful painter employs calligraphic brushwork which emerges from physicality and emotion.

Written in 816 AD by Bai Juyi, a well-known Tang dynasty poet and official, The Song of the Pipa Player can 
be seen as his personal reflection on his own life experiences. Once the Commander of Jiangzhou, stationed 
in Xunyang, Bai was demoted and exiled by Emperor Xianzong over the failure to catch the murderer of two 
high officials. The Song of the Pipa Player speaks of the melancholy Bai Juyi felt upon hearing the sad tune of the 
pipa player, and the misfortunes of which she spoke. Stirring up his own feelings of despair over his dismissal 
from his post as governor, he felt an affinity to her song and her hardships, while the autumn season adds to 
the chills of adversity.

In The Song of the Pipa Player, Fu broke through traditional notions of Chinese painting and created something 
exciting and different, while remaining culturally significant with undercurrents of political commentary. 
Tightly composed, Fu’s composition is deliberately and carefully thought out – placed in corners diagonally 
across from each other, the characters exude a pensive and melancholic affection, while the gloomy moonlight 
surrounding creates a sense of cool detachment. Fu’s well-modeled and dark-complexioned figures blend well 
in the overall darkly dramatic tonality of the painting, and the trees underscore Fu’s mastery in brushwork and 
skilful play of light.

In the years preceeding 1945, Fu painted several paintings of the same subject matter and composition. A similar 
piece is housed in the collection of the Nanjing Museum, created in 1944, a year before the current lot. One 
can see how Fu’s understanding of the same subject matter further developed his inner vision, artistic expression, 
and unique perspective in composition, mood creation and figurative delineation. 

Notably, this painting was originally in the collection of the renowned financier and government official H. H. 
K’ung (Kong Xiangxi, 1881-1967). H. H. K’ung was a 75th-generation descendant of Confucius – a native of 
Taigu, Shanxi province to a well-established family of businessmen. He was educated by Christian missionaries 
at a young age and studied at Oberlin College and Yale University before returning to China in 1907. His initial 
career as an educator was cut short by the political disruption caused by the fall of the Qing dynasty. He was 
quickly appointed the civil administrator of Taigu and division commander of the local army. Shifting politics 
obliged K’ung to spend time in Japan, where he met and in 1914 married Soong Ailing (1890-1973). 

H. H. K’ung served several critical posts in the Republic of China government: Minister of Industry and 
Commerce (1928-1931), Minister of Finance (1933-1944), Governor of the Central Bank of China (1933-1945), 
and Premier of the Republic (1939-1945). During his career, he enacted important economic reforms and was 
among the key architects of China’s modern financial and industrial systems. K’ung lived in the United States 
after 1947 and these paintings remained in the family by descent.
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現代中國繪畫的先驅傅抱石不僅是國畫大師，亦是一位博

