8) All property items offered
for auction can be viewed and inspected prior to the auction. The property items
are second-hand. The catalogue descriptions are made to the best of the author’s
knowledge and belief, but are for purposes of information exclusively and are not
part of the contractually agreed properties and condition of the items, in particular
they do not constitute guarantees in the legal sense of the term.

In the case of export deliveries to non-EU countries, turnover tax is refunded to
the buyer as soon as the export and acceptance documentation has been received
by the Auctioneer. F) Invoices issued during or immediately following the auction
require verification; errors excepted.

4. DUE DATE, PAYMENT AND DEFAULT A) Buyers taking part in the auction in per-
son must pay the final purchase price (knockdown price plus premium and turn-
over tax) to the Auctioneer immediately following the knockdown in cash or by a
confirmed cheque.
