Untitled features the famous sleeping dog from Nara
Yoshitomo's cast of characters. A recurring figure in the
artist’'s oeuvre, the whimsical dog appears often in Nara's
creations and has been rendered in life-size sculpture form
as well as being featured as the hero of Nara's first illustrated
book for children, The Lonesome Puppy. The adorably
illustrated book tells the story of a puppy so large that no one
sees him — until a determined little girl climbs high enough to
meet him and become his friend. The present lot recalls not
only this sweet tale but also encapsulates Nara's epochal and
universally resonant oeuvre.

Nara was born in 1959 in Hirosaki in the Aomori Prefecture.
His formative years were marked—if not marred—by intense
feelings of isolation: born to emotionally distant workaholic
parents in post-war Japan and growing up as the youngest of
three sons by a drastic age difference, Nara's childhood was,
for the most part, spent alone. The artist once admitted in an
interview: “When you are a kid, you are too young to know you
are lonely, sad, and upset... Now | know | was.” Transforming
his intense feelings into art, Nara immortalized his loneliness
into endearing creations that quickly gained an explosive
worldwide cult following. Whether portraying young solitary
children or animals, Nara's creations merge anime, Pop Art
and punk rock, combining mischief and innocence to convey
a beguiling sugary sweetness on the surface that melts to
reveal darker angsts. While immediately reminiscent of Pop

and exuding an undeniable Lichtenstein-esque vibe, the artist’s

reductive figurations draw also on Modernism'’s sign-like
shorthand language of images to leaving endless space for
fantasy for the child as well as the adult viewer.

Samantabhadra is an exquisite example of Shiraga Kazuo's
1970s paintings, revealing the artist’s increasing engagement
with Esoteric Buddhism - a lesser known yet significant
influence to his artistic creation during this transitional period
of his career. In 1971, Shiraga underwent rigorous training
under the Tendai Buddhist sect at the Enryaku-ji monastery;
when he resumed painting the following year, he began titling
his compositions in reference to Buddhist deities. In the
present work, the deity Samantabhadra is almost discernible
from the seemingly abstract composition: the green
brushstrokes superimposed on vertical swathes of orange
evokes the deity’s golden body; while the underlying deep blue
pigments evoke the lotus pedestal on which the bodhisattva is
seated on.

Straddling the dynamic and the controlled, the present work

is charged with an incandescent vitality. Shiraga’'s dynamically
physical and gestural practice is mirrored by Samantabhadra’s
teaching, which emphasises the notions of motion and action
in living life in full. In fact, the Tendai sect and Enryaku-ji hold
dear to a long-standing history of highly physicalized spiritual
practise such as ascetic meditation and martial art in isolated
mountains. This approach towards spirituality perfectly
coincides with Shiraga’s corporeal and often violent artistic
endeavours.

While Shiraga is primarily known for his ground-breaking
method of painting with his feet, he began in the 1970s to
experiment with painterly tools such as wooden poles, boards
and squeegees. These new implementations seem to signify an
evolution in Shiraga's physical and spiritual relationship with
his art. Ming Tiampo, co-Curator of Gutai: Splendid Playground
at the Solomon R. Guggenheim Museum in New York, observes
that Shiraga's abstract expressions in the 70s “take on an
equally energetic, but more peaceful sensibility.” Inspired by
Buddhist learnings, the present work encapsulates the artist's
ceaseless exploration of the limits of body, art and spirit.
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at by means of the figurative” (Arnold Rudlinger in
Exh. Cat., Paris, Centre Culturel Américain, Sam
Francis, Shirley Jaffe, Kimber Smith, 1958, n.p.).

It was also during this time that the first artists
from China and Japan congregated in Paris in the
early 1950s, including Zao Wou-ki, Chu Teh-chun,
Imai Toshimitsu, Domoto Hisao. Deeply intrigued
by Asian philosophies, Francis adapted his style in
the mid-1950s to introduce large areas of white,
creating an airiness and lightness that breaks up
his earlier grid-like all-over compositions of colour.

Noting the East Asian sensibilities in Francis's
work, James Johnson Sweeney wrote in a
catalogue in 1967 that Francis was “the most
sensuous and sensitive American painter of his
generation” (James Johnson Sweeney in Exh. Cat.,
Houston, Museum of Fine Arts (and travelling),
Sam Francis, 1967, p. 21). In a career spanning half
a century and three continents, Francis charted
his own course through the global landscape of
abstraction, creating a corpus that is at once a
synthesis of diverse inspirations and a deeply
personal endeavour toward self-discovery.

Francis's works are housed in eminent international

museum collections such as the Centre Pompidou
in Paris, the MoMA and Metropolitan Museum

in New York and the Kunstmuseum Basel in
Switzerland, among others.

Lots 530 to 535 hail from an important and distinguished
private Japanese collection that amassed a first-class
assemblage of Post-War Japanese Art from the 1970s
onwards. The historically significant collection encompasses
eminent established names from the immediate post-

war period through to then-emerging artists in the 1980s,
featuring rare and highly representative works that reflect

the cutting-edge artistic views and creative inclinations of
Japan'’s dynamic post-war era. With impeccable provenance,
bearing the hallmark of a passionate and pioneering Japanese
connoisseur, many works in the collection have been on loan
to and exhibited at major museums in Japan and beyond and
contributed to the development of art and criticism worldwide.

