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The Polaroid Land Pack Film Back E (hereinafter referred to as
the Polaroid Fi lm Back E) has been specia l ly  designed for
exclusive use wi th the Zenza Bronica ETRS single lens ref lex
camera and has been developed in cooperation with the
Polaroid Corporation. The fi lm back greatly increase the range
of interchangeabi l i ty  in f i lm backs,  in combinat ion wi th Fi lm
Backs E for  1 20 and 220 ro l l  f  i lms,  which means that  the user
has even greater  f lex ib i l i ty  in photography wi th the Bronica
ETRS, as well as a means for previewing the light and exposure
in an actual  shot  before using other ro l l  f i lm.

Read Before Using the Polaroid Film Back E
Please read through th is manual  careful ly  before actual ly
taking any pictures wi th the Polaroid Fi lm Back E.
Practice the operations as instructed and/or i l lustrated in this
manual ,  wi thout  actual ly  using the pack f i lm. Thoroughly
fami l iar ize yoursel f  wi th the operat ions so that  you can go
through them without  referr ing to the instruct ions.  Load the f i lm
back only after you are sure that you have got the simple oper-
ating procedures down pat.
I t  is  recommended that  you star t  wi th the black-and-whi te f i lm
first. Always read the instruction sheet packed with the fi lm,
as these instruct ions may of ten change, in keeping up wi th im-
provements which are made in the f i lm.

The f i lm packs produce eight  pr ints measur ing B5mm by
1O8mm or  B5mm by  B6mm,  in  th is  case,  depend ing  on  the
f i lm type,  but  the actual  p icture image area wi th a l l  f i lm types
is only 42.5mm by 55.1mm, because of  the 4.5 X 6cm format
of  the Bronica ETRS.

I t  is suggested that you have a clear idea of what you want to
take before you even load f i lm in the Polaroid Fi lm Back E.  The
fol lowing eight  h ints should be helpfu l  towards get t ing bet ter
pictures wi th your Polaroid Fi lm Back E:-
1 . Set exposure caref ul ly.
2.  Move in c loser to the subject  which wi l l  g ive you a bigger

image in  the  pr in t .
3 .  Choose co lo r f  u l  sub jec ts ,  when us ing  the  co lo r  f i lm.
4.  Consider your background careful ly ,  especia l ly  for  f lash

shots.
5.  Pul l  the tabs correct ly .
6.  Time development careful ly .
7.  Always check the temperature.
B.  Always keep the ro l lers c lean.
Each of  the hints is  important  towards get t ing bet ter  p ictures
and wi l l  make the di f ference between a good or poor p icture.
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fi t=#f ltoEnn/Aftaching the Polaroid Film Back E
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A. First ,  remove Fi lm Back E 120 or
220, as the case maY be from the
camera body. (See "Attachment and
Removal  of  Fi lm Backs" of  the instruc-
t ions for  lhe Zenza Bronica ETRS.)
Next .  o lace the Polaroid Fi lm Back E
against  the rear end of  the camera
body and insert  the upper latches into
corresponding openings of  the body.
Final ly ,  press the lower end of  the Fi lm
Back E against  the body uni t  i t  locks
securely

B. To remove the Polaroid Fi lm Back E
simply depress the f i lm back re lease
button on the camera body.  This wi l l
oermit  detachment of  the lower end of
the accessory from the camera back,
as i l lustrated.  Therefore,  shi f t  the
accessory up s l ight ly  and then pul l  i t
AWAV.
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CAUTION
o The Polaroid Film Back E can be

attached or detached, without inser-
t ion of  the dark s l ide,  in which
respect it differs f rom the Film Back E
120/220. Therefore, always be sure
to insert the dark slide before
detaching the accessory, especially
when there is  pack f i lm st i l l  loaded in
it.

o Furthermore, since the shutter can
be released even when the dark
sl ide is  inserted in the Fi lm Back E,
extra care must be taken, in this
respect, too.
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A. Open the pack f i lm box caref  u l ly .  ln
addi t ion to the f i lm package and in-
struct ions,  there should also be a tube
of coater, in the case of black-and-
whi te f i lms (Types 665 and 107).
When removing the f i lm package f rom
the box,  hold i t  careful ly  by the edges
or corners only.  Do not  press on the
center of the fi lm package, as you may
ruin one or  two or ints.

