The purpose of this document is to help you if you are unable to view HTML Help (.chm) files downloaded from

the Keysight website, or emailed from Keysight representatives.

In September 2005, Microsoft® released a security patch for Windows® operating systems that protects PCs
from the threat of malicious code that could reside in compiled HTML Help (*.chm) files. When a *.chm file is
downloaded to a PC that has the patch installed, you may see one of the following responses when you attempt

to openit:

e You are prompted with the “Open File - Security
Warning” dialog. To resolve this problem:
