Page 152 of the Guide to Digital Photography states that when
Auto is selected in the Speedlight Opt. > Speedlight Cntrl sub-
menu, the built-in Speedlight turns off automatically whenever an
external flash accessory is attached, and only the external flash
accessory fires. Users should note, however, that immediately be-
fore main flash, the built-in Speedlight does emit a low-intensity pre-
flash to help ensure correct exposure. Light from the built-in Speed-
light does not appear in the final photograph.
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
