If the DVD Player is brought directly from a cold
to a warm location, or is placed in a very damp
room, moisture may condense on the lens of the
disc unit inside the DVD Player: Should this occur,
the DVD Player would not operate normally.

Use the CVBS Video Ouput for good picture
quality.

Use SCART Output for best picture quality.

Sound

Digital audio connections provide the clearest
sound. Connect the DVD Player's DIGITAL
AUDIO OUT (COAXIAL or OPTICAL) to your
amplifier or receiver.

If digital connections are not possible, connect
the DVD Player's Left and Right (white and red)
AUDIO OUT to your amplifier; receiver, stereo
orTV.

Warning!

Never make or change connections with
the power switched on.

Connect the DVD Player directly to your
TV, instead of eg.aVCR, to avoid
distortion because DVD video discs are
copy protected.

Do not connect the DVD Player AUDIO
OUT to PHONO IN of your amplifier or
receiver.

Switching On
