( .6m to  4 .6m) f lash range.  For  best  resu l ts ,  your  sub-
jec t  should  a lso be near  a  l ight -co lored background.

Outdoors: Your subject should be at least 2 feet (.6m)

away from the camera.

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The autofocus system As you press the shutter button, your camera sends
sound waves -  wi th in 10 thousandths of  a second -  to
the centra l  par t  of  the scene (approximate area c i rc led
in whi te,  see i l lust rat ion) .

The sound waves are used to measure the d istance to
the person or  object  ( in  the centra l  par t  of  the scene)
that is closest to the camera.

A bui l t - in  computer  then uses th is  measurement to
provide the correct lens sett ing, so be sure that:

The sound waves must have a clear path to your sub-
ject. l f  an object (candlestick, centerpiece, etc.) pre-
vents the sound waves f rom reaching your subject ,  the
lens wi l l  focus on that  object ,  and your subject  wi l l  not
be c lear  and in focus.

When photographing more than one person,  p lace
everyone the same distance from the camera.

When tak ing a p ic ture through glass,  turn of f  the auto-
focus system.

When you see a flashing yellow "caution" symbol and

hear a warning tone, you should correct a problem

before tak ing the p ic ture.  The d is tance reading wi l l

he lp  you ident i fy  the prob lem.  When you see:

The number  1 :  Your  sub ject  is  too c lose.  Release the

shut ter  but ton and s tand at  least  2 feet  ( .6m) f rom sub-
ject.

A number from 16 to 20: Your subject is beyond the

f lash range.  Release the shut ter  but ton and move c los-

er  to  your  sub ject  to  keep wi th in  the 2  to  15 foot  ( .6m

to 4.6m) f lash range.

A number from 2to 15: The flash is off.

S l ide the f lash swi tch up to  turn  the f lash

back  on .
