3. Display panel
Shows operation status, error messages,

4. {{{{Energy Saver}}}} key
Press to switch to and from Energy Saver
mode.

Note
❒ This key is ineffective during system

setting (User Tools) operations.

5. Main power indicator 
This indicator lights when the main pow-
er switch is turned on.

Important
❒ Do not turn off the main power

switch while the On indicator is lit
or blinking. Doing so may damage
the hard disk.

6. On indicator
This indicator lights when the operation
switch is turned on.

7. Operation switch
Press this switch to turn the power on
(the On indicator goes on). To turn the
power off, press this switch again (the On
indicator goes off).
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8. {{{{Clear/Stop}}}} key
Deletes one character or digit.

9. {{{{#}}}} key
Press to enter a value.

10. Number keys
Press to enter a value for various settings.

11. Function keys
Press the appropriate key to choose any
of the following functions:

• Copy

• Document Server
• Facsimile
• Printer
• Scanner

12. Function status indicator
These show the status of the above func-
tions:

• Yellow: the function is selected.
• Green: the function is active.
• Red: the function has been interrupt-

ed.

Display Panel

This section describes configuration using the control panel when the printer
function is selected.

Note
❒ The machine switches to offline when you make settings, even if previously

online. After you complete the setting, the machine gose back online automat-
ically. 

❒ If you make a setting when the machine is offline, it will stay offline after-
ward.

❒ The function items displayed serve as selector keys. You can select or specify
an item by lightly pressing them.

❒ When you select or specify an item on the display panel, it becomes highlight-
ed.

❒ Keys dimmed (for example, ) cannot be used.OK



Control Panel
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1. Operational status or messages
Displays current machine status, such as
"Online", "Offline", and "Printing". Infor-
mation about the print job (user ID and
document name) appears in this section.

2. [Online] key/[Offline] key
By pressing these keys, the machine
switches between online and offline.
When the machine is online, it can re-
ceive data from the computer.
When the machine is offline, it cannot re-
ceive data from the computer.

3. [Form Feed] key
Press this key to print all the data left in
the machine's input buffer.

Note
❒ When the machine is online, the status

appears dimly.
❒ This function is not available with the

RPCSTM printer language.

4. [Job Reset] key
Press this key to cancel the current print
job.
If you press it when the machine is offline
and Hex Dump is selected, Hex Dump is
canceled. See "Printer Features Parame-
ters", Printer Reference 2.

5. [View Sample Print jobs] key
Press this key to print or change the num-
ber of remaining sets of Sample Print jobs
sent from a computer.

6. [View Locked Print jobs] key
Press this key to print the Locked Print
jobs sent from a computer.

7. [Paper Tray Status] key
The paper tray settings appear.

Note
❒ When the power is turned on, the copier display is shown. This is a factory

default. This initial setting can be changed. See “User Tools (System Set-
tings)”, General Settings Guide.

❒ If the machine cannot be switched offline, change the system setting of [Signal
Control] to “Printer priority”. For details about the setting, see “User Tools
(System Settings)”, General Settings Guide.

Requirements

Before using this machine, make sure
all environmental and electrical re-
quirements are met. Connect the ma-
chine to the host computer using the
parallel port, network interface unit,
or both.
Make sure all cables, connectors, and
electrical outlets necessary to attach
the machine to the host computer or
network are present.

Connecting the Machine to the Host 
Using the Parallel Cable/SCSI Print (IEEE 
1394) Cable

Connect the machine to the host com-
puter using the parallel port or op-
tional IEEE 1394 interface board. This
machine does not come with a paral-
lel cable to connect the machine to the
host computer.
The machine's parallel interface is a
standard bidirectional interface. It re-
quires a standard IEEE 1284 compli-
ant 36-pin parallel cable and a parallel
port on the host computer. Make sure
to purchase the appropriate cable for
the machine and your computer.

Note
❒ Do not use a parallel cable that is

longer than 3 meters (10 feet).
❒ Rating voltage of the interface con-

nector: Max. DC 5V
Follow the procedures below to con-
nect the machine to the host computer
using a parallel cable.

Important
❒ Before connecting the machine and

a computer using an interface ca-
ble, make sure that the machine is
not operating, and then turn off the
main power switches of the ma-
chine and computer.

❒ Be sure to use the designated inter-
face cable. Other cables may cause
radio interference.

AAAA Turn off the main power switch.

BBBB Plug the cable into the port.

Connecting the Machine to the Host 
Using a USB Cable

You can connect the machine to the
host computer using a USB interface
cable when the optional USB 2.0 inter-
face board is installed in the machine.
This machine does not come with a
USB interface cable. Make sure to
purchase the appropriate cable for the
machine and your computer.

Follow the procedures below to con-
nect the machine to the host computer
using a USB interface cable.

AAAA Connect the USB 2.0 interface ca-
ble to the USB port at the right
side of the back cover of the ma-
chine.

BBBB Connect the other end to the USB
port on the host computer.

Note
❒ The optional USB 2.0 interface

board is supported by Windows
98 SE/Me, Windows 2000/XP,
Mac OS 9.x, and Mac OS X Clas-
sic mode.
• For Windows 98 SE/Me:

Make sure to install “USB
Printing Support”. When
USB 2.0 is used with Win-
d ows 98  SE /Me,  o nly  a
speed equal to that of USB 1.1
is possible.

• Macintosh supports only the
standard USB port. When
USB 2.0 is used with a Macin-
tosh, only a speed equal to
that of USB 1.1 is possible.

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Setting Paper on the Bypass 
Tray

This section gives instructions for set-
ting paper on the bypass tray. Use the
bypass tray to print onto OHP trans-
parencies, labels, thick paper, and en-
velopes that cannot be loaded in the
paper tray.

