X 51 £ & £ X F Distinguishing the characters with multiple pronunciations
and meanings

Eleven percent of the 3,500 most commonly - used Chinese characters have multiple
pronunciations and meanings. For example, “if” has two pronunciations. when used as
an adverb, it is pronounced “hQi”, as in “;£7 ,iA4E"”; when used as a verb, it is read as
“hudn”, as in “;F 4, B ZK” “4F” also has two pronunciations the first, “hd0” as in
“F- 45 ,4F HL 5 ”, and the second, “hG0” as in “Z4F”. The meanings expressed by the

different pronunciations are completely different,so we must be careful to distinguish them.
