Preface

Ever since the beginning of Japanese language education for foreigners, the task
of learning kazji has been one of the major challenges for learners, particularly
those whose native language does not make use of the characters. As a result of
the rapid growth in the popularity of Japanese language studies that started in the
1980s, an immense volume of various instructional materials has been created over
the ensuing years. These materials include several excellent beginning level text-
books for the study of kawnji, but unfortunately there have been no textbooks that
can adequately help intermediate and advanced learners to build upon the founda-
tion of knowledge and proficiency in kawnji that they have already acquired.

The need for such an upper level textbook has been the concern of the Inter-
University Center for Japanese Language Studies (IUC) in Yokohama. For over
30 years, the TUC has been providing advanced Japanese language education to
graduate students from universities in North America and professionals who arc
gpecializing in Japan-related fields, and throughout this period the instructors have
been confronted with the question of how to best educate the students in kanji.
Various methods were experimented with over the years, leading to the formation
in the summer of 1999 of a team of instructors assigned with the task of developing
a full-scale system for teaching kawnji. In the three years that followed, the team
conducted intensive research and trials that included investigation of the use of
computers in kangi education, and the culmination of these efforts was the creation
of Kanji in Context—A Study Svstem for Imfermediate and Advenced Learners.
The text was immediately put to use at the IUC for the 1993-94 session, and it
received high praise from the students for the effect it had in raising their kasji
proficiency. It was then decided to have the text be published by The Japan Times,
Ltd., with the hope that it would help other Japanese language learners around the
world to break through the forbidding “kanji barrier.”

Before explaining the layout and use of this text, special mention should be
given here of the many people whose assistance made this text possible. We extend
our warmest appreciation to Dr. Bruce Batten, Director of the Inter-University
Center, Ms. Kikuko Tatematsu, Assistant Director, and the entire teaching staff
for their support and cooperation in the development of this text, and to the JUC
students for the valuable comments and motivation that they provided. We also
wish to thank Ms. Chiaki Sekido of The Japan Times, Ltd., for her sage advice,
perseverance, and close attention to detail during the editing of this text for
publication. Finally, thanks are due to Mr. Jon McGovern for his work in translat-
ing and proofreading the text.

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Introduction

1. Overview of Text )

Kanji in Context—A Study System for Intermediate and Advanced Learners has
been designed to allow learners who have just completed a beginning course or are
currently studying at the intermediate or advanced level to systematically and
efficiently expand the foundation of kanji and vocabulary that they have acquired.
This text is divided into two halves, a reference book and a 2-volume workbook.

Kanji in Context has several distinct features not found in other kanji textbooks
currently available:

[] The first textbook specifically designed for intermediate and
advanced learners

Until now, kanji textbooks have always been designed so that study commences
with the very basics, and there have been no textbooks to help intermediate and
advanced learners begin an in-depth study of the characters. In response to this
deficiency, Kanyi tn Context has been created specifically for learners who have
just completed a beginning course or have already learned a fair number of kanji
at the intermediate or advanced level but would like to amplify their knowledge
of kanji and kawnji-based vocabulary in a systematic fashion.

[ Kanji can be learned in a systematic fashion

At the intermediate level and above, the number of kanji needed by learners rises
sharply. In order to effectively meet this growing need, it is not adequate to learn
each new character randomly; rather, it is also necessary to study the systematic
connections that lie behind kanji and kanji-based vocabulary. In general, there are
three basic elements to kawji: form, sound, and meaning. Form refers to the
principles behind the structure of kanji (the components and their positions within
a character); sound to the shared connections and similarities in the readings of
particular kawji, as based on their components; and meaning to the underlying
system of meaning in kanji, as based on their components.

These three elements are organically intertwined within the %awnji, and a proper
knowledge of them will not only bring a dramatic increase in the speed at which
new kanji and vocabulary are digested, but will also foster the ability to infer the
meaning and reading of previously unencountered kawnji and vocabulary. The
reference book of this text has been designed so that the principles of form, sound,
and meaning behind the kawnji will be automatically acquired as the characters are
studied.
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[] Focus of study is not on kanji only, but also on kanji-based
vocabulary

In addition to the acquisition of new kanyji, it is also important for intermediate and
advanced learners to learn new kanji-based vocabulary and their correct usage.
However, traditional kanji textbooks have focused excessively on the study of
characters one by one, providing only a sprinkling of vocabulary which, more than
often, have little practical use for learners.

