For an Amiga race game it looks very different, and for
noveity value alone you might be tempted to take a look.
However, it soon becomes apparent that Bump ‘n’ Burn
plays in a very similar fashion to Lotus and its clones, and
doesn’t come close to matching Skidmarks in terms of edge-
of-the-seat action.

Jetstrike is one of the best examples of the oft-repeated
adage, “Gameplay over graphics”. Looking at this on a
supposedly 32-bit machine, anyone could be forgiven for
wondering what the hell was going on, and why they were
having the whizz taken out of them once again in such
unmerciful fashion.
