A lthough it may end up being called something different 

because of copyright issues, it seems as though there 
will be a Zorro IV standard. We've heard from Eyetech 

this week that they intend to bring in a new tower based 
around this concept which will feature a faster bus, less 
contention and lower cost than current Zorro Ill solutions. 

The new busboard, which will be fitted to a range of new 
Eyetech tower systems, will have five standard Zorro II slots, 
a normal Amiga video slot and two of the new slots which 
will be capable of a sustained throughput of 19Mb/s. The bus 
board will also have a clock port built onto it for the 
connection of one of the many peripherals which now use 
this port and will be expandable to have four clock ports. 

For those sceptical about yet another standard for the 
Amiga to struggle with, the new slots will soon have two 
cards purpose built for them. The first will be a low-cost 
graphics card based around the same Cirrus Logic chipset as 
in the very popular Picasso range from Village Tronic, while 
the second will be a high speed IDE controller card, similar in 
purpose to the Power Flyer. 

This new busboard has been designed to fit all the 
current Amiga towers in production and Eyetech are due to 
start selling it by the end of January , when they will give a 
special price of just £129.95 to the first 100 people to order it. 

Eyetech are also planning the release of their new tower 
system, the EZTower Z4, to coincide with the launch of this 
new busboard. They're offering a bundle of the new tower 
with its 10 drive bays , 250W PSU, floppy drive, faceplate and 
so on, with a keyboard adaptor and PC keyboard and the Z4 
busboard for just £199.95 to the first 100 customers, 
whereafter it will jump to the still-not-particularly ­
unreasonable price of £249.95. Finally, Eyetech also told us 
that any purchaser of a new A1200 these days will find that it 
is CD-ROM ready with a buffered interface and external CD· 
ROM connector .

oing bus iness on the web has 
been a holy grai l ever since Tim 
Bern ers-Lee inven 1cd the th ing 

way back in the misty depths of the ea rly

appearance of secu re servers, on line 
transaction schemes like Fir t Virtu al, 
plus the securit y of bein g on ly one of 
90,000,000 peo ple on line at any one 
tim e, be ing able to shop on the net was 
one of those thin gs that peop le always 
talked about as an advantage to being 
con nected up, without actua lly doing 
much ofit themselves. 

The main reason w·as that people 
were scare d of using the Int ernet as a 
way to send money- they didn't want to 

give their credit card numb ers out in 
what seeme d to be an insecure way. But 
how much more insecure is it to fill in a 
form on a website than it is to give your 
cred it card to a shop assistant, or worse 
yet, a waiter or waitress and let them go 
a\\say with it for a bit?

Cred it or debit cards have a lways 
been a double edged sword, but card 
number theft is much less preva lent 
than it has ever bee n , thanks mainl y to 
the fact that the shee r numbe rs of cards, 
numb ers an d In terne t users (since that's 
what we're talking about) have doubled 
or tripled over the last ten yea, . 

So far we've on ly talked abom credit 
card transactions on the web, but rest 
assured , if you don 't have one of the 
devil's playing cards, there are ot her 
ways to shop online and we' ll come to 
them soon enough. However, since car d 
payments are so comm on these clays, 
we' ll be conce ntratin g on them. 

The next po itive event in on line 
comm erce was the development of SSL, 
o r Secure Sockets Libra ry. This is a 
system of su·ong e ncryptio n of data 
passing from browser to server tO ensure 
that any details you send ca nnot be 
easi ly intercepted or decrypted if they're 
intercepted. Although the first version 
of it came out in 1994, it didn't really 
affect many peop le and Amigans weren't 
ab le to take advanta ge of SSL until 
Voyager inu ·oclucecl it early in I 997. 

Then there was the fact that 
altho ugh "indu stry" types had been 
shout ing about on line com merce for 
ages, not many people were doing it, 
and those who were doing it weren't 
making any money. However, times 
change and a lthough there still isn't an 



FOOD AND SO ON 
We'll head straight for the staff of life 
and the like . Food shopping might not be 

the ideal candidate for on line purchasing 
(it's hard to look out for those orange 
stickered items that are going to go off 
shortly, and even harder to receive them 
in the post before they do), but there are 
a variety of items that can be purchased 
online. Both Sainsburys and Tesco offer a

OTHER WAYS OF PAYING? 
Most websites these days insist upon some kind of credit or 
debit card for ordering products and only the ones in the UK 
will offer the kind of "local " cards like Switch .

- far more popular in the states) or pay by cheque or postal 
order (in which case your order wi II only be processed once 
payment reaches the company). Unfortunately , schemes like 
Mondex, which would allow ETF (electronic transfer of funds) 
without first requiring a credit card , a re proving to be slow 
to tak e off. Although there are several e-cash schemes in 
operation , they aren't widely supported by most retailers. 

