Is Publishers’Choice
the ideal compilation
for the would-be
FleetStreet Editor?
John Walker reports
N know how lucky they are. Not only
is there now an excellent range of

useful software for their computer, but its
cost is dropping all the time. Not so long
ago Deluxe Print was imported into Britain
at £90. Now it is virtually given away with
Deluxe Paint Il.

Evenbetter, tried and tested programs
are being turned into budget bundles. The
Disk Company’s Pubishers’ Choice, a de-
sktop publishing package of five prog-
rams, costs less than the first release of
one of its items, PageSetter 1.2, which is
still one of the better desktop publishing
programs — although that is as much a
comment on the relative weakness of
much of AmigaDTP programsasitisonits
merits.

The bulky white box of Publishers’
Choice also contains:

KindWords 2.0, a good WYSIWYG
word processor that integrates text and
graphics and includes a 100,000 word
English spellchecker and a thesaurus;
LaserScript, a PostScript driver for Page-
Setter, which enables you to output to a
high quality laser printer or photo-type-
setter; Headline Fontpack, which pro-
vides 14 medium-size bitmapped fonts;

ewcomers to the Amiga do not

and Artists’ Choice, a disk containing
more than 200 pieces of clip art.

All the software is unprotected so it
can be backed up, or transferred to a hard
disk. Included is a 214-page indexed
manual that shows examples of the fonts,
including another nine used by Kind-
Words, andaprintoutofalltheclipart. The
programs will run on a 512K Amiga,
although a machine with a megabyte is
recommended to get the most from them.

Publishers’ Choice is a bargain. Peter
Lee recently hailed KindWords 2.0 as ‘a
mature and seasoned performer’ (AU/
February 1989), and | wrote of PageSetter
that it was ‘powerful and simple to use’
(AUI, April 1987). Both programs can use
all the bitmapped fonts and clip art inclu-

ded, and text written with KindWords can
be transferred to PageSetter. KindWords
lacks some of the functions of high-end
word processors. It has no indexing facili-
ties and you can not have text in news-
paper-style columns. But it lets you use
any Amiga-compatible bitmapped fonts
and comes equipped with its own serif
and sans serif type faces as well as fonts
for symbols, maths and Greek.

It can integrate text and colour
graphics. Hard copy can be produced in
two ways — either by using your printer’s
built-in typefaces or by printing a screen
dump using KindWords’ own printer dri-
vers, which cover most popular dot-mat-
rix machines and produce very good
output.

PageSetter provides a desktop
metaphor for typesetting and designing
documents. You lay out your document
on an art board, which shows one page at
atime. This can be viewed in three magni-
fications, from the whole page in miniature
to a close-up of part of it.

Text and graphics are contained in
rectangles, known as boxes, on the page.
Text is first loaded into a simple word
processor, where it can be edited or alter-
ed, and then transferredto abox or boxes.
In a similar fashion, graphics are first
loaded into a simple art program, which

includes basic drawing tools, and then
transferred onto the page itself.

PageSetter lacks the sophisticated
typographical control of the best desktop
publishing programs. One result of its
graphics handling is that illustrations can
be no larger than a quarter of a page.
Anotheristhatitadds some nasty shading

to graphics imported from the likes of
Deluxe Paint when it converts them to
monochrome images.

I am unsure that The Disc Company is
entirely accurate in describing Publishers’
Choice as an ‘Integrated Desktop Pub-
lishing Solution’. There is not much in-
teraction between the two programs.
Take colour, for example. KindWords
allows you to use graphics with up to 16
coloursinadocument. PageSetter has no
colour facilities at all. And there is
hyphenation (the correct breaking of
words atthe end ofaline whichis essential
to create orderly justified text); Kind-
Words has automatic hyphenation, but it
is one of the weaknesses of PageSetter
that it does not. When you transfer text
from KindWords to PageSetter the
hyphenation is lost. PageSetter only pre-
serves text styles, such as bold, italic, or
underlined when taking a file from a word
processor. On addition, KindWords has a
good spell-checker but, again, PageSet-
terhas none. You can not use KindWords'
spell-checker with PageSetter, which
means that if you make changes to a
document created with KindWords after
importing it into PageSetter, you will need
to reload it into KindWords to make sure
that no spelling errors have crept in.

Finally, there is PostScript. You can
not create a document in KindWords and
then use LaserScript to print it on a Post-
Script-compatible laser printer. LaserS-
cript only recognises documents created
with PageSetter.

Script output from a KindWords file it has
to befirstloaded into PageSetter and then
laid out and saved in that program before
being loaded into LaserScript for the final
print out.

You can not transfer a document con-
taining graphics from KindWords to Page-
Setter either, since PageSetter loads text
and graphics separately.

In essence, then, these are two stand-
alone programs allowing only the move-
ment of text from one to the other. Page-
Setter can also take text from most other
word processors, including Scribble!,
Textcraft and WordPerfect. Between
them the two cover most aspects of word
processinf and desktop publishing. But
each has gaps.

Itis apity that PageSetterdoesn’thave
KindWords’ hyphenation and spell-
checking — or that KindWords does not
allow text setting in columns.

Headline Font Pack

The Headline Font Pack adds some useful
typefaces for use as display type,
although the biggest — NovaC 32 - is still
on the small side for effective use in post-
ers. A utility program with LaserScript
called MakeFont allows you to load any
font and change its size. Itis intended for

use with PostScript fonts, but can be used
with bitmapped fonts — although enlarg-
ing them is likely to make their jagged
appearance more obvious. You can
assign Headlines fonts easily orload them
into RAM by clicking on icons from the
Workbench.

LaserScript is a versatile PostScript
driver. It provides four PostScript fonts —
Times, Helvetica, Courier and Symbol —
and allows you to change the size of
pages, rotate them and lay them on top of
each other before printing. But it has one
drawback — putput is to a disk file or the

serial port only. | prefer to plug my printers
into the parallel port.

Artists’ Choice clip art was originally
intended for a rival DTP program, City
Desk. It replaces the dull drawings that
used to be included with PageSetter,
which still looks first for its clip art on the
PageSetter disk.

The line drawings, many of them
silhouettes, range from the reasonable to
the dreadful. They cover everything from
the pot of gold at the end of the rainbow to
scubadivers, bulldozers and dragons and
are a means for effortlessly adding a little
graphic interest to your documents.

Publishers’ Choice is a good way of
obtaining some useful programs at
reasonable cost. If money is tight, they are
agood buy. But KindWords and PageSet-
ter are more complementary than inte-
grated programs. They cover each other’s
weaknesses to an extent, but they may
leave you wishing for something better: a
word processor that integrated text and
graphics and allowed you to use news-
paper-style columns, for instance, or a
desktop publishing program with colour
and automatic hyphenation.

Such programs exist, of course. They
just cost a great deal more than the fat
bargain pack that makes up Publishers’
Choice.

Diamond, Ruby, and so on - or import any
other fonts, such as those supplied with
KindWords or ProWrite, or ones con-
tained in the many available font collec-
tions.

Whenused withthe Amiga’s 1.3 Work-
bench printer drivers, which include an
option for smoothing away jaggies when
printing bitmapped fonts, the results can
look very good. The program also allows
you to change the aspectratio of the page
to correct any distortion in the hard copy.

Professional Page handles graphics
very well and, even with a dot matrix
printer, can produce some good quality
output. For those with colour printers, ink-
jet ones especially, the final product can
be dazzling, since the program supports
graphics in HAM (Hold and Modify) mode
with their 4,096 colours and can output
text and structured drawings in up to 16
colours.

| wish, though, that Gold Disk had
made it easier to install bitmapped fonts
within Professional Page. To do so, you
use aprogram, PPage.Any.Font, included
on the Utilities disk. This will not work from
the Workbench since it has no icon.

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(Command Line Interface). You first need
totransfer yourfonts to the program’s font
directory, make an assignment to the
directory, and then use Any.Font, which
produces a metric file of the font so that '
Professional Page can use it.

Gold Disk’s supplementary manual for
~ the 1.2 version admits that novices may

find this daunting. It suggests that, if you

are worried, you should use a program
such as CLImate, which makes the task
easier. But it would have been better if
Gold Disk had automated the procedure,
as it did with its similar MakeFont program
for creating new sizes of PostScript fonts.

This improvement to Professional
Page only affects dot-matrix or ink-jet
printer users. You cannot use bitmapped
fonts directly and have them output to a
PostScript printer, thenyou have toimport
them as graphics. .

“There are many other minor improve-
ments to be found in Professional Page
1.2. Itis faster, because you can intercept
screen refreshes by hitting the ESC key.
No longer is the size of bitmapped
graphics limited to 1008 x 1008 pixels. The

program can handle virtually any size,
memory permitting. And a new auto-
scaling feature will fit the graphic as near
as possibleinto the box you have drawnto
contain it. ,
Most welcome to me (although th
supplementary manual mentions only a
few of them) was its increased number of
equivalents for mouse-and-menu opera-

tions. You can now change type-styles

directly from the keyboard. If you want
italic type, for instance, you no longer
need to go to the Type menu, find the Style
sub-menu and highlight Italic. Instead,
you can just press a function key, which
saves a lot of time.

The size of a page you can create with
the program has lengthened by 5 inches
all round to 22 x 22 inches. The program
will strip carriage returns from ASCII text
when loading it, and is compatible with
Gold Disk’s new word processing prog-
ram Transcript (also reviewed in this issue
of AUI).

Menus have been rationalised as well.

Templates and Design Guide
A useful adjunct to Professional Page,
especially for novices, is the new Profes-
sional Page Templates and Design Guide.

structured drawing packages like Corel-
Draw for the IBM PC and lllustrator 2.0 for
the Macintosh. With those programs, you
import a bitmapped graphic and they
automatically produce a high resolution
outline tracing of it.

Clip Art

Gold Disk is partly making up for this
deficiency by issuing ready-drawn struc-
tured clip art. The first volume contains
145 illustrations, ranging from signs and
symbols to borders, banners, images of
travel, sport, business and to special
events such as Christmas and Valentine’s
Day.

There are also maps of the world and
Europe as well as some individual coun-
tries: Australia, Britain, Canada, Germany
and USA, which provides an indication of
where the Amiga sells best. Most of the
graphics are in two or three colours and
provide auseful basic set of illustrations to
enliven a newsletter or two or to create
signs and posters. | hope future volumes
will provide some more detailed images
than the ones currently on offer.

The advantage of structured over bit-
mapped graphics, of course, is that they
can be reproduced at any size without the
loss or resolution when used with a laser
printer or image-setter. But Gold Disk has
included a ClipMap utility to convert the
graphics from structured to bitmapped
form sothatthey can be used withany IFF-
compatible graphics program, such as
Deluxe Paint or MovieSetter. ClipMap,
unlike PPage.Any.Font, is designed to be
easy to use, allowing you to convert the
graphics to high, medium or low resolu-
tion in any size you like.

