I believe the real

reason we did this guide was

that a simple list was much

easier to put together than a

bunch of articles with illustra

tions, topics, and all those dif

ferent words. Whatever the

reason, we somehow managed

to finish it, so here it is.

Okimate 20 Black

and White

MOST OF THE colors on my Okimate

20 printer are good. However, I found a

way to make one of them excellent. Plain

black usually comes out dark navy blue if

you are using a color ribbon, or light

black with white speckles if you are using

a black ribbon. Here are two ways to

make it as solid and pure as magazine

print.

First, if you are printing an all black-

and-white picture, just set your prefer

ences graphic select to color, but use a

black ribbon. This way it will make three

passes of black instead of one yellow,

one red, and one blue, which results in

navy-blue-black.

Second, if you arc printing a color pic

ture, go ahead and print it with a color

ribbon, bul mark your spot on the pa

per. Change all the colors in the color

menu (except black, that is) to white,

change your preferences settings to black

and white, and then go back and print

over the picture a second time using a

black ribbon. This will make one pass of

true black over the navy-blue-black color

priming and give you a nice sharp

result.

BASIC Search

and Replace

AMIGA BASIC HAS one of the besi edi

tors around, but it does lack a few fea

tures. It would be nice to have a find

function, for instance, for those times

when you wish to locate all occurrences

of a variable. Well, it turns out that this

is not impossible—you simply use a dif

ferent editor thai you already own.

Save your BASIC program as an ASCII

file by using the ",A" option of the SAVE

command. Example:

SAVE "Myprogram.btx",A

I add ,btx at the end to indicate that the

program is in ASCII format when I later

look at a directory listing. This ASCII

listing can then be loaded into the ED

editor from the CLI, and all ofED's

functions, including Find and Find with

Replace, can be used on it. You can then

load the program back into Amiga Basic

and run it as normal. No special com

mands are needed to load the ASCII ver

sion. Just treat it as any other BASIC

program. When you rcsave it again, you

restore it to its normal (lokeni/ed) form

on the disk. Since the Amiga can multi

task, you can just drop behind the Amiga

Basic window and run ED from (here

without disturbing Amiga Basic one bit.

For those unfamiliar with ED's Find

option, you simply press the ESC key,

then type:

f /word/

(where "word" is the set of characters

you want to locate) and press Return. Us

ing CTRL-G after finding the first in

stance will find the next, and so on.

Deluxe PhotoLab

A graphics triple threat that lets

you put all your baskets in one egg.

ANOTHER ADDITION TO Electronic

Arts' Deluxe Creativity Series, Deluxe

PhotoLab combines paint, image-process

ing, and graphics-priming programs mi

one disk. The result is a well-integrated

package that will interest ariisis, photog

raphers, and (hose who dabble in arcane

computer imagery.

The three programs. Paint, Colors, and

Posters, make up a professional-graphics-

applications workbench on which the

Amiga artist can hammer out almost any

problem to his or her satisfaction. While

none of these programs offers anything

completely new to the crowded Amiga

graphics market (although each does

have its share of neat little tricks), the in

telligence of their design and the conve

nience of finding them "all under one

roof" should appeal to both profession

als and amatuer artist/photographers

alike.

The first (unofficial) test 1 give to any

new software package is the "Damn the

manual. . .pop it in the computer" trial:

while not very scientific, it will show you

a great deal about a program. PhotoLab

passed the test quite nicely. Although I

was not able to master all the finer

points of each program (especially

Colors), I found them intuitive enough.

or familiar enough from the use of Other

graphics programs, that 1 could start us

ing them effectively without referring to

the manual.

The manual itself is well written and

thorough. It is laid out so that you can

read as much as you need lo get into the

program, and use the rest as reference

material. For those with less operational

background, the manual is concise and

easy to understand. Although I don't ex

pect to see it made into a movie or a

prime-time mini-series, it can be lead

cover to cover with no permanent side

effects. Each program has its own section

with a short guided tour through the

more important features, followed by a

set of tutorials and then a complete ref

erence section that briefly details every

Function and menu entry.

Like the other programs on Deluxe

PhotoLab, Paint is equally at home in

any of the eight screen formats available

on the Amiga.

sparse, its features are comparable to

other paint programs. The small, space-

saving on-screen palette is backed up by

a full 4096-color palette on a separate

screen that resides behind the active

painting screen. The palette screen fea

tures the 16—32 register paleite from the

toolbox, plus a series of sixteen large

squares that make up a permanent dis

play of all 4096 colors and a paint set of

lour rows with 32 colors each. You can

use the paint set to create experimental

color spreads and mixtures, and then

copy them to the register palette for use

in lo-res. hires, and HalfBrile mode pic

tures. With HAM pictures, colors can be

mixed in the paint set and then used di

rectly in the painting. Most of the more

familiar palette functions are found

here: color spreads, copy color. RGB and

IJSY sliders for adjusting colors, and

ranges thai can be created for use with

special gradient fills.

Most of the basic painting tools are

represented in ihe on-screen toolbox dis

play. For the great majority of these, and

for many menu items, there are key

board equivalents which Klectronic Arts

has made as logical as possible (p for Pal

ette, u for Undo, and so on). The basic

tools are: Dolled freehand. Continuous

freehand. Straight line. Curve line, Air

brush. Text, Fill, Filled and Unfilled rec

tangle. Filled and Unfilled ellipse,

Freeform shape. Brush selector, and

Magnify/Zoom.

All of these tools work in any of the

display modes, and many have special

functions. The Curve tool, for example,

uses four points to make a curve, rather

than tile usual three, to allow for an

added degree of finesse in creating

smooth curved lines. Normally you

would have lo patch two curves together.

to create a flowing "S" for aFrench

curve, but this tool lets you do it in one

operation. Another nice innovation is

the use of the Shift key lo constrain rec

tangles and ellipses into squares and cir

cles, respectively. It's not headline stuff.

but good smart design. The Oval tool

provides the option to either draw the

oval from the center out. or to fit a rec-

tangle defined on screen.

There are also a couple of nice

touches added to the Custom-Brush

menu. One is Resize Draw, which allows

you to take any custom brush attached to

the mouse and resize it and paint it in

one operation (simply by defining a rec

tangle—regular or irregular—around the

space you want the brush lo print). This

can be done with a brush of rectangular

or irregular shape. Another useful item

is Grab Last, which will pick up the last

thing drawn to the screen. If you depress

the Shift key while selecting Grab Last.

you can pick up a brush from under any

cusiom shape last drawn to the screen

(for instance, you can pick up a cusiom

brush inside an ellipse).