學多才的學者，經常以古詩古韻入畫。他對古典文學與藝

術的研究極深，文學尤鍾情於詩，歷代佳作無不熟稔，體

現在他的畫中，隨手拈來即成佳品。傅抱石擅長根據古人

的詩立意，或從中汲取靈感，抓住其精神實質進行藝術再

創造，無須題詩而詩意盎然。

《琵琶行》作於唐憲宗元和十一年（816年）秋，作者是唐

代著名詩人白居易。因他平素寫諷喻詩得罪朝廷的權貴，

在唐朝藩鎮勢力刺殺宰相武元衡、御史中丞裴度事件中蒙

冤，繼而被貶為江州司馬。這件事對白居易影響極大，是

他思想變化的轉捩點，從此他早期的銳氣逐漸銷磨，消極

情緒日漸增多。《琵琶行》作於他貶官到江州的第二年，作品借著敘述琵琶女演奏的哀婉之音和她的淒涼身

世，聯想到詩人仕途上的迷茫和絕望，繼而抒發了作者個人政治上受打擊、遭貶斥的抑鬱悲淒之情。琵琶女

的音樂與詩人的遭遇相互映襯，瑟瑟秋日更增添了一絲淒涼。在這裡，詩人把一個琵琶女視為自己的風塵知

己，與她同病相憐，寫人寫己，宦海的浮沉、生命的悲哀融合為一體，因而使作品具有不同尋常的感染力。

《琵琶行》的構圖極之縝密，對角呼應，人物哀愁的情緒呼之欲出，周圍黯淡的月光更顯悲愴。造型和色調

完美融合，描繪樹木的豪邁筆觸，凸顯出藝術家高超的筆法和對光影的靈巧運用。《琵琶行》突破了中國繪

畫的傳統概念，在當時的政治環境下保持了文化重要性的同時也做到了創新。這是他常畫的題材，1944年的

作品現藏南京博物院，此1945年的作品亦更趨成熟。傅抱石以樸素沉著、平實無華的技巧表達了畫家對筆下

人物的理解與共鳴，深入生動地表現了物件的豐富、複雜與微妙，實為藏家不容錯過的經典佳作。

傅抱石《琵琶行》為孔祥熙家族舊藏。孔祥熙（1880-1967），字庸之，號子淵，生於山西太谷縣一個亦商

亦儒的家庭。祖籍山東曲阜，孔子的第75世孫。孔公致力推動教育，1910年代自美國歐柏林學院及耶魯大學

學成歸國後，於家鄉山西太谷縣辦學，培育英才，冀以教育強國。但其最初的從教生涯因清末政治動蕩而終

結。而後從政，旅居日本期間與“宋氏三姊妹”之長姊宋藹齡（1889-1973）相識，並於1914年成婚。其後

與孫中山、蔣介石成為“連襟”。

孔祥熙亦以經商見長，成立祥記公司，從事煤油進口與天然資源貿易，其後於民國政府屢居要職，歷任實業

部長（1928-1931）、財政部長（1933-1944年）、中央銀行總裁（1933-1945）和行政院長（1939-1945）。

他推行多項重要經濟改革，在中央銀行總裁任內，更著力為中國現代金融及工業體制發展奠定基礎。

孔氏夫婦學養深厚，眼光獨到。1947年，孔公移居美國，這些珍藏後為孔氏家族傳承。

The landscape of Guilin is one of the most important themes in Li Keran’s later works. Since the 
1950s, Li travelled extensively all over China to sketch from nature. He was greatly impressed by the 
breathtaking views of Guilin and visited there several times. Li mostly painted from his studio in the 
1960s. He revolutionalised the traditional perspective and created a fascinating style that brilliantly 
conveys the magnificence of nature. In Bilian Mountain in Guilin, he used a levelled view to depict 
the layers of tall mountains on the right, while ingeniously applied a bird’s eye view on the left to 
accentuate the endless river. The water was not literally depicted but was implied by boats from 
various distance, leading the viewer’s attention towards the imaginary skyline. The grandeur of the 
mountain and the elegance of the river were all encapsulated in Li’s picture.

In 1979, Wu published the article The Beauty of Form in Paintings in Meishu 
magazine. His radical aesthetics of abstraction shocked the Chinese art world. 
For the first time, artists in China were introduced to the revolutionary 
idea that painting did not have to reflect objects from reality at all, and that 
abstraction could equally strike a chord to express the idea of beauty. 

Wu’s abstract work became more vigorous and intense in the late 1980s. 
Multiple layers of ink and colours intertwine against an enormous 
background. Unlike his previous works where the webs are usually an 
expressionist portrayal of stems or physical structures, Flowing Time moves 
into complete abstraction, yet the exuberant energy and passion for life 
remain the theme of the artist’s creation. 

Also created in 1989, Joy of Life embodies the similar idea of abstraction 
and offers an equally kaleidoscopic impression, yet the techniques and 
rhythms of the brushstrokes are utterly different from Flowing Time. The 
speed and vigor of dry brushstrokes weave through the crawling organism 
left by an elegant dance of a large brush soaked in ink, formulating a 
captivating consistency throughout the picture. Finishing with dabs of 
dots with vibrant colours, Wu has eternalised nature’s order within chaos 
with his mastery over the language of ink. 

Bridging the traditional and the contemporary, Wu painstakingly evolved 
his abstract form from his previous expressionist style. He pressed his 
brush against the painting with consistent rhythms of force, creating an 
abundance of effects which stem from traditional ink paintings such as 
flying white and splashed ink. Breaking the boundaries of techniques and 
genres, the works have left a timeless mark in the history of art.

八九十年代之交，吳冠中的作品由簡趨繁，由淡漸濃，畫面愈加深

沉，層次感愈加強烈。藤蔓、煙火、亦或是抽象情感的純粹揮霍，

觀者已無從分辨。但無疑可以從中感受到藝術家揮灑的生命力量。

吳冠中曾道：“古、今、中、外，藝術達到高峰時，都必將在高峰

相晤、相親，絕無東、西、南、北之隔膜。”《歲月年華》便是如

此集古今中外之大成之作。吳冠中通過筆刷與畫面的直接接觸，發

揮了油彩無法企及的豐富筆觸感，將中國設色水墨疏、密、濃、淡

的特性和傳統書法潑墨、飛白等技法淋漓盡致地融合展現，交織出

一曲生命交響。

同樣創作於一九八九年的《生命躍動》反映出相近的抽象美學立

場，然而其用筆手法與節奏韻律卻與《歲月年華》截然不同。千變

萬化的技法足以說明吳冠中對水墨、筆刷、紙張特質的純熟掌握。

無論是奮筆疾書留下的飛白，還是濕筆蔓延迂迴下的破墨暈染，深

淺墨氣在紙上互動而成了一個有機的整體，無一處網格重複，可見

大師之功力深厚。

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From a small port to the booming metropolis, Hong Kong has 
weathered many storms and endured through some difficult times 
throughout the 20th century.