The current selection presents an ambitious abstract lexicon of
six works by pioneering post-war Japanese artists. Highlights
include first-class works by Imai Toshimitsu, Domoto Hisao
and Yamaguchi Takeo that bear distinguished exhibition
records. Pioneers of their time, Domoto and Imai were
amongst the first to venture to Paris in the early 1950s, each
developing their own signature abstract styles by synthesizing
aesthetic philosophies from the East and the West. Enamoured
and influenced by the city and its art, Imai’'s monumental work
Sole Nascence, 1963, created three years after the artist was
selected to represent Japan at the reputed Venice Biennale,

is exemplary of Imai's signature brand of thickly impastoed
abstraction featuring rounded forms that recall the rising sun.
Domonto’s Peinture, on the other hand, displays the artist's
renowned lyricism that evokes the swirling energy of winds
and waves — a work that exhibits to full effect Domoto’s nimble
calligraphic brushwork which sets him apart from European
Informel. Rounding up the selection is an archetypal geometric
monochrome painting by Yamaguchi — Sequence of Squares,
1956, created in the same year the artist represented Japan

at the 28th Venice Biennale. Unlike the flat surfaces of the
American Color Field painters, Yamaguchi's heavy impasto
possess a palpable sculptural presence, articulating a
profound emphasis on tangible perception and the structural
integrity of physical reality. Manifesting a sublime synthesis of
remote traditions, histories and cultures, such leading post-
war Japanese artists enriched not only the art of their own
lands but the entire global stage of abstraction.

Fascinated by the transient moments of life, Robert Longo
creates photorealist works in charcoal capturing the
ephemeral height of an object’s existence. Study of Nancy

is a part of the artist’s Ophelia series in which he exactingly
details a rose in its exquisite beauty in full bloom. The strikingly
realistic portrait exhibits his adept skill at shading and drawing;
the rose bud unfolds gracefully, each petal peeling back to
reveal receding dark depths. The artist employs chiaroscuro to
consummate effect, elevating the underprivileged practice of
drawing to new heights. In Longo’s own words, he was driven
to try “something that wasn't mainstream...There was painting
and sculpture and then there was drawing...They always
seemed to be these intimate things, so the idea of elevating
drawing to painting scale seemed to be radical...| wanted the
works to operate on a really grand scale” (the artist cited in
“Working Towards Affection: An Interview with Robert Longo”,
Border Crossings, September 2010, pp. 40-41). Bewitchingly
alluring, the image of the bloomed rose is simultaneously
ominous; its beauty is deadly as the more it blooms, the

closer it is to its death. In one image, Longo represents the
circuitous phenomena of life. Works by Longo are collected in
institutions such as the Museum of Modern Art, New York, the
Los Angeles County Museum of Art and the Stedelijk Museum
in Amsterdam.

Over the past six decades, David Hockney's practice has
challenged and transformed the conventions of picture-
making. Championed for his relentless exploration of artistic
media, Hockney has experimented with painting drawing,
printmaking, photography and more recently computer and
iPad drawing programmes. The present work is an early
example of Hockney's embrace of iPhone and iPad as his
new drawing instrument. The airy mountainous landscape of
Yosemite with wispy clouds and lush greenery are drawn by a
stylus pen on an iPad screen which is then materialised by an
inkjet printer.

Hockney began to turn away from his traditional sketchbook
in favour of technology in 2010. The new media offers
Hockney an expanded artistic realm with an infinite range of
colour palette, flexibility in layering and scaling, as well as the
possibility of watching a playback of his own drawing. Art
critic Roberta Smith lauded Hockney's iPad works, praising
them as “an in-depth portrait of the artist as a tradition-fluent

Celebrated for her unique aesthetic of ubiquitous polka dots,
Kusama's adaptation of the motif permeates her prolific
oeuvre, ranging from drawings and prints to sizeable paintings
and sculptural endeavors. Ai Chan (Dog) is one in a series of
dog sculptures adorned with Kusama's iconic dots produced
between 2009 and 2014. Other examples from this series

with various colour combinations have been featured in the
acclaimed exhibition A Dream | Dreamed which travelled
through Korea, China, Macao, Taiwan and India. This sculptural
corpus emanates an intimate sentiment whereby each dog

has been named individually, all ending with the Japanese
affectionate suffix ‘chan’, usually used to refer to children,
female family members and friends, following their first names.
The name of the present work, ‘Ai’, meaning love, exudes the
sense of tenderness and fondness Kusama had in creating

this dog. Having experienced hallucinations of flora and fauna
talking to her, the dog offers a more loveable and cheerful
subject, as opposed to the more traumatic and menacing
feelings that the artist associates with flowers and plants which
gives forms to the majority of Kusama's monumental outdoor
sculptures. Despite the often claustrophobic arrangements

of the polka dots, a visual manifestation of the artist’s
confrontation with her mental iliness, the round motif on Ai
Chan is endowed with a sense of liveliness and gaiety. The
tilted head and brightening smile of the dotted open-mouthed
dog radiates exuberance, addressing and welcoming attention
from viewers with an invigorating spirit.

(iii) the generally accepted opinions of
relevant experts, in each case at the time any
such express statementis made.

(d) apply as Sotheby's sees fit any payments,
including deposits, made by or on behalf of
the Buyerinrespect of this transaction or
otherwise, towards (i) any costs, Buyer's
Expenses or debts owed by the Buyer to any
Sotheby’s Company, and/or (ii) any shortfall
inthe Purchase Price and Buyer's Expenses
inthe event of aresale under Condition 8(h)
below (on a pro-ratabasis where more than
one lotis purchased by the Buyer at the auc-
tionandis thenresold), and/or (iii) any claim
by Sotheby's against the Buyer for damages
for the Buyer's breach of contract (including
but not limited to the Buyer's Premium in the
event of atermination of the sale contract).