B.  To remove the pack f i lm out  of  the
f i lm package, hold the undotted s ide of
the package f i rmly and tear open the
other s ide completely,  a long the dot ted
l ine.  Hold the pack f i lm caref  u l ly ,  in th is
case, too or by the edges or corners.
Read the instruct ion sheet careful ly  in
order to develop your pr ints correct ly
and save the box for  carry ing pr ints
safely.
Always load the pack fi lm in the shade
and not  in d i rect  sunl ight ,  to avoid fog-
ging the f i lm. The pack f i lm should be
loaded, i f  possib le,  wi th the Polaroid
Fi lm Back E removed f rom the camera
body.@
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C. Hold both ends of  the lock lever and
pul l  in  the arrow- indicated di rect ion.
The f ront  p late should pop up s l igh|y.
Be sure to insert  the dark s l ide into the
Polaroid Fr lm Back E before loadino
the oack f i lm.

D. Open the f ront  p late a l l  the way.
Next ,  hold the pack f i lm by the edges,
wi th the pr inted surface of  the safety
cover (fi lm face) towards the camera,
place the pack f i lm to the guide and
push down in the arrow- indicated
direct ion.
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E. The Types 87 and BB pack f i lm can-
not  be inserted fu l ly  into the guide,  l ike
the  Types  665 ,  667 ,668 ,669 ,  107  and
108 f i lms which are longer.  Therefore,
coincide the protrusion (B) on the s ide
of  the pack f i lm wi th a guide notch (A)
cut  into the s ide of  the Polaroid Fi lm
Back E.  Then, careful ly  c lose the f ront
plate whrch wi l l  nest  the pack f i lm
correct ly  in posi t ion.

F.  Press the pack f i lm against  Fi lm
Back E,  which wi l l  nest  i t  correct ly
in  pos i t i on .
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G. Check whether the whi te tabs,
under the black tab,  are f ree and not
fo lded under the oack f i lm.

H. Press the f ront  p late strongly
agarnst  the rear cover and f ix  them
securely wi th the lock lever,  as i l lustrat-
ed. The black tab of the safety cover
should be st ick ing out  of  the smal l  s lot
(whi te tab s lot) ,  when the f ront  ptate is
locked. l f  not ,  reopen the Polaroid Fi lm
Back E and lead the black tab out  into
the s lot .
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l .  Gr ip the black tab f i rmly wi th the
thumb and foref  inger.  Pul l  the black tab
(safety cover) all the way out of the
Polaroid Fi lm Back E.  Pul l  out  st ra ight ,
in order not to rip the safety cover. The
safety cover can be discarded.

J.  A whi te tab should st ick out  of  the
smal l  s lot  (whi te tab s lot) ,  when the
safety cover is pulled out. Do not pull
the white tab as yet, however, as it is
only an indicat ion that  the pack f i lm
has been loaded correctly and that
everything is ready for taking the first
o icture.

@
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A. l f  there is  nowhi te tab st ick ing out ,
after removing the safety cover, this
must be corrected before proceeding
any fur ther.  The correct ion should be
made in the shade or indoors and not
in  d i rec t  sun l i gh t .
Open the Polaroid Fi lm Back E s l ighi ly
and ,  w i thou t  d i s tu rb rng  o r  remov ing
the pack f i lm, push the end of  the whi te
tab out  into the open.

B. Close the f ront  p late securely,  by
pressrng on both s ides strongly,  wi th
the whi te tab st ick ing out  of  the smal l
s lot ,  and f ix  the lock lever securelV.
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C.  As  no ted  in  "Load ing  the  Pack  F i lm"
the Types 87 and BB pack f i lms are
nested in the correct  posi t ion when the
front  p late of  the Polaroid Fi lm Back E
is  c losed s t rong ly .  When open ing  the
Polaroid Film Back E, therefore, always
place the f i lm face on the bot tom and
swing the f ront  p late upwards to open.
See that  the pack f i lm does not  move
up when open ing  the  f ron t  p la te .
Procedures to be taken " l f  the Yel low
Tab Fa i ls  to  Appear  Upon Pu l l ing  Whi te
Tab" are also the same.

The use of  the opt ional  AE- l l  Pr ism Finder E is  recommended
for obtain ing highly accurate exposure set t ings,  based on
exposure measurements of  the ref lected l ight  through the
camera lens.  Otherwise,  use an exposure meter for  taking
accurate exposure measurements of the subject matter. Set
the f i lm sensi t iv i ty  d ia l  of  the exposure meter to 64,  in the case
of Types 665,  668,  108 and BB pack f i lms,  and to 3000, in the
case o f  Types  667,107 and B7 pack  f i lms ,  un less  i t  i s  poss ib le
to set  the exact  f i lm speeds.  Or,  i f  an exposure meter is  not
avai lable use the Standard Exposure Table as a general  guide
for  average subjects in br ight  sunl ight  or  br ight  open shade.