Reference
For setting paper in the regular pa-
per tray, see General Settings Guide.

Note
❒ When loading letterhead paper,

take care with its orientation. See
“Orientation-Fixed Paper or Two-
Sided Paper”, General Settings
Guide.

❒ Paper within the following dimen-
sions can be set in the bypass tray: 
• Vertical: 100.0-297.0 mm (3.93

in-11.69 in.) 
• Horizontal: 148.0-600.0 mm

(5.83 in.-23.62 in.)
❒ Be sure to set the paper with the

side you want to print facing down
in the bypass tray.

❒ When loading OHP transparencies
or thick paper in the bypass tray,
make the paper setting using the
control panel or the printer driver. 

❒ The number of sheets that can be
loaded in the bypass tray depends
on the paper type.

Limitation
❒ The following functions are dis-

abled when printing from the by-
pass tray: 
• Duplex Printing
• Auto Tray Select
• Auto Tray Switching

• Rotating Collate
• Staple (when the optional unit is

installed)
• Punch (when the optional unit

is installed)

Important
❒ When printing using the printer

function, original images are al-
ways rotated by 180 degrees (the
orientation of images to be printed
is opposite to that of the copier
function). When printing onto pa-
per with specific orientation re-
quirements, such as envelopes and
letterheads, make sure to rotate the
paper feed orientation to 180 de-
grees.

❒ Make sure to set the paper size us-
ing the printer driver when print-
ing data from the computer. The
paper size set using the printer
driver has priority over the one set
using the display panel.

AAAA Open the bypass tray.

BBBB Adjust the paper guides to the pa-
per size.

Important
❒ If the paper guides are not flush

against the paper, skewed im-
ages or paper misfeeds might
occur.

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CCCC Gently insert paper face up into
the bypass tray until the beeper
sounds.

Note
❒ The beeper will not sound if it is

turned off. Gently insert paper
until it stops.

❒ Do not stack paper over the lim-
it mark, otherwise a skewed im-
age or misfeeds might occur.

❒ Open out the extender to sup-
port paper sizes larger than A4
L, 81/2"×11" L.

❒ Fan the paper to get air between
the sheets to avoid a multi-sheet
feed.

❒ When setting an OHP transpar-
ency, make sure that its front
and back sides are properly po-
sitioned.

❒ Select paper type when printing
on OHP transparencies or thick
paper (over 105g/m2). For de-
tails, see p.12 “Setting thick pa-
per or OHP transparencies”.

DDDD Select the paper size.

Note
❒ You can set paper size using the

printer driver. The following
procedures are not necessary
when setting paper size using
the printer driver.

❒ The paper size set using the
printer driver has priority over
that set using the display panel.

❒ When the printer driver is not
used, make settings using the
display panel.

Installing the Software

This manual assumes you are familiar
with general Windows procedures
and practices. If you are not, see the
operating instructions that comes
with Windows for details.

Auto Run

Inserting the CD-ROM into the CD-ROM
drive starts the installer automatically.
The installer helps you install the follow-
ing printer drivers and software easily.

Note
❒ If “plug and play” is started, click

[Cancel] in [New Hardware Found],
[Device Driver Wizard] or [Found New
Hardware Wizard] dialog box, and
then insert the CD-ROM. The [New
Hardware Found], [Device Driver Wiz-
ard] or [Found New Hardware Wizard]
dialog box appears depending on
the system version of the Windows
95/98/Me, Windows 2000/XP. 

❒ Auto Run might not automatically
work with certain OS settings. In
this case, launch "Setup.exe" locat-
ed on the CD-ROM root directory.

❒ If you want to cancel Auto Run,
hold down the {{{{SHIFT}}}} key (when
your operating system is Windows
2000/XP, hold down the left
{{{{SHIFT}}}} key) while inserting the
CD-ROM. Keep the {{{{SHIFT}}}} key
held down until the computer has
finished accessing the CD-ROM.

Limitation
❒ If your operating system is Windows

2000/XP or Windows NT 4.0, install-
ing a software using Auto Run re-
quires Administrator permission.
When you install a software using
Auto Run, log on using an account
that has Administrators permission.

Auto Run will start the installer auto-
matically when you insert the CD-
ROM into the CD-ROM drive. By se-
lecting Quick Install, you can easily
install the PCL 6 printer driver and
the RPCS™ printer driver. SmartNet-
Monitor for Client can also be in-
stalled provided the machine and the
computer are connected via the net-
work.

Preparation
Before starting installation, Close
all documents and applications.

The following conditions are re-
quired: 
• Windows 95/98/Me, Windows

2000/XP, or Windows NT 4.0
For Ethernet connections:
• The machine must be connected to

the network using an Ethernet ca-
ble.

• TCP/IP protocol must be config-
ured.

• The IP address must be assigned to
both machine and computer.

• The wireless LAN board is in-
stalled and the connection is prop-
erly made.

For parallel connections:
• The machine must be connected to

the computer using a parallel ca-
ble.

• Bidirectional transmission must be
enabled.

Important
❒ If your system is Windows NT 4.0,

we recommend that you upgrade
the Windows NT 4.0 operating
system to Service Pack 4 or later
before installing the PCL 6/5e or
RPCS™ printer drivers. Contact
your Windows retailer for more in-
formation about the latest versions
available.

Note
❒ When the machine is connected to

the computer using the IEEE 1394
interface or the USB 2.0 interface,
Quick Install cannot be used. See
p.31 “Installing the Printer Driver
Using USB”, p.33 “Installing the
Printer Driver Using IEEE 1394”.

AAAA Close all applications running.

BBBB Insert the CD-ROM into the CD-
ROM drive.

Auto Run will start the installer.

CCCC Select a language for the interface
language, and then click [OK].