In contrast, this text goes beyond mere study of kanji to include the acquisition
of vocabulary as one of its objectives. Thus the reference book contains an
abundant collection of essential vocabulary, all of which have been selected with
the different stages of learning in mind. Moreover, the usage of the vocabulary in
the reference book can be learned in context through the example sentences and
related vocabulary in both volumes of the workbook.

[] Kanji can be easily acquired by repeated exposure

In the majority of kanji textbooks, each kanji or word is presented only once, an
approach based on the assumption that it will be fully mastered at the time it
appears. However, a single presentation leaves no guarantee that the character or
word will be effectively acquired by the learner. For this reason, the same target
vocabulary and related words are repeatedly presented in both the reference book
and the workbook. The frequent contact with a particular kawji or word will
reinforce its acquisition, while at the same time relieving learners of the pressure
experienced under the single-presentation approach.

Now follows a description of the contents of the reference book and the workbook.
Learners who do not need to go over these details should at least read “IV. How
to Use Kanji in Context” before commencing their study. ‘ o

I1. Overview of Reference Book

1. Main Contents

The reference book presents the following information:

1) 1,947 kawji: all 1,945 Joyo Kanji plus 3 and 8%

2) The readings of these kanji

3) The number of strokes in these kanji

4) Vocabulary using the kanji, and the corresponding kana reading and English
equivalent
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2. Selection of the Kanji in This Text

In 1981 the Japanese Ministry of Education published the foyd Kanji Hyd, a list
standardizing the use of kawnyi in modern written Japanese. 1,945 characters were
selected, and their on and kun readings (Chinese-derived and Japanese readings)
were delimited. The authority of this list has deeply permeated Japanese society
to the point where it now serves as the standard for modern kanji usage in official
documents, newspapers, magazines, books, and the like.

All 1,945 Jove Kanji have been included in this text, as well as two additional
characters, # and &. £ has been included since it is often used and since its simple
form is easily recognized by most Japanese language learners, whereas # has been
included since learners should be familiar with the writing of the compound FEE&.

3. Kanji Levels

The 1,947 kanji appearing in the reference book have been divided into six levels
corresponding to the following stages of learning:

1 250 These are elementary kanji that a learner who has

completed a beginning course is expected to have
already studied.

S22 100 These are kanji that an inter-mediate learner is expect-

4 220 These are kanji that may be covered in certain interme-
(subtotal: 1,420) diate courses but are not necessarily common to such
courses, or kanji that are generally taught in advanced

courses.

5 412 These are kanji that may be covered in certain
(subtotal: 1,832) advanced courses but are not necessarily common to
such courses.

6 115 These are special kanji which appear only in the vocab-
(total: 1,947) ulary or terminology of particular fields. The kanji in
this level are divided into three categories: kanji
related to nature, kanji related to history or literature,
and kanyi which are very rarely used.

According to a study by the National Language Research Institute, the 500 most
often used kanji represent roughly 809 of the kanji found in newspapers, and 949

7. Index

Four types of indexes have been included to allow for speedy reference: on-kun,
form, stroke, and vocabulary. These indexes can be used as described below.

(A) When the reading is known:

On-Kun Index -

This index can be used to look up a kaenji when you know either its on or kun
reading. All the readings for kanji entries are contained in the index (arranged
in a-i-u-¢-0 order), with the corresponding kanji and its number of order in the
text. Okurigana are included for the kun readings.

(B) When the reading is not known:

Either the form index or the stroke index can be used to look up a kanji when
you do not know the reading.

Form Index

In this index, use the structure of the kanji to help you find its location. As most
learners know, kanji are not random collections of dots and lines; instead, most
of them are made up of distinct components. There are a large number of such
components, and there is a set pattern to how they are combined to form a kanji.
The location of the main component can take one of the following eight types
of positions.

The above types of position are used to look up a kanji with the form index as
follows:

1) Determine which component is the main component of the kanji that you
wish to find.

2) Look up the number of the main component by referring to the chart at the
end of this text. The main components for each of the eight position types
are arranged in order of stroke number, so it will be necessary to carefully
check the main component’s position and stroke number in order to use this
index.

3) Use the component number to find the kanji in the index. The kanji are
arranged under each component heading according to stroke number, and
their entry nember is given.

There are many cases where two components of a kanji are recognized as its
main component, and either one can be used in this index to look up the kanji.
For example, in the case of £k, both 1 on the left and K on the right can be used
to look up the character. In the same manner, the kanji /& can be referenced with
its top component M or its bottom component :[»,

Stroke Index

There are some kanji that do not fit into the eight position types, such as /s, 1,
2 and 7. All these kanji (185 characters) not found in the form index are
included in the stroke index. Also found in the stroke index are kanji which are
considered difficult to find through the form index (30 characters). It would be
a good idea to go over the stroke index at least once in order to familiarize
yourself with what sort of kanji are listed.