This is a great sham e, but the truth of the matter is that 
Visa-capable debit cards are pretty easy to get from your 
bank these days, and it might be worthwhile getting on e. 
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large shop fro nt. 
Amazon is the bes t-known and has 

been in business for a long Lime (well, 
as far as the Internet is conce rn ed -
more th an th ree yea rs).

Items usua lly take a week to two to 
arr ive, alth oug h I or d ered some C Ds 
from th em at th e end of November and 
they still haven 't arr ived , so allow a long 
lead Lime and be pleasant ly surpr ised if 
they ar rive early. 

Black Star in the UK have the same 
policy of offeri ng CDs (and videos) at 
much lower prices than th e standard 
exo rbitant UK ret a il, and 1hey' re m uch 
beu er placed LO offer CDs by UK bands.

Given that people are very free and easy with their 
credit cards in shops, restaurants, cinemas and pubs, 
it's somewhat surprising to me to hear that a lot of 
people think that the Internet is insecure as a 
transaction medium. Here are some facts about 
credit card fraud: 

3 Not on ly that, they'd also have to sift through 
the billions of packets that are constantly flying 

around the net at all times . Other emails , ftp 
transfers, http accesses and the like are going on all 
the t ime, and not all your packets will be travelling 
by the same route, making tracking even harder . 

1 If you've given your card to a waiter or waitress 
and they have to leave your table to swipe your 

card so that you can pay the bill, there's no reason 
why they can't take a note of your name, card 

number and expiry date to use at a later date. 

2 Internet email is packet-ba sed, so if 
you 're sending your credit card number 

by mail, any potential credit card thief 
(apart from the people at the receiving end) 
would have to intercept all the packets that 
go to make up your email message. There 
may be several hundred of these, even in a 
relatively small email. 

4 Even if you use a web page form, the data is still 
sent in packet form to the server, and it's likely 

to be encrypted by SSL anyway . You stand a bigger 
risk from people looking over your shoulder as you 
type in your card number than you do from some 
website using your card number illicitly. 

5 Most credit cards have inbuilt insurance so if you 
can prove that your card number has been used 

without your consent you can do something about 
it. At the very least, you can get a new card number . 

6 The simple solution to credit card fraud is not to 
use a credit card, just like the easiest way not to

here's an episode of The 

Simpsons where the annual

Before vou start pla!llnu wu have to 
choose which level or dllflcultv and 
WhlCh Chapter vou want. 
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Welcome to the complete 
solution to Quake. While you 
may have already completed 

the game, you may not have found all 
the secrets that hide in the various 
levels. I have, and I'll tell you how to 
get through each level. 

There are different ways of doing 
each level and I'll be proceeding on 
Normal difficulty, so if you're on 
Nightmare or Easy, things might be 
slight ly different, but if you follow my 
instructions you'll be able to get to 
the end of each level with at least a 
little bit of life left. 

When the game f irst starts, you're 
in t he entrance hall in which you'll 
have to pick what level of difficu lty 
you'll subject yourself to. There isn't 
any physical difference between the 
maps at different levels of difficulty; 
the only difference is in the number 
of bad guys you get. We'll go down 
the "normal" hall to give you an idea 
of what lurks therein. 

Apart from the three obvious 
difficulty levels, there's an extra one, 
Nightmare, hidden in the hard level's 
entrance. If you feel you can handle 
that, I'm sure you'll be able to find it 
easily enough, especially if you read 
Garet h Murfin's guide from issue 115. 

We'll go through the "norma l" 
doo r, and we're presented with a hall 

containing fou r further 
doorways. These lead to 
the chapter starts, but if 
you're a bit of a Quake 
newbie, it 's certainly 
best to go through the 
one on your left that's 
highlighted with arrows 
first. Step on the 
slipgate plate and be 
whisked away to the 
first chapter . 

Chapter 1 
The first thing you'll see when you 
make your way down the slope you 
start on is that there are two ledges 
on either side of the w alkway that 
you can jump onto . 

Firstly, jump onto the one on the 
right hand side and switch weapons 
to the axe. You'll get a message 
saying that you can jump into the 
smaller area w ith the blinking light in 
front of you, so do so. Walk to your 
right until you come to the end of the 
ledge and you'll get another message 
which helpfully tells you to shoot the 
secret door, so thump it with your axe 
(save your ammo for bad guys, not 
doors !). The secret door will open and 
you'll get some more ammo . 



At the moment you're still not 
very well armoured, so come back out 
of the secret area and go to the ledge 
opposite the one you're on. Run 
towards the far wall, jump the gap 
and you should land on the ledge 
opposite. You'll get another load of 
ammo as you follo w the path arou nd 
to the right to w here there's some 
green armour. Get it and get ready to 
go through your first doo r. 