Professional Page 1.2 is an essential
upgrade to a steadily-improving DTP
program that is capable of producing
high-quality professional output. | hope its
remaining deficiencies will be removed
soon; theseinclude theinability to preview
more than one page atatimeanditslack of
style sheets, automatic page numbering,
and fractional increments in type sizes.

T op software house MSS obviously
know a good idea when they see
one. Why else would they re-vamp
their existing sturdy line of programs not
once, but twice ?

Initially there was Scribble!, a functio-
nal and well-tried word processor; then
came other programs such as Organise!
the database, Online! the comms pack-
age and Analyse! the spreadsheet. These
were later lumped together in a kind of
‘greatest hits’ volume called The Works!.

Now the package has been improved
yet again, augmented and re-born as the
Platinum Edition - a fully integrated, and
very competent business suite of prog-
rams.

Three unprotected disks and a mam-
moth ring-bound manual make up the
professional-looking package, which in-
corporates the following modules - Word
processing, Telecommunications, Data-
base, Spreadsheet and Sideways print-
ing. Each portion is accessed via a com-
mon entry screen, and thanks to the multi-
tasking Amiga, various applications are
able to run simultaneously, and can be
called from within each other. The Amiga-
DOS Clipboard device is used for the
quick transfer of datafrom one programto
another.

Workbench 1.3, with all its enhance-
ments, is shipped with this Edition - and
that means you also get a very good
selection of printer drivers.

A high degree of quality is evident
throughout. MSS have thankfully retained
the common-sense touches which made

the original software so accessible, and
ultimately so popular.

Word Processor

Any Scribble! users will be right at home
here. There are some major improve-
ments, but fundamentally the program’s
control is much as before.

One very welcome feature is the ability
to specify from the workbench whether or
notyou want the dictionary and thesaurus
loaded into RAM. Provided you have the
memory, all The Works! needs to run is a
minimum 512K Amiga. Thisis avery useful
optiontohelpspeedup document che-
cking.

There are over 100,000 words in the
dictionary, and you can add your own as
you meet new ones. The nightmare
method used in the earlier Scribble has
thankfully been replaced by avery friendly
and intuitive approach. Another novel fea-
ture is the option of being able to spell-
check words as you type, a beep signify-
ing an unfamiliar entry. This is a slightly
mixed blessing, and one which | found
hampered flow. Once again, it is a United
Statesdictionary, soyouwillhave toteach
it to spell words like colour and organise.

The thesaurus is a major advance,
containing 470,000 entries. By requesting
information about a word under the cur-
sor, information aboutits use and possible
alternatives are displayed. In addition the
program supports an 8 colour display
(though fewer can be chosen to conserve
memory), but although attractive, this is
purely cosmetic.

The Works!

Platinum Edition

Of more immediate use is the ability to
print an IFF image at any point in the
document; this is not like MSS’s Excell-
ence! program, you do not see the image
on screen, only on the printout. It is never-
theless a sound attribute considering the
emphasis there is these days in DTP.

However, it is far from friendly. You tell
the program to print a graphic by using a
dot Insert Picture command (.IP), which
requires five arguments - the filename
obviously, then the left margin, picture
width, height and density.

All the usual word processing facilities
are available, including mail-merge. The
familiar Scribble! dot commands are re-
tained to define most output features -
from headers and footers to special prin-
ter control codes, and a full listing of
commands is available at the press of a
function key.

Telecommunications Module
Baud rates from 300 to 19,200 are sup-
ported, and there are emulations forVT52,
100, 102 and Tektronics 4010 standards.

The program carries a phone book
allowing up to 40 entries, and each can
have a pre-determined script-file associ-
ated with it, together with a supplemen-
tary list of 20 Macrokey definitions. If you
have an autodial modem, then making a
call is as simple as double clicking on an
entry.

Script files can be created which allow
the automatic logging on and capture of
data from the remote terminal - for inst-
ance a script could enter your name and
ID, go to the mailbox, collect any out-
standing messages, store them in the
buffer then hang up.

Comms packages are very similar, and
this program provides a thorough tool for
accessing remote terminals viaa modem.
File transfer and protocols are handled
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well, aesthetically, with choice of colour
and font, the program is friendly enough.

The script file facility is outstanding
and extremely comprehensive; and | have
used comms packages for the PC which
cost more than this entire suite, and which
are no more powerful in this aspect.
Added to which the module also supports
the Sadie protocol, which to put it simply
lets you receive a file, transmit a file and
chat over the keyboard with someone.
Thebad newsisthatasfaras|know, thisis
currently supported only by this software,
Online!Platinum and the same company’s
bulletin board software BBS-PC (v4.30).
Let’s hope it becomes something of a
standard.

Spreadsheet Module

Claimed to be the fastest Amiga spread-
sheet, this module boasts 68881 co-
processor support, and the ability to im-
port Lotus 1-2-3.wks files. Apart from
having over 40 functions, the program can
also display 8 graph types in up to 8
colours, giving an immediately more
accessible evaluation of a situation thana
column of figures ever could (to the non-
accountants among us).

Up to four graphs, each with their own
range of elements, can be displayed on
screen at once, and can take the form of
pie, bar, line, x-y, stack-bar, Z-pie (or 3D-
pie), and 3d-bar. Legends and titles are
user-definable, as are scaling para-
meters. And you can print out the results if
needed.

As well as the familiar spreadsheet
operations, this module supports amacro
language aimed at helping users auto-
mate their procedures. Amacroissimplya
definition of a series of keystrokes or
commands which can be replayed quickly
and with a keypress.

As you become more proficient, the
opportunity arises for customising your
own menu structure, allowing complex

calculations to be chosen from a pre-
defined list. So by calling the menu, you
can have several options at your fingertip -
interestingly enough, the chancetocallup
a sub-menu of different choices.

Sideways Printing Utility

While spreadsheet data would seem the
obvious candidate for such amodule, any
IFF image can just as easily be dumped
vertically. The major attraction of this is
that landscape art scenes occupying
more than a screen’s width can be printed
in one go; so this is a bonus for owners of
Deluxe Paint and the like.

Database Module

General database principles apply, with
up to 128 fields allowed for each databa-
se. Data entry is straightforward, and fea-
tures an on-screen form designer which |
find really helpful.

Fields can be sorted and indexed, and
there are many mathematical functions
which can be accessed within the databa-
se, and which are shared by the spread-
sheet; for instance finding the maximum
valuein afield, or returning the square root
ofanumber. The programis also compati-
ble with dBase llI file structures.

Manual

At over 500 pages, this is not light reading.
Chapters dart about from one module to
another in a disconcerting way, though all
features are well documented.

But for a product of this quality, | was
alarmed to find a number of vital pages
had been left blank - the last thing you
need if you are a newcomer to the prog-
rams. In particular the database section
was badly hit, so check this out before you
part with your cash (check out 215/5 for
instance).

Conclusion
Five programs united by a single interface
is a major advance in the field of business
integration. And when the programs are
the tried and tested favourites of many
thousands of Amiga users, then their
proven track record speaks for itself. It is
an old marketing ploy to stitch successful
but old items of software together in a
compilation, but this is no ordinary com-
pendium; a lot of work has been invested
in combining these programs and en-
hancing them. New and improved, they
should open up a whole new market for
MSS. Platinum ? Maybe not that precious,
but certainly very valuable. The Works! is
not cheap, but it does reflect the cost of
good quality business software and also
the fact that you are getting five useful
programs.

DTP

Part V

John Walker provides a comprehensive
overview of five DTP programs targeting both
the enthusiastic novice and the serious

professional...

he Amiga was a late starter in the
T DTP stakes, but is catching up quick-

ly. Most Amiga DTP programs will
run on a 512K machine. However, to do more
than produce more than a couple of pages
of text and graphics at a time, you will need
an expanded memory and an external disk
drive.

What functions do you need? A
WYSIWYG (What You See Is What You
Get) display will not show you a page in its
entirety, so various levels of magnification
are a help. There are several commercial
programs available with this function. Pub-
lisher 1000 gives you the minimum: part of a
page at full size with a whole page shown in
miniature. City Desk and Shakespeare have
variable levels of magnification.

It is also an asset to see more than one
page of your production at a time. In pub-
lishing, the unit of design is two facing
pages. City Desk and Shakespeare both in-
clude this option.

In addition, the keyboard instead of the
mouse can speed up many operations,
something which most programs allow.
Word processing functions are also useful
when making last minute changes to the
text. Currently, only Professional Page and
PageSetter have Search and Replace facili-
ties. PageSetter's separate text editor, from
which you can switch instantly to the layout
screen, provides easy editing of long docu-
ments.

Most programs allow for a final page no
bigger than 8 x 11.5 inches, which also tends
to be the limit of many dot-matrix and laser
printers. But with Professional Page you can
layout a 17 x 17 inch page (though you will
need to use an imagesetter to print it). Page-
oriented DTP programs use boxes, or fra-
mes, to hold the text and graphics on the
page. A Snap To Crid, to which text and
graphics adhere, is a great blessing —as is a

customised grid that you can use as an

underlying basis of your design. Better still

is being able to specify numerically the pre-
cise size and position of boxes, rather than

moving them around the page with the

mouse. Only Professional Page has this re-

finement. If you are dealing with long docu-
ments, then being able to set up master
pages to use as templates can save much
time.

DTP is not only text — it is also design,
and the two must work together in any good
DTP program. Placing graphics is made
easier if the program has automatic runar-
ound, so that the text wraps around or moves
out of the way, of graphics. This feature is
found on Professional Page and City Desk.

Another time-saver is being able to link
different boxes so that text runs from one to
another and reformats when you make
changes. City Desk’s text flowing features
are probably the best of any program so far.

In the end, though, what matters most is
control over typesetting. The amount of spa-
ce between letters and between words
needs fine adjustment to achieve good-
looking results, particularly when you're
setting text in narrow columns. Here Profes-
sional Page is far ahead of all other prog-
rams, with its automatic hyphenation
(breaking of words over lines) and kerning
and tracking, which involve the adjustment
of space between letters. Shakespeare
allows no such typographical control at all.
City Desk, which has automatic hyphena-
tion when outputting to a PostScript com-
patible printer, has a useful feature to avoid
“widows and orphans”, lines containing a
word or two at the end of each paragraph
which look ugly when set at the top or bot-
tom of a column of text.

All programs allow you to add frames or
borders around the text and to lay tints or
patterns behind the words. Publisher 1000

goes further by providing a pattern editor
so that you can design you own. It also pro-
vides a good selection of unusual patterns.