The paint-mode menu contains a com

plete array of selections for effects that

can be created using the custom brushes

or paint tools. These include: Solid. Mix.

Low Mix. Average. Blend, Shade. Sub

Pict, Scale, Add, Max, Min, Or. Xor. And.

Hlf, B&W, and Sub. Some of ihese arc

self-exlpanatory. like B&W. which con

verts any pixel ii affects to a gray-scale

equivalent Others are more esoteric and

reflect some of the more exciting things

going on recently in Amiga graphics.

Xor. for instance, will lean colors either

toward gray or to their complement on

the color wheel. For further enlighten

ment on ihese effects, do as the manual

says and experiment One point of inter

est aboul Paint, and the other two pro

grams is that each is able to handle

picture files thai are limited, effectively,

only by the amount of memory in your

computer.

Colors

The Colors segment of PhotoLab an im

age-processing program that will add a

whole new level of control to the images

you work on. It is straightforward and

easy to use. The Colors command screen

lakes up aboul three-quarters of the

screen, allowing you lo load and view a

picture over the top as you manipulate

it. If you need to sec more of the pic

ture, you can pull the command screen

down or push it behind the picture with

one keystroke1.

The lop section of the command

screen is the color-statistics display. In

this area you can see at a glance the ex

act RGB (Red, Green, Blue), HSV (Hue

Saturation Value), or MCY (Magenta,

Cyan, Yellow) values of any color in your

picture, 'flie statistics display will also

give the Pixel Population count and Per

centage of any color on screen. That

means you can find out exactly how

many pixels in the currenily-loadcd pic

ture are of a given color, and what per

centage of all the pixels in your picture

are using that particular color. Finding

the Pixel Population mighi be the firsi

step in deciding whether a color register

can be cleared for oilier use or elimi

nated altogether to reduce the number

of bit-planes in a picture.

Beneath the Statistics display is the

Register Graph, which shows the relative

content of a single color component in

each of the 16 color registers. For exam

ple, if you select red, then each bar (rep

resenting one of the color registers) will

show how much red is being used for

that color register, relative lo the other

regisicrs. This value can be displayed for

each of the color component's RGB and

HSV.

The registers can be locked against

changes, soiled out by color component

or population, and then altered by de

gree so that the color content, say, more

red or less green, can he adjusted to re

fine the overall tone of your picture.

This powerful tool will add a new dimen

sion to the quality of your work. The

real beauty of ii is how intuitive ii be

comes after a little practice.

Other Colors functions include Match

Palette, which allows you to change the

palette of one picture lo that of another,

while preserving the picture's original

appearance so thai parts of each may

then be used together. A function called

Separate allows you lo make color sepa

rations of a picture into ils red. green.

blue, magenta, cyan, yellow, and black

components. Make BAV will do just

that—make a black-and-white image

from a full-color picture. Negative will

make a reverse, or negative, image of

your picture.

If you're not happy with the results of

any of these changes, you can select Re

vert to reload your lasi picture file with

out having to go through the whole

loading procedure.

Probably one of [he most valuable

functions of Colors is ils ability to

change [he display mode of a picture.

With the Set To option you can change

pictures from any display mode to any

other display mode. Change low resolu

tion to HAM. or change HAM to F.xtra_

HalfBrite. You can also seleci Resize to

change the size of any picture to any

thing you want within your memory

limitations. ►-

LEARNING FROM A "PRO
With Superbase Professional's powerful DML, you can still retain your

amateur status in BASIC while learning to run, jump, and throw like a pro

when it comes to sophisticated database programming.

Here's a simple tutorial to help get you over thefirst hurdle.

T

o make use of Precision Incorporated^ sophisti

cated data-management system, Superbase Profes

sional, you need not do any programming at all.

Many of its powerful features and numerous op

tions are available to you straight off" the shelf. Su

perbase does, however, contain its own BASIC-

derived programming language, DML (Data Man

agement Language). With some rudimentary knowl

edge of BASIC, you can use the DML to tailor

customized database applications to your own spe

cial business or personal needs.

To introduce you to Superbase programming, we

have devised a simple "telephone contact" applica

tion through which we can take you on a quick

guided tour of Superbase's DML. We assume that

you are familiar with the Amiga, a little bit of BA

SIC, and the basics of using Superbase Professional

forms and reports. If you have never used Super-

base, run through its tutorial lessons on forms and

reports—they won't take long, and you need only

the fundamentals to run our application. We won't

show you anywhere near the full power of the

DML, but we will cover all the bases in each major

area. (For a feature-length review of Superbase

Professional, see "Big League Pro," p. 56, in the

June '88 issue of AmigaWorld.)

Our application is a very simple contact system

that allows you to maintain information about tele

phone conversations. You can keep a little informa

tion (first and last name, one address line, and one

telephone number) about each person, as well as

some brief notation (date, time, and a comment)

about each phone conversation. We provide only

the skeleton of a full contact application, but you

can use that skeleton as a base for your own. im

proved version.

Into the Starting Blocks

To test this application, select Edit from Super-

base's Program menu and type in the listing that

accompanies this article (see Listing 1). When you

are done, choose Save from the Program menu

and save it in a file with a name such as "Con

tacts." Do not add the Superbase program exten

sion (.sbp); that will be done automatically. Then

choose Run from the Program menu.

The application has two menus: Contacts and

Calls. The Contacts menu lets you enter informa

tion about a person, edit that information, list all

of the information about all of the contacts, and

exit. The Calls menu lets you enter information

about a new call with a person (who need noi al- +■

ready be in the database), list all of the calls for a

person, and list all of the calls in the database. To

get the feel of the application, enter several Dames

and calls, and try each of the menu choices.

Superbase, like most interactive application

builders, is designed around a few basic applica

don-building tools: database definition, menus,

data-entry and update forms, reports, and miscella

neous functions, such as calculations and batch file

updates. You can use all of these tools from

the DML.

Supc-rbase also contains a powerful form builder,

but for the sake of simplicity and space we use

only Superbase's default forms.

The core of any application should be the data

base design. Our contact application lends itself

well to two separate files, which Superbase calls da

tabases. In one (Names) we keep information about

people, while in the other (Calls) we record the

phone calls. We connect the information in these

two files relational]), with a matching field in each.

We use Superbase's serial number function. SKR, to

store with each Names record its serial, or record,

number. When we enter a call to a person, we

store that person's serial number in the Calls

record.

Before we walk through the code, we will need to

examine a few DML basics. DML is a derivative of

BASIC, to which the developers have added man)1

database- and application-definition functions. Be

cause we are assuming some knowledge of BASIC

on the reader's pan, we will avoid the pans of the

DML that come straight from BASIC and concen

trate on the new functions.