Many “Hong Kong artists” of the 1940s to 1960s belonged to the 
generation of Chinese who were born inside mainland China, 
whose lives were interrupted by a decade of war, and who, during 
the agony and confusion of political changes, sought refuge in Hong 
Kong, consequently settling down permanently by the end of the 
1940s. Their life experiences, coupled with the many challenges 
facing the city enabled the artists to express and interpret art in 
their unique way. 

Prominent artists from the 1940s included leading members of 
the Guangdong National Painting Research Society, Huang Bore 
(1901-1968), Deng Fen (1894-1964), Li Yanshan (1898-1961) etc.  
Also, active in the art scene were second generation artists from 
the Lingnan school of painting, at the time named the “Seven 
Apprentices of Gao Qifeng (1889-1933)”, such as Zhao Shao’ang 
(1905-1998), He Qiyuan (1899-1970), Rong Shushi (1903-1996), 
Zhou Yifeng (1890-1982) and Yang Shanshen (1913-2004), a 
follower of Gao Jianfu (1879-1951). Many of these artists set up their 
own schools in Hong Kong, such as Bao Shaoyou’s (1892-1985) Lai 
Ching Art Institute, founded in 1928, and Zhao Shao’ang’s Lingnan 
Art Studio in 1948. These artists aimed to preserve and propagate 
the traditions of Chinese painting. 

Post-war Hong Kong in the 1950s saw more artists settling in Hong 
Kong, with their experiences in China giving them sufficient years 
to be steeped in Chinese tradition, yet young enough to accept

香港由一個小漁港發展成現今國際知名的大都會，期間經歷了各

種不同的磨練。其藝術發展亦然。香港位處中西文化融匯之地，

既擁有中國傳統藝術，又接受西方文化藝術的洗禮，孕育出一個

獨特多元的環境給予藝術家開拓出多元化的風格。

早在20世紀早期，礙於中國內憂外患，不少廣東的藝術家逃避戰

苑”，在香港開枝散葉，為教育做出貢獻。

在五十年代，香港藝術活動亦變得更加活躍。各式各樣的藝術

團體開始冒起，如鮑少遊、黃般若、趙少昂、楊善深、李鳳

公（1884-1967）、李研山、林建同（1911-1994）、呂燦銘

（1892-1963）等1956年成立的“丙申社”。這些組織更會定期

舉辦展覽，譬如李研山、黃般若、趙少昂、楊善深、李錫彭、丁

纓（1921-2005）、何漆園、鮑少游、周一峰、呂燦銘、張韶石

outside influences in search of new direction. Art societies began to 
form, such as the “Bing Shen” society in 1956, which hosted and 
organised many exhibitions, in particular, joint exhibitions at St. 
John’s Cathedral in 1959.

As art societies and exhibitions became more commonplace, 
governmental organisations and universities began to establish 
dedicated art schools and museums. The Hong Kong Gallery of Art 
(then at the Hong Kong City Hall) was established in 1962, with 
Zhang Daqian (1899-1983) being the first artist to exhibit there 
with over 100 works.  Many of these Hong Kong artists dictated the 
direction and taste of collectors and museums, with Lui Shou Kwan 
(1919-1975) acting as one of the advisors for the museum. Ding 
Yanyong (1902-1978), Lui Shou Kwan and Xiao Lisheng (1919-
1983) also served as lecturers for fine art courses at the Chinese 
University of Hong Kong. 

Owing to the hard work created by the first generation, a new 
wave of artists quickly emerged to form new art societies, such as 
the To-day’s Chinese Art Association in 1961, the Spring Breeze 
Arts Club established by Yang Shanshen, as well as two societies set 
up by students of Lui Shou Kwan, the Tao Art Association in 1968 
and One Art Group in 1970, representing the then ‘New Spirit’ of 
modern art in Hong Kong.

During the 70s and 80s, Hong Kong became the centre of finance 
and international trade in the Asia, bringing in considerable wealth 
and talent. It allowed for more cultural exchanges, and Hong Kong 
academies were able to invite artists in China to join in for artist’s 
exchanges. Furthermore, the sophisticated market allowed for

collectors and artists alike to have access to a great range of art, in 
turn influencing the tastes and aesthetics of the time. 

The Hong Kong Museum of Art was established in 1991, including 
a gallery dedicated to Hong Kong artists. In total the museum held 
over 3000 works by Hong Kong artists; the Hong Kong Visual Arts 
Centre opened in 1992, allowing for even more lectures, exchanges 
and exhibitions. 