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Neutral Density Filter
The ND or neutra l  densi ty f i l ter  is  used to reduce the volume or
in tens i ty  o f  the  l igh t  th rough the  lens  to  the  f i lm.  l t  shou ld ,  there-
fore,  be used to reduce the l ight  when there wi l l  be overexpo-
sure,  even using the fastest  shut ter  speed and smal lest  lens
open ing  combina t ion ,  such as  when tak ing  p ic tu res  ou tdoors
in  the  br igh t  sun l igh t .
The ND4x f  i l ter  reduces the l ight  1/4Ih the actual  intensi ty,
which means that  the exposure set t ing must be readjusted by
this factor. However, i t  wil l  prove more convenient to readjust
the ASA/ISO f i lm speed set t ing to 1/4h the actual  f i lm sensi t iv-
i ty, in this case, as for example set ASA/ISO 750 for the ASA/
ISO 3000 f i lm speed of  the Type 107 pack f i lm when using a
NDx f i l ter .  The lat ter  method wi l l ,  fur thermore,  require no fur ther
adjustments when usrng an exposure meter or  the opt ional
AE- l l  Pr ism F inder  E .
Picture Taking Procedures
After  loading the required Polaroid Land pack f i lm in the
Polaroid Fi lm Back E,  proceed wi th the fo l lowing preparat ions
for  tak ing  the  p ic tu re .
1 .  Rotate the mul t ip le exposure lever in the c lockwise di rect ion

(see page 28) of  the instruct ions for  the Bronica ETRS).
2. Determine the correct exposure sett ing and then rotate the f i lm

winding crank, with short, ratcheted strokes, unti l  i t  stops.
3. Draw out the dark sl ide.
All preparations for taking the pictu re are completed with the above.
CAUTION
o Always hold the camera body and never hold the Polaroid

Fi lm Back E,  when carry ing the camera wi th the Polaroid Fi lm
Back E at tached or dur ing photography.
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A t r i ang le  ( ( )  markw i l l  be  seen  on  the
dark s l ide of  the Polaroid Fi lm Back E
when i t  is  pul led out  part  of  the way.
When the dark s l ide is  pul led out  far
enough for  the mark to be seen, photo-
graphy wi l l  be possib le,  which means
that  i t  wi l l  not  be necessary to pul l  the
dark s l ide out  a l l  the wav when in a
rUSN.
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A. Upon taking the picture,  hold the
camera with the left hand so that the
whi te tab can be pul led wi th the r ight
hand, as i l lustrated.

D.  Pu l l i ng  the  wh i te  tab ,  as  men t ioned
in "C",  does not  star t  development,
which always takes place outs ide the
Polaroid Fi lm Back E.  The whi te tab is
s imply pul led out  to p lace the yel low
tab in posi t ion for  the next  step,  whtch
is pul l ing out  the yel low tab i tsel f .
Therefore,  gr ip the center  of  the yel low
tab f i rmly.

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E. Pul l  the yel low tab stra ight ,  modera-
te ly fast ,  in one smooth uninterruped
act ion.  Development star ts when the
yel low tab has been pul led completely
out  and,  therefore,  star t  t iming develop-
ment f rom that  point .  l f  the developed
pr int  is  f  u l l  of  whi te specks,  s low down
a l i t t le  as you are pul l ing too fast .

F.  Development of  the pr int  takes
place outs ide of  the Polaroid Fi lm Back
E, when the yel low tab has been pul led
out completely.  Therefore,  let  the pic-
tu re  deve lop  fo r  the  fu l l  t ime recom-
mended in  the  ins t ruc t ion  sheet .  Whi le
wai t ing for  the pr int  to develop,  hold i t
by the yel low tab or  p lace i t  on a f lat
surface.  Don' t  touch or  bend the pr int ,
or  peel  of f  the whi te paper.  Don' t  let  the
f i lm f lap  in  the  w ind  ou tdoors .

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G. Af ter  the recommended develop-
ment t ime, q u ick ly st r ip the whi te paper
(print) off the brown paper, start in g
from the corner wi th the exposure
number .  A l though the  co lo r  p r in t  w i l l
appear to be nearly dry, do not touch it
for  a few minutes.  When completely
dr ied ,  mount  i t  on  a  co lo r  p r in t  mount .