(C) Looking up vocabulary:

Vocabulary Index

All the vocabulary contained in the reference book are listed in a-i-u-e-0 order
in the vocabulary index with the corresponding entry number of the kanji under
which they appear. Thus the reference book can serve as a dictionary through
the use of the vocabulary index to look up the location of a particular word to
find its meaning.

Section 111

In this section, the usage of the vocabulary is learned in the context of example
sentences. The example sentences have been chosen so as to be of interest to adult
learners, and they are the most appropriate examples for learning proper usage of
the vocabulary. The readings of the underlined vocabulary are given on the right
of the sentences.
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2. Vocabulary Covered in Workbook

The vocabulary treated in the workbook are only the ones in the reference hook
that do not bear any of the symbols for difficult words (¢, @), @), #): see IL. 6
“Explanation of Entries”). The marked vocabulary have not been included
because they do not belong to a corresponding stage of study. In addition, some
unmarked vocabulary have not been included in the workbook: very basic vocabu-
lary found in Levels I and 2, and rarely used special vocabulary found in Levels
5 and 6.

3. Division of Workbook

The first volume of the workbook covers Levels 1-3 of the reference hook (kanji
no. 1-1200), and the second volume covers Levels 4-6 (kanji no. 1201-1947).

IV. How to Use Kanji in Context

1. Target Level

One of the assumptions for the effective use of Kanji in Context is that the learner
has mastered the 200-300 kanji normally taught in a typical beginning course. In
terms of this text, you should already be familiar with most of the key words for
the kanji entries in Level 1 (kanji no. 1-250). If vou have mastered these kanji, then
you should be able to make effective use of the reference book and the workbook
together to systematically learn the kanji and vocabulary presented.

If you are still at the beginning level, you can quickly increase your knowledge
of compounds and other vocabulary by using the reference guide to systematically
organize the kanji that you study in your beginning course textbook. As for the
workbook, you should perhaps wait until you have increased yvour knowledge of
kanji and vocabulary to a certain extent before you start using it.

2. Where to Start

For the most part, Levels 1 and 2 of the kanji entries in the reference book
represent the beginning level of study, Level 3 represents the intermediate level,
Level 4 represents the advanced level, and Levels 5 and 6 represent the post-
advanced level. While it is possible for you to enter this text at any point in
accordance with your current level of proficiency and preferred study method,
generally it will be best to start at the beginning with Level 1. Although you are
most likely already familiar with a large number of the kanji in Levels 1 and 2,
study of these levels is sure to help expand your knowledge of kanji-based
vocabulary. In addition, the lessons in the workbook corresponding to Levels 1 and
2 contain more kanji than the other lessons so that you can quickly and efficiently
proceed with your studies.
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3. Studying Kanji and Kanji-Based Vocabulary with Kanji in Context

Below are some pointers that will help you to get the most out of the special design
of this text. However, as everyone has his or her own preferred study method, feel
free to study this text in the manner that best serves your needs after you have
become acquainted with its set-up.

Step 1:  Acquire a fundamental knowledge of the kawnji entries

Fully memorize the meaning and reading of the key words in the reference book
and the kanji from which they are composed. This study gives you a fundamen- : Level 1)
tal knowledge of the kanji.

Step 2: Learn the meaning and usage of the kanji entries
Go over the vocabulary listed for each entry in the reference book to learn the
meaning and usage of the kanji.

Step 3: Study the vocabulary

Memorize the meaning and reading for all the unmarked vocabulary in the
reference book. Since the vocabulary marked with O, @), @, and & are
vocabulary for a more advanced stage of study, there is no need to learn them
right away.

Step 4: Study the usage of the vocabulary and learn related words

Use the workbook to study the usage of the vocabulary from the reference book
and other words related to the vocabulary. Be sure to fully memorize the
meaning, reading, and usage of all the underlined words (the unmarked vocabu-
lary from the reference book). If you are unable to recall the meaning or reading
for a particular word, then go back to the reference book to get this information.

Note: All the unmarked vocabulary from Levels 3 and 4 in the reference book
are covered in the workbook, but only the unmarked vocabulary in
Levels 1 and 2 which are not very basic words and the unmarked
vocabulary in Levels 5 and 6 which are essential are taken up in the
workbook.

Step 5: Check your mastery

Have your Japanese teacher or a friend make simple quizzes for you to check
your mastery of the material. Use just the unmarked vocabulary in the reference
book for the quizzes.