There should be a single badd ie 
on the other side so let him have it 
with your shotgun. Since he's at quite 
a close range it should on ly take a

moving while shooting at him so he 
can't shoot you back. Go forwards to 
the button on the wall, press it and 
immediately turn 90° to 
your right. You're on a 
I ift that's now going 
down and you'll see a 
rottweiler and a grunt in 
the distance w hen the 
lift stops. Move forward 
a little bit ot herwise 
whe n the I ift goes back 
up, you w ill too. 

Get rid of the man and his best 
friend, but don't go through the door 
at the other end of the bridge yet. 
Grab any health kits you may need 
and then drop into the river that the 
bridge crosses.

Now you have two choices. You can 
pop your head around to the right at 
the top of the steps and let the 
people on the other side of the slime 
have it while you sti ll have the quad 
damage, or you can go to the lift to 
the left of t he steps and get the 
nailgun.

They're the most 
wonderful things ever invented," explains the 
author in the ReadMe file which accompanies 
Polataa. Call me a cynical old hack if you will, 
but I can't help thinking that there should be 
more to life. 

To be fair, Polataa isn't quite the same as the 
numerous other Breakout clones which already 
clog up a sizeable chunk of Aminet server space. 
To the age -old bat-and-ball gameplay, the author 
has added elements of Pong, which of course is 
famous for its own - you've guessed it - age-old 

bat-and-ball gameplay. Basically, you have a bat 
at each side of the screen instead of a single bat 
at the bottom. 

There's a storyline ("Your mission, as an 
excellent world rescuer, is to dismutate all 
mamas"!) but it's totally irrelevant.

Polataa is nicely presented and quite slickly 
programmed.

WHY BOTHER WITH UNIX? 

You might wonder wh at th e point is. Why both er going 
through all the trouble of setting up new hard disk 
part itions, bolt ing from this and that , answ e ring millions of 
inst a llation qu estions and so on , only to have the privilege 
of having to lea rn several dozen arcane magic phrases to be 
able to do anything? 

Well, the firs t reason that Linux might be useful to you is 
that varieties of t he Unix operating syst em are quite 
w idespread on large mainframe compute rs, such as those 
used at un iversit ies, some large libraries, government offices 
and so on. This means that there 's a wealth of softwar e 
already available for the platform . 

The second reason is that, because of th e nature of the 
operating system, most software running under Unix has to 
be compil ed fo r the part icular platform you 're using it on. 
This mea ns th a t th ere are a lot of deve lopm e nt tool s 
availabl e, and a lot of source code . In fact, most packages are 
distributed freely as source code for you to compile on your 
own system. 

Perhap s more importan t ly in this day and ag e, Unix 
systems are inhe rently ne t capable. This isn't surp rising , 
seeing as the net was invented on Unix mach ines . All the 
ne tworking tools you could ever want, includ ing Java , etc, 
can be run on your Amiga courtesy of Unix . 
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optio n , itj ust won't ins ta ll. Secondl y, 
I DE CD-ROM support does n 't always 
work and some SCSI adapto rs (like th e 
PPC ones , for instance) are n 't )'CL 
supp o rted, so insta lling direc tly from 
1he CD might be a prob lem. 

In fact , with my sewp l had a ll of 
th ese problems but I still managed to 
get it insta lled fairly eas ily.

There are video standards and there are video 
standards, and sadly they're often different. I'm 
afraid I don't have the specifications of the Atari 
co/our monitor to hand, but just because you've 
made all the connections doesn't mean it's going to 
work. Far example, the Atari monitor could operate 
at a similar frequency to that used by PCs and 
SVGA monitors. If you still have your Amiga 
operating in PAL made, the display just won 't co­
operate. Try again, but this time use the db/PAL 
screen made or a Multisync screen made. 

Yes, you should be able to use the 32Mb SIMM 
with the Viper card and have all that memory 
available to you.

The Viper shouldn't interfere with your hard 
and CD-ROM drives - in fact, the only side effect 
should be that they'll run faster.

I have a problem with my Amiga and I'm not sure if it's 
serious. I own an A1200 with a SCSI hard drive (installed by 
the manufacturer) , a SCSI CD-ROM, GVP board with FPU, '030 
processor and 6Mb of RAM in total. When I boot up my 
Amiga, the message "Error validation Workbench Block 7098 
bad header type" appears. After about 20 seconds 
everything boots up as normal. The hard drive is a little 
slower and everything works, except I can't delete or save 
anything to my Workbench partition as I'm informed that 
the "Drive is not validated". All programs seem to work. 

I tried to locate any possible bad blocks with the 
HDToolbox , but when I used the Verify Data program to do 
this, it found nothing. Will I have to reformat my hard drive 
or is there an easier way to solve the problem 7

In these cases, the best thing you can do is copy all 
the fifes from the Workbench partition to another location, 

re-format the drive and copy everything back .