Clip Art, ready-made images that you
can add to your work, can enliven pages.
City Desk, PageSetter and Shakespeare all
come with a selection, though they are not
very inspiring. Both City Desk and PageSet-
ter have a separate graphics editor. Page-
Setter’s is far more comprehensive and
allows you to import modified images. Pro-
fessional Page goes one step further by
adding a structured graphics toolbox so that
you can create charts or simple pictures that
will reproduce at high resolution on a laser
printer.

If you wish to use other fonts besides the
dull selection provided with the Amiga,
Publisher 1000 comes with several intended
to print well on dot-matrix printers, includ-
ing a special style to create unusual borders
and frames. Shakespeare, too, has several
specially designed fonts. A separate disk of
attractive dot matrix fonts is also available
for use with PageSetter.

Conclusion

Of the current Amiga programs, Publisher
1000 is the easiest to learn and use and is
designed to work with dot-matrix printers.
PageSetter and City Desk are the leading
rivals for the best basic DTP programs, and
both can be used with laser printers as well.

PageSetter's biggest limitation is its
graphics handling — you are limited to small-
sized images unless you resort to complex
trickery. City Desk, conversely, handles
text clumsily, requiring you to add embed-
ded commands to your text to change type-
styles and so on, which makes it more diffi-
cult to make inspired last minute changes.

For producing documents in colour, the
choice is between the cheaper but typog-
raphically limited Shakespeare and the ex-
pensive but versatile Professional Page. If
you need four colour separations for profes-
sional printing, or output to a PostScript
comaptible laser printer, then you will need
to start saving for Professional Page.

But whatever program you use, you will
find that from a desktop you can communi-
cate with the world. Publish — and be de-
lighted.

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eaders may be aware of my long-
R term involvement with Amiga

graphics - | first wrote about the
techniques we use to produce prototype
television commercials (called Admatics)
over two years ago. Since then we have
not been idle bringing the graphics power
of the Amiga to bear on a wide range of
(mostly) advertising problems, and we
now have four 7MByte A2000’s, all with
hard disks, and all the normal peripherals.

However, in one corner of our office -
my corner -is an Amigathatis doing things
with pictures at a speed and resolution
that has to be seen to be believed. A
Laserdisc player is responding to mouse
and keyboard commands through some
magnificent software by Ariadne Soft-
ware, of “The Kickstart Guide To The
Amiga” fame.

A brief description of the medium
might be in order. Laserdiscs share the
same encoding and reading technology
as audio compact discs, and the same
drawbacks: they 'Write Once’ only; and
cost hundreds of pounds to produce just
one. There are two basic forms:

Extended Play (CLV). These have the in-
formation encoded in a spiral fashion ana-
lagous to vinyl music LPs. They contain
pre-programmed tracks or ’chapters’ and
do not offer a ’still’ picture facility.

Active Play (CAV). These do not offer as
much capacity as the Extended Play type
(36 minutes against one or two hours)
because the data are recorded on 55,000
concentric tracks, and one track is one
video picture, oratwenty-fifth ofasecond.
This means that each of these frames is
individually accessible, at a very high ac-
cess speed, and here the sense of usinga
computer to control the player becomes
apparant. As yet their use has been limited
to big budget IV applications, such as
training Tornado pilots and the BBC
Domesday Project.

The core of the software is “player.de-
vice”, which should be installed into the
DEVS: directory and, when activated, ex-
pects sole use of the serial port. Itis similar
to “printer.device” or “serial.device” and

its task is the same - to field commands
aimed at the video player and process
them into the player’s own language. The
power behind this approach is that you
can address different players in the same
way as different printer drivers enable the
user to control a dot matrix printer at one
moment, and a colour thermal printer the
next. Anything from a VHS player, through
a Lo-Band UMatic, to both sorts of laser
disc players can be controlled with similar
ease - provided that the manufacturer has
deigned to equip the device with an
RS232C serial port.

Obviously software cannot alter the
performance of the chosen player, so at
initialisation the driver interrogates the

player to identify it and the medium pre-
sent, and then enables the relevant com-
mands. Hence an Extended Play disc will
cause the software to ignore any ’still’
commands, and will make it expect any
search instructions to refer to a chapter
rather than a frame number. Equally a Lo-
Band UMatic player will disenable the
‘instant jump’ facility present on some
laser disc players. This facility means that
certain players can get to a frame no more
than two seconds away in either direction
without blanking the screen - some amaz-
ing video ’scratch’ effects can be gener-
ated with this.

The package comes in one of those
’box within a box’ affairs that convince
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IBM software buyers that they have got
their hands on some power. There are two
discs, one with a dedicated 1.2 Work-
bench for those that wish to just plug in
and go, and another one with utilities and
double-clickable programs to install the
various bits of code onto the user’s own
system - there is no copy protection and
hard disc users are fully supported.

Results
The first disk that | have made is an Active
Play disc that contains our showreel of
work -some 13 minutes, and a selection of
other video material, mostly television
commercials. My version of the software
is the first that contains a patch to enable
SuperBase (by Precision Software) to talk
to the player. SuperBase records have a
type offield cailed an’externalfield’, this is
normally used to display an IFF picturefile,
or play an IFF sound sample. Ariadne’s
patch meansthateachrecordinadataba-
se can refer to, and play, a specific sequ-
ence or still from the laser disc.

| have a batch file in my S: directory
called 'STARTPLAYER’. Before this is
run, a CLI command such as: PLA:
PLAY, 34000, 35000 would have been
treated by the system as an instruction to
run an oddly named program fron a volu-
me or device named PLA: - the system
would reply with a 'Please Insert Volume
PLA’ requester, followed by an 'unable to
load etc. etc.’ message. After START-
PLAYER is executed the same command
causesthe playerto burstintolife and play
40 seconds of video starting at frame
number 34000. This is the CTI (Command
Text Interpreter) functioning and is an
example of the DOS player’srole. All of the
features of the particular player can be
controlled in this fashion, but it would be
tedious to ’log’ (ie. identify all the required
stills and sequences) on an entire disc in
this fashion, and this is where the supplied
program PLAYERCONTROL comes in.

PLAYERCONTROL has a collection of
gadgets controlling four different for-
wards (and reverse) speeds. It can also
’still’ the player, ’'mark’ the frame underthe
play head, 'find’ a given frame and’nudge’
the player one frame forwards or back-
wards. The calculator style keypad on the
right hand side can be used to 'type’ in
required frame numbers, and the indi-
vidual keys can also be used as calculator
style memories. This means thatup tonine
locations can be ’noted’ and quickly
accessed. Menu selections invoke the
Instant Jump controller, a very exotic
function indeed, and the Macro Manager.
Macros are a very important part of the
whole suite, more of which later.

In advance of recieving my laser disc |
had prepared a database of all of the
sequences of interest on our showreel,
each record having an empty external
field. To start a ’logging’ session | went
through the following procedure:
1.StartSuperbase and open therequired
database.

2. Resize the Superbase window and
leave a long thin CLI window available -
justin case.

3. Start PLAYERCONTROL and use the
menu selection “Fold Display”. This
allows the program to occupy only the
bottom 80 or so pixels of the display

ese programs can
control all the features of the player, and
the Amiga user can start chortling things
like “only the Amiga makes it possible”.

The first record in my database refers
to our introduction sequence. The player
was conveniently ’stilled’ at frame 1 so |
used the slow play button on PLAY-
ERCONTROL to creep up to the start, |
overshot so | used the ’nudge back’ but-
ton to get to exactly the frame (frame 37) - |
could have used the BACKSPACE and
SPACEBAR keys on the keyboard to
nudge it around as well. | then typed
PLA:PLAY,37,into the external field onthe
database and did not bother to hit return.
Then normal speed was invoked from
PLAYERCONTROL, followed by the in-
evitable nudges, to identify the end of the
sequence (frame 341). This number was
then typed into the database, the relevent
’external’ gadget then clicked and our
intro sequnce 'fell out’ of the video player.
These processes were thenrepeated over
and over again until all the sequences and
stills were logged (PLA:find,11020 is an
example still frame command).

This ease of control is unparallelled on
amicro, and itgoes further than that. All of
the logging could be done on U-Matic
tape, in advance of burning the laser disc.
This means that several people could
work at once (U-Matic copies are very
cheap), and all their results could be
pooled once the disc had actually been
produced.

Some of my sequences were very
short, and when played in the above
fashion the soundtrack was disjointed
and distracting. PLAYERCONTROL has
gadgets to control either or both sound
channels (and video if required), they can
also be controlled through the CTI. For the
best results the instructions to switch the
channels off, play the sequence, and then
switch the channels back on need to be
grouped together. This ‘group’ is the mac-
ro.

Macro
The definition of a macro can be started,
and named, from a menu selection in

PLAYERCONTROL, or through the CTI.
Thereafter any command to the video
player, fromany program, willnotbe acted
upon and will beadded to thelist within the
macro. Macros can call other macros, so
complex sequences can very quickly be
built up. Some lovely disasters can occur
as well, such as a macro calling itself, but
the manual points out some of the pitfalls.
When finished the macro is added to the
current macro list and can be saved to
disk. One of my macros is called end-
animation and the database record reads
thus: PLA:macro,do,end-animation.

Macros have their problems though.
They are basically programs in a special-
ised programming language and as such
they frequently need de-bugging and al-
tering. A diagnostic window can be ope-
ned which displays what the system is up
to as it performs, and quite comprehen-
sive error messages, so de-bugging is
reasonably easy. However there is no way
to edit an existing macro, it has to be re-
defined from the start. As | imtimated
earlier building a macro can be quite easy,
but a dedicated macro editor is badly
needed. Ariadne say this will be available
assoon asthe userbase warrantsit. In the
meantime, | am starting to construct va-
rious macro building tools myself.

Here is a final example of how all this
fits together. When | had finished logging
my showreel | had some fifty items in my
database file. Endeavouring to present
our material from this proved that the
database approach was too linear. |
needed one screenwithalltheitemnames
visible at once, and the ability to choose
any one with the click of a button. I wrote a
simple Intuition program with 50 Boolean
gadgeis so that | could ‘export’ just the
external fields (the field that controls the
player) from SuperBase into an ASCII file
and then incorporate this file into a string
array in the program.

The mainloop of the program then had
simply to identify the number of the
gadgetthathad beenclicked andfeed this
elementofthe arrayintothe player. Itreally
was a very quick and very satisfying pro-
cess. My next presentation was very slick
indeed, with tiny snippets of animation
being instantly summoned to make a
point by just pointing and clicking.

Conclusion

With the slight omission of the macro
editor, | cannot praise this software
enough. The combination of multitasking
Amiga, lightning fast laser technology and
well thought out software produces stun-
ning effects and | am sure that many new
applications of laserdiscs will now be in-
vented. Having access to video editing,
computer graphics and laser discs means
that we are now involved in some very
interesting projects. SA.