Yet, even the most experienced BASIC user

should be careful: DML is not completely compati

ble with BASIC. As old-time BASIC programmers,

we initially felt right at home, but we stumbled

quickly. For example, PRINT does not prim to the

screen—it sends output to the printer. To display

information on the screen, you instead use

DISPLAY <string>

You can also send your output to Superbase's

"current output device" by using

? <string>

Any PRINT command makes all subsequent ?

functions send their output to the printer, while a

DISPLAY command sends their results to the

screen. The ? function is a handy way to display

reports, because it allows you to see them on the

screen during development and to later switch

them easily to the primer. You should use DIS

PLAY with messages so that they will always appear

on the screen.

Building on a Solid Foundation

Let's dig into the code. We use many small subrou

tines, so the easiest way to understand the code is

lo walk through its highest level and then spiral

down into the details.

We begin by displaying a start message. We also

use the SET function to force our forms into Su

perbase's RECORD VIEW format, which is both the

default and the easiest to use to edit records. Be

cause it is the default format, this step at first may

seem unnecessary. If you run other Superbase

forms before you start this application, however,

the default would be whatever format you last

used. For instance, if you last used a form in its

FORM view, our forms would also appear in that

format if you did not first use the SET function.

We then open our two files wiih the OPEN FILE

command. Before doing so. however, we use ON

KRROR u> set an error-handling routine—nonames

and nocalh, respectively, nonames tells you that the

\ames file does not exist and asks if you want to

create it. If you do, it calls the initnavies subroutine

to create that file. If you do not want to create the

file, nonames stops the application, nocalls functions

similarly for the Calls file, but it uses initcalls to

create that file.

Before we get into the file-creation subroutines,

we should mention a few other important points

about programming with Superbase. First, we

could not find a lisi of error numbers anywhere.

You can get ihis list, however, by using ihe short

sample program on page 5-50 of the Forms Editor

and Programming Language manual. We recom

mend thai you run that program and save the list.

Second, both of the above subroutines use an im

portant DML function: REQUEST. This function

displays an AmigaDOS requester. Its parameters *-

are two lines of dialog and a type, and three op

tions: a return code, a string variable that can con

tain a response, and the length of the string box.

In lliese two routines we use ans% as the return

code variable. It is 1 if you click, on OK, 0 if you

click CANCEL.

The type field lets you choose from Superbase's

19 different types of requesters. Only the first five

of these really matter for most applications. Type

I, which we use in these two routines, offers OK or

CANCEL, while type 0 offers only OK. Types 2 and

3 are like 0 and 1, respectively, except that they

time out after two seconds. Type 4, which we use

in the gctname subroutine, lets you input a string

before you click OK or CANCEL (in geiname that

response goes into the variable name$).

Finally, both of these routines slop the program

by calling the same termination routine, exit, which

displays a termination message, closes all of the

open files, and then clears the screen so thai you

can start on your next iask with a clean screen.

Back to the file-creation routines. Both initnames

and initcalls follow the standard steps for creating a

Superbase database file, mitnames first displays a

file-creation message, and then CRKATF.s an empty

file called Names. We define each of that file's

fields with the ADD command. When we are done

with the field definition, we use MAKE to save our

work, and then we return.

The ADD command offers many options. Its first

major part is the actual field definition, a quoted

suing with several components separated by semi

colons. The first component is the field's name.

The second is a lisi of attributes, the most impor

tant of which is its data ivpe. Most of the fields in

this application arc simple text fields (TXT), al

though some are date (DAT), time (TIM), and num

ber (NUM). You can add other attributes as well,

including whether a field is required (REQ), the ba

sis of an index (IDX), a constant (COX), and read

only required (RDOJ. (Superbase offers several

other attributes as well.)

You then give further information about the

field's formal. For strings this is simply the length.

For numeric fields, such as our Link fields, you can

give a mask, or pattern. We use 9999 for our Link

fields, which makes them integers of up to four

thgils. Von can also give a layout pattern for date

and time fields, as we did for CallDate and Oil!Time.

The final attributes in this section are the row and

column at which the field will appear when you

use Superbase's Form view on those records.

The second major ADD parameter is an optional

formula string. The formula siring lets you control

the value of a field. We use it for the Link, CallDate,

and CallTime fields. We use the TODAY and NOW

functions to fill in automatically the CallDate and

CallTime fields with the current date and time. We

also make them both read-only and constants. This

combination of attributes lets us fill them in auto- »

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matically when we create a new record and then

stops anyone from changing them later.

The Link field in the Names database is also a

read-only constant. We use the SER function on the

Names file to get the record number of this record.

This is a unique number thai we use to link the

files. We have to use tildes (~J instead of quotes

around the file name because we are already inside

quotes.

Choosing the Records to Pursue

Once we have defined the files, we use MENU to

define our two menus. These are standard Amiga

pulldown menus. We list their choices in order,

with choice 0 being the menu's title. We pad the

length of each choice string in the menu to [he

length of the longest one, so that the menu will

appear uniform and attractive.

Then we sit in a main loop and wait for the user

to make a choice. When this occurs, MENU ON

gets the numbers of the menu and menu choice

selected and then turns off the menus. Note that

DML menu access differs from the syntax used in

Amiga Basic. You need to be careful about this

loop, because it is a busy wait that repeats end

lessly, not a good idea in a multitasking environ

ment. We use the ON GOSUB statement to call the

first subroutine (contmenu) if menu 1 is chosen, or

the second subroutine (callmenu) if menu 2 is se

lected. If you choose nothing (a menu value of 0

from MENU ON). ON GOSUB does nothing and

we iterate.

contmenu and callmenu both use ON GOSUB on

the number of the user's choice to call the subrou

tine to handle that choice.

The entnavie subroutine demonstrates how simple

it is to set up a Superbasc data entry.

We

first ask you to enter ;i last name. We then use the

query function, SELECT, to set up a query filter

and see if there are any records in the Names file

with that name, and then we SELECT the FIRST

one that qualifies. We use LIKE rather than = so

that the search will ignore case.

If SELECT FIRST returns nothing and leaves us

al the end of the tile, then no record matched the

last name entered. If thai happens we call the sub

routine notfound, which asks vou if vou want to cre

ate that contact; if so, it calls entname to let you go

ahead.

If SELECT FIRST returns one record, we see if

there are any other matches, because two people-

could have the same last name. If SELECT NEXT

leaves us at the end of the file, then there was only

one match. We go back to the first record and re

turn it. If SELECT NEXT yields another matching

record, we ask you for a first name. Then we de

fine a query filter with both the first and last name.