Moving forward twenty years, the art scene in Hong Kong 
has become more multi-faceted and dynamic than ever, with 
numerous galleries, art fairs and auction houses featuring local and 
international artists. This narrative and continuity of the strength 
and vitality of Hong Kong artists, the breadth and depth of work is 
truly a living legacy, visible in the richness of artists from Modern 
paintings to Chinese Contemporary ink.

More importantly, this collection of artists from the 1950s – 1980s 
was instrumental in building the art scene in Hong Kong, and laid 
down the foundations for Chinese contemporary ink artists who 
were building their own career and art direction from the 80’s 
and 90’s onwards, such as artists Lui Shou Kwan, Fang Zhaoling 
(1914-2006), Wucius Wong (b. 1936), featured in Christie’s Chinese 
Contemporary Ink sale on 27th November, 2017 (Lots 801-811, 
829-832). This season, on the 20th anniversary of Hong Kong’s 
reunification, Christie’s is delighted to highlight contemporary 
Hong Kong artists, and more importantly, commemorate the great 
work created by first and second generation artists of Hong Kong.

“香港藝術展覽廳”展出香港藝術家作品。館藏超過三千多件香港

藝術家作品，是最具規模和系統化的香港藝術收藏。1992年成立的

香港視覺藝術中心則提供展覽廳、演講廳、工作室和完備設施，更

定期舉辦展覽和教育活動，提供藝術的養分和創作的機會。

概括2000年以後，香港畫家一方面受到趙少昂、楊善深等所創立

的香港嶺南畫派傳統的影響。另一方面他們秉承呂壽琨對水墨現

代化的願景，受到中西藝術理論的影響，開拓出水墨多元化的視

覺風格。同時，形形色色的畫廊、藝術博覽會、拍賣公司等紛紛

扎根香港，使香港藝術圈動態多變，注入新視野。從現當代香港

畫家的豐富作品中能體會到他們與過去前輩之間的連續性與及創

新性。

五十年代至八十年代的畫家前輩們對香港藝術節的發展毋庸置

疑，並設下現今畫家發展的基石，如本季11月27日舉行的中國當

代水墨專場的呂壽琨、方召麐（1914-2006）、王無邪（1936年

生）等（拍品編號801-811，829-832）。本次秋季拍賣適逢香

港回歸二十週年，佳士得在「中國近現代畫」和「丹青薈萃—中

國書畫網上拍賣」專場中分別推出「藝聚香江」專題，展示當代

香港畫壇的發展，並紀念第一代和第二代香港畫家的偉大貢獻。

1	 DESCRIPTION OF LOTS
(a)	 Certain words used in the catalogue description 
have special meanings. You can find details of 
these on the page headed “Important Notices 
and Explanation of Cataloguing Practice” which 
forms part of these terms. You can find a key to the 
Symbols found next to certain catalogue entries 
under the section of the catalogue called “Symbols 
Used in this Catalogue”.
(b)	 Our description of any lot in the catalogue, 
any condition report and any other statement 
made by us (whether orally or in writing) about 
any lot, including about its nature or condition, 
artist, period, materials, approximate dimensions 
or provenance are our opinion and not to be relied 
upon as a statement of fact. We do not carry out in-
depth research of the sort carried out by professional 
historians and scholars. All dimensions and weights 
are approximate only.

2	 OUR RESPONSIBILITY FOR OUR 
DESCRIPTION OF LOTS
We do not provide any guarantee in relation to the 
nature of a lot apart from our authenticity warranty 
contained in paragraph E2 and to the extent 
provided in paragraph I below.  

3	 CONDITION
(a)	 The condition of lots sold in our auctions can 
vary widely due to factors such as age, previous 
damage, restoration, repair and wear and tear.

Bids 
must be placed in the currency of the saleroom. 
The auctioneer will take reasonable steps to carry 
out written bids at the lowest possible price, taking 
into account the reserve.

If, within 5 years of the date of the 
auction, you satisfy us that your lot is not authentic, 
subject to the terms below, we will refund the 
purchase price paid by you. The meaning of 
authentic can be found in the glossary at the 
end of these Conditions of Sale. The terms of the 
authenticity warranty are as follows:
(a)	 It will be honoured for a period of 5 years from 
the date of the auction.  After such time, we will not 
be obligated to honour the authenticity warranty.
(b)	 It is given only for information shown in 
UPPERCASE type in the first line of the catalogue 
description (the “Heading”). It does not apply to any 
information other than in the Heading even if shown 
in UPPERCASE type.  
(c)	 The authenticity warranty does not apply 
to any Heading or part of a Heading which is 
qualified. Qualified means limited by a clarification 
in a lot’s catalogue description or by the use 
in a Heading of one of the terms listed in the 
section titled Qualified Headings on the page 
of the catalogue headed “Important Notices and 
Explanation of Cataloguing Practice”.