H.  Do not  touch the face of  the black-
and-whi te pr int ,  too.  The pr ints must  be
coated to prevent fading and to add a
glossy f in ish.  See the instruct ion sheet
for  f  ur ther informat ion on coat ing.  The
negat ive , ' f rom wh ich  the  pr in t  has
been str ipped of f ,  should be fo lded
with the moist  surface on the inside,  to
prevent contact  wi th the chemicals st i l l
on the surface.
The negat ive  shou ld  then be  pu t  in  a
paper bag,  box and/or  d iscarded into
proper waste containers. Do not throw
the negat ives away indiscr iminately.
Do not coat color prints or the
Types 97 and 667 prints. @www.orphancameras.com
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l .  Af ter  coat ing the black-and-whi te
pr in t ,  do  no t  touch the  pr in t  face  un t i l
the coat ing has completely dr ied up.
Polaroid pr ints taken wi th the Bronica
ETRS cover a rectangular 42.5mm by
55.1mm area w i th in  the  la rge  pr in t
area,  as i l lustrated.
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A. Do not  pul l  another whi te tab.  Ins-
tead,  open the f ront  p late s l ight ly  so
that  a f inger can be inserted to hold
down the pack f  i lm and keep i t  in  p lace.
Th is  opera t ion  shou ld ,  o f  course ,  be
done indoors  o r  in  the  shade and never
i n  t he  b r i gh t  sun l i gh t .

B .  Whi le  ho ld ing  the  pack  f i lm down
wi th  one f inger  open the  Po laro id  F i lm
Back E al l  the way and take a f  i rm gr ip
on the topmost yel low tab,  wi th the f  ree
hand.
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C. Draw the yel low tab completely out
of  the pack f i lm and discard r t .  Whi le
the Polaroid Fi lm Back E is  open,
check the ro l lers and see i f  they are
c lean .
l f  a whi te tab has been drawn out  acci-
dental ly ,  whi le the yel low tab was st ick-
ing out ,  then draw out  the yel low tab
and discard i t ,  as thrs t ime.

D. Close the Polaroid Fi lm Back E af ter
conf i rming that  the next  whi te tab is
st ick ing out  of  the smal l  s lot .
When c losing the Polaroid Fi lm Back E,
check that  both s ides of  the f  ront  p late
are securely locked wi th the lock lever.
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Cold and heat have a great effect on the way your picture
develops and on the pnnt quality. Even moderate cold can ruin
your pictures unless you take precautions. The important factor
is the temperature of the camera and fi lm at the time you are
developing the picture.
A loaded camera carried outdoors in cold weather for half an
hour gets thoroughly chi l led.  l f  you then ehter  warm house and
a few minutes later shoot a flash color picture, you cannot pro-
duce a good pr int .  l t  takes a long t ime to warm up the cold
camera and f i lm.
However, if camera and fi lm are kept warm indoors, you can
snap chi ldren in the snow outs ide,  pop back and develop the
picture normally.
In cool weather, development times may have to be adjusted
according to the temperature.  The instruct ion sheet wi th each
f i lm pack contains detai led informat ion about development
t imes and temperatures.  Be sure to read these recommen-
dat ions:  they may change f rom t ime to t ime.
In very hotweather,chemicals maycomeout of  the edges of  the
picture assembly as you pul l  the yel low tab to begin develop-
ment.  l f  these chemical  col lect  on the steel  ro l lers they can
cause defects in your prints. So, when it is hot, be extra careful
to keeo the ro l lers c lean.
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How Temperature Affects Types 668, 669, 108 and 88
Color Films:
The normal  developing t imes for  color  f i lm are set  for  tempera-
tures of  75"F (24"C\ and warmer.  When i t  is  a b i t  cooler ,  the
act ion of  the developer chemicals s low down and you must
develop for  a longer t ime. See the f i lm instruct ion sheet for
more details.