Th is takes a while even if you use a 
searc h and rep lace too l, and you' ll sti ll 
th en have to up load every sing le page 
to you r website server agai n wh en 
you've finished. 

Secondl y, if every page in your site 
co ntai ns a site index in tables code , it 's 
a tremend ou s waste o f server space an d 
band width. A single frame d index page 
cou ld offer visitors th e same instant 
access to key pa rts of your site, and save 
them time (and consequently mo ney) 
when d own loa ding pages with in your 
site. T his is beca use they wou ld n 't be 
dow nloadi ng the same o ld tables­
encased set of lin ks again and aga in . 

In fact, frames are mu ch less hass le 
tha n tab les if you 're go ing to be ha nd­
coding you r HTM L. Howeve r, they 
aren't perfect ei th er an d m ere are 
severa l th ings to th ink about if you 're 
go ing to use the m on your site. 

For a start, you nee d to consider 
those visitors who don 't have a frames ­
compati ble browser. In th eory , 
webm asters can pro vide a lterna tive 
versions of fra med pages for visitors 
who are using a browse r which does n 't 
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The FrameS hop site can generate framesetting code automatically for 
you if you don't feel up to hand-cod ing it. 

suppo rt frames . All th at's req uired is a 
section of HTML contained within 
<NOFRAMES> </ OFRAMES> tags. 
Frames-capable browsers will simp ly 
ignor e this code. 

For the be leag uered webmaster of a 
reasona bly large site , the thought of 
p roviding mul tiple versions of many 
doc um ents is an horri fic one. Th e 
simplest solution therefore is of ten to 
includ e a short <NO FRAMES> 
</NO FRAMES> section of code which 
does noth ing more than offer ordinary 
hypertext links to th e var ious HTML 
source files whic h would ordinaril y be 
loaded int o frames.

As an exampl e, let's set up a naviga tional frame on the left of the screen an d a 
ma in fra me on the righ t. Once the relevant sour ce HT ML files have bee n cre ate d 
(let's called them nav.h tml and main.html ), a third docum ent is used to set up th e 
frames. Thi s will usua lly be the site home page , which will be called inde x.html or 
somethin g similar. 

Here I' ve se t up a single row of frames, divided int o two colu mns - one taking 30% 
of the scree n width , the other using the remain der of the screen width (that 's what 
the asterisk is for). You can spec ify frame widths in percentages or pixe ls. Th en you 
can use the TARGET attribute with in a hyperlin k to load a document in to one of 
these two· pan es: 

If you want to load a doc ument in the full browser window (in other words , break 
out of frames ), the simplest way to do this is to use the TARGET="_top" attr ibut e 
within the link. 

Next, you need to think about what will hap pen if people start linking to 
indiv idual pages within your site. If another site offers a link to an article with in your 
site which would or din ar ily be displaye d within a frame , visitors com ing stra ight to 
that ar ticle from the other site will no t be able to see your frames. 

If your arti cle does n 't offe r links to other pages with in your site, or any way of 
loading your navigational frameset, th e visito r may not be ab le to access any oth er 
pages within your site at all. It 's therefore wise to inclu de a lin k to the docu ment 
which crea tes the frameset on every page on your site. Load it usin g the 
TARGET="_top" atuib ute in case the o ther webmaster has cheeki ly or lazily linked to 
you r page within a frame of his site . 

Th e re's anot he r little trick you can use if you don't want people lin king to 
indiv idu al pages with in your site at all , alth ough it will on ly work if a visitor is using a 
J avascript-e nab led browser. By includ ing the following code within the <HEAD> 
</ HEAD> tags on eac h page , you can automatic ally load the framese tting do cum ent 
instead of the page th ey've attempted to visit. 

Don ' t incl ud e the script within ind ex.html itself or visitors will be stuck on a page 
which constantl y attempts to reload itself. 

Ideally, you could have a frameset for every article within your site which you think 
peop le will want to link to, based on the main frarnesetting document but with the name 
of tl1e re levant article as the source for the main frame, instead of main.html. Then you 
could include a modified version of tl1e Javasc1ipt code in the heade r of the article itself, 
to call the special frameset. This way a visitor jumpin g straight to an article within your 
site would still get to see your frames in all tl1eir glory. 