Either way you will need to present your
efforts in a professional way without too
much hassle, but many serious applica-
tions can be a struggle to learn.

As far as word-processors go, all |
need to be able to do is enter text at the
keyboard, format it for presentation, and
get on with more important things.

The people at Gold Disk are obviously
ofthe same mind. Their new additionin the
Home Office Series, Transcript, is a com-
pact and effective word-processor which
is simple to use, and very friendly.

Gold disk have an established reputa-
tion already through products such as
MovieSetter and Professional Page, and
this new release falls nicely into their de-
sktop presentation catalogue. The prog-
ram is supplied on a single unprotected
disk, which bootsintoaWorkbench,and a
smallish manual with plenty of well-
expressed advice. To conserve memory,
the program can be invoked from the CLI.

Despite the fact that Transcript comes
on one disk, it is a full-feature utility which
is accompanied by a number of extras -
including a 90,000 word spell-checker
which can be loaded into memory if you
have the space. Although the program will
work on a single-drive, 512K Amiga, you
could find this restrictive, and users with
extra RAM and an additional drive will be
best suited.

Many nice touches make Transcript a
pleasure to use. There are subtleties such
as: the ability to configure the numeric
keypad to act as the cursor control (more
usually found on PCs), withHome and End
keys; or, the wonderful print-preview
which shows your document fully format-
ted, allowing you to use the mouse to
scroll through its entire length quickly and
effortlessly.

Using the Amiga’s multi-tasking abili-
ties, several documents can be open on
screen, simultaneously, and each can
have its own individual setting in terms of
colour, line-length and so on. Transcript’s
screen defaults to the standard 80 column
Workbench mode, but you can define
your own, using interlace or not. Regard-
ing custom screens, you may define your
own screen colours, but the default
screen simply uses Workbench settings.
Standard screens use the Topaz 8 font,
while aninterlace screen (the one proneto
flicker), uses Topaz 11 for improved
readability.

And to help conserve memory, docu-
ment windows can be shrunk to a mini-
mum size until re-activated by a mouse
click.

There is a fall-off in speed in some
word-processors when dealing with leng-
thy documents, but Transcript’s boast is
that there is no speed penalty for the
longest items, and | must admit to being
impressed with screen updates; on my
usual word-processor | installed Blitz-
fonts to keep things moving, but this
would be unnecessary here.

But down to the nitty-gritty of opera-
tion: Transcript’'s fast screen update
makes editing a pleasure, and once you
have defined your startup-defaults - for

ANIMagic

Hey presto - special effects wizardry comes to
your Amiga with a new video program.
Peter Lee conjures up some opinions...

he recent crop of video packages
I has signalling the start of what
could well be the Golden Age of
graphics for the Amiga. A short space of
time has seen the release of leading-
edge programs such as Zoetrope, De-
luxePaint Il and Photon Paint Il - three
immensely powerful utilities which have
heralded a new generation of precision
software.
And the top flight are now joined by a
newcomer, ANIMagic, from the Aegis
stable. This video effects editor and
generator lags a little behind the com-
petition in terms of ease of use, but its
performance placesitright up there with
the best.

Eventhoughthere are many graphics
effects programs, each with their own
specialities, ANImagic has no real coun-
terpart. It is an expensive fact of life that
in order to get the best effects possible,
you have tc pick and mix from avariety of
programs, and ANIMagic has some of
the choicest.

The program arrives on a single un-
protected disk, along with a data disk
and a manual | found disappointingly
sparse. At least 1meg of memory is
needed, with greater flexibility offered to
those with more. A version of the prog-
ramondisk supports the 68020 and math
co-processor board for a promised
boost in speed, though this was not
tested. As the program creates its ani-
mation by rendering sequences of fra-

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mes individually and then playing them
back in realtime, often the process can
be very slow, so any improvement in
calculation speed should be welcomed.

The program works in any screen
resolution in PAL display, which permits
use of severe overscan for best videota-
pe effects, in HAM mode as well as
halfbrite and interlace. In addition, with
extra memory, you can also define your
own screen format up to 1008 x 1008
pixels.

ANIMagic started life as an ANIM file
editor - for working on data created or
used by the likes of Videoscape 3D,
Lights!, Camera!, Action!, DPaint Ill, The
Director and the Hash Animation series.
However, it has developed into a much
more sophisticated utility that also cre-
ates transitions from one still IFF picture
to another as well as manipulating ani-
mations themselves.

Its prime function is as either a de-
sktop presentation aid or as a videotape
titler when used in conjunction with a
Genlock. It succeeds well in both fields.
Yetunlike DPaintllland to alesser extent
Zoetrope, ANIMagic has no art tools to
call its own; your source graphics must
be created in another package and then
imported. However, even a sequence of
simiple text title screens composed in
DPaint in three minutes can be turned
into a knockout special effect with ANI-
Magic.

Suprisingly the manual tends to
underplay the actual effects available. Its
brief tutorials are somewhat helpful, but

standard, but they are spectacular. For
example one transition allows you to
build up a picture by swarming onto a
blank screen 256 small portions of it until
the whole is complete. OK, whilstitis not
as sophisticated as the similar effect on
some tv shows, it is nonetheless a major
advance in home presentation. You can
even have eack piece leave a fading trail
behind it!

The downside is that all this proces-
sing power takes time; subsequently for
scme effects you can happily leave the
computer for an hour or so. But once the
finished animation is closed and played
back, the effort really is worthwhile.

Controlling the program is achieved
through a number of control panels
offering mouse-operated options, some
leading to sub-panels where a variety of
customizing can be undertaken to tweak
a standard effect into something more
personal. From the outset ANIMagic
needs something with which to work: a
standard IFF screen; a pair of screens
over which to effect transitions; or an
ANIM file. Any combination oi atwork
can be used - you can move a still screen
over an animation, or paste a full anima-
tion over a separate backdrop.

Because effects can be cumulative,
you can use, tor examples, a 25 frame
animation as the artwork for each side of

- movement within movement. Screens
of different resolutions can also be
mixed, but the results are often peculiar.

On a simpler level, just by creating a
transition from one graphic screen to
another, startling animations are possi-
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ble. For example, you may produce the
simulation of book pages turning to re-
veal another screen, a pair of doors
opening inwards in 3D exposing more
artwork, or even another animation play-
ing happily in the background.

The main control panel looks a night-
mare of buttons and boxes, and indeed
there are few intuitive aspects of it. The
manual here atleastis a big help, and the
program features on-screen heip which
outlines the operation of the baffling
buttons. Easier to understand is the
source and destination mixing panel,
where pop out menus enable seiection
of any graphics in memory to be used as
the basis for effects. You call up the DVE
(Digital Video Effects) menu, which is the
real key to the program’s potential. (the
DVEs are loaded in from disk as neeced
or you can actually have everything load
into RAM from the outset, but this could
cause memory shortfalls), and a brief
explanation of the FX appears on screen.

Before you commit the computer to
an hour or so of image generation and
then discover the effect is not what you
wanted, there is a wire-frame preview
option which shows exactly what will
happen. Various additional parameters,
such as changing the direction from
which an effect begins, or flipping it
horizontally or vertically.

Backgrounds are available from any
graphics in memory, allowing animation
layering, and shadows with user-defined
transparency. Mcving objects can be
made to leave gradually fading trails
behind, and if you customize a DVE map,
you might consider saving it for another
occasion.

closer or further away, or “tell” the prog-
ram what to put on the backside of an
image as it turns. This effect can include
another image or a simple colour.

There is a comprehensive colour-
cycling menu, where up to 8 separate
ranges of colours can be specified to act
on individual frames or the whole range.
This is a fine enhancement enabling you
to achieve pseudo-movement simply
within a more complex animation effect.
I did find a problem, though, when the
program insisted on cyzling ranges of
colours without any instruction. How-
vever, by turning off cycling this was
soon cured.

Palettesthemselves canbe swapped
and changed. Given two palettes from a
set of different screens to be overlayed
together, ANIMagic will optimise the col-
ours of each to try to make them com-
patible as far as possible. Because the

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into manageable portions, and then to
combine them with the ANIM player that
accompanies the program.

Conclusion

ANIMagic works on two levels. Not only
is it an innovative editor for existing
animations, allowing users to cut and
splice sequences which may have taken
many hours to generate or perhaps add
title screens and credits to work done on
powerful graphic programs; butitis also
a special effects generator, which cre-
ates some unique and professional tran-
sitions for either video dumping or de-
sktop presentation. These take a high
degree of forward planning to use to
their Lest advantage, and the range of
control optionsis so great as to beinitial-
ly bewildering.

The manual should have been more
helpful, betterillustrated and much more
comprehensive. Twice during heavy
iesting | overstretched the program and
was Gurued out. Fortunately, because
one always works on images loaded
from disk, only part of an animation was
lost.

ANIMagic measurers up to any spe-
cial effects program in the price range,
andhas amore spectacular setofeffects
than any other | can name. The other
deciding factor may well be that ANIMa-
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program maintains its own palette at all
times, there is no danger - as with some
other programs - of importing a set of
colours that make the menus unread-
able.

One of the dangers of long anima-
tions using anything other than lores is
that you might well run out of disk space;
even a blank disk’s 880K soon fills, de-
spite good ANIM compression techni-
ques.

computer - one they probably invested
alongtimeinmastering. Whichmakesitall
the more frustrating to try and come to
terms with the intricate powers of the
Amiga.

Latestintheirline is ‘Amiga 3D Graphic
Programming in BASIC’; Not a title which
trips off the tongue, but one which
definitely lightensthe heart! |havetosay at
the outset that techniques outlined in the
book rely heavily on mathematic

' t is likely that most people will have

principles; on the other hand, the authors
make a brave job of trying not to cloud the
issue, and provide information at a
moderate level, fully explaining the more
complicated  equations.  However,
coming to terms with some concepts
covered is a struggle at times.

At the core of the 358-page large-
format paperback book are programs in
AmigaBASIC for defining and rendering
your own 3D images. The emphasis is on
ray-traced screens, and some of the
effects generated by the BASIC programs
are on a level with some commercial
software. But the book contains more
than simply pages and pages of program
listings; it is really a tutorial which, by
example, introduces the reader to. the
actual power available through BASIC -
which tends to be relegated these days in
favour of the higher level languages. It
opens up the Amiga’s 3D potential, and
gives access to all resolutions - including
HAM, and halfbrite (which needed the
arrival of DeluxePaint 1l to really take off).

If you follow the book through to the
end, copyingoutthelistings, whatyouend
up with is a ray-tracing editor and object

definer.