If nothing matches, we once again call notfound and

give you the chance to create a new record. If there

is a match, we return it.

We assume in this procedure that no two records

have the same first and last names, an assumption

that could be wrong. To make the routine handle

that case, add the SELECT NEXT and test logic we

used earlier, and then decide how you want to

choose from the matching records.

The remaining routines (listnames. UstnHadh. list-

call) display reports. We use ? in listallcalls and list-

call so that you can easily send their outputs to the

primer.

We use the @ operator to control the starting

column of each field and text piece, and the & op

erator to give the column's length on the report.

We then use a basic set of building blocks to define

the other parts of the reports.

HEADING lets us place text, such as a title or

column headings, al the top of each page. UL turns

on underlining, while ATTR OFF turns off all spe

cial display or print attributes.

The SELECT Statement determines both what

fields we will print and where they will appear. We

again use @ and & to control field placement. SE

LECT lets you include fields from several linked

files, as we do in listaUcalls.

The WHERE clause lets you enter a query filler

to control which records you want. In listallcalls we

print the records with matching Link fields, so that

we can list each name with its matching calls. We

do not print contacts for whom we have no calls.

In listcall we first call getname and then use WHERE

to get only the calls for the single contact name

'and. thereby, the Link value) that you entered.

We use the ORDER command to sort the records

we retrieve. We sort primarily on last name and

then on first name. We conclude each SELECT »■

The DML offers much more than the basics that

we have covered here, but this is enough to give

you an inside track. The best way to learn the DML

is to experiment, perhaps by enhancing our appli

cation.

Airbrush

Pointing

ONE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN painting

with a computer and painting with oils

or acrylics is line character. The com

puter brush draws crisp, consistent lines

while the "real" brush and paint create

more controllable strokes with a certain

random, organic quality. One way to ap

proximate this character in the com

puter is to use the airbrush as a line tool.

The airbrush tools in most paint pack

ages arc similar. Although I will use

terms specifically relating to Deluxel'aim

II, it should be easy to translate DPaini

terminology to other paint programs.

The airbrush simulates a paint spray.

The brush you select (any one will work)

is randomly stamped onto the screen

within a given area at a fairly high rate

of speed. Although large brushes may be

used, the real power lies in judicious use

of brushes consisting of a single pixel or

a group of individual pixels. When

"sprayed" on a screen, these brushes pro

duce the familiar soft areas of color you

associate with an airbrush.

By setting the right-hand mouse bulton

to the screen background color, you can

use that button as an eraser while the

left button lays down a foreground color.

By setting the iwo buttons to different

values of the same color, it is easy to

produce subtle gradations by alternating

buttons while working on an area. This

is an effective way to highlight and

shade a form while you are drawing il.

Using related colors, such as a blue and

a green, for the two buttons allows com

plex mixing, giving the illusion of more

than two colors in an area (1). (Note:

Numbered references in the text refer to

corresponding sections of the "Inspec

tor" illustration accompanying this arti

cle.) Going into that area again with Iwo

new colors can build up an even greater

illusion of subtle color changes (2). This

method characterizes pointillism, an off

shoot of the French Impressionist school

of painting, and is an excellent way to

get more apparent colors from a 1G- or

32-color palette. This mixing of color

pixels is also referred to as dithering and

is used by digitizing software to achieve

realistic color in digitized images. Study

ing these images is a good way to learn

effective airbrush color mixing.

For example, you can use Digi-View to

digitize an image with the sharpness con

trol set up between five and 10 (there is

also a dithering option in the Color con

trol). Capture the image in 16 or 32

colors and load it into a paint program.

Magnify different areas of the image to

see how the limited palette can produce

the illusion of more colors (3).

Specifically relevent to line character

is the airbrush's adjustable spray pattern.

Selecting the tool with the right-hand

mouse button causes a circle to appear

on the screen. You can make it larger or

smaller by dragging the mouse. Most

people use a large pattern, perceiving

the airbrush as a broad painting tool. In

fact, it can be a powerful line tool by re

ducing its size to a very small circle and

selecting the single pixel for a brush.

This makes a line with a rough character,

somewhat tike charcoal or dry brush (4).

The speed of your stroke effects the den

sity of the line, giving you some physical

control over it. Drawing in this mode

produces richer textures than the more

typical solid-color style of computer art.
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Using your paint program's brushes in airbrush mode

can give your work the texture and character of "real" painting.

Try rough sketching with a broad pat

tern, then doing finished linework with

very narrow patterns, remembering the

facility to erase with the right-hand

mouse button for cleanup. Try three or

four closely related values of brown or

gray in sketching. To increase line con

trol while painting, set the mouse speed

in Preferences down to Iwo or even four.

Form Out of Chaos

The airbrush mode lends itself to a very

interesting kind of painting. Often, ihe

most intriguing images come from ses

sions where the artist has no plan; in

stead, one searches the image for

direction as it unfolds. The artist must

seek suggestion of form as he or she

works, pulling it out of the chaos, focus

ing on It, and refining it. Such an ap

proach requires starting a painting with

virtually no preconceptions, then gradu

ally applying increasing discipline to

raise the image. The accompanying illus

tration, "Inspector," is an example of

this technique.

I End it effective to work with a range

of five to ten values of (he same color. In

the case of "Inspector," eight values of a

sepia tone were used, ranging from very

dark lo fairly light (5). With these values

laid out in the palette in sequential or

der, I selected them as a Range. This al

lows features of DeluxePaint II such as

Blend and Shade to operate on those

and only those colors. I set the darkest

shade to be the background color and

cleared the screen to that color. Selecting

mid-range values, and using Color mode.

I lightly sprayed a small area of (he

screen quickly and evenly (6). This or

ganic texture is more interesting than

the sterile look of a mechanical gradient

fill. Using smaller and smaller patterns, I

began lightening and darkening areas of

the screen, spraying with the other sepia

colors in my palette. Shapes and features

soon began to suggest themselves for em

phasis. Switching to the Shade mode and

line tool, I used a very small brush to be

gin drawing lighter and darker lines. The

left-hand mouse button darkens the area

beneath it, while the right-hand button

lightens it. The Shade mode makes sub

tle lines (7), where a solid color drawn

across the image stands out crisply (8).

As the picture took shape, I used the

background color to cut away large

areas, focusing on the face. Final details

in the eyes, teeth, and ornaments were

drawn with the Blend mode to create

contrasting smooth areas.