Effect of Temperature on Type 665, 667, 107 and 87
Black-and-White Films:
Best  resul ts are obtained wi th the f i lm's normal  range of  devel-
opment  t imes  in  tempera tu res  o f  59 'F . (15 'C)  and  h igher .
Therefore,  develop for  a longer- than-normal t ime when the
temperature of  f i lm and camera are both below 5g"F(15"C).
In any case,  read the instruct ion sheet packed wi th the f i lm for
fu l l  part iculars.
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A. Dir ty ro l lers wi l l  cause t roubles,
such as spot ty development and/or
blockage of  the yel low tab which wi l l
then be unable to protrude.  Dir ty ro l lers
are caused by developer chemicals
st ick ing to the ro l lers and to the inside
of the rear cover and, therefore, the rol l-
ers should be checked, whenever new
pack f i lm is loaded, and c leaned, i f
necessary.

B. Li f t  up the U-shaped metal  on both
s ides  a t  the  same t ime,  wh ich  w i l l  per -
mit  the ro l ler  assembly to be detached.
Detach the assembly and check the
rol lers careful ly .

C.  Fi rst ,  wipe the ro l lers wi th a damp
cloth,  then,  fo l low wi th a dry c loth.  Wipe
unt i l  c lean and never scrape the ro l lers
wi th  meta l l i c  a r t i c les  o r  w i th  your  f in -
gerna i l .
At  the same t ime, open the s lot  door for
the yel low tab,  and c lean the s lot  open-
ing,  as wel l  as the region around i t .
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D.  Use an ai r -b lower and c lean out  the
inside of the rear cover, before return-
ing the ro l ler  assembly to i ts  p lace.
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The fi lm was not exposed for one of the
fol lowing reasons:-
1. Shutter did not operate properly.
2.  Dark s l ide was not  pul led out .
3.  The f lash uni t  d id not  synchronize ( i t

the picture is  being taken wi th f lash
i l l u  m ina t i on ) .
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The image cannot be seen because:-
1.  There was a mistake in the expo-

sure set t ing and the picture was
greatly under-exposed, or

2.  Color  f  i lm was taken at  the f  i lm sen-
si t iv i ty  of  the black-and-whi te f i lm.

The f i lm was either greatly over-
exposed or i t  was accidentally fogged,
due to the fo l lowing reasons:-
1 . The safety cover was pu l led out

before loading the f i lm pack or  the
fi lm pack was removed after the
safety cover was pulled out.

2.  The dark s l ide was not  inserted
when detaching the Polaroid Fi lm
Back E or  the dark s l ide was pul led
out f  rom the detached Polaroid Fi lm
Back E.
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The image is very l ight  because:-
1.  There was a mistake in the expo-

sure set t ing and the picture was
greatly over-exposed, or

2.  Black-and-whi te f i lm was exposed
at the f i lm sensi t iv i ty  of  the color
f i lm .

These specks are an indication that the
yel low tab was pul led too swi f t ly .  The
yel low tab should be pul led less rap-
di ly .  Smal l  p ink specks may appear
when us ing  co lo r  f i lm.
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These specks are an indicat ion that  the
rol lers are di r ty .  The ro l lers should be
cleaned at  speci f ic  intervals.

The picture was not developed long
enough. Both black-and-whi te and
color  f i lms should be developed for  the
fu l l  t ime recommended in  the  ins t ruc-
t ion sheet of  the f i lm pack.  Under de-
ve loped co lo r  f i lm w i l l  tend  to  be  a
brownish pink whi le b lack-and-whi te
f i lm wi l l  be a muddy gray color .  The
f i lm should be developed for  a longer
t ime i f  the temperature is  cold,  or  the
Cold-C l ip  shou ld  be  used in  the  case
of  co lo r  f i lm.
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An ob long area ,  wh ich  w i l l  be  p ink  o r
red in the color  pr int ,  indicates that  the
whi te tab was not  pul led al l  the way out
of  the Fi lm Back E.  As a resul t ,  the whi te
tab  is  pu l led  back  in to  the  F i lm Back  E,
when the  ye l low tab  is  pu l led  ou t ,  and
spoi ls  the pr int .  In other words,  the
whi te tab must a lways be pul led al l  the
way out  of  the Fi lm Back E.

These undeveloped areas usual ly
occur when the yel low tab and/or  whi te
tab are not  pul led out  st ra ight  but  at  an
angle.  The developer is  not  spread
evenly over the picture,  in th is case,
wi th the resul t  that  the edges and corn-
ers may not 'develop.
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Both tabs must be pul led out  st ra ight
and swi f t ly ,  in one u n interru pted
act ion.  l f  the yel low tab is  not  pul led out
in one smooth and u n interru pted
action, as an even speed, and not at an
ang le ,  deve lopment  o f  the  pr in t  w i l l  be
affected.
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