Using j avascript , th ere are actua lly all sorts of fancy ways in which you can 
contro l frames. For exampl e, it's possib le to easily load content into two or more 
fram es simultan eo usly at the click of a butt on . Th e sooner every Amiga browser 
offers full-blown Ja vascript support , there for e, the bet ter it will be for all of us. ©

KEEPING IT IN ORDER 
The two mo st used lisL formaLS are the 
o rdered (numb ered) and un ord ered 
(bull et) lisLS. Th e numb ered list sta rLS 
wilh <OL> and ends wilh </ OL>, wiLh 
eac h item on the list sta rtin g wilh <LI>. 
Note Lhat there's no need to end each 
item wiLh </ LI> as eac h <Li> is 
auLOmatically closed by Lhe next <LI> or 

WHAT'S IN A NAME'? 
When we looked at the <A> tag previously, it was used with 
the HREF attribute to jump to another document, but there is 
another attribute to <A>, and another way to use HREF. 
NAME marks a specific place in a document that you can 
jump to with HREF. 

Let 's say you want to list information on all the churches 
in your town. You could set up a separate page for each one , 
but this could get cumbersome, especially wh en you also 
add a separate page for each pub , club, shop, cinema and so 
on . Alternatively, you could have a single page for churches 
(churches.html) with an "anchor" for each church, like this :

Now you can jump to these with a link that will load the 
page and display it, starting at your named anchor with :

, KEEPING IT LEGAL 

Once you start mixing various elements of HTML you can 
start running into problems. For example: 

<LI>< H3>l i st item</H3> islegalbut 

<H3><LI>list item</H3> is not. 

These don't always show up when viewing your pages in a 
browser as it 's part of a browser's job to interpret the HTML 
as best it can , even if the HTML is wrong . However, once you 
depart from th e straight and narrow you increase the risk of 
your pages appearing differently in different brow sers. 

Using a number of browsers to check your pages helps 
and AWeb has a strict mode that is far less tolerant of errors , 
making it more useful for page development, but even this 
isn't enough. 

The definitive check for any HTML is to use the WWW 
Consortium's own validat ion service, at 
http://validator.w3.org . CheckHTML, from the commlwww 
directory of Aminet, is ideal for offline checking . This checks 
pages against the official HTML specification so you can 
consider it to be a pretty definitive evaluation of your pages. 

Neither of these make any comment on the style, quality 
or content of your pages as that 's entirely up to you - there's 
no official WWW specification for good taste (yet), but 
knowing that your HTML is correct means that it should be 
displayed as you intend in any graphical browser.

Uno rd ere d lists have an advanta ge over ordered lists. You have to spec ifically change 
the numb er ing style to make the nes ting of ordered lists clearer, but unord e red lists 
automatically use a different style of bu llet for eac h level. You can change this with 
the TYPE attri but e, as for or de red lists, but this time the alterna tives are disc, circle 
and squ are, and it's often better to let the browser take care of it for you. 

As well as nesting lists of the same type, you can also nest ordered lists within 
unordered lists, an d vice versa. The perm utations are e ndl ess a nd provide a very 
flexib le, yet easy to navigate , way of presentin g information and links in a text for m, 
with little work. This makes tl1em idea l for any site that's subject to frequ ent update s. 
Th ere are other ways of presenting tex t that may give more opt ions, bu t non e are as 
quick and easy to use as lists. 

USEFUL, BY DEFINITION 
There is a third type of list, called the definition list. This has a different forma t and 
may appear less useful at first glan ce, but it is a powerful text formatt ing tool. Unlike 
the o tl1er lists, this one has two ent ries for each list item. An examp le is the best way 
to show its intended use: 

<DL> <DT>CPU <DD>Central Processing Unit <DT>DMA <DD>Direct Memory 

Access </DL> 

Th e <DT> tag is shown as a sub headin g and tl1e definiti on is no rmally inde nted. You 
can alter the appearance by using style tags on the <DT> items and space it out with 
a P afte r each <DD> item. 

While the name indica tes tl1at this tag was o riginally in tended for d isplaying 
glossaries and sim ilar structur es, th e definition list can be used in ma ny other 
appli cat ions where you need paragraphs with subhead ings. By enclosi ng the 
conten ts of <DT> in <A NAME= .. > .. </ A> (see boxout) you can easily produ ce an 
indexed page, using an ordered or unord ered list to provide a con te nts list that links 
dir ec tly to each ,tern on the page. 

Once you real ise tha t neither tl1e <DD> nor tl1e <DT> tag are compu lsory, you 
can use <DL> for a much wider range of layouts . There is no HTML tag to ind ent a 
block of text. Some of the othe r tags, such as <BLOCKQUOTE>, usually do this, but 
tl1ere's no cons istency betwee n different bro wsers; <BLOCKQUOTE> is re nd ered in 
italic in some browsers and plain tex t in others. Ind enti ng a paragrap h or block of 
tex t is a com mon requir eme nt and it just happ ens tl1at browsers gene ra lly show tl1e 
<DD> part of a definition list ind ented , so for ind en ted text all you need is:

Th e tro ubl e is, if your co re sound is 
mer ely a specific piece of kit used in a 
fairly stan dard way, it begs Lo be ripp ed 
off and used by anyone and everyone 
who wants a pi ece of you r action -
exactly what's happe ned to Faithle ss. 