And along the way your
understanding of the Amiga will have
blossomed. The programs themselves
are competent, allowing positioning of
light sources, shadowing and texture.

There is a disk available containing all
the book’s programs, so unless you are
the kind of keyboard fanatic who has days
to spend copying listings, | would heartily
recommend this as a priority purchase;
the extra $14.95 spent on the disk is a
good investment considering that some
of the BASIC programs have also been
compiled and included on disk too. This is
a major advantage when considering the
lengthy time it takes to create aray-traced
image - compiled programs work faster
than BASIC ones.

‘Amiga 3D Graphic Programming’ is a
book recommended for the serious DIY
graphics enthusiasts, but not one for
those just wishing to dip their toes into the
deep waters of Amiga graphics.

The Amigain
France

France was one of the slower countries into the
Amiga Dimension. Zack Mule Skinner
discovers that in a Dordogne village a little
‘guerre’ has been fought over a French
language Amiga publication

ake one Amiga 500, one A501 inter-
nal memory expansion, two exter-
nal disk drives, and a second-hand
monochrome monitor. With this potent
mixture, create the first nationally-distri-
buted magazine in your country to be
produced 100% on a “family” computer.

Thisiis the story, and it could, perhaps, .
have been anyone’s. For years people
have been talking about the way compu-
ters are going to revolutionise our lives.
Well, this is an example showing that they
weren’t just fairy tales, an d the Amiga is
probably the best-placed computer to
make them come true.

The country: France. The year: 1988.
The headquarters: a stone-built farm-
house tucked away in the secret folds of
the hilly Dordogne; a marginal, isolated
region, where even the small farmers are
dying out, to be replaced by visiting tour-
ists from Germany, Holland and especial-
ly, Britain.

The story of A-News (the A is for Ami-
ga) began when British journalist Bruce
Lepper, living with his French school-
teacher wife in the Dordogne village of
Mandacou, heard in 1987 that Commod-
ore was bringing out an affordable version
of the Amiga dream-machine (he’d been
dreaming about having one for years). He
bought one of the first 500s to be sold in
France, and was not disappointed. But
there was no French language magazine
for the Amiga—hardly surprising, because
atthattime the number of Amiga 100s sold
in France totalled less than 5000.

Afew months later Rod Craig, another
British journalist living not far away in the
equally sleepy village of St Aubin, decided
to buy a bankrupt printing works. He
asked Lepper if he could create a publica-
tion that would bring regular work to the
ancient pressesin addition to their month-
ly task of bringing out Craig’s ‘The News’,
a paper for English-language residents in
southern France.

Until ayear ago the idea of one person
with no capital to speak of starting a
nationally distributed monthly magazine
would have been unworkable. Magazines
are traditionally costly items to produce.
You need an editor, an advertising sales
person, a secretary to look after your
administration and subscriptions, and an
editorial assistant to type in articles and
help with page layout at the very least. Not
to mention a team of freelance writers to
help blacken the pages. You then have to
pay for the photocomposition of your
pages and the colour separation of your
pictures, and then the printing and then
the distribution, which can be an expen-
sive nightmare.

Lepper didn’t realise any of that, so he
suggested that he and Craig go into part-
nership and produce a French-language
magazine for Amiga users, to be called
Amiga-News. Great idea! Let’s go!

No ‘AMIGA’

January 1988: first stop, the headquarters
of Commodore-France in Paris. Top offi-
cials there (or should we say almost-top)
welcomed the idea.

Second stop, the Ami-EXPO in Los
Angeles, to make first contacts with the
Amiga industry and garner good material
for the first issue, together with a copy of
Professional Page, and a Spirit Inboard
(which was not actually installed in the
A-News A500 until three months later).
Gold Disk had been promising Professio-
nal Page for some months, and the copy
Lepperreceived was one of the first. With-
out it, the magazine would never have
been born.

Back in France, disaster! Inexplicably,
to Lepper, Commodore withheld permis-
sion for the use of the name Amiga in the
title, so it was changed to A-News. Com-
modorerefused togive any publicity tothe
magazine, so the initial print run was re-
duced from 10,000 to 7,500. Commodore

France went so far as to forbid the use of
the words ‘Amiga’, ‘Commodore’ and
‘Workbench’ on the front cover and also
refused any other co-operation. But A-
News No. 1 was on the news-stands in
March 1988, before the official Commod-
ore Review had made its appearance. The
cover (a preview of The Three Stooges)
was colour-separated by a specialist in
Bordeaux at a cost of about £300, as
would be the next two covers. Professio-
nal Page version 1.1, with built-in colour
separating, came out two months later,
reducing this cost to about ten pounds.
But what about all the other costs?
Amiga users from all over France, delight-
ed that at last their magazine was getting
its own dedicated publicaion, offered their
unpaid co-operation. And as they all had
Amigas (bizarre, bizarre) and sent in their
material on disk, there was no need for a
secretary to retype it. And as the articles
were made up into pages on the screen
(with the three drives on the A500 chug-
ging away day after day), there was no
need for a layout man or scissors. And as
the pages were sent to Rod Craig’s post-
script laser printer they were immediately
‘camera-ready’, cutting out the expensive
photo-composing element. In his spare
time, Lepper typed subscribers’ names
and addresses into Superbase, sold
advertising over the telephone (the only
thing the A500 didn’t do), and visited
Amiga shows in Paris, Frankfurt, Lon-
don, Philadelphia and New York. Amiga
users in France were often informed of
new developments on the Amiga scene
before their counterparts in the USA.

French Translations
The French market has been, and still is,
one of the most difficult for the Amiga in
Europe. The Amiga is a brilliant but com-
plex machine to get to grips with, and its
user interface is exclusively written in En-
glish. Whereas Germans and Scandina-
vians are used to coming to terms with
English because their own languages are
relatively isolated, the French are differ-
ent, having anational language which, like
English, is akind of international standard.
So though French people who under-
stand English are highly enthusiastic ab-
out the Amiga, others who do not are less
appreciative.

Among other things, what the French

of stored keystrokes. Upto 99 key presses
can be recorded under each of the 10
function keys - simple things such as your
address, or more complex text manipula-
tion like italicizing a paragraph. Unfortun-
ately responses to requesters cannot be
incorporated into a macro, but generally,
anything you can do while in the text
window can be mimicked by amacro; and
a macro can call another if you run out of
room.

Thereis aspecial use for macros 9 and
10, which allows them to be called by
pressing CTRL and a mousebutton.

Your macro definitions can be saved
and loaded whenever needed, so a series
of specialist commands can be made
available as required. The usual word-
processing tasks of cutting and copying
are simplified by the use of a drag cursor
with which you highlight your text. Unlike
some other programs, even after high-
lighting text, you are still free to type and
edit your document. Should you wish to
append various sentences or paragraphs
to each other, even though they may be
scattered throughout the length of the
document, you can copy them one by one
into the clip buffer and paste back the
accumulated text.

The actual layout of your document is
controlled by formatting controls, which
are defined using a strange keyboard
character | never thought | had - a sort of

double S invoked by pressing Shift/Alt/S.
Many commands canoccupyasingleline,
separated by colons, and among func-
tions you can define are margins, justifica-
tion, headers, footers, page size, and
widow and orphan control (to ensure spa-
ce exists on the page for a minimum
number of words before a break). Your
own printer escape codes can also be
embedded in the document.

As mentioned, there is a spelling
checker available, and you can choose to
load this into RAM at any time. For users
with limited memory, spellings can be
checked directly from disk, which is a
much more laborious way. User dictionar-
ies can be created, and the method of
checkingis extremely friendly, with ather-
mometer bar showing the progress
through the document.

There are still a couple more goodies
to itemise; in particular the index function
is a big time-saver. A simplified but toler-
able Mail Merge option is also available,
andthereis auseful option which will try to
strip all the end of line paragraph marks
that sometimes getimported on uploaded
ASCII files. And to conserve memory,
there is a version of Transcript on disk
which lacks the print facilities and is con-
sequently shorter than the standard ver-
sion. Another useful touch is the use of
‘hot’ directories, which store filenames in
amemory cache and prevent the constant

disk access of other programs each time
you try and load or save a file.

Finally, users of the company’s Pro-
fessional Page 1.2 or higher can use
Transcript as an auxiliary editor, and own-
ers of earlier versions can still import
Page’s text for editing and mask out the
DTP software codes.

The manualis atreatin terms of clarity.
If you intend using the program disk as
Workbench, then you may have to import
your own Preferences printer driver from
one of your Workbench disks, as these are
lacking on the Transcript disk.

Conclusion

As a professional writer who opts for the
easy life, Transcript was the perfect WP,
which | used to write this review. It is not
just the attraction of the new; | felt at ease
with a full-feature word-processor which
has obviously not sacrificed power for
simplicity. Obviously ifyou preferadegree
of technical complexity from your word
processor then you need to look atamore
up-market product. But for my needs |
foundlittle lackingin Transcript,and much
to recommend it. It is well-designed, sim-
ple to use and very efficient. And it has a
very healthy price-tag too.

hen it comes to proper business
W software for the Amiga it is very

rare | can honestly say | have
come across a package which is almost
totally without faults. Plan/IT, a combina-
tion of a spreadsheetand database, is just
such apackage. Although thisis more of a
preview than a full review, | hope to give
you just an inkling of how good this pack-
age is.

Plan/IT is supplied on asingle disk with
a238fullyindexed manual. Before discus-
sing the system itself, a word about the
documentation, which, like the softwareis
among the best | have ever come across.
Unlike many references of this genre,
Plan/IT’s manual is aimed at getting you
started quickly. Experienced users can
easily skip sections and beginners should
find it easy to follow. Each section is
finished with a summary of the points
discussed, so you can easily keep track of
what you should know. After saying that, it
is unlikely experienced users will need to
consult the manual much!

“Plan/IT presents a
“standard” file selector
but makes no attempt to
list the files on the disk
unless you ask it to!”

The software can be run from Work-
bench or CLI depending on your prefer-
ence. Workbench users will be pleased to
note, Plan/IT saves icons for files and sets
the defaulttool.

KV (Kill Virus)

The IRQ Virus is one of the latest Amiga
Viruses. This is an unusual one, in that it is
NOT found in the boot block, but attaches
itself to executable programs. It normally
attacks the C:DIR command, but it will
also look at your startup sequence and
attach itself to the first executable prog-
ram found in this!

you). The IRQ virus is basically a harmless

joke, andwill not kill commercial programs
or cause any damage - except to your
nerves! Allitdoes is change the title bar of
the first CLI window when you boot, and it
will try to write to any disk inserted - thus
bringing up the "Volume is write pro-
tected” requester whenever you insert a
write protected disk. Fear not if you have
Kickstart 1.3, as this virus will not work in
1.3 - simply giving "Software Error’ re-
questers if you run an infected program.