"Inspector" was done in the hires

040x400 mode. Painting in (his airbrush

style, interlace flicker is never noticeable.

Setting the menu colors {zero and one)

to black and medium gray reduces their

relative contrast and virtually eliminates

flicker in the menu, as well. ■

It is sup

posed to be the last unofficial relea.se before the

software hits your dealer's shelves, although

Commodore reportedly has released an "omega"

version. Most likely, thefinal version will have

the same neiv CM commands as this gamma

version, but Commodore still could make some

changes before it releases the final version. To be

safe, when you buy a copy of version 1.3, plan to

spend afew minutes verifying that everything

works as it is described here.

IX OUR PAST four columns we dis

cussed most of the new features that

AmigaDOS 1.3 offers to CI.I users. This

column finishes our coverage of 1.3 with

a look al a particularly useful new addi

tion, a new RAM disk.

A New RAM Disk

Yes, 1.3 includes a driver for a new RAM

disk, RAD:. Because AmigaDOS already

offered the RAM: RAM disk, this new fa

cility obviously raises several key

questions;

First, what was wrong with the old one?

Nothing—well, that's not quite true, as

we will discuss in a few paragraphs, but

the fact is that RAM: worked reliably for

most of us. Fortunately, it's not gone. You

can still use RAM: just as you did before.

You can even have both RAM disks avail

able at once, if you have enough mem

ory to spare.

Set, why bother creating a new one?

The answer comes from the Guru we

all hate to see. When your Amiga crashes

and the Guru visits, you lose everything

in memory at that time—including every

thing in RAM:. This is RAM:'s big failing;

even if you can reboot your system with

out turning it off, the contents of RAM:

are history. When you reboot your sys

tem you have to reload everything you

put there. If you were unlucky enough to

be temporarily storing a program's out

put there, you will have to run the pro

gram all over again. You also lose

everything in RAM: any time you manu

ally reboot.

RAD: solves this problem. Unlike

RAM:, it is recoverable—meaning that Us

contents survive manual reboots, even il

they follow a Guru visit. Several Amiga

software and hardware vendors, notably

ASDG, have offered recoverable-RAM

disks for some time. Now Commodore

has followed suit by including one as

part of its standard AmigaDOS 1.3

software.

RAD: to recover data after a reboot.

First, nothing in main memory survives

when you turn off your Amiga's power,

including the contents of RAD:. If your

Amiga crashes badly enough to force

you to turn it off so that you can reboot

it, RAD: will be losi as surely as RAM:.

Also, the preliminary Commodore

documentation warns that it is possible

for a crash to trash the contents of RAD:.

Theoretically, this can happen even after

a crash that lets you manually reboot

your system. This problem, however, is

likely to be very rare. We could not get it

to happen: we induced crashes and man

ually rebooted several times, but RAD:

survived intact every time. Should you

be unlucky enough to encounter one of

these rare crashes, don't give up. You

can run DISKDOCTOR on RAD:, just as

you can on any disk, and il might be

able to recover your files.

The fact that you can run DISKDOC

TOR on RAD: is a clue to just how much

like a real disk Commodore treats it.

RAD: differs greatly from RAM:, both in

bow you set it up and how AmigaDOS

manages it.

Getting RAD: Ready to Roll

You have to go through a little more

work to set up RAD: than RAM:.

[n part this is because RAM: is so ex

tremely easy to establish. Copy a file to

RAM:, and it*s ready to go. It is always

exactly as big as it needs to be to hold iis

current contents, and no bigger. This

means ilia! RAM: never consumes more

memory than it has to use to hold iis

current contents. To see its flexible size

in action, copy a file to RAM:, run INFO,

copy another file to it. and then run

INFO again. You will see thai the size of

each of your real disks is fixed, while

their percentage in use varies with what

you put on them. Check RAM: and you

will see that its size varies, getting bigger

after each file you copy to it, but that it

is always 100% full.

RAD: behaves very differently. Basi

cally, it acts like any other disk. You give

it a size when you set it up. and it stays

that size. No matter how much free

memory you have, you cannot put a file

into RAD: unless RAD: is big enough to

hold it. Also, no matter how little you

have in RAD:, it always consumes its size

in memory. This stable size makes it eas

ier for AmigaDOS to make RAD: re

coverable. The cost to you is that you

must make sure that you can spare

enough memory at all times to hold the

full size of RAD:.

To set up RAD: follow the same proce

dure you would use to set up any new

disk that you attached to your Amiga.

First, put an entry for it in the file

DEVS/MOLNTLIST on your Workbench

disk. MOl'NTLIST entries can be daunt

ing, so this requirement is not good

news for most of us. Fortunately,

AmigaDOS ].3 comes with the following

sample RAD: entry in MOUNTLIST:

RAD:Dcvice = ramdrive.device

Unit = 0

Flags = 0

Surfaces = 2

BlocksPerTrack = I 1

Reserved = 2

Interleave = 0

LowCyl =0 : HighCyl = 21

Buffers = 5

MufMemType= 1

#

Because we will discuss MOUNTLIST en

tries in detail in our next column, let's

skip the explanation of most of these

lines for now. You need to understand

only a few to control RAD:.

The first line gives the name of the de

vice and the name of the piece of soft

ware—the handler—thai manages it.

Although Commodore gave it the name

RAD:, you could pick your own device

name if you wish. We recommend you

stick with the given name because stan

dard names make system discussions eas

ier. You must not, however, change the

device handler, RAMDRIVE.DEVICE,

which is a file in your Workbench disk's

DEVS directory; you must leave it there

if you ever plan to use RAD:.

The other relevant line is:

LowCyl = 0 ; HighCyl = 21

The HighCyl number in this line ulti

mately controls the size of RAD:. You

can calculate that size with the following

formula:

size = (block size) x (BlocksPerTrack) x

(Surfaces) x (H ighCyl - LowCyl + 1)

This formula is basically the one that

you would use to figure the size, or ca

pacity, of any disk. (If you want to know

exactly how we got this formula, either

consult a book on disk drives or send us

letters demanding thai we tell you in a

future column.)

This formula may at first appear to

contain a lot of variables, but it really

doesn't. AmigaDOS uses 512-byte blocks

consistently, so the block size is a con

stant. The other variables all come from

the MOUNTLIST entry lines of the same

names. You should always leave Blocks-

PerTrack. Surfaces, and LowCyl as (hey

appear in that file, so most of the rest of

the equation is also simpler than it

looks.