To avoid that happ enin g to you, t.he 
best course of ac tion is to define a 
sound tha t others can 't copy. The man 
who for ma ny years was rega rded as the 
'King of Hou se', Todd Terry, is reputed 
to be ext re mely secretive abo ut his own 
studio gear and techn iqu es and it 's 
done him no ha rm . 

O ne way to ensur e tl1at nobody 
can copy or reproduce your sound 
(without ju st samp ling it} is Lo 
develop your own samp le 
manip ulation tec hniq ues and tricks. 
Onc e you have a sound in the digital 
realm, the only lim itations are your 
software an d imag inatio n . 

ANYTHING GOES 
Here 's a strange phenomenon tha t's 
wort h beari ng in mind before you star t. 
Not so long ago, it was some tl1ing ofa 
luxury for musicians to be able to sample 
in 16-bit resolution . In typ ical snobby 
music indu stry style, anytl1ing tl1al 
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sound ed ' less tha n l 6-bit' would be 
disrega rded as the mark of a poor demo 
reco rding. Howeve,; now that people are 
used LO everyone having decent quality 
sample rs and recorders , low fidelity (lo­
fi ) sou nds are all the rage. Funny old 
world , isn't it? 

That means that , perversely, if you 
happen to come up with some pro cesses 
which make you r sample s sound as if 
the y're bein g played th rough an antique 
gra moph one in a stee l dus tbin , you' re 
probably on to a winner. 

If you 're loo king for inspiration , as 
usua l it's the various dan ce music styles 
that ar e advan cing thin gs fastest. 
Settin g aside the incredibl y over-used 
reso nam filter effect that 's splashed all 
over the lates t cheesy disco -samp ling 
party Lunes, the re are some goo d things 
hap pe ning if you dig a little deeper. For 
example , if you use the same basic 

reso nan t filter idea on just a voca l 
instead of the ent ire mix, you ca n 
create some wonde r fully abstract 
mo rph ing seque nces that sta rt out as a 
kind of gurgle and slowly beg in to sing 
or talk to you as tl1e filter effec t is 
lesse ned , as in Dann y Te naglia's Music 
Is The Answe r. 

USE AND ABUSE 
Always re member that a sound is just a 
sound, and therefore any sound can be 
subjected to any proces sing techniqu e, 
regardle ss ofw hetl1er or not the process 
was actua lly designed for that particula r 
type of sound. 

Le t me exp lain. Take a gui tar 
effects pedal , for exa mple. If you asked 
someo ne how to use it, they would tell 
you to plug an e lec tric guitar int o the 
input and con nect the output to you r 
amp or mixe r. An elec tric guitar 



prod uces a line level sign alju sl like any 
elec lric or elec tronic aud io sour ce, so in 
facl you can pul anyl hin g Lhrough a 
guita r effec ts pedal , even your own voice 
if )'OU like. 

I. me nli on lhis because even if 
you ' re on ly working wilh sample s an d a 
software sound ed itor , it's odds on that 
you 'II have a sec tion of effects Lhal are 
designed lO be used on drum s, ano Lher 
lol that 's rea lly mad e for processing 
vocals a nd so on. Take Lhe Vocoder 
effecl from SoundProbe. Used in Lhe 
'pr ope r' way, it takes a vocal sample and 
maps its resonan t frequ e ncies om o a 
me lod ic musical sampl e, making lhe 
voice ap pea r lo sing Lhat me lod y. 
However, you can take any two sounds 
and combin e th eir attribut es in this way, 
often with excellen t, and more to the 
poin t, o riginal results. 

THROUGH THE MANGLE 
Let's say you have a track in which you 
want a sect.ion tha t include s jus t a 
mangled rhythm sect.ion. You don 'tju st 
wam w drop out to the drums and you've 
had enough of the aforement ioned nu­
disco resonant filter effect. How abo ut 
taking a cho rd sequ ence, sampling it 
from a keyboard or rendering one to disk 
using SoundStudio' You can then use tlrnt 
as a base from which to mess up your 
dru ms. Bring in your chosen bar of 
drum s as a sample ; aga in, sampled or 
ren der ed to disk if it 's made up of more 
than on e source soun d. 

Copy and paste lhe ba r of dr ums so 
Lhal il's tJ1e same length as tJ1e chord 
sequence. Now you can wy witJ1 vocod ing 
one sou nd onto lhe Olher, and vice versa. 
To add more movement w this sect ion , 
why not save a numb er of voco ded 
samples with differen t settings or even 
with mor e effects processe d over the top ? 

Samf1litude 0/1us has a similar feature 
called Convo lut ion. It tends to 
misbehave at times bu t it can produ ce 
some eq ua lly uniqu e sounds if you 've 
got a bit of patience. 