While VirusX 3.20 willremove IRQ from
RAM, and will allow you to repair the first
file in the startup-sequence if infected, it
will not detect allinfected files onadisk -a
small program by Dan James called KV or
"KillVirus'is needed for this, and this prog-
ram will check awhole directory’s worth of
files for IRQ infection. This is a no-frills
program and simply gets on with the job.
You will often find it included in the same
ARChive file as VirusX 3.20, and it is a very
useful partner in the war against digital
disease!

Guardian 1.2

Guardian 1.2 is the Shareware predeces-
sor of the Guardian 1.3 commercial virus
protection system - unlike the average
Virus Killer, this program is intended to be
installed as a memory resident program
which will hang around in the background
and inform you if an infected (or non-
standard) disk inserted in is inserted into
the Amiga, showing the suspect boot

block in ASCII form on screen for you to
examine. At this point, you will be offered
the option to wipe out the virus by install-
ing the disk in the usual way, and to
remove it from memory if itis lurking there
at ExecBase.

Interestingly, Guardian shows its pre-
sence after initial booting (you include the
Guardian command in your Startup-
Sequence) by adding its name to the
Workbench ‘hand’ requestgraphic shown
after a reset. Sadly, Guardian 1.2 will not
work with Kickstart 1.3, but | understand
that the latest commercial version, Guar-
dian 1.3, will work with the latest operating
system.

Guardian 1.2is well worth havingas an
automaticbackuptoregularuse of VirusX,
but of course Kickstart 1.3 and later users
will need to purchase the commercial
version of Guardian. Fortunately, VirusX
3.20 is suitable for use under the 1.3
environment.

Guardian 1.2 should be found in all the
PD libraries, and most Amiga bulletin
boards and user groups should have it
available.

If you have all three of these programs
on your disk, VirusX 3.20, KV and Guar-
dian, you should finally be able to feel safe
from all those nasty digital diseases out
there! One good word of advice: do not
leaveittillitistoo late - seek them out now!

Amiga books and the latest addi-
tion, Amiga C for Beginners, looks likely
to enhance their existing reputation still
further. The book, which is written by
Dirk Schaun, addresses the problem
that most C books do not deal with -
namely learning about C ona Commod-
ore Amiga computer!

The first two chapters of the book
provide the reader with a nice gentle
introduction. Differences between
compiled ‘and interpreted languages
are dealt with and an overview is given
of the Amiga environment together with
explanations of the relationships be-
tween, editors, compilers and linkers.

Chapter 3 shows you how to create
yourfirst C program. The example takes
you through all the stages involved and
includes details of the use of both the
Lattice and Aztec compilers. The exam-
ple provides a step by step account of
what needs to be done and even inclu-
destipsonwhattodoifyougetanyerror
messages. This is quite simply one of
the best 'beginners accounts’ that I've
seen to date.

In the next three chapters we begin
tolearnabitaboutthe Clanguageitself -
functions, statements, printing text,
adding numbers etc., are all covered, as
is the use of program loops and con-
ditional testing. All of the topics dealt
with will be familiar to anyone with any
Basic experience and each topic is
dealt with in a way which will make most
readers feel very comfortable. The aim
is to provide a grasp of the essentials
needed so that you can actually do
some programming without becoming
either disheartened or overwhelmed by
being presented with too much techni-
cal information too soon. The approach
works and these early chapters provide
an easy to read 'introductory C tutorial’
containing useful examples and lots of
help.

Chapters 8 and 9 contain the first
realsigns thatyou are nolonger working
with a beginners language. Chapter 8
introduces the concept of a 'data type’
and the ideas behind 'type conversion’
using the 'cast’ operator (this enables a
C programmer to force data-type reas-
signments when necessary).

By the time you haveread thisfaritis
likely that you will have already written
and compiled quite a few of the simple
examples provided. Out of necessity
the next few chapters deal with areas of
C which will be less familiar to a lot of
readers.

C’s pre-processor facilities and the
use of #define and #include directives
are dealt with together with the some-
what odd shorthand syntax that the C
language allows. Additional shortchap-
ters explain parameter passing to C
functions, arrays, pointers, storage
classes etc.

The last chapters of the book deal
with such things as complex datatypes,
arrays of pointers, declarations and lib-
rary macros.

This is more the type of stuff you get
in the standard C books but it is quite
well presented for the beginner and the
material is always explained in context.
The beginner will have trouble with
these topics, but Dirk Schaun tries hard
to avoid cluttered explanations - he
avoids delving too deeply into these
particular areas and this is as it should
be for a book of this nature.

Towards the very end of the book
there are more Amiga tips. CLI and non
CLI window input/output is dealt with
together with notes about the differ-
ences between WorkBench and CLI
based programs.

There are some details about Intui-
tion programming and example prog-
rams foropening screens/windows etc.
The author makes a point of mentioning
that the Amiga’s Intuition interface is
very complex and that because of this it
is only possible to provide some intro-
ductory guidelines. Nevertheless the
few example programs which are dealt
with provide useful starting points for
further study and are well worth looking
at in detail.

| don’t think you learn about C or the
Amiga from any one book, so | wouldn’t
suggest this is the only book you’ll need
to learn C on the Amiga. | do think
however that this is one of the best
books | have come across recently and
wouldn’t hesitate torecommend it - itis
abook that you can both learn from and
enjoy reading. The author does not treat
the reader as an idiot and you can tell
fromthe way thatithas been written that
he is both interested and competent in
the areas that he is writing about.
Although the book is aimed at the be-
ginner it is worth mentioning that the
last few chapters are actually well worth
reading by anyone who is working with
the Amiga - and that includes compe-
tent C programmers as well!

Dear Alex,

1. Kickstart and Workbench 1.4 will be
required to use ECS. Therefore, | would
suggest that it will probably not be avail-
able to us poor end-users until the middle
of next year.

2. It will be possible to upgrade all A500’s
and B2000’s to use ECS.

3. ECS will only provide 1Mb of chip RAM
no matter which model of Amiga you use it
with.

4. The Amiga 2500 is in fact a B2000 with
additional boards added. There will be
two versions. One the Amiga 2500AT will
be a B2000 with A2620 co-processor
board and A2286 AT-bridgeboard added.
The other, the Amiga 2500UX, will be a
B2000 with A2620.co-processor board, a
hard disk and Amix, Commodore’s ver-
sion of Unix for the Amiga. | believe, they
have just commenced shipping in the
State, so | expect to see them in the UK
sometime before the end of this year.

5. The Amiga 2000 with the RAM board in

the CPU slot, is in fact the notorious

As | mentioned in the April issue, this
problem occurs when programmers
break Commodore’s guide lines for
addressing the Amiga’s system functions.
Ifthey could stick to these guidelines then
the problems would never occur. Howev-
er, recently Commodore have stated that
in their opinion the problem is not down to
the difference in ROM, but can be ex-
plained by theddifferent types of drive
they have used in the Amiga. I'm not sure
this is 100% true!

This problem will always exist while prog-
rammers look to speed up their programs
by breaking the rules, and | agree with you
when you say it cannot do anything to
enhance the Amiga’s reputation.

Dear Kim,

1. There is no disk drive that works with all
three of the computers you mentioned.
The 154 1-1l will work with both the C64 and
C128 using the Commodore serial interfa-
ce. However, the Amiga cannot directly
address Commodore serial. Likewise, the
C64 and C128 cannot use Amiga disk
drives.

There is one partial solution in a product
called Access 64.

This allows the use of Commodore serial
devices, such as the 1541-ll, with the
Amiga. However as it costs almost as
much as an Amiga drive, | would probably
recommend that you bought one type of
each drive.

2. Commodore have just brought out an
excellent printer that can be used on both
Commodore serial for the C64 and C128,
and parallel for the Amiga. It is called the
MPS 1230 and costs about 150 pounds.
3. The Amiga’s are all fully software com-
patible. However, they do use different
peripherals. That is, a RAM board for the
Amiga 2000 will not work directly with
either the A500 or A1000.

4. The limit on the Amiga’s RAM is im-
posed by the operating system and is
9Mb. However, in future release of the
operating system, this may will be in-
creased.

5. You should be able to buy books from
almost any Commodore dealer. Look out
for publications by both Compute! and
Abacus.

6. The Amiga’s maximum resolution is 640
x 512. This gives a total of 327,680 pixels.

At the start you get to choose which brother you want
to become, Yoshitsune is the warrior, master swordsman
and genius on the battlefield. Some have said he learned
his craft from wood goblins and as a result has mastered
superhuman qualities. As Yoritomo you are the master
politician and strategist. Your political affluence will gain
you the support of many allies howevezr, as your brother
wins you many battles it also gives him political clout and
that may prove to be not in your best interests later. The
two faces appear on screen at the beginning and by
sliding the mouse to one or the other, the character is
highlighted by the opening of his eyes, a nice touch. As
the warrior character, you play no part in the battle
sequences due to your superior skills (although you can if
you wish) so select Yoshitsune if it is strategy that you
want.

You then appear inside your home where there are a
number of options to ponder. Your banner and those of the
major generals are depicted, along with three shiriken
(throwing stars) which represent the number of Ninja
assassins you have available for hire. The better general
you are the more likely your assassins will succeed.
However if they do not, there is a sword graphic, and this
is for you to commit seppuku (ritual suicide) which is
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mandatory for failure.

There are a host of options available to you plan your
campaign and review your froops. You may see the
current status in your army, after which you can take
cities by force, direct battles, move the men around as
they fight, and best of all defend your home castles. This
sequence gives you a view through one of your battle-
ment walls showing you holding a bow and arrow. You
point it at the hordes climbing over your outer walls and
try to pick off the soldiers. Hitting one, you hear a scream
and he drops where he’s hit, never to move again;
consequently if you are a good shot you could be left with
bodies littered all over the place.

When you seige a castle, you get the chance to hack
and slay your way Gauntlet style through the maze of the
castles interior. There is a kidnapped princess in one of
the castles (this changes each time you play) and res-
cuing her in true Cinemaware fashion brings you many
rewards.

If you capture all 19 castles, you win the game and
become Shogun, if you fail you will attain one of 25
possible ratings depending on your performance.

So what does all this add up to? There is no doubting
Cinemaware’s attention to detail, the beautifully imple-
mented original music score, the sensational graphics
and even a save game option (which has never been a
feature in their games before). But I for one feel that Bob
Jacobs in trying to create a game of epic proportions has
included so much that there is no feel to the game as insay
Rocket Ranger or King of Chicago. Cinemawares games
were always pick up and play and enjoy regardless if you
win or lose, RISING SUN is so complicated and involved I
fear it will only appeal to dedicated wargamers and not
the mass market that they have builf their name on.
RISING SUN could have been fun, instead it is a long
drawn out war game that is too serious by far. Sorry Bob,
as one of your greatest fans I say go back to the Rocket
Ranger approach.