Thus, when we plug the numbers from

the standard RAD: MOCNTLIST entry

above into this formula, il becomes:

size = (512)x(ll)x(2)x(21 -0+ I)

= 512x II x2x22

or. 247,808 bytes, which is 242K. (Think

of 512 as half of IK, and the formula is

even simpler: 0.5 x II x 2 X 22, or 2-V2.)

Because all of the other numbers in

the formula are fixed. HighCyl is the key

to your control of the size of RAD:.

Change HighCyl and you change RAD:'s

size. For example, if you cannot afford

the fixed overhead of 212K of RAM tied

up for RAD:, try a smaller HighCyl. Set

IlighCyl to 10 and you get:

size (in KB) = 0.5 x I 1 x2x 10

or, 110K.. Experiment with different

HighCyl numbers until this formula

gives you a RAD: size that makes sense

for your Amiga.

Final Preparations

Once you have chosen the size and up

dated the RAD: MOUNTLIST entry ap

propriately, you 're almost ready to go.

You still must prepare it for AmigaDOS

just as you would have to prepare any

other disk.

First, mount it with the command:

MOUNT RAD:

This command makes AmigaDOS aware

of the existence of RAD: and ready to

use it. Next, format RAD: so that it can

hold AmigaDOS files. To do so, use the

standard FORMAT command, as follows:

FORMAT DRIVE RAD: NAME

FORMAT is fast; you will only have to

wail three to five seconds to format the

standard 242K RAD:. If you pick a name

other than RAD: for your recoverable

RAM disk MOUNTLIST entry, you must

use that name in place of RAD: in the

above two commands. Also, the NAME

in ihe FORMAT command can be any

thing you want, and the NOICONS key

word is. as in any other FORMAT

command, optional.

By the way, il might seem like a good

idea to put these commands in your SI

STARTUP-SEQUENCE file, but don't do

It. AmigaDOS executes that file every

time you boot or reboot your Amiga,

and FORMAT destroys the contents of

any disk it touches, so you would be

forcing AmigaDOS 10 wipe out RAD:

every time you reboot. That would de

feat the whole point of using a recovera

ble RAM disk. We suggest instead thai

you put these commands in a batch file

that you can execute anytime you power

up your Amiga. This approach stops the

system from ever automatically erasing

RAD: for you.

Once you have executed these two

commands, you can treat RAD: like any

other disk, except that it will run as fast

as RAM:. It will also give you the comfort

of knowing that a visit from the Guru

will not trash its contents.

If you run INFO now, it will show

RAD: with the size you picked. This size

will not change whether you leave RAD:

empty or fill it with files. INFO will also

show RAD: as having two blocks used,

even if VOU have not yet copied anything

into it. Don't worry—those two blocks

should be in use because AmigaDOS

uses them to contain some of its stan

dard control information.

In addition to treating RAD: as a very

fast disk, you can also use it like a disk

in other ways. With the AmigaDOS 1.3

KickStart software you can actually copy

your Workbench disk to RAD: and re

boot from it as if il were a Workbench. If

you have the memory to spare, this can

greatly speed rebooting.

You can also make RAD: a bit faster by

formatting il to run under the new

AmigaDOS 1.3 Fast File System (FFS). To

do so, add the following line to the RAD:

MOUNTLIST entry:

DosType = FFS

If you choose to run RAD: under FFS,

however, VOU cannot reboot from it. To

make your Amiga behave correctly, when

you add the above line to the RAD:

MOUNTLIST entry you must also add

either:

BootPri= - 127

Flags = 2

Because RAD: is already so much faster

than a floppy or even a hard disk, we

prefer to use the old file system with it

and be able to reboot from il, rather

than going with the slightly faster FFS.

Too Recoverable?

One problem remains with RAD:—if you

need to get back the memory it is using,

what do you do? Commodore initially

found that RAD: was so hard to kill that

the only way to get rid of it was to turn

off your Amiga, a less than ideal solu

tion. Commodore offered an alternative

answer to this problem with a late addi

tion to AmigaDOS 1.3: the REMRAD

command.

REMRAD deletes all of the files in

RAD: and gives you back all but about

512 bytes of the memory that RAD: con

sumed. REMRAD takes no parameters;

you just enter:

REMRAD

and RAD: is gone. Actually, if you run

INFO it will show the line:

RAD:Not a DOS disk

RAD: will vanish completely the next

lime you reboot your system.

The recoverable-RAM disk RAD: and

the many AmigaDOS improvements that

we discussed in our previous four col

umns make AmigaDOS 1.3 a "must

have" for frequent CLI users. We plan to

upgrade to the official release as soon as

it is available, and we encourage you to

do likewise.

Next time we will examine the Mount-

list file and how you can use it to control

everything from the RAD: RAM disk to a

hard disk for your Amiga. Until then, we

wish you fun and good luck as you ex

periment with AmigaDOS 1.3! ■

PhotoJLab's Paint program includes an

option for priming your work, this fea

ture is difficult to understand because

PhotoLab also includes the full-featured

Posters print program. Having played

with Posters, I think I've already been

spoiled: I don't want to use any other

print program. Posters can print out any

picture file at any size, from one inch by

one inch, to ten feet on a side.

Although I have not yet tried printing

anything as large as ten feet, I am very

impressed with the quality of the print

outs I made using a Canon PJ—1080A

printer. The Interface for setting up the

printouts is simplicity itself. The size of

your printer paper will already be .set by

Preferences (if it is not—or if you warn

to change it—you can do so with a few

clicks in the appropriate sizing gadgets).

The size of the finished printout is rep

resented on a grid by a gray box: you

drag the box out across the grid to en

large it. or back to reduce it. Each square

on the grid represents one sheet of

printer paper. When you have the ap

proximate size you want, you then fine

tune with a couple of up and down gadg

ets that will increment or decrement it

in inches.

A menu item allowing you to turn off

the aspect ratio enables you to size your

picture to whatever dimensions you like.

Without this you would be constrained

by the program to the proportions of the

original picture. Be warned, however,

thai turning off the aspect ratio can

cause distortion in the finished print as

you get farther away from the correct

proportions.

All told. I really like Deluxe PholoLab.

Although it does not offer any major

breakthroughs that I know of—there are

other paint programs, image processors,

and print packages with similar capabili

ties—Deluxe PhotoLab offers them all in

one place and. more importantly, in a

format that is easy to (earn and to use.

EASY TO INSTALL, the EXP-1000 from

Progressive Peripherals & Software is a

dedicated one-megabyte internal mem

ory-expansion board for the Amiga 500.