BIG BEATERY 
If beats are your thi ng, do n ' t j ust use the 
same brea ks as everyon e else - g ive 
d1em your own twist. Try doi ng things 
like time-stretch ing a break to 150% or 
even doubl e its o rigina l playing time , 
then replay it at twice th e or igina l pitch. 
Try the oppos ite LOO, or pit ch sh ift 
downwards by half bu t kee p tJ1e playing 
spee d the same. To fau en up a b reak , 
make two new cop ies, one p itch shif ted 
up an d one p itch sh ifte d clown 
(reta ining the original tempo ) and the n 
mix tJ1ese two new version s witJ1 the 
o riginal for a tJ1ree-way-Limestre lch­
chorus ex travaga nza. 

Sna re drum ro lls do a sterlin g job in 
clubs around the world, bu t wouldn 't it 
be nice to use a d ifferent method of 
hypin g up a track? Try pitc h bend ing up 
a four, eigh t or even sixtee n-bar section 
of dru ms instead . SoundP,vbe can do tJ1is 
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a nd retai n the orig inal leng d1 an d 
tempo of the rhythm. 

If. You. Really. Like. To . Rock. The. 
Funk y. Beat. .. you cou ld do a lot worse 
than chop it up and put it back in a 
different order, a bit like Natural Born 
Ch illers d id with that phrase for Rock 
The Funky Beal. The advantage of cu tting 
up vocal sn ippet s is that you can ma ke 
tJ1em say di ffer e nt thi ngs to fit your 
trac k. Use a recordi ng of a famou s 
person for add ed cheeky e ffect! 

Alternativel y, comp lete ly de tach a 
voca l samp le from ils orig inal contex t 
and use it for your own means . Did you 
ever hear the hard house lrack with th e 
vocal, "Giving them dru gs, taking the ir 
lives away"? App arently it's Nancy 
Reagan . So now you know.. ~ 

Tony's Tips 
DO STUPID THINGS 
To come up with the most original 
effects you'll need to get your 
alternative thinking cap on. Try to 
come up with new uses fo r existing 
effects . For example, what would 
happen if you took two records, 
matched their tempos , sampled fou r 
bars of each and then vocoded one 
onto the other? I don't know, I've 
only just thought of it. I'll try it 
later . Or why don't you take a drum 
loop or synth riff, reverse it, put 
loads of reverb on it, then reverse it 
back again. Get the 
idea?

ast month we met the dreaded 
flicker problem head-on whe n 
we tried to draw our lovely 3D 

shapes onto the screen . It beca me 
ob,ious that if" ·e took too long when 
animating our wircframe tank sha pe 
(performing the calcu lations and 
drawing t.he image), the re was a messy 
nicker on the clispla )'-It almo t goes 
without saying that a good game must 
to tally erad icate any hilll of display 
problems like this. 

Read on ... 

to delve into the structure o 
the screen itself ... 

To understand how we can preven t 
flickerin g, it' impor ta lll to rea lise what 
i causing it. As we menti oned last 
month, the Amiga upd ates the scree n 
fifty times a seco nd. If your upda ting of 
the pa tterns on the scree n hap pens Lo 
co incide with the comp uter video 
hardware ·s display cycle, you ' ll see a 
changing pauern on the scree n. This is 
the flicker. 

We tried holding off updating the 
creen until the Vertical Blan king 

In te rval had, but thi s led to the 
prob lem of what LO do when it takes 
longer tha n one frame refresh to 
update all the req uired graphic s. Shon 
of buying faster and faster comput ers, 
we were Slllck, and thi s is where we sta rt 
this molllh. 

BLUFF IT 
The best kn own nicker-red ucing 
solution is Lo double bu ffer the display. 
This enta ils having two copies of the 
scree n in memory: re mem ber, the 
scree n display you see is actual ly 
nothi ng more specia l than a chu nk of 
mem ory. Th e com puter hardware (in 
the Amiga's case, the Co pp er grap hic 
co-processo r) takes th is memory an d 
gene rates a video display fro m it.

between them both. \\'e do n 't need to 
do anyt hin g crude , such as copy ing the 
en tire colllenLS of one memory plane to 
the other - we on ly need to tell the 
hardware (by way of the operati ng 
system, of co urse) where to loo k. This 
takes only a tiny fraction of a seco nd 
and can therefo re be clone well within 
the fram e fly-back time. 

So instead of one screen disp lay in 
memory, we have two. Ob viously, only 
one chunk of memo ry can form a 
display at a time , but the cle,·er th ing is 
that the comput er can very quickly swap It may on ly be Batt/ ezon e, but a t least .. . 
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While one buffer is being clispla)·ed 
on the scree n , we are free to do what we 
like with the spare. We can erase iLS 
existing con ten LS and dr aw all th e 
details we want on it, safe in the 
knowle dge that no-one will see th is 
happening, no mau er how long we 
take. Only when it' finished do we s,l"ap 
it with the other buffer , making it 
visible. Then we start " 'ork on creating 
the next frame to display. 