Isometric 3D arcade adventures were old hat at
the time of its ST release, but even now there have
been very few of these on the 16-bit machines.

Microdeal’s graphicsman, Pete Lyon, hasdonea
superb job of the intro. It tells the brief background
story of a kid who ventures into a haunted house,
where he is zapped by a scorcerer and turned into a
bubble. Life as a bubble is not exactly a bundle of
laughs, so you set about finding the spell book which
contains a spell to turm you back into a human.

In bubble form, your biggest concern is your
internal air pressure. You start on a pump in the
centralroom. These pumps are essentialif youare to
maintain a sufficient pressure, but your thin mem-
brane can only take so much air before bursting.
Judging pressure can be tricky as the indicating bar
is without any calibration, so it is easy to over-fill by
mistake.

The same can be said of the rest of the
game. Airball is a neat, attractive arcade adventure
but I had hoped for more variety from a half-meg
machine.

Get blown up soon after stocking up your
weapons, and you will find yourself skint, miles from
the next shop, and armed with only the most basic
system.

Everything else you expect in a shoot ’em up is
there, from motherships to the red slime leveland a
simultaneoustwo playermode. The helicopter ofthe
first level is replaced by a submarine in the second,
followed by a jet pack, and finally a little spaceship.
Throughout, the graphics are attractive, often bril-
liantly animated, but fail to break the accepted
mould. The in-game sounds are helpful whilst not
outstanding, but David Whittaker’s title track, cram-
med full of samples, is certainly different. After the
title sequence of the player’s ship weaving through
a 3D asteroid belt, the conformist game comes as a
bit of a disappointment.

Gauging the difficulty of a shoot ’em up can be
very tricky.

attlehawks is Lucasfilm’s sortie into the

realms of naval air combat simulation, not

complete flight simulation, with the emphasis
firmly placed upon evasive and attack manoeuvres
rather than glide-slopes and ILS systems.

The package consists of two disks, an Amiga-
specific reference card and a 151-page manual. The
manual itself is a good historical reference which
includes fold-out colour maps.

“You take the role ofan American or
a Japanese pilot each with 16 missions
to fly.”

Battlehawks concentrates on the four decisive
battles that swung the Pacific War in favour of the
United States: Coral Sea, Eastern Solomons, Midway
and Santa Cruz. Youtaketheroleofan Americanora
Japanese pilot each with 16 missions to fly. The
“Japanese” option is a welcome one but the fact that
Lucasfilm hopes to market the game in Japan may
have had something to do with its inclusion. The
American pilot can fly the Wildcat, Avenger or
Dauntless while the Japanese pilot may fly the Val,
Zero or Kate. However, the interesting part about
aircraft selection is that is historically accgurate.

That is, the aircraft not only differ in type but alsoin

their particular variant. So a Dauntless flown in the
initial battle, Coral Sea, will be of an earlier variant
from a Dauntless flown in the later battle, Santa
Cruz.

be rotated as a 3-D image. Thisis useful for recognis-
ing enemy aircraft even when viewed at unusual
angles.

Graphically, Battlehawks is impressive. The
program uses digitised images instead of polygons
increasing the level of detail. While the images
move around the screen smoothly, the action does
slow, somewhat, when there is a lot of movement on
the screen. Although this is a fairly rare occurence
and it has to be said that, with the amount of detail
and action on screen, the Amiga version is the most
playable of all. The PC version is jerky on all but the
fastest (and most expensive) AT models while the ST
crawls along. Excellent touches abound. Explosions
are very effective, when an aircraft is hit and
explodes bits of debris spin in the air, hitting the
water with a splash. Whilst in the aircraft you can
view to the left, right, downwards and behind.

Some aircraft have a rear-gunner which can
control independently of the pilot’s controls. The
best viewing feature is the “Camera”. This records,
at your command, a period of flight. Afterwards, you
can watch the sequence, a dogfight, for example,
from different angles while zooming in at the same
time to assess your progress - well this is Lucasfilm

after all! In fact, Battlehawks has the best graphical
presentation of any flight simulator on the market
today. Sound, however, while being effective, is
nothing to sing about. Engine noises vary in frequen-
cy with different throttle settings, by-the-way,
something those poor ST owners do not have.

As was mentioned above, I would not class
Battlehawks as a complete flight simulator. For one
thing you do not take-off orland. All the action takes
place immediately before and after engagements.
All of the cockpit displays are the same too. Howev-
er, Battlehawks is excellent at doing what it was
designed to do - simulating tactical combat.

Both the chopper and the jeep have their own
areas to patrol. The chopper, armed with forward
and diagonally downward firing guns, has the free-
dom of around 80% of the screen. The rest is the

territory of the jeep. While the jeep’s movementis far
more restricted (though it can jump), its adjustable
180 degree machine gun compensates. Mobile ene-
mies come in airborne and landbased varieties.
Those on the wing swoop around in the usual pat-
terns, running one after the other into your stream of
zap. Down on the ground, rows of gun turrets pump
guided missiles into the air. Shooting the mines
releases clouds of shimmering plasma gas which
act as shields. Shooting or collecting a second cloud
instantly detonates it as a smart bomb.

More upgrades are contained in the goose-
copters. These assemble themselves from indes-
tructable components around a vunerable nerve
centre. Blowing them up reveals speed-up or twin-
shot tokens. The generals leading the armies into
battle wait at the ends of the levels in giant choppers
and tanks.

Aliens, scrolling backgrounds and motherships
have been seen hundreds of times before. Silkworm
could have easily followed its coin-op parent and

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sunk without a trace if the programmers had not
done such a superb job. Fast, smooth graphics are
essential for a decent shoot ’em up. At last 16-bit
programmers are beginning to scroll and slide spri-
tes around the Amiga just as 64 programmers have
been doing for years. Better still, there seems to be
no limit on the amount of sprites shooting around the
screen at any one time.

I cannot remember ever having seen a busier
screen than those in Silkworm’s later levels! Explo-
sions are another vital element, and thisis another of
the game’s highlights. In the distance you some-
times see a fleet of choppers, or jets taking off from
an aircraft carrier, which confront you further into
the game. Plenty of sampled sound effects enhance
the mayhem of the battle. More than just a mass of

explosions, the effects tell you among other things
whether your target has just vaporised, is getting
there, oristotally indestrucable. The title trackisnot
half bad either.

Giving totally different vehicles to both players
was a great idea. If you want a more conformist
game you can take the chopper. The wierd control
mode of the jeep makes it the one to pick for a more
difficult and diverse game. The programmers ob-
viously knew what they were doing. My one reser-
vation concemns the level designs, which could do
with a little more variety.

Satisfaction is something Ilook for in a shoot’em
up. I like a game that can match my hunger for alien
zapping, and Silkworm has a feast of aliens you can
chew off and spit out! What a change from all those
others that pass through like a bowl of bran flakes.

fyou are reading this and are the proud owner of

an Amiga that has the memory capacity of one

megorover,itismore thanlikelythatyouhavea
copy of Dungeon Master tucked safely away in your
games collection.

That being the case, you have probably spent
untold hours trying to guide your party of four brave
adventurers through Chacs’ deadly dungeon in
search of the legendary Firestaff, the only item that
can destroy the evil genius.

It goes without saying that you have more than
likely come across asituationinthe game which has
you stumped. These situations can be many and
varied, ranging from being stuck in front of a
seemingly impassable force field to getting lost in
the ever-changing passageways of the dungeon
itself.

No doubt you have spent many a sleepless night
trying to solve all these problems and are nearly at
the end of your tether. Well, you can now sit back
and relax as help is at hand!

The Special Reserve club have just released The
Dungeon Masters Handbook, whichis a 24 page, A4,
looseleaf guide to the computer game. Special Re-
serve is in fact an organisation run by computer
gamers for computer gamers, and as you would
expect the handbook they have produced is full of
no-nonsense hints and tips for the serious gamer.

The handbook opens with an introductory sec-
tion which covers general play overall. The advice
given is straightforward, well written and very,
very useful. For example, did you know that if you
saved your game on two disks, you can map out a
wholelevelmore slowly and save iton one disk, then
move through the pre-mapped dungeons more
rapidly playing with the second! This saves a lot of
food and could save your parties life in the long run.

It then goes on to list and describe almost every
monster that youwillmeet on yourtravelsandthisis
supported by a breakdown of their abilities, traits
and, most importantly, their weaknesses.

The book also includes a section which is dedi-
cated toone of the mostimportant areas of the game -
the Spells. Although the handbook provides details
of at least 25 spells, including how to cast them and
what the effect might be, it still fails to include at
least 11 otherspells with whichIam familiar. Forme
this is the weakest part of the handbook, and if
Special Reserve would have spent a little more time
and effort, they could have come up with the full
range of spells and potions, the knowledge of which
could well save a party from extinction.

Special Reserve make up for this in the next

section, which details the dungeon levels. Each of
the fourteenlevels of Dungeon Masteris clearly and
correctly mapped and accompanied by a selection
of notes that can do nothing but help the player. The
map of the first level comes with a complete break-
down of the 24 characters you may choose to obtain
the four required, and this gives you a head start
right from the outset, as you can select the four most
powerful characters straight away.

The rest of the maps show where special items
such as keys, weapons, food and potions are located,
while the notes give a resume of each level includ-
ing any monster, traps or force fields you may
encounter.

The maps, while being clearly reproduced and
readable, are a bit on the small side. On the other
hand the information is supplied in such a way that it
does not spoil your enjoyment of the game, as a
certain amount of 'reading between the lines’ is
necessary.

However, certain pieces of crucial information,
such as the solutions to several of the mazes, are
given in full and this will be much appreciated by
players who are totally lost.

Conclusion

All in all the Dungeon Master Handbook contains a

tremendous amount of useful and interesting in-

formation that will open the eyes of the games most

ardent player. I have actually managed to finish

Dungeon Master and I still learned something new!
w.

Although the pods have only the landers and the
stomping bipods to fear, your foes are far more
numerous. Some of the more common include close
relatives of Defender’s pods and burgers. The datas-
torm of the title is a fast moving swarm of aliens that
takes a lot of zapping. A baby mothership in the
traditional flying saucer mould preceeds the enor-
mous space-squid, which in turn gives way to an
equally sizely skull. Extra weapons pods are col-
lected for double or triple shots, auto rapid-fire,
shields, warps and missiles which automatically
home in on attacking landers. Clear a level with all
your pods intact and you are given a little man. He
walks along the planet surface, and once shot, will
let off random smart bombs. On the other hand,
shooting or losing all your pods takes you into
hyperspace, where all the aliens immediately turn
into mutants. You also get the option of a simulta-
neous two player game.