In a Snap

The EXP-1000 kit contains a well-written

installation manual. The illustrated text

guides you through the necessary steps

of disassembling your A500, installing

the board, and reassembling the ma

chine. The only other tools you will need

are long-nose pliers, a chip puller (avail

able from electronics stores), and a

screwdriver. You can use a fiat-blade

screwdriver, but a Torx (L-formed) screw

driver (available from Sears) makes disas

sembling the A500 case a breeze.

The EXP-1000 mounts in the A500's

68000 CPU socket. With the chip pullers,

remove the 68000 chip from its socket

on the main board. Plug the EXP-1000

into the CPU socket, then plug the CPL1

back into the built-in socket on the EXP-

1000. Be careful, the 68000 pins are very

soft and delicate. I completed the project

in 30 minutes, but had to bend two up

right capacitors to the limits of their

leads to properly seat the expansion

board.

With Commodore's A501 internal

clock/calendar board in place, the EXP-

1000 yielded nearly two megs of mem

ory, double the usual amount. The oper

ating system recognized the extra RAM

without hesitation. I tested several pro

grams on the expanded machine, and

they all ran without a hitch.

Stable Ground

If you plan on moving your Amiga any

distance, you'll want to remove the EXP

board. About eight inches long, the EXP-

1000 connects to the 68000 socket on

one end, while the other end is sup

ported by a rubber foot. The board's

short, thin interface pins are all that

hold it in place. The consequences of the

EXP-1000 breaking loose during ship-

The future of computer displays?

By Louis R. Wallace

X-SPECS 3D look as if they would be

more at home on a Star Trek set than in

your computer room. Using stereo-vision

techniques, these exotic-looking goggle-

like glasses let you see Amiga images in

three dimensions.

Stereo vision combines two diHereni

images into one picture. A child's

ViewMastertoy and old-fashioned stereo |>

ticons both use the stereo-vision lech-

nique. Each employ slides with two

different versions of the same picture;

when you look through the viewing len

ses, your brain combines the iwo pie-

tures into one realistic 3-D image.

Because separate Amiga monitors for

each eye would be bulky ;incl expensive,

X-Specs divides your eyes instead of mul

tiplying the screens. The glasses plug

into the joystick port and use a liquid

crystal display (LCD) to allow only one

eye at a lime to receive information.

When (he electric current supplied to

the crystal is varied, the LCD crystal

changes from clear to black. X-Spees'

companion software sends a current to

black mil one LCD, and shows the first

version of an image to the eye with the

clear LCD. Then the software sends a

new current to the crystals so thai the

opposiie eye can see, and shows it a

slightly different image. The changes

happen so quickly—60 times a second-—

that your eyes are unaware of the pro

cess and are fooled into combining the

two images into one 3-D picture.

The process works well on X-Specs

sample 3-D scenes, producing pictures

that seem to have real depth. Some parts

of the pictures appear to be deep inside

the screen, while others look as if they

are protruding eight inches out of the

screen.

The X-Specs disk also includes a mo

lecular viewer and a set of 3-D mole

cules. While a viewer program is simple,

the stereo-molecular models are visually

impressive as they rotate in and out of

the screen.

Mashed Potatoes

The wackiest piece of software is Space-

Spuds, a 3D arcade shoot'em-up. You

must shoot all the potatoes that are float

ing in space, without smashing into them

as you move. While spuds will explode

with one shot, flying cakes and potato

chips blow up only after several zaps.

Watch out for the sun, which shoots

green balls at your ship; get hit and you

are snuffed out. While not an award-win

ning game in itself, the combination of

the action and SpaccSpuds" intense 3-D

imagery is sufficiently novel to hold your

interest for a tvhile.

The documentation (one double-sided

page) very briefly discusses the X-Npec

glasses and software.

LIKE CLOTHING DESIGNERS Ralph

Lauren and Calvin Klein. WordPerfect is

a trend setter when it comes to word

processing. And like its counterparts in

fashion. WordPerfect is beginning to spin

off a whole line of accessories to comple

ment the basic "threads." Think of

WordPerfect Library—a set of desktop

utilities—as the perfect ensemble of

shirt, tie, cuff links, and cologne to go

with the S500 sport coat.

WordPerfect Corporation bills Word

Perfect Library as the key to getting or

ganized. It consists of five programs:

Calculator, Calendar. File Manager. Note

book, and Program Editor (P-Edit).

The question is: Do you really need all

the extras? The Amiga system software

already includes an editor, calculator,

and notepad. Powerful editors, calendar

programs, calculators, and directory utili

ties are available through shareware and

the public domain. Can WordPerfect's

advertising claim that "al $129, you can't

find a better value" be justified?

If you have used WordPerfect on the

Amiga, learning to use the Library pro

grams should be easy. While Library

takes full advantage of the Intuition user

interface, commands are also available

through use of the function keys. Where

possible, the same key combinations arc

used for functions that overlap between

programs. Complete function lists are

available through the Help key in the P-

Edit. Notebook, and Calendar programs.

The programs arc well integrated.

While the clipboard is not used to cut

and paste between applications, the pro

grams douse compatible file formats.

Calendar. Notebook, and ProgramEditor

files can all be read bv WordPerfect. Ad

ditionally, the package includes the Print

program from the WordPerfect word

processor, an independent task that al

lows spooling of multiple files for back

ground printing.

Notebook

Although billed as a "mini-database."

Notebook is a surprisingly capable iisl

manager. Cleared primarily toward the

creation and organization of Word

Perfect merge files. Notebook handles

only text fields. While it has no math or

sophisticated reporting capabilites. the

program is ideal for keeping text-ori

ented databases, such as mailing lists,

phone lists, or recipe files.

You can view a Notebook file in two

ways. The initial display is a columnar

listing that shows selected fields from

each record, with one line devoted to

each field. From this display you can

search for specific records, choose rec

ords for printing and merging with

WordPerfect files, and sort and delete

records.

The record display appears when you

edit or add a new record, presenting in

dividual records in a file-card format.

This window can contain labels, instruc

tions, lines and boxes, and of course the

data fields. All changes to individual rec

ords take place in this window.

With Notebook's powerful search func

tion, you can conduct a search on all rec

ords in a file or marked records only.

and you can search all fields or individ

ual fields in each record.

For modem users, Notebook also in

cludes a sophisticated phone-dialing

function. Simply mark a field as a phone
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field when setting up the database. You

can specify up to 26 special dialing

strings, such as area codes, long distance

services, or dial-out codes within the

seiup file. These can be applied to spe

cific records or to the entire file, allow

ing you to dial a special access code only

if the phone number is king distance.

Calling is then as simple as clicking on a

record and selecting Dial.