The basic process for drawing a 
double-buffer disp lay is therefo re: 

I. Set up the memory for each display. 
2. Tell the comput er to draw any new 
graphics into Screen A. 
t Calculate and draw the new graphics. 
I. Tell the compu ter to display Scree n A. 
5. Tell the compu ter to draw any new 
graphics into Scree n B. 
6. Calculate and dr aw the new graphics. 
7. Tell the comput er lo display Screen B. 
8. Go back to step 2. 

In this way, the user will never see a 
half~drawn di play- the y'll on ly see the 
new, comp leted frame as it pop s imo 
view. Clever, e h, 

The Am iga is part icu larly well 
su ited LO thi s kind of shenaniga ns 
because , if you remembe r, 1here are loLS 
of poimers and st ruc tu res which define 
exactly how L11e screen is created. 
Although in theory it would be possible 
LO open up two ent irely separate ,\.miga 
scree ns and keep flippin g one in front 
o f the o ther, it works much , much 
be uer if we use the same scree n 
structu re but alter iL~ op in ion of where 
the memOI)' making up th e screen is 
acw ally located. 

The key to a ll this moving around

WHAT'S ON YOUR DISK? 

The great thing about the Amiga is the way that its developers don 't just sit around moaning about how l 
one bit of the operating system is out of date or missing features. Instead , they write a better version of 
the offending section and then release it. Because the Amiga is so damn modular, you can then just plug 
it in and the replacement takes over from the or iginal. This month , in addition to a few other utilities (of 
which more later) , we have three new programs to update your Amiga . 

MRQ is a replacement for the standard Workbench requesters that pop up, to check you want to 
format a floppy disk, for instance . Most people will be familiar with the excellent ARQ which has been 
around for years to do the same th ing. MRQ is a simi lar program that do es all that ARQ does. except that 
it uses MUI which means you have the ability to adjust the settings for fonts and colours so you can 
customise it exactly as you want. You may have a problem running the Insta ller script , but if it does fail 
for you , simply manually copy the images drawer from the source to th e destination drawer and the 
progr am should run correctly . The full 
AmigaGuide give s you a complete 
rundown of the usage of the program . 

The old Commodore Installer is now 
used by most programs to facilitate the 
copying or extraction of files from the 
source to the necessary places , but it 
doesn't offer that many features and it 
looks a bit dated . Included this month is 
t he development version of a proposed 
replacement . It's fully functional , although 
it 's a bet a, and it even uses itse lf to install .

BetaScan requires you to 
select the device you want to use so it 
knows what scanner to interface with . 
Select this from the Config button and 
the Scanner selection there.

few utilities on the disk . The first is called WB-Tidy and it offers a quick and easy way of tidying up 
your Workbench windows. You can tile and cascade them and the good thing is that it doesn 't save 
any permanent chang es to the window s, though of course you can do th at manually quite easily 
through the Window/Snapshot menu on Workbench. This program just makes it quick to tidy up all 
open drawers . The other utility you ' ll find is called X-Panel. When you start it you won't see an 
interface. This is opened from the Tools menu on Workbench wh ere X-Panel will have placed itself . 
The program gives you quick access to the memory so you can flush it and toggle fast RAM on/off . It 
a lso displays a host of information on the syst em and the current situation .

This is something of an unusual 
demo, but since we could just fit 
it on and it's fun, we've included 
it. The game itself is no longer 
available, but this demo includes 
a very addictive four levels that 
will keep you entertained for 
hours. It's a complex Bomberman 
clone that allows you to play with 
friends or against the Amiga. 

The directional controls are 
obvious enough using the 
joystick, but you need to master a 
few combinations for using items 
in the game. If you just tap the 
fire button then you'll drop a wall block - make sure you move out of the way quickly or you'll be 
trapped inside it. Wall blocks are useful ways of sealing in the enemy sprites as they roam around the 
maze trying to find you. However, the more of these you use, the more closed the maze becomes and 
the more difficult it is to get to places - don't forget, you may be sealing them in but you're also 
sealing yourself out. 

All is not lost if you do get stuck because you've got a variety of weapons in your arsenal as long 
as you have enough energy points for them. Energy points can be collected on the screen and they 
pop up all over the place, along with IQ points. There's a top level of IQ and energy that you can 
collect but their levels affect much of what you can do in the game, so getting your levels up at the 
start is important. 

As mentioned, you have more than the block to use. If you hold down fire and move the joystick 
you'll see you have other options as to what to drop. Be warned though, the other weapons use 
more energy. Here's a quick guide (remember these are performed when fire is held down):