As is customary for Amiga games, Datastorm
has its fair share of intro screens. The effect of the
heatwaves from the ship’s exhaust on the game over

screen is especially well done. Clever as they are, it
would have beena goodidea tosomehow skip all the
loading and fancy screen wipes between games; just
an option to restart with the same game preferences
would be welcomed by the more impatient zappers
among us. Compare Datastorm to a handful of
popular shoot ’em ups, and it looks pretty basic. Bar
the motherships, all the sprites are very small, and
the only background graphics are the starfield and
the scrolling strip of the planet surface. In its favour,
the screen is often packed full with laser spray,
aliens and debris from exploding ships. The game
sounds very much like the coin-op. In fact, some of
the effects are identical.

Updating old ideas is not the way forward for
computer games, but I have to admit I found this
brilliantly addictive. I can see (and know for a fact)
that some will dislike it for its unoriginality, far from
the innovation of Sword of Sodan, but I like it. Fast
and noisy, with a tough but well balanced difficulty
level, Datastorm is a bare essential for all ex-
Defenders.

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ireZone is labelled as a game of 21st Century

Warfare between the super powers of the time,

the Pacific Combine and the European
League, and has been produced by the PSS company
as one of their Wargamer series. All the scenarios
within the game depict ground based action without
the use, happily, of nuclear weapons. The game is
played on the usual hexagonal grid across which
your various groups of men and equipment move.

The terrain that goes to make up the battle field
vareis from clear countryside to urban or ruined
towns. Some hexes areshownas waterand fewof the
units can cross these, unless a bridge is included for
the purpose.

The equipment includes futuristic features such
as Nova guns, Striders (from Star Wars?), Gravtanks
and the ultimate, a Leviathan, which should be
avoided. Each of these has the fire power of large
numbers of their 20th century equivalents. All the
equipment appears in pictorial squares over the
hexagonal grid.

Play consists of rounds of movement followed by
combat, with opponents taking turns for the move-
ment phase. The combat between individual units is
randomly selected by the computer, but the human
player is allowed to select which particular unit
they wish to fire on.

Details on the strengths about each unit are
displayed at the top of the screen when the hex is
selected by the mouse or cursor. The results of
combats are also displayed in the same area.

The
game can be played by two humans or a single
human against the computer and the choice of sides
is also possible. An added feature is that the oppos-
ing forces can be hidden from sight unless one of
your units is in line of sight with the enemy. While
this is not really relavant in the two player game, it
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does add to the interest when pitted against a
computer opponent.

The program uses the graphic and colour capa-
bilities of the Amiga, to greatly improve the screen
display over and above other computer versions of
these games and the units are quite easy to see and
recognise. The play is quite quick, but it cannot be
classed in the Shoot ’em up category.

The package comes with a thirty page manual
and quick key guide. A blank hex sheet is also
provided so that you can design your own battle
zones before entering them into the game. The game
is simple to play, but is nevertheless addictive in its
qualities and it will be interesting to see the next
simulation that is given the same treatment.

Copy, Cut and Paste operations are
eased by the cell selection system. To
select any range of cells, simply hold the
mouse button and “drag” the pointer to
the end of the range. Selecting an entire
row or column is as easy as clicking the
heading. Also, getting round the sheet is
accomplished by the Zoom mode. Here, a
very extensive part of the sheet is clearly
displayed soyou canclick where youwant
to be and reduce back to normal view.

Without doubt though, the best part of
the whole package and what makes it
stand out from the rest are the graphics.
Thesejustify purchase of the Amigathem-
selves. Ten different charts are available,
from line graphs to 3D bar charts. Better
still, the 3D designs can be rotated at the
click of a mouse button!

Other features of Plan/IT worth men-
tion are: amacro control language - with a
debugger; full set of financial and statisti-
cal functions; built-in database facilities;

ity of a hard drive, but you cannot
afford to pay the price demanded by the
Commodore and the Amiga OEMs. Worse
still, if you happen to have an A500, Com-
modore just willnoteven admitto havinga
price for the latest word in hi-tech gadget-
ry, the A590 20Mb hard disk drive; even
though the unit was first demonstrated in
public at the World of Commodore show
in Toronto in 1988.

AUI’s hawk-eyed journalists were the
first from Britain to see the new baby in
action and the first to bring the news to
you. Since then Commodore have kept
very quietabout the A590, keeping us all at
bay with afew sneak picturesand eventhe
odd specification. Nevertheless, rumour
has it that when the A590 eventually does
arrive in UK dealerships, it will cost up-
wards of £600 (a price which may prove
prohibitive for the typically conservative
British wallet - especially since the unit
only boasts a relatively slow 20Mb 3.5"
hard drive).

On the other hand you could try one of
the other suppliers of hard disk units for
the Amiga. Surprisingly enough, over the
lastyear or so, quite alarge number of third
party drives have become available at
steadily decreasing prices.

However as later inspection reveals,
these are not just some unheard of, no
doubt unreliable drives; instead, they are
tried and tested IBM PC based systems.
What makes this system so special is the
unique system of piggy-backing an ex-
isting third party controller onto a “pass-
through” board to the Amiga.

The end result for the user is twofold.
Firstly, the IBM based drives tend to be
slightly cheaper; second, and more im-
portant, you get a lot more choice over
what you get. There are currently no less
than seven systems ranging from 20Mb
up toastaggering 230Mb - thatis, 23times

All the systems are built in two main
parts. The first is the drive itself. This is a
standard external hard disk drive such as
you may find in a powerful PC setup. Even

cal storage capacity, butalsoto the type of
drive in question.

The second partisthereally clever bit -
what makes the Amiga talk to a standard
PC external hard disk. In fact, this unusual
design does more than make the Amiga
talk - it makes it sing. Manufactured in
America by Spirit Technology, this little
box of tricks is known as the HDA506.
Unlike other HD drives for the Amiga,
which use an interface know as SCSI
(pronounced skuzzi, it means Small Com-
puters Standard Interface) the HDA506
uses a technique known as Direct Mem-
ory Access or DMA.

In essence, DMA is when an external
peripheral or chip, ahard disk controllerin
this case, is allowed full access to the
machines RAM whilst the processor is
effectively asleep - processing instruc-
tions. Explaining more than the funda-
mental principals of DMA is beyond the
scope of this review, but suffice to say it is
considerably faster than the more com-
mon SCSI. The problem with this is that
the peripheral mustremain ON all the time
the machineis running. Inthe case of DMA
peripherals like HD drives this will rarely be
troublesome. The Spirit system can be

supplied either in kit form or as a pre-
configured system. For the purposes of
review we obtained the full working ver-
sion - as a box of parts.

Thefeint-hearted among you canrelax
now, all is not as bad as it sounds. The
system is supplied in parts to make it a)
less prone to damage during shipping and
b) more versatile. All that is needed to
assemble the whole thingis asmall Philips
screwdriver and about 30 minutes pati-
ence. Firstly, the three interconnects are
passedintothe case and connected tothe
controller card. Next the controlleris plug-
ged, piggy-back, into the HDA506 board.
Finally the whole assembly is mounted in
the case.

Now all you have to do is plug the box
onto the Amiga and away you go. This is
when the only real problem of Spirit's
otherwise superb system comes to light.
Onthe A500 machines at least, the interfa-
ce sits right beside the left hand shift key
and tends to get in the way (although you
do get used to this). The reason for the
height problem is a matter of the way the
interface cards are laid out although this is
unavoidable with the current design, it still
seems a shame.

The truths about access times
and mass storage

Typically, when you order a hard disk
manufacturers quote a figure regarding
the"accesstime” ofthe disk. Thisis essen-
tially how long the read/write heads take
to getto the required track. All of these are
measured in milliseconds (mS) and can
very from 80mS (slow) to around 17mS

(very fast). There are however other fac-
tors to take into consideration before the
final - realistic - figure is calculated. These
are: the type of format used; the number of
heads -4, 5, 6 even 8; and the total number
of cylinders (double-sided tracks).

In practical terms this means a 28mS
20Mb drive with 4 heads and 620 cylin-
ders, can actually work out slower than a
40mS 42Mb drive with 6 heads and 820
cylinders. This is because, in the larger
capacity drive the heads may not have to
move as far to get the same amount of
information.

Think of it this way: In the 20Mb machi-
ne each head covers 620/4 = 155 tracks;
in the 42Mb machine each head covers
820/6 = 137 tracks approximately. Also
the tracks in the 20Mb unit hold about
129Kb each, and in the 42Mb model hold
about 306Kb each. So, to read a total of
say 200Kb, the larger unit only has to seek
one track; the smaller one has to read one
complete track, then move on to the next.

Finally, there is the question of the
drive’s actual capacity. Manufacturers

now have two different standards in com-
mon use - Modified Frequency Modula-
tion or MFM, and Run Length Limited or
RLL. Of the two, RLL is the most recent
and the most efficient storagewise. Infact,
an RLL formatted drive can hold about 1.5
times as much information as the equiva-
lent MFM unit.

This leads to a problem which allows
unscrupulous dealers to make a fast buck
out of unwary buyers. All HD drives are the
same - from the outside. On the inside
some have higher density surfaces than
others - like floppy disks. This means it is
possible to combine a 20Mb MFM drive
with a 32Mb RLL controller and hey-
presto, a 32Mb drive. Not for long though.
Unless the drive is certified by the manu-
facturers as being RLL it will fail very
quickly. Just outside the guarantee period
probably.

Similarly, there is a temptation to buy
an RLL controller and put it with an MFM
drive. Never do this - you will only have
yourself to blame when the data starts to
vanish.

market needs are (1) importers and distri-
butors who make the effort to translate
products and manuals into French, and (2)
a lively, varied and open Amiga French-
language press. The first requirement is
still along way off, but one or two distribu-
tors are making a real effort. However, in
the past two months Commodore Fran-
ce’s relations with A-News have im-
proved, with the appearance of the first

Commodore advertising and then the
sending of press releases. It seems that
this peculiar and unfortunate ‘war’ may be
heading to its end.

One year on, A-News is still a small
magazine fighting to make a place for
itself in the world, but judging by readers’
reactions the ‘magazine built on an A500’
has a bright future. With a current print run
of nearly 20,000 and growing sales in
Switzerland, Belgium and French-speak-

ing Canada, things can’t be that bad. The
A500 has metamorphosed into a 2000
with three megabytes of RAM and a GVP
Quantum 40 megabyte hard card. Lepper
even has a secretary one day a week to
count the money. He is hoping she will be
increasingly occupied with this pleasant
and useful task that as yet no-one has
been able to persuade even the Amiga to