Like WordPerfect, Notebook has pow

erful macro capabilities for automating

repetitive tasks. Macros can contain key

strokes and menu selections, and can call

other macros.

Notebook saves its files directly in

WordPerfect merge format, so records

can be merged easily with WordPerfect

documents. You can mark specific rec

ords for saving in a separate merge file.

If you use WordPerfect for mail-merge

operations. Notebook is a must.

Program Editor

Designed for editing text and program

files, P-Edil lias sophisticated block com

mands and macro capabilities similar to

those available in WordPerfect. P-Kclit's

features are geared toward creating

structured documents, such as program

source code. Along with such standard

block functions as cut, copy, and paste,

P-Edit features some useful new com

mands, including CLONE, a combination

of copy and paste, and MOVE, which

combines cut and paste into a single

function. These functions allow a pro

grammer to easily duplicate or move

blocks of code within a program.

Text blocks can be defined using ei

ther mouse or keyboard commands. A

unique feature of P-Edit is the ability to

highlight several pieces of text as blocks

simultaneously. This is handy for copy

ing multiple sections of one file to an

other without having to block and copy

each part separately. Like WordPerfect.

P-Edit allows you to have up to 32 dies

open concurrently.

There are many other programmer-

oriented features, including hex edit,

which allows editing of non-ASCII char

acters such as control codes; auto-indent

for use with structured languages such as

C and Modula-2; and case convert, which

allows you to convert blocks of text to all

uppercase or lowercase letters.

One major weakness in P-Edit, how

ever, is the lack of a word-wrap option.

While File Manager lias some unique

features, it lacks many of the extras avail

able in other directory utilities. The pro

gram's primary advantage is its

capability to print botli ASCII text files

and formatted WordPerfect files. There is

no way to run a file from within the pro

gram, and you can copy or delete only

one directory at a time. Considering the

sophistication of the other programs in

the package, I would have expected File

Manager to be more powerful than the

public-domain and shareware directory

utilities.

Calendar

Calendar is a time-organizer program

thai allows you to view a monthly calen

dar for any date, and to add memos, ap

pointments, and to-do lists for specific-

dates. It also includes a separate alarm

program to notify you of impending

appointments.

Calendar opens four windows on your

Workbench screen: Calendar, Appoint

ments, Memo, and To-Do.

are restricted to a certain time period.

Although the opponent for each succes

sive level has a different style of fight

ing—as well as increasing skill—I found

that the same fighting technique was ef

fective most of the time. Just keep rolling

and knock over your opponent—with an

occasional well-placed kick or chop

thrown in—and you should he able to

win. On certain levels, however, it does

seem easier to behead the enemy than

on others (a 5000-point bonus is added

to your score each time you cause a head

to roll).

One problem 1 have with Death Sword

is that you can too quickly learn to reach

the higher levels; this is not the type of

game that will hold your interest for a

long time.

A different kind of problem lor some

people may be the graphic realism of the

violence. When you behead someone

blood spurts as the body collapses, and

the triumphant gladiator always gives

one last kick to the defeated opponent.

Bodies are carried away by a little green

ghoul. Parents may decide this is not the

kind of game small children should be

allowed to play.

I do have to admit, however, I had fun

playing the game. The gladiators are

easy to control and the animation is im

pressive. Death Sword is a good action

game: It does what it was designed to do,

and it does it well. ($24.95, Epyx, 600 Gal-

veslcm Dr., Redwood City, CA 94063, 4151

366-0606, joystick and 512K required.)

Fail, and your job—maybe even your

company—is suddenly on the line.

In Ports of (-all, you assume the role of

a "tramp ship" owner. Tramp ships, the

manual explains, compete for freight not

handled by vessels registered to the coun

tries involved. With five million dollars,

you buy your first rig (or two) and start

operations by chartering a load of freight.

Delivery rates depend on competition,

freight value, traveling distance, and a siz

able random element representing the

world beyond your control.

Income can be high (you can earn

over two million dollars in a single trip),

but expenses arc high as well. Fueling a

ship can cost 5200,000; repairs and

maintenance can cost more than that

Tugs will charge as much as S10,()00 to

help you dock, and the same to tow you

out.

Here, a calendar tracks pass

ing time; the game proceeds in incre

ments of one day. As events take place,

the World Simulation gives way to other

displays. Each time a ship enters or exits

port, the Tug screen appears. Once in

port, the Port screen appears. Refueling

brings up a separate screen, as does re

pairing, and at sea, mini-arcade games

and occasional other displays demand

the screen as well. The displays are

graphically excellent, and many have

very good sound effects, but each re

quires disk access. With four players, the

game can become extremely lengthy.

The only other negative is the arcade

element. Ports of Call is so well designed

as a shipping simulation that the exer

cises for steering through reefs, rescuing

life rafts, and avoiding collision seem

counter-productive; they quickly become

tedious. If there were a way to toggle the

arcade elements on and off, the game

would improve significantly. Also, a sim

ple selection menu to control port ac

cess, refuelling, and repairing could

replace the respective full-screen dis

plays. An otherwise first-rate game, Ports

of Call is strategically addictive.

A: With multitasking, one

common reason for crashes is

that sonic software does not

follow the proper rules for us

ing system resources, includ

ing RAM. Sometimes this

results in more than one pro

gram accessing the same area

in RAM, corrupting prograi.is

or data. A 68851 will do little

good. The Amiga's operating

system was not designed for

hardware protection of mem

ory, and therefore it will have

no direct provisions for using

the MMU. Even if Commodore

rewrote the operating system

to support RAM protection, it

would probably slow down the

computer to the point that

multitasking would work no

better on the Amiga than it

does on a MS-DOS machine.

The Amiga does not sup

port HAM mode in any of its

high-resolution (640 wide) dis

play modes. HAM will work in

Interlaced mode (320x400) as

well as higher resolutions that

use the overscan (border)

areas of the screen. The

Amiga design engineers all

agree that HAM will not work

in high resolution.

The enhanced chip set can

address a full megabyte of

RAM for graphics and sound

and has programmable hori

zontal and vertical resolutions.

The chips also will support

larger blitter RAM moves

(Hx 11 bits) than the current

chips. The new chips will have

a 640x400 noninterlaced

A: In rudimentary Amiga Ba

sic programming, these func

tions do not have any use, but

they are quite useful if you

want to access the functions

and commands available

through the LIBRARY state

ment. Many ROM and Intui

tion routine calls require you

to tell them where they can

find the structures or informa

tion lists that describe the cur

rent window or custom screen.

The WINDOW() function can

tell them the address of this

information. Without these

pointers, many powerful ROM

and Intuition routines would

be unavailable.
