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he phenomenon of the Cybercafe
is unique and unprecedented.
Why is it that cafes built around
the premise of computers have
arisen? You'd scoff at any other communica-
tions based eatery - a telephone cafe, or a
fax'n'food joint for example, would be about
as marketable as a good marriage guide by
0.).Simpson.

When it comes down to it, the computer
and the Internet possess one basic feature
that allow them to be a valid and useful addi-
tion to a social establishment. Via computers
and the net, communication isn't limited to a
one-on-one debate and discussion can be
held via the Web. This is the only way cyber-
cafes can make themselves work on anything
other than mere novelty value - by recognis-
ing this unique facet of the Net.

Look for example at the best Cybercafes;
The Vibe Bar in London has designed its cafe
so that the computers are used for sociable,
not solitary purposes. The computer termi-
nals are arranged so there is a computer ter-
minal to every sofa rather than chair - even
this basic change means maybe three people
can have an IRC conversation with somebody
rather than just the one.

On this level, a normally fairly dull activity
is turned into something much more sociable
and fun. On a more fundamental level, the
bar uses its computers to stage live debates.
An author for instance, might pose a con-

concept or the haunt of those who'd prefer to

hammer away at a keyboard in tragic solitude

tentious question, the bar would be linked to
other cafes and bars and a real-time debate
involving hundreds of people could be
staged.

Questions e-mailed days before could be
read out and answered. This is the Cybercafe
ideal. A place much like the old coffee shops
of centuries ago where topical issues were
discussed. Obsolete, also in London, lives up
to this ideal too; artists can display their work
on the net and get feedback from across the
UK.

" The main problem is there are too many
lazy Cybercafe owners. To me, the prospect of
going into a cafe and hammering away at the
keyboard is about as interesting and appeal-
ing as watching a 2000 metre slug race. The
very reason for cafes and bars is so that you
can enjoy real life, genuine, face to face social
interaction with somebody else - you can
have a chat and a laugh. This is not the same
as typing garbage to somebody on an IRC

line. You can't see them laugh, frown, grin or
shrug. The whole experience is neither fulfill-
ing nor satisfying.

Perhaps its just me, but | don't want to go
to a bar or a cafe where you spend your time
typing away exactly like you did at work or
banging away on computer games like you
are in some arcade. The only way a Cybercafe
can waork is if they use the technology to add
to the sociability of the place, not detract
from it. A computer at a cafe table or in a bar
could be brilliant, if there's a group of you
debating a subject, you have the means right
in front of you to investigate the matter fur-
ther and make your discussion more
informed.

Cybercafes have to re-organise them-
selves, in the way they are laid out and the
events that go on, or face the fact that they
may just be some trendy, Gibsonesque fad
that will be ridiculed by those discussing the
subject in the bars and cafes of the future.

GOMPUTACENTER'S HACKER

SURVEY YIELDS RESULT

The results of Computacenter’s latest survey on hackers and
computer security were announced earlier this month, revealing
fascinating insights into the views and opinions of 136 hackers
across the country.

The survey shows that 79 per cent of the hacking community
believe legislation will not prevent the bulk of them hacking. 62
per cent wouldn’t be dissuaded by a significant increase in
arrests of hackers and well over three quarters of hackers believe
that most companies have insufficient safeguards.

The hacker’s general opinion was that systems administrators
were failing to build secure systems and safeguards were sadly
lacking. Common criticisms included bad system design, using
default settings, out of date security systems and lack of encryp-
tion and firewalls. Surprisingly, 72 per cent of hackers cited easy
passwords as being the easiest way to gain unauthorised access
to computer systems.

The Internet, so the survey suggests, is providing hackers with
more opportunity to break into computer systems and spe-
cialised hacking software is even available over the Internet.
However, Computacenter hopes that as a result of the survey,
companies will be able to deter hackers and make their systems
more secure.

EXTRACTING COVER
Disk FILES

Before you even think of putting
the cover disks any where near
your computer you should make
sure you write protect them.
Move the black tab in the top
corner of the disk, so you can
see through the hole. Doing this
makes sure you cannot damage
your disks in anyway. There is no
reason why the cover disks need
to be written to, so even if the
computer asks you to write
enable the disks, don‘t do it.

To extract any single archive,
simply double click its icon, and
follow the on screen instruc-
tions. If you want to quickly
extract the program to Ram,
select the NOVICE level on the
welcome screen and press pro-
ceed once on the current screen
and then again on the next. The
program can then be found in
your Ram disk. Normally most
programs need further installing,
so read the documents on how
to do this.

HARD DRIVE USERS
Hard drive users do not have to
boot with the first disk, but you
must make sure you have the
Amiga’s Installer program in

your C drawer. To make sure your
hard drive has the correct files in

place, double click on the
SetupHD icon. This will check if
you have the Installer program,
if not it will copy it across, don't
worry it will not write over any
existing files.

All you hard drive owners will
find MultiExtract very useful. It is
a separate method of extracting
the cover disk files. It allows you
to extract a number of files in
one go, to your hard disk or Ram.

When you run MultiExtract,
you will be presented with a
number of check boxes each rep-
resenting one of the programs
on that cover disk. Just de-select
all the programs you do not want
extracting and then press pro-
ceed. All the selected programs
can now miraculously be found
in the selected destination.

This is MultiExtract for all you sensible
people with hard drives

SETTING UP DRAWSTUDIO

Installation of DrawStudio is slightly
different from usual, but equally as
simple to do. Once you have let your
machine boot up, insert the
DrawStudio cover disk, double click
on the disk icon and again on the
install icon.

DrawStudio will be extracted to
your Ram disk.

your hard drive. DrawStudio is ready to run, so
open the draw and double click on DrawStudio.

up and running. LH publishing say
that 3Mb is the minimum, but we say
4Mb to be on the safe side and really
6Mb is required to get the very best
out of all DrawStudio's amazing fea-
tures.

If you are having memory trouble,
check out the large range of available
screen modes that DrawStudio pro-
vides. Along with being able to select
the normal Amiga screens from 16 to 256
colours, DrawStudio itself has an internal display
buffer that can be used in either mono, 256 or
24 bit colour. Obviously mono mode uses a frac-
tion of the memory and has the fastest re-draw
speed but you are stuck with a crude display.

In 24 bit mode you have access to all
DrawStudio's finer display points, such as trans-
parencies, but it normally needs around 1Mb of
extra memory. If you are worried what the on
screen preview will look like, DrawStudio uses a
similar dither routine to Image Studio, so even
on a 16 colour screen you can still get a good
idea what the final print will be like,

CyberGraphX users will be glad to know that
DrawStudio works with any supported graphic
board, even though you cannot edit in 24 bit
colour.

Only bother with the 24 bit mode if you
have to view transparencies

When dealing with a complex project it can become tricky to negotiate all the
different objects you have in it. To help you out, DrawStudio has a Layer function.
This allows objects to be grouped into separate overlaying sheets which can be
made invisible or simply greyed out when not in use. To access and create layers
use the button at the bottom of the project window.

Whether you're an artist or can't draw to save your life, this program will change
the way you feel about drawing programs. After a year in development, the authors
of ImageStudio have come up with DrawStudio - a structured drawing package.

Unlike most drawing packages, DrawStudio is equally at home with both struc-
tured and bitmap elements. This allows you to create stunning images made up of
an assortment of bitmaps and structured elements and either export the finished
picture as a bitmap at any resolution you like or an EPS.

DrawStudio's interface has to be one of the most well developed and easy to
use of any Amiga program. Making full use of MUI's amazing interface allowed the
authors to concentrate on adding features never before seen in an Amiga program.

As you would expect, DrawStudio comes packed with the normal drawing tools
available from the tool bar including line, rectangle, ellipse, rounded box, text, poly-
gon, magnify, rotate and a hand tool to move the page around.

The real power of DrawStudio is in the effects that can be applied to objects you
have drawn. Gradients, bitmaps, patterns and plain colour can all be added to any
object and most effects can be previewed giving a perfect idea of how the finished
image will look.

From the Effects menu you can distort certain types of objects loaded into
DrawStudio. Bitmaps are restricted to rotating only but structured objects can have
any one of eleven warps applied to them. An envelope mode allows you to draw
the warp shape and once finished clicking outside of the picture makes DrawStudio
apply the warp.
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One thing that makes DrawStudio so
good is the access to some amazingly
powerful functions that are incredibly
easy to use. Take the gradient creation
tool, this lets you quickly create 24 bit
colour gradients in seconds and every
step is graphically displayed so you know
exactly what the finished product will
look like.

Gradients along with a number of other
effects can be applied to text and any
other drawn object through the attribute
menu option. This opens a new window
with a number of click tabs, one of which
gives you a rendered preview.

If however, you select the gradient
radio button and click edit, another win-
dow appears with a list of predefined gra-

- one connects to the Amiga's original IDE
interface, the second goes to the internal
hard drive and the third is used to connect
the third and fourth EIDE devices.

With an A4000 the extra IDE device, being
either a CD-ROM or hard drive, can be
mounted internally, while on an A1200 they
will have to be connected up outside of the
computer, which involves trailing a lead out
of the A1200.

For A1200 owners Golden Image have
come up with a novel idea in the form of an
external conversion kit for an internal IDE CD-
ROM. This gives you a box into which the CD-
ROM drive is inserted. A bottom plate is then
slid into place and the power, sound and IDE
connections are plugged into the back of the
drive. The unit is then screwed together and
you are left with a reasonable external CD-
ROM drive.

Power for the unit is provided from the

disk drive port with the supplied cable. This is
a potential problem as | would expect an
eight speed drive would draw more power
than a plain old floppy drive and if you are
running a fast accelerator and 3.5” hard drive
you may run into power problems - however
everything seemed to work fine with the unit
we were supplied with.

If you are not too keen to muck around
with the insides of your A1200 Golden Image
do provide an alternative to the AlfaQuatro in
the form of a PC slot device. This works in
conjunction with its external CD-ROM model
and gives you a standard 50 way 3.5" IDE
interface sticking out the side of your A1200.

As supplied with Eyetech’s CDPlus you get
the IDEFix software. This provides both the
necessary drivers for the CD-ROM but also
has a software patch that will ensure every-
thing works correctly with the EIDE interface.

The actual software is very nice and Pick
CD makes setting the DOS driver a matter of
clicking on a couple of buttons. You also get
an AudioCD player which is quite well written
and can be ‘zipped" to a single title bar so it
can be kept out of the way. It would have
been better as a commeodity so you could
hide the interface but you can't have every-
thing can you? Before | forget you also get
some very comprehensive CD32 emulation

They still are, only they have decided to branch
out with their Amiga range and produce a com-
plete multimedia package which will appeal to
a variety of age groups from children to adults.

It's very difficult to compare the amount of
detail between Epic and Grolier CDs as they
both contain roughly the same subjects. | can't
just degrade Epic's overall score just because it
fails to contain sheep - although, | did have to
think about it very carefully.

What makes the package a
delight to use is that it's just so
friendly. The menu buttons are

Usually, printed encyclopaedia's contain a
very small typeface due to the amount of space
each topic requires. The Epic CD manages to
avoid this problem by printing huge text as there
is little space restriction. This also makes it ideal
for youngsters.

The main menu screen is divided into four
main boxes. The large one on the far left con-
tains the actual topics of information and the
smaller boxes contained within the border are
for handy features such as search, up and down
and a link to your hotlist.

The box at the foot of the screen contains the
topic information, while the box above contains
special features such as sample, film clip and
speak.

If you click on a topic which includes a sam-
ple, you may listen to a relevant sound. The film
clip option allows you to watch a brief moment
of animation at the bottom right of the screen.

Another excellent feature is the ability to
update the encyclopaedia by adding your own
topics. There is program included with which
you can just click on “add” and the majority of
the work is done for you.

You may think the idea of adding your own
topics is slightly pointless as others fail to gain
the benefit from your knowledge. However, if
you send your new topic to Epic Marketing via
a floppy disk or the World Wide Web, they will
add it to their already packed database of ency-
clopaedia topics. The may even pay you too.

Epic themselves will also be uploading topic
subjects onto their web page for users to
download. They will also supply them on flop-
py disks.

Overall, the package does have a
lot to offer and is fantastic value for
money. However, you must remem-
ber, the complete “Deluxe” version
requires an A1200/A4000 with a hard
drive a CD drive and at least 4MB
RAM. The “Lite” version uses ECS and
will need and A500, A600 or A1200
with the same specs except that you
will need at least 2MB RAM.

lassic computer hardware, like

great wines, often take time to

mature. Perhaps the perfect

example of this is the evolution
of the VLab frame grabber into the all power-
ful Draco AV workstation, delivering broadcast
quality video encoding and real-time play-
back alongside CD quality sound.

A major element in the transformation was
the break from the standard Amiga environ-
ment with the launch of the Draco. Although
the original Draco offered a revolutionary
base for Amiga OS, some people found the
Dragon, or more accurately Movieshop, a lit-
tle difficult to tame.

The main problem for the novice was a
seemingly endless array of requesters within
Movieshop, which for some, poured the odd
cup of cold water on the overall Draco expe-
rience. With this in mind MacroSystem has
overhauled MovieShop completely. With the
arrival of version 4.0 the interface and more
importantly its functionality has been totally
transformed.

The most obvious feature of Movieshop's lat-
est incarnation is the fresh approach to the

programme’s legendary collection of
requesters. No doubt with inspiration drawn
from MUI, MovieShop has taken the logical
step of grouping like-minded requesters
together.

Combine the new approach with the
advent of a designer look and you end up
with an improved aesthetic, but more impor-
tantly a fast, tidy and efficient method of nav-
igating the huge range of features on offer.
The improved GUI is great, but even this pales
in comparison when compared to some of
the new features tucked away inside it.

Needless to say a software update is not
the only factor in the latest evolution of the
Draco. The new DracoMotion card, more
than anything else is the real key to the
improved performance.

In simple terms the new card can
encode and play video as fast as the fastest
hard drives can deliver it. Strangely enough
the board itself has actually shrunk consid-
erably, down to a half height Zorro.

This is even more impressive consider-
ing that the Toccata 16 bit sampler has also
been re-worked and built on to the same

PCB. Courtesy of a ribbon cable and a
selection of four RCA/phono connections,
the Draco AV duet has now been boiled
down onto a single card.

Admittedly the new audio option does-
n't offer the multiple inputs of the
Toccata, but for use within the basic
Movieshop environment there's no per-
ceivable difference between the two. In
an ideal world you'd add a Toccata to the
system as a bonus, but you can certainly
get by with a single card if video produc-
tion is your primary passion.

At the heart of the renaissance is the liai-
son between the new DracoMotion and the
upgraded software. Thanks to the duet it is
now possible to almost guarantee error free
encoding and playback.

One of the most infuriating problems in
the past was occasional and unexpected play-
back or encoding errors while employing high
jpeg compression settings, digitising particu-
larly complex scenes or producing a highly
complex special effect. Previously, once the
jpeg compression rate was set, it was set in
stone.

For example, if you were working on a
would-be masterpiece and thereby pushing
the Draco to its limits regarding compression

and transfer, it was easy to push things too far
further down the line, breaking playback
under the stain.

Fortunately these problems are now put to
the sword forever with the advent of limited
data rates and variable compression setting
within a project. In English this means the
Draco is now capable of compensating for
the idiosyncrasies of the moving image.

Thanks to the newly found ability to alter a
project’s jpeg compression, there are two
alternatives to the traditional set it and forget
it option.

The first is to lock the transfer rate to that
of your drive. At this point Movieshop will
vary the compression of the encod-

amount of available space.

A further huge improvement is the ability
to open and recall multiple timelines. The
Timeline is the key to the creation of digital
video effects or DVE's. By combining numer-
ous operators it's possible to create incredibly
complex effects.

Unfortunately in the previous versions,
only one Timeline was allowed per project.
This meant creating custom DVE's from
scratch, saving new scenes and adding these
uneditable effects back into the Timeline.

Thanks to the new found ability to save
Timelines, you can now build a complex
effect in a timeline and save it. This allows

you to reload it later or employ

ed video to achieve the optimum
image quality in relation to the dri-
ves transfer speed. The second
option combines the two by defin-
ing a preferred jpeg compression
setting and also specifying the
transfer rate of the drive. Obviously
this mode offers a number of ben-
efits. Firstly it avoids the problem of
encode or play breaks due to over
ambitious jpeg settings. The same

variants the same editable
effects time and time again. All
you need is to add the appro-
priate footage. In short, hours
of re-design time is saved at a
stroke.

Better still, you can even save
custom built DVE's from a pro-
ject, saving them as a stand-
alone special effect and reapply
them on totally different pro-

is true regarding transfer rate spec-
ification. Errors however, aren't
really the issue. On relatively simple video
sequences Movieshop is more than capable
of encoding 100 per cent jpeg images. But
given that anything at or above 90% is a vir-
tually perfect replica of the original footage,
the real headache is wasted space, not pro-
ject security. By defining an upper jpeg limit
wasted space isn't a problem.

With Movieshop no longer limited to a set
jpeg rate per project, the user is free to define
jpeg compression on a scene by scene basis
if necessary. Thereby squeezing the maxi-
mum amount of footage from the minimum

jects.

Inside the software
You're probably bored with being reminded
that Movieshop is literally fit to burst with fea-
tures. So in order to cut a very long story
slightly shorter, it's probably wise to stick to
the latest additions, one of the most inspired
of which has arrived in the new look Timeline
window. Aside from the flashy control icons,
the window now features a backing track
option.

Lets assume you're editing a music video.
The biggest problem you're likely to
encounter is lip/instrument sync. Thanks to

this new option you can place a master shot
of the entire song in the backing track.

With the backing track in place, you can
edit the rushes, slot in special effects wherev-
er you want and add them to the timeline -
safe in the knowledge that whenever the
Timeline encounters a gap in the stream
edits, it will be automatically filled by the
backing track, which of course is always in
perfect sync with the sound track.

Aside from added features, the Timeline
enjoys much improved functionality. In previ-
ous versions of Movieshop adding and edit-
ing elements in the Timeline was a pretty
labour intensive pastime,

Fortunately along with the re-design
comes a re-think. Basically MacroSystem has
made the next step in its approach to drag
and drop editing. Now you can not only drop
scenes into the Timeline but also multi-select
items, drag select entire sections and copy as
well as simply move sections of the movie.

Although this may not sound particularly
astounding, it actually provides a means of
saving hours of design time. Lets assume
you've built a particularly complex DVE as
your default special effecting in a movie.

Previously you would have to either build
the effect in the timeline, create a new scene
from the end result, replace the video with
new material, create a new scene and keep
repeating the process until all the DVE's were
ready to drop into the final Timeline.
Alternatively you could manually build lots of
copies throughout the Timeline using differ-
ent video sequences. Either way it was a
painstaking exercise.

Thanks to the new multi-select and copy
options you can simply build one effect,
select all its component operators and copy
them as many times as required throughout
the production - adding new footage as




fJHE DRACO DIFFERENCE

For those unfamiliar with the finer points of the sys-

tem it's worth running over the basic
Draco/Movieshop concept. Needless to say the
Draco's primary mission is that of an AV workstation.

Fortunately, the Draco can do much more
besides. Essentially the Draco offers the same func-
tionality as an 060 based Amiga equipped with a
fast scsi |1 hard disk controller, a 4 Meg 24 bit display
card, a quad speed CD-Rom and a 16 bit sound
sampler.

However, it must be stressed that the Draco can
never be 100 per cent compatible with all Amiga
software and cards. Having said that, any application
or cards that stick to the Commodore standard will
work directly in the Draco.

During testing | couldn't find a single power appli-
cation that wouldn't run. The only obvious none
starters are applications or cards that demand the
AGA chipset or like Scala and TVPaint, require Amiga
mouse port dongles - which the Draco doesn't have.

Possibly the most important advance in the soft-
ware compatibility stakes is the new found affinity
with Lightwave. In the past Newtek's 3-D master-
piece ran on the Draco, but in reality it was virtually

unusable due to horrible screen corruption in
Modeller and an inability to playback wireframe pre-
views in Layout.

The story remains the same regarding Layout pre-
views, but to be fair this isn't a problem caused by
the Draco. Like all other third party display cards,
with the exception of the Picaso II, the Draco's
Retina isn't supported by the software. Alas only
Newtek can solve this particular problem.

However, MacroSystem has not only managed to
fix the Modeller display problems but has also
added direct rendering of Lightwave to the
Movieshop video partition. As a result you can not
only render direct but also use the same option to
send previews to the partition - thereby side step-
ping the third party support problems for previews.

Thanks to the Lightwave_to_Movieshop ARexx
tool you not only have the option for previews and
finals but also avoids the ever present problem of
storage space.

Without direct encoding all Lightwave's output
would have to be saved to disk and then imported
as frames into Movieshop. Obviously this has two
drawbacks, it's a slow process and more important-

required. Better still, the Timeline offers two
new methods of adding footage to the
Timeline. In the past you simply dropped
items on the Timeline and dragged them
around as required. Now you also have the
option insert mode, which automatically slots
a new scene directly before an existing one.
Alternatively there's the new
replace mode which auto-
matically swaps the new
scene for the old one. The
massive advantage of replace
is that it not only exchanges
scenes, but will, if necessary,
shorten the new scene to
match  its  predecessor.
Needless to say, this is a mas-
sive advantage if you want to
produce copies of complex
DVE's with different footage
in each. Yet another sparkling

Better still every Mac package tested, with the
exception of PhotoShop, ran perfectly. This includes
such notables as Quark Express, Netscape 3.0,
lllustrator, Fractal Painter, Bryce, Microsoft Word,
Excel, Premier, Director 5 the list goes on and on...
The bottom line, an instant saving of a couple of
grand on a new Power Mac.

In my opinion the Draco more than
deserves the level of respect usually reserved
for the Toaster and it's sibling, the all con-
quering Lightwave.

Even with its new user friendly face,
Movieshop is still a complex product espe-
cially regarding the creation of DVE's, but
spend a couple of days with the manual and
you'll be astonished what can be achieved.
Quite literally imagination is the only restric-
tion. In short, the upgrades are superb and
there's certainly nothing on the Amiga plat-
form, or indeed any other, that can compare
with the combination of price and perfor-
mance on offer from the Draco. If you're seri-

read an article in the latest issue of

one of the US's major video gaming
magazines, it talks about how the Apple
Macintosh wants to become a gaming
machine. For the life of me | thought that
computer manufacturers did not want their
machines referred to as game machines,
except for those dedicated consoles.

What is happening? The Amiga lost its
respect as a serious platform when it was
called a game machine. Now the Apple clan
wants the title that the 'Wintel' crowd has
taken for its own. The article also talked
about the new Macs (Power Macs) that use
the PowerPC processor which proved to be
just as fast, if not in some cases faster, than
many in Intel’s line. (As a side note, the new
225 MHz PowerPC 604e has been bench-
marked faster than the 200 MHz Pentium
Pro.)

As | have written before a PowerPC in an
ECS, or better yet an AGA, Amiga would show
just how fast an Amiga can be. | also read
Microsoft is planning to come out with a
“stripped” version of its Windows operating
system for the industries new $500 PC. Uh,
excuse me but | have already seen a $500
personal computer with a very effective oper-
ating system that does not take an entire
hard drive hostage and at the same time
steal just about all of the machines system
RAM. If | am not mistaken it is called Amiga.

I would really like to know were they get-
off in thinking that all personal computers
cost that of a DEC Alpha or SGI. But back to
the processor thing. | got information from
Motorola's official Web site about the fea-
tures of the current most powerful processor
for the Amiga - the 68060. As quoted from
the Web site, the MC68060 processor has
"superscalar implementation...executes three
instructions per clock..dual 8-kbyte on-chip
caches”. Correct me if | am wrong, but are
these not Pentium and PowerPC features.

Why is it that the Amiga community has a
competitive processor for our machines of
choice but is so slow in marketing software
to take advantage of it. I'll admit the only
thing that the ‘060 is limited to is its clock
speed. For it to really be a threat to the com-
petition, the clock would have to double to

100 or triple to 150. That will never happen,
but just think what '060 compiled software
could do for the Amiga. We could see: faster
full screen, full motion, full colour, anima-
tions; competitive rendering times (i.e.

Over time though, it certainly
proved itself to be a lot more than this. As
readers of this magazine have discovered,
the Amiga is an excellent graphics plat-
form and remains unbeaten as a true, cost
effective multimedia machine.

f a product was singled out as
the one that has kept the Amiga
alive in America, | think the top
of the list would be the Video
Toaster from NewTEK. Once it's plugged into
your Amiga you have what has been
described on numerous occasions as a tele-
vision studio in a box.

The latest addition is the inch thick
Exploring LightWave 3D book. Its 17 chap-
ters gently guide you through every feature,
function, menu and window. Depending on
how acquainted you are with LightWave the
chapters are grouped into five sections.

For the absolute beginner who has never
even used a modeller before the first two
sections, that account for almost a quarter of
the book, guide you through the absolute
basics of 3D modelling. They describe what
polygons and objects are, how to attach
polygons together, all the way through to
setting up a simple scene with your own
objects and lighting.

Every step is very well explained with a
good number of well thought out illustrations
showing what to do and what part of
LightWave you are dealing with.

In the third section which uses about half
the content of the book every part of
LightWave is covered. It will arm you with all
the skills you need to create and manipulate
complex objects, along with all the knowl-
edge you need to set object textures, scene
lighting including the ubiquitous lens flare
and all LightWave's camera effects like
motion blur.

Probably the only part of the book that dis-
appoints is the section covering bones. The
example given is good and shows how bones

can be used, but it would have been better if
a more detailed example could have been
used as they are tricky to get to grips with.

The book does seem to skimp on the ani-
mation side of things tending to cover mod-
elling and setting scenes much more heavily
with little content actually going over anima-
tion techniques.

The last section goes into detail of how to
get the best out of LightWave when it's being
used for a full production explaining what cam-
era views you will need, getting the best out of
lighting and the planning required before start-
ing out on a large project. It is really essential
reading if you are planning such a job.

You do get a disk thrown in with the book,
but to be honest there is nothing really of
note on it: A few models from the example
scenes in the book and some chess pieces -
things you will probably want to try model-
ling yourself.

Exploring LightWave is an excellently pre-
sented book, well written and covering every
aspect of LightWave with clear screen shots
accompanied with well written explanations.

It is perfect for LightWave newcomers and
even experienced raytracers who are thinking
about using LightWave for serious work. For
the seasoned user much of the book will be
covering old ground but it would make an
excellent reference.

Web server is a program that
serves files to remote or local
applications that connect to it. It
acts like a filestore and when
you request a document it will send it to
you via http (Hyper Text Transfer Protacol).
Basically, all jargon aside, you send the serv-
er the name and location of the document
and the server scurries away to find it and
then sends it to you on your computer.
Using special software it is possible to
run a web server on your Amiga for millions
of people to view documents that you allow
them to see. It doesn't stop there (unfortu-
nately), with a web server it allows you to
do many neat features, like run cgi scripts
and server side includes.

What do I need?

All you need is an Amiga running Amitcp4.0
or later, and the software. The important
thing here is that you don’t even need a net
connection since it's possible you may want
to save time on-line and mirror your current
working site on your Amiga. This allows you
to make changes/updates/additions and
then simply patch your existing remote site
with the changes you have made locally.

Obviously if you want others to see your
pages then a modem, phone line and
Internet account would be very useful
indeed unless you are going to buy every-
one a plane ticket to come round your
house and view them.

How do I set one up?

| will explain the AWS server since it is spe-
cially designed for an Amiga and is very
small and compact. It is even possible to
run the whole tcp stack and AWS server
from a floppy disk. To set up and install aws
shouldn’t take longer than 30 minutes,
although fine tuning and customising will
take a little bit longer.

Anyway enough talk and lets start!, First

of all download all the files from the
shopllst (see boxout) including the extra
“aws.lha" from turtle.net. This is a configu-
ration file for the server that will save you a
lot of time and also includes “rx-gate” which
is somewhere on phone.net (I couldn't find
it though!!).

Next, make a directory somewhere on
your hard drive where you want to put
binary, configuration and modules for AWS.

This doesn't necessarily have to be where
you will put html and cgi programs. In here
decompress the file aws-2.0b5.lha and
rename it to “aws”. Also decompress the

DNS (Domain Name Server) — This maps
all internet name addresses into their corre-
sponding ip address and vice versa.

HTTPD (Hyper Text Transfer Protocol
Daemon) - This handles all the incoming
requests for pages for the host. In some
servers this is able to cope hostnames and
serve documents for many domains.

CGl (Common Gateway Interface) -
Instead of displaying these files they are
executed by the remote server by taking in
the input and producing an output in html.
Document Root - This is the root of the
server where all files are references from
unless there is another map redirection for
it. So http://www.victim.com/ would point
to the document root. And subdirectories
may be placed beneath this.

All the files for aws are now in place and
now the final part is configuring the server
for use on your system. The configuration
files are kept in aws:conf and there are two.
The first is called “AWS” and contains the
majority of the server information.

1. The server port is the port to which web
browsers connecting to your computer
should connect to view your pages. This can
be left at 80 but if you require to change it
you will have to access your server by using
the http://hostname.domain:portnumber/ -
if the portnumber is omitted the browser
assumes port 80.

2. Next in the file is the server name. This
needs to be the name of your server - if you
have a static ip it is the hostname or an alias
for your computer. The alias must be avail-
able on DNS so as others can find your
machine. This name is only used on server
error messages so it's not too much of a
problem if you don't have a fixed ip but will
mean that if users encounter an error on the
server they will not be redirected to your
home page.

3. The maintainer is simple your email
address in case someone wishes to contact
you about a server query or problem.

4. The index file is the file that the server will
look for in a directory if no file is specified.
So for example the url is http://www.vic-
tim.com/mydir/ the browser will send you
the page http://www.victim.com/mydir/
index.html.

5. Now for the most configurable part of the
file - the map entries that allow you to redi-
rect a url to another site or another directo-

ry on your local system. The format for a
map excludes all host and domain infor-
mation so a url of http://www.victim.com/
mydir would simply be /mydir in relation
to the localsite.

So a map for this would be:

map /mydir directory Drive:my/dir/somexhere
£ replace with your preference.

This allows you to map all requests for
mydir to a specific directory on your sys-
tem. Some defaults are necessary like:

map / directory Drive:document/root

This would map your whole web site to
a certain directory, so http://www.victim.
com/ would be mapped to Drive:
document/root. This is all fine if you want
to map html directories but what if you
want to specify a directory where, rather
than display the file to the browser, you
wish the server to run the file and display
the output?

For this you need to define a cgi direc-
tory and you do this in exactly the same
way as a html directory except replace
directory with cgi. This tells the server to
execute anything in this directory when it
is accessed rather than displaying it.

The difference between the two is that AWS is
specially designed for the Amiga whereas Apache
is a port from Unix using gnu-c and ixemul.library.
AWS is also a lot smaller than Apache although
there is no straight forward configuration script to
install AWS. Apache is very widely used on the

and also has a nice simple installer for the Amiga.

I have only described the installation of AWS
here, although some similarities may arise

between the two.

the server will know Drive:www/cgistuff/
myprog directory should be executed. The
list of maps are searched in the order they
appear in the conf file. So the server will
look at each line in the map file until it finds
a map that returns a htmp page or runs a
cgi. So if your /cgi-bin directory clashes with
the / directory you may find you are not able
to execute cgi scripts and instead the cgi
scripts are shown on the browser.
For example:

map / directory sys:ww
map /cqi-bin cqi sys:www/cgi-bin

When someone accesses the directory
/cgi-bin the server will look to see if there is
a directory under sysswww called cgi-bin
first. If there is, as in this case, the server will
send the file to the browser. The solution is
to not make directory maps similar to any of
the other map files.

The Types File

This is the second configuration file and con-
tains the extensions for the files that the
server will have to deal with. This tells the
browser what type of file it is sending across
by the extension.

Run aws from the command line and try
typing http://localhost/ on your browser.
Depending on whether you have an
index.html in your root directory or not, a
page will be displayed on the browser.

Problems

Some problems you may encounter.

This package comes from the Obvious
Implementations Corporation and, for a long
time, was the rising star in the world of Amiga
C coding. The compiler, while a joy to use on a
hard disk machine, can also be easily used on
a 1 Meg/twin-floppy based Amiga (and at a
pinch, on a single drive machine although this
latter option isn't recommended).

A major factor in DICE's success is a brilliant
front end called VMake which allows you to
create, edit, compile, link and debug projects
without ever having to resort to awkward Shell
command lines.

All you need do is click on the VMake's Make
button - and the awkward compiling and link-
ing work gets done automatically. A few sec-
onds later you have your runnable program - it
really is as simple as that.

Like all commercial compilers, DICE C
comes with a great many utilities. There's a
source code management system to help
maintain revision histories for your projects, an
on-line help system, a debugger, a profiler, file
compressor, disassembler and many other
tools.

Another point worth mentioning is that
recently it has become possible to buy DICE C
at reduced price by opting for a manual on
disk, rather than having the original printed
documentation. Not ideal by any means but,
considering this cuts the cost of the package in
half, it's an option worth considering.

\ 0 one gets far into the world of Amiga coding without coming up against the C program-
ming language. It was (and still is) used to code much of the operating system and support
_I J libraries. Almost all Amiga technical manuals assume a reasonable degree of C literacy. It is

actually a very easy language to learn and even users who have never done any program-
ming before should, in theory at least, be able to write and compile simple programs within 10 minutes
of installing a C compiler environment.

In practice things have rarely gone that smoothly in the past and one of the reasons is that compiler
tools tended to be Shell-based. Compilation and linking required long command lines and even the
slightest of errors (sometimes just using the wrang case for particular compiler options) could cause the
whole process to fall to pieces. Underneath the surface, compilers and linkers today are still driven in
much the same way but, in recent times, compiler writers have added user-friendly ‘front ends’ to their
packages. This trend has turned the mechanics of C program construction into a whole new ball game
— in short C compiler use has become a lot easier!

There have been other changes and not all of them welcome. Development stopped on the most
famous Amiga C package of all, SAS C, the year before last. Before that another popular environment,
Manx's Aztec C, also vanished as the development plug was pulled. It's not all doom and gloom by any
means but, as far as currently supported commercial C compilers are concerned, just two main choices
are now available...

Storm C

As you'll know from the review in the
November issue of Amiga Computing, Storm
C is produced in Germany by Haage &
Partner. It's been around for some time but
the English translation of the manual and disk
docs have only recently been completed.

Quite simply it was a rock-solid product and
THE compiler of choice among professional
coders. Its manuals are so good in fact that
even today the documentation provided with
DICE C or Storm C just does not even come
close.

It must be said that SAS C's Workbench-
based front, relative to the other two com-
mercial compilers I've mentioned, is a little
archaic but it is still eminently usable. There
are many coders who have continued to use
it. You do however, need a hard drive and at
least a couple of megs of ram available to use
the package.

K&R VERSUS
ANSI C

For a long time C did not had an official stan-
dard - the language definition was based on
a book called The C Programming Language
written by Brian Kemighan and Dennis Richie
(hence the term 'K&R C').

Eventually however, an ANSI (American
National Standards Institute) committee was
set up to look at the language, make some
improvements, and create an official stan-
dard. The biggest difference between K&R C
and ANSI C is the way that functions are writ-
ten and declared. An ANSI style function
description includes details of the types of
arguments. The values used with the function
and advanced declaration statements called
prototypes, which also provide this informa-
tion, make it possible for the compiler to
detect incorrect function use more easily.

Given the choice, it is ANSI C you should
learn to use but, although nowadays all com-
mercial C compilers are ANSI C compatible,
several public domain offerings are not!

WHEN YOU WANT
TO MOVE ON...

From a practical viewpoint, while C is still
the mainstream language for Amiga pro-
gramming it can also provide footholds for
learning about other languages.

C++ (pronounced 'C plus plus’), is a C-
styled object-oriented programming lan-
guage developed during the early 1980s
which supports a construct known as a
‘Class’ that allows programmers to define
objects that have their own data character-
istics and procedures.

The end result is that a programmer can
work at a much higher level of abstraction
and so avoid the nitty-gritty details that
make coding larger projects difficult in
other languages. It's best not to attempt to
learn C++ until you are happy with C itself.

Those of you with an interest in the Web,
incidentally, may like to know that the Java
programming language, which net users
are raving about, is (to a large extent) mod-
elled on C++!

Strangely for a former tennis player, the powers that be at the Beeb have seen fit to let Sue
Barker loose at numerous race meetings in recent times. That's not such a bad thing. She's so
much less irritating than that McCrirrick chap on Channel Four - I'd like to see the straight-talking
Geoff Boycott refer to him as “love” on a frequent basis during live broadcasts.

If you're an avid viewer of televised race meetings or perahps a lady or gentleman of leisure
with sufficient time on your hands to toddle along to meetings for yourself, the chances are you'll
like National Hunt. It's not as pleasing to the eye as Ms Barker was in her heyday, but beneath the
Amos'ed exterior lurks a fairly absorbing game.

You take on the role of a newly appointed National Hunt race trainer and your task is to pre-
pare horses for races and maybe earn the stable a bit of extra cash by prudently betting on win-
ners from time to time. Ultimately you'll be aiming to win the Trainer's Championship and to help
your jockey win the Jockey's Championship.

You have fifteen horses to look after, each is rated in several key areas - namely class, speed,
stamina, fitness, preferred going, preferred distance, age and value. You decide which horses to
enter in particular races and which horses should be trained up especially for certain meetings.

You also need to consider the form each horse displays. Once you've checked the odds the
bookmakers are offering, you may want to put a bet on one of your own horses to win - or on
one of the rival horses, if you're not so confident.

Obviously training horses costs money and there are bills to be paid. At the end of the season
the taxman will pay a visit and whisk away some of your hard-earned pennies and if you run out
of money at any stage, it's game over. On the other hand, prove to be a successful trainer and you
can play season after season building up a personal fortune for retirement. Each season compris-
es 21 meetings, each with six races. There are nine other trainers to compete against and it's pos-
sible to edit jockey, trainer, horse and racetrack names.

The actual race sequences could scarcely be said to represent the cutting edge of audio visual
technology, but it can be interesting watching your horse compete. Alternatively, skip the race itself

- and view the results straight
away. To increase the tension
the game even includes fea-
tures such as disqualification,
Steward's enquiries and photo
finishes. National Hunt is share-
ware, with the full version avail-
able from the author for six
quid. The demo version, which
has several features disabled
and only allows you to play for a
single season, should be avail-
able from PD libraries although
it can also be obtained directly
from Mr Winterton.

There are plenty of rotating 3-D abjects,
some decent artwork and slick but nonde-
script tracker music.

EasyPrint offers an attractive solution giving superb results from even mediocre printers and
low-end Amiga systems. With a standard A1200 it is possible to print out 24-bit coloured pic-
tures on an A4 page at the maximum density.

Installation is simply a matter of copying a couple of important library files into the libs: draw-
er (if you don't already have them) and making sure the standard system preferences are set
correctly for your printer. Double click on the EasyPrint icon and load up the image you'd like to
print out - EasyPrint recognises and loads IFF, EHB, HAM6, HAM7, HAMB and JPEG formats and
can use any installed datatypes.

You can crop the image, play around with the colour made (CMYK or RGB), adjust the bal-
ance, contrast and gamma levels and even apply some simple image manipulation features if
you wish. Then it's just a case of setting the print-out size and choosing whether you want
colour separations or the printout to be dithered. When all this is done, hit the print button and
you'll be suitably impressed by the output.

The EasyPrint interface is particularly attractive and intuitive, with all the features accessible
from a floating window. A preview of the image is displayed alongside rulers to help you gauge
the print-out size and lengthy operations are monitored in little progress windows so you know
where things are up to.

Workbench 3 came along, it featured several nice ideas such as Datatypes and
Commodities. Admittedly the appalling manual included with A1200s did not
really open many people’s eyes to the potential of these features (hence the
popularity of various third party books on how to get the best out of
Workbench), but Commodore had the right idea.

MakeCX is a handy little program enabling you to run other programs as Commodities. This makes it possible to
call up programs with hotkeys, hide their interfaces when initially run, and de-activate or remove them easily.
Installation involves merely moving MakeCX to somewhere like the C: drawer. Usage is then a matter of entering a
command line including
certain arguments.

In an
inspired move, the author has even included an Editor
program on the disk, so you can recreate your favourite
teams and guide them to domestic glory.

The bottom line is that while it's certainly not a realis-
tic rival to Championship Manager, British Manager is a
hugely entertaining return trip to 8-bit gaming brilliance.
Those were the days, when you could pick up a decent
game for about three quid - which incidentally is all this
gloriously old-fashioned game costs.

art into a worm battlefield. Players have the
choice to determine whether their graffiti
creation will be above ground or in the same
shape of caverns deep under ground. The
Amiga will dress your creation with trees,
houses and a picturesque back drop to look
like a proper bona-fide wormy battlefield.

Invincible Invertibrates

This isn’t the only new options feature by
a long shot - the game is absolutely
packed with them. Before playing you can
set the lethality of every weapon. You can
choose short skirmishes with ultra deadly
weapons or an epic protracted battle with
weapons about as lethal as a feather
duster. On the subject of weapons, the
range available is huge.

Whilst the original worms had a
selection of comparatively unremarkable
weapons, this little beauty uses the weirdest
weapons ever seen in a game. Sheep for
example, are definitely a force to be



reckoned with. The all-new Super Sheep is a
deadly accurate flying sheep that, by using
the cursors, can be directed around the
battlefield at breakneck speed and sent
careering into the enemies’ worms.

The Ninja-esqe Sheep-on-a—Rope will
strike terror into the hearts of worms as they
swing, Spiderman style, across the screen
and drop on unfortunate wormy warriors. In
addition to the sheep, exploding old women
can be sent on suicide missions, they totter
up to unsuspecting worms and explode.

However, the best weapons additions
are the little topical embellishments such as
the postal strike (five presumably overdue
letters which drift down from the sky and
wreak destruction). Mad cows bound with

mental enthusiasm into the nearest obstacle
and blow it to bits and using two or three of
these will destroy an obstacle a worm is
hiding behind and subsequent cows will
blow the worm itself away.

The French nuclear testing option is
probably the best though. Using this
ecologically unfriendly tactic, explode a nuke
to the tune of the French national anthem and
watch the battlefield slip, Muratora Atoll
style, a few feet into the sea, drowning any
worm unfortunate enough to be in the way of
the rising waters.

Some of the worms seem to be
developing a certain urban combat gangsta
style approach to their battle tactics.
Although not driving about in chopped and
lowered Mercedes 190s with huge airfoils at
the back and tinted out windows, worms
are now able to smack their opponents
about with baseball bats or chuck petrol
bombs at them.

At this point | should perhaps mention
something about the rumoured appearance of
a freaky looking 70s Garden ornament made
out of highest quality concrete. But | won't
because its just a rumour...alright?

The little pink heroes are much improved and
filled out in this version. An unlimited
number of worm teams can be saved and
each of the battle worms have their own
unique speech. Just think, Jessica Lange’s
swan song would be the ‘Murder She Wrote'
theme or Begbie worm could utter ‘Renton ya
wee radge’ before shuffling his mortal worm
coil. If you own a sampler there is the option
to add your own pearls of wisdom for the
worm to utter in moments of triumph or
terror.

Another added touch to the new worms
and one which brings a tear to my eye and
makes me talk in a faltering croaky voice, is
the ability to save all your worms, give them
names and celebrate their birthdays. Thing is,
can you face getting attached when the next
moment they could be annihilated by an
exploding granny or destroyed by a Ninja
Sheep on a Rope?

It appears this game has achieved
something unique in modern computer
games. By enabling players to decide the
battlefield, the lethality of the weapons and
even the speech of the individual worms,
Andy Davidson has designed the game so it
can be tailored exactly to the requirements of
the individual. This, coupled with the fact
that the game can be played via a network or
modem, more or less guarantees that for
years to come the game will be constantly
adapted and customised by its fans.

Tiny Troops

ow’s this for a game plot; a planet full

of homicidal little smuri-type warriors

Tiny Troops, the new mini series release
by Vulcan Software is one of the weirdest
games | have ever seen, both in concept and
appearance. It's like a mental amalgam of
The Smurfs, Micro Machines, Chorlton and
the Wheelies and Platoon. As combinations
go, it's a bit of a weird one but as luck
would have it it’s a combination that makes
for a strangely addictive and very enjoyable
little game.

The statistics are pretty impressive; it's
compatible with all Amigas, it's hard drive
installable, it’s got an excellent little
animated introduction sequence, and as well
as the fact that there are 65 different battle
scenarios it has a two player option that
always improves playability.

Although the large array of options can
make playing the game seem pretty daunting
at first, it doesn’t take long to master the
basics and start whopping the enemies’
behinds.

Decisions

The first decision to be made is which of the
pint-sized protagonists you want to
command, the Klutes (bunnies) or the Furfurs
(large helmets with deely boppers). Although
both match each other in ability, my
preference is for the Klute/bunny type things
because they have bags mare style and don’t
wear deely boppers.

After this you have to decide how many
of these ant sized killers to take into battle.
The Troop Selection screen presents you
with a ‘troop pool” - there are a total of 12
troops to command but, as the helpful little
alien icon points out from the top of the




Get out Windy Miller, while you still can

screen, a smaller group of, perhaps five will
be easier to command and much more
manoeuvrable but the full 12 will have
enough more firepower.

After deciding these little essentials you
will be whisked away to do battle in what
appears to be some unfortunate’s
well tended flower bed.

This is where the fun
really begins. With
your intrepid band
of stupidly attired
ant-sized rabbit-
like aliens you
will endeavour to
seek out the
enemy and
destroy them. The
troops can be
moved either one by
one or en-masse. This
means you can use any
strategy you like to waste the old
deely boppers. Split into two or three groups
and surround them, use one group to attack,

and the other to defend your teleport base, or

just go for the ever useful kamikaze death
charge using every killer critter at your
disposal.

We are the Klutes, we are the Klutes, we are, we are,
we are the Klutes. Brighton Beach, Smurf sytle

and Decoy tactics all prove useful in your
efforts to waste the little buggers.

Tiny Troops is a gem of a little game.
Graphics wise it’s nothing really to write
home about, because it is basically a
wargame strategy type game, and the
overhead view is necessary to ensure that
the situation on screen doesn’t get to
confused.

However, despite this it still looks
excellent. Tiny Troops is presented as a
tongue in cheek strategy game, and its
appearance reflects this. Each battleground
has a quite cutesy and cartoony feel about
it, and the animations at the start and end
of every battle will definitely bring a smile
to your face. For instance if a battle is lost,
one of the tiny troops will stand there
looking dejected and forlorn, while his
opponent stands opposite looking smug.

Playtime

Tiny Troops has oodles of playability and
originality and effectively manages to turn
a quite traditionally dull genre, the
wargame, into something both fun and
involving. The release date of Tiny Troops
is set for December 1, so save some
pennies and go waste some little critters.
We'll bring you a full review soon.

In the heat of battle a number of cunning
little features can be utilised to duff up the
opposition.

aving dealt last month with the task of
H displaying an asl file requester it's

time now to tackle the job of extract-
mmm  ing filenames from the associated
requester structure.

If the AsIRequest() function returns TRUE then
the _File and f_Dir fields of this structure end up
holding the name and directory details of the file
selected by the user. These fields names, inciden-
tally, are the Release 2 forms which were rede-
fined with Workbench 3 as fr_File and fr_Drawer.

Although strictly speaking these latter names
should now be used I've opted for the original
terms so that those of you with the Release 2
includes will still be able to assemble the code.

Anyway, name changes aside, in order to use
these strings (say to open and read a file) the file
path and name obviously need to be combined
and this isn't quite as easy as you might imagine.
The difficulty is that, depending on which device
and drawers are selected during asl requester
use, the final name has to take proper account of
possibly a device separator (;) and any directory
separators (/) present in the strings.

The trick to an easy life in this department lies
in using the DOS library's AddPart() function.
Before explaining how this is used however, let's
first look at the filename buffer arrangements that
are going to be used in this month's example pro-
gram. Il be copying the rf_File and rf_Dir fields to
a filename buffer that is defined, along with a
label representing its size, like this:

filename ds.b 256
filename_SIZEQF

EQU *-filename

With Devpac and most other assemblers the ds.b
statements result in cleared memory being set
aside and, although this filename buffer may be
used many times (as the user selects further
files), it's not actually necessary to clear it before
adding new selections - providing we copy the
trailing NULL byte of any new string added.

The 680x0 dbeq instruction is great for these
types of loops and the fragment shown in listing
1 shows how the directory entry is placed in the
filename buffer. It's at this stage in the proceed-

With the use of the AddPart() function file
path/name creation becomes easy but, since it's
only possible to illustrate its use with the asl
requester from an intuition-style environment,
there is still a fair amount of code connected with
this month's example.

Not only is it necessary to open a window but
some event handling code is also needed to
recognise both when the asl requester should be
placed on the screen, and when the program
should terminate. I've gone for gadtool menu plus
window close gadget event detection and so

you'll see IDDCMP_MENUPICK and
IDCMP_CLOSEWINDOW flags present in the win-
dow's WA_IDCMP tag entry.

The example opens a window in the
Workbench screen and uses my standard error
handling schemes for screen locking, menu and
file requester creation and other resource alloca-
tion tasks. In short, as the various routines are
successfully called they push addresses of their
corresponding deallocation functions onto a spe-
cially assigned stack area. These routines are then
called just before program closedown to make
sure that everything gets properly deallocated or
released.

As far as the code connected with asl requester
use and filename creation I've tried to keep things
as straightforward as possible. All the program
does is display the combined file path/name
selection in the window using the intuition
library’s PrintiText() function.

The IntuiText structure needed for this has
been set up in the source using dcx statements
and you'll see when you examine the coverdisk
code that RP_COMPLEMENT draw mode has
been used (draw mode flags incidentally are
specified in the graphics/rastport.i include file).
The reason for this is that a PrintiText() call just
before clearing the filename buffer then allows
any previously displayed name to be cleared from
the display.

You'll find both source and Workbench runable
versions of the example program on the coverdisk
along with an EasyBaseAC file containing details

ell | should hope you are
w chuffed to bits with last
month’s Photogenics cover
I disk, and if you missed it you
can always get hold of a back issue. You are
not only getting the Amiga’s best 24-bit art
program but also an extremely powerful
image processing tool to boot. Hopefully
over the coming months we will go from
covering the basics of Photogenics to delving
more fully into its powerful alpha channels
and paint modes.
You should have already read the brief
intro last month that outlined Photogenics’
drawing tools and how to make use of the

unique paint layer. So taking up from
where | left off last month the paint layer is
your friend.

In some ways it can be thought of as an
infinite undo buffer, as you can paint onto it
as much as you like without effecting the
image underneath. You can paint on effects
with the left button and then if you have
overdone things remove them with the right.
So if you are applying an effect to a specific
area you can easily remove any excess paint.

Really the paint layer acts as an alpha
channel between the image and the effect
you are painting. Just as when using the paint
made you can apply semi-transparent colour

Photogenics
Tutorial

to an image, when painting on an effect such
as emboss, it can be applied with varying
strengths. If you take a look at the zebra pic-
ture you should see how the yellow gradient
corresponds to the gradually weakening
emboss effect to the right.

This allows you to fade-in effects you may
be using on a certain area of a picture. Now
doing this directly with the effect can be
tricky as many can have subtle results, too
subtle to spot directly. So it is usually best to
select the area you want to effect using the
paint mode and when happy with what you
have done switch to whichever effect you
want to use before fixing the changes.

So you know what | am referring io during the
tutorials and so you at least have a rough idea of
what every part of Photogenics is for, here is a
quick tour around your basic Photogenics' screen.

Status bar - Instead of having your plain old
Amiga fitle bar, in Photogenics additional infor-
mation is shown in the title bar, such as the cur-
rently selected image, paint mode and brush.

know, | said | was going to do some
more tricks with rainbows. I'm not

going to, because | changed my mind
when | discovered these two great programs
which you really should get hold of if you don't
have them already.

One of them is a really neat rainbow gener-
ator and the other a drawing program. It
makes drawing user interfaces, of the kind we
spoke about a few months ago, a real breeze.
It allows you to draw on the screen and have
those drawings turned into AMOS drawing
commands. So the pictures are created by re-
drawing them on the screen much the way you
did, rather than you having laboriously to re-
create your design by trial and (mostly) error.

Havoc Rainbows is a Rainbow coding tool
which surpasses most of the ones you will
have been used to. It's written in AMOS, but it
is compiled. So no peeking at the code to steal
its secrets this time.

It saves out the rainbows as RAIN files, which
can then be loaded into AMOS and displayed
with a player program, which is supplied as code
which you can bolt into existing programs. The
interface is very sparse, but you can very quickly

build up rainbows for all kinds of applications.
You can add lines of colour and then blend
between them using all the colours of the,
well, rainbow | guess. Once you've made your
rainbows you save them out as a RAIN file and
voila! That's a great program, but it's not as
much fun as our next guest tonight.

ART ATTACK

Art Coder by Steve Tiffany is another proposition
enfirely. The progrom has been siripped down to
ifs bare essentials and posted fo the Internet as an
AMOS file, so you can see how if was done. It
simplifies the use of the graphics commands
Polygon, Polyline, Draw, Box Bar, Ellipse, Paint,
Palette, Set Pattern and Text.

It works like a paint program, but instead of
saving a picture as an IFF file, it writes an Ascii file
in RAM that contains the code to re-create the
drawing. You simply merge this code into your
own program when you want the picture to draw
to the screen.

You draw the picture using the tools - by the
way, the keyboard equivalents should be familiar
to users of Dpaint. Nice touch! Once you've done
that, you quit from Art Coder, and then merge,
using Shift-Left Amiga-M on AMOS Pro, and the
code stored in the RAM: device can be loaded.
(The file is automatically saved into RAM: when
you quit out of the Art Coder.)

Once you've merged the picture you can run
the program to check it looks ckay, and then cut
and paste this code into your program. Before
merging the art code, you have to look at the
information line at the top of the editor screen,
where it says “Free-" followed by a number.

If the number is less than 20,000, you have to
go to the Editor menu and select Set Text Buffer.
Increase the number in the requester by at least
20,000 to make sure you can fit in all the text for
your drawings.

If you forget to do this you can set it later when
you notice that the merged code is truncated at a
certain point! Oh yes, and you have to make sure
that the screen dimensions are compatible in the
target program. If the dimensions are wrong, the
drawing will be either half off the screen or
squashed into a corner.

The bar is actually three bars,
and they are nested together to make a bevelled
box. Then | drew an ellipse in white and filled it
with red. The code which Art Coder made for this
drawing was:

Now all | have to do to sweep the
market in AMOS programs containing boxes and
circles is to crank out Art Coder pictures and sell
the programs! Fame at last.

Ahem. Seriously though, this is a very good
program, and | like it a lot. What | would like to
see in future revisions is a magnify mode - use-
ful for those hard to see little places in a hires
screen — and some other method of saving code
rather than this old saving it to RAM malarkey.
Other than that | insist you go and get a copy of
this program at once. It's available via Aminet.
Set your browser for http://wuarchive.
wustl.edu/~aminet/ and go for it. Right that's me
done, I'll see you next month with some more
kicking AMOS routines.

ut of the blue a few weeks ago |
o received a call from a chap who,

many years ago, I'd worked with in
B a band. His current band had spilt
and he was forming a Midi-sequencer based
duo for playing clubs. The two had invested in a
MDF2 Midi file player, plus a couple of sound
modules, and intended going out playing live
using ready-made Midi file song arrangements.

Great idea but they hadn't realised that it
would often be necessary to change song keys
in order to handle the vocals - and this meant
they needed a sequencer.

It turns out that the pair had gone into their
local music store looking for something cheap
and cheerful - and an assistant had immediate-
ly tried to flog them a Mac system costing
almost two and a half grand. Then, as a cheap
alternative, a Windows 95 based machine was
suggested which, with Midi software (and
needless to say the latest Cubase version 2.8
was recommended), was to be a cool £1,800!

Now I'm not going to knock either the Mac
or PC systems, nor indeed Cubase because it's
a brilliant sequencer. What | take exception to
however, are salesmen who disregard com-
pletely the real needs of a customer. Buying a
Cubase system to change the key of a few Midi
files is a bit like buying an Exocet to knock a
wall down!

To cut a long story short they came around
one evening (bringing some of their Midi files)
and | showed how these could be edited using
a selection of Amiga sequencers.

Sure | explained about the on-going
Commodore-AT-Viscorp troubles, and pointed
out that all Amiga sequencers are archaic rela-
tive to PC/Mac offerings.

“But”, said 1, “a second hand Amiga running
some sequencing software will do everything
you need and, more to the point, you'll proba-
bly be able to pick up both for just a few hun-

dred pounds.”

Because of its easy-to-use Midi drum chan-
nel protection | suggested they opt for Dr T's
KCS and, after hunting around for just a couple
of weeks, they found a user selling an A1200
with KCS (plus various other pieces of Midi soft-
ware, and a Midi interface), for less than the
price of the Cubase software alone.

Although a little ironic that such bargains are
a direct result of the current Amiga climate, this
does of course also mean that for every user
leaving the Amiga fold - chances are that
another is joining!

AND TALKING OF KCS

While demonstrating various editing facilities |
remembered a trick that might interest other
users. Most people who use KCS tend to create
arrangements using track mode and often end
up with any number of tracks that in reality just
represent one instrument.

You might, for example, lay down a bass line
and then decide to embellish it. When you
record the extra notes, KCS automatically puts
them on to another track and if you do that sort
of thing half a dozen times you'll end up with
half a dozen fragmented bass line tracks. In

addition to this you'll doubtless have a few
tracks that you mute out (because they are not
wanted at all).

I've found that the easiest way to clean up
tracks like this is to write all the non-muted
tracks into a sequence using the ‘All Tracks to
Seq' option, switch to song mode, insert the
sequence number into the song segment list
and then choose ‘Song To All Tracks'.

KCS will then write your sequence back into
track mode storage but it does of course, only
separate the data relating to each Midi channel in
use. It takes about 10 seconds to do and the net
effect is that KCS combines all those partial tracks
leaving you with a set of tracks each of which
contain just the data from one Midi channel!

Cross DOS cAPERS

The other thing | was reminded of was
CrossDOS and Midi file access. Almost all com-
mercial Midi files come on MS-DOS formatted
disks these days but, although CrossDOS is easy
enough to use, every now and then stories of
“well 1 tried it and it didn't work” crop up.

This particular difficulty is always due to the
use of inappropriate CrossDOS filter settings.
When you are copying text files, ‘read me’ files
and so on, you need to have the text filtering
(plus possibly the ASCII-7 text translation)
checkbox of the CrossDOS control box ticked (je
active). The text filtering option filters carriage
returns and end-of-file markers from MS-DOS
files leaving just the Amiga required linefeed
characters at the ends of text lines.

When reading or writing Midi files however it
is absolutely essential to turn this text filtering
option OFF. If you don't the file will be corrupt-
ed during transfer. Now the choice of settings
may seem simple but what trips most users up
is that they auto-run the CrossDOS utility on
startup, hide the utility's control window, and
then forget that the settings need to be
changed according to the types of files being
dealt with.




Paul Overaa
explains local
variables

Il experienced coders know the differ-

ences between global variables -
A those used in the main parts of a
B script - and local variables - created
when a function definition uses the Procedure
keyword. Newcomers however are often far less
sure of the connections between these two
types of entities.

The best way to spell out the differences, and
appreciate the potential dangers of globals, is
with an example. Take a look at the script in
Listing 1. It's a short example that collects some
width and length information from the user and
works out the area of the equivalent rectangle
by calling a function that multiples the two val-
ues together.

OK, it's a long winded way of doing the obvi-
ous - just multiplying the two numbers together
- but it's the results and principles that are
important in this case. The point to notice is
that, inside the function itself, I've deliberately
included statements that set both the width and
length variables to zero.

You'll find this script on the coverdisk and, if
you run it using the RX command, you will see
that the variables called width and length in the
main part of the program also get set to zero.
Why does it happen?

It's because the variables being used within
the RectangleArea() function have all been set
up by ARexx using a single symbol table and so
the width and length names being used inside
the function are exactly those variables defined
in the main part of the script. In other words
they are globals which remain in existence
throughout the script’s lifetime!

Now the fact that, in the main body of any
script, all ARexx variables are global is neither
here nor there. But with variables used inside
functions serious problems can arise - because,
as you've now seen, variables used outside of a

function - in other parts of the program - can
be inadvertently altered by operations involving
similarly named variables present inside a func-
tion.

One solution - never use the same variable
name twice - is not as feasible as it sounds as it
is difficult to cross check variable names when
dealing with larger scripts. It is also nigh-on
impossible to avoid clashes when you use
pieces of pre-written code - code copied from
other programs or taken from a library of avail-
able function code fragments.

AN INSTANT REMEDY

The solution lies in using the Procedure keyword
after the function name. This forces ARexx to
create a new symbol table for the function con-
cerned and this in turn means that any variables
used then become specific to that function
(even if they are given the same names as vari-
ables being used elsewhere in the script).

These local variables, are in fact only physi-
cally created as the function is entered and,
what's more, they can only be accessed from
within the function itself and it's this that makes

them inherently safer to use.

In the test1.rexx script you'll notice that | had
placed a Procedure keyword into the code but
enclosed it in /* */ markers in order to have it
treated as a comment. If you remove the com-
ment markers, and re-run the script, you'll be
able to see exactly how the program behaves
when local variables are used. The result is that
width and length in the main part of the script
then do NOT get altered and it's this level of
protection that makes locals so appealing!

One last point that is also worth mentioning
concerning the modified version of the script is
this: The only difference between local variables
such as width and length, which come into exis-
tence by virtue of an argument collection decla-
rations (arg or parse arg), and those specified
inside the function definition is that the former
will be pre-initialised with a value provided
when the function is called.

What in fact happens with the variables
which come into existence via argument decla-
rations is that when a function is used its argu-
ments are copied into temporary - local - vari-
able space and it is these copies that the func-
tion actually gets to manipulate!

The final copy instruction just sets the mail
file back to zero again). Next it runs Dhomas's
script to convert the new mail, and finally YAM to
display all the new e-mails.”

Many thanks both to Steve for the advice and
the MoveMail script, and to Dhomas for writing the
original ElmToYam script, both of which are repro-
duced below. You'll need to alter the mailbox
names and so on, but once you've done that you
should be able to use YAM, which is arguably the
best e-mail client available for the Amiga.

owadays you rightly expect that any

N program, utility and even games

should be easily installed on your
@ hard drive. Thanks to the standard
Amiga installer this has been made a simple
task, taking care of copying programs and their
data files.

For many older utilities and games the lack
of an installation script can put off many people
from trying to install the program, or alterna-
tively if it has additional fonts and library files
you may not be too keen copying them over
your hard drive. But with a little knowledge of
Amiga scripts and a couple of important
AmigaDOS commands, getting these programs
up and running will be a doddle.

The biggest problem with these older pro-
grams is that they are expecting to be run off a
floppy disk, so at some point when you run the
program the annoying Please insert blar disk
will appear. But of course we do not want it to
use the floppy disk but the files on your hard
drive.

By way of a real life example, | will pick the
game Silent Service Il by Microprose. This does
come with an install program as do virtually all
Microprose games but it is a good example to
use anyway.

First off you need to get all the files copied
across and the best way is to make a new

directory on your hard drive - call it SSIl. Put in
the first disk, double click on the disk icon and
select show all files from the Workbench menu.

Now select all the files, use the right-Amiga a
key short cut and drag all the files over to the
new directory. For the second disk copy all the
files to this new directory. The same process will
go for any other program as well, just copy all
the files from all the disks into a single directory.

Once this is all done you need to make what
is known as a script to set everything up so the
program will run. To do this you need to use a
text editor. Every Amiga comes with a fairly poor
editor called Ed but the excellent CygnusEd was
on our November 95 cover disk.

If you are using Ed open a shell and type Ed
ram:Start then enter the following into the Ed
window. Once done click the close gadget and
press ‘Y'.

The first two lines will make the game,
instead of using the two original disks, look for
any files in the current directory, the one the
script is run from. The third line will add the
fonts directory that was copied from disk 1 to
the SSII directory to the system font directory list

fonts. The final line actually runs the game.

If a program has additional libraries the
same thing can be done saving you the hassle
and the extra files from your already bulging
libs drawer. If this is the case normally the pro-
gram will have these library files in a libs drawer
on the first disk, so they should be copied
across with the drawer to the new directory. So
to add this drawer to the system libraries assign
use Assign libs: libs ADD.

You should now have a file in RAM called
Start but before you can use it to run Silent
Service it needs an icon adding to it. To do this
run IconEdit, found on the Extras disk that came
with the Amiga, open up the Ram disk, drop
the existing Start icon into the IconEdit window
and select save. The final thing you need to do
is pop up the Icon’s information requester and
change the default tool to C:lconX. You can
now drag the Start script into the Silent Service
drawer and double click it to run the game.

If you have Swazlnfo this job is made even
more straightforward, as all you need to do is
pop the Start icon information requester up and
drop an icon file into the requester and change
the tool type to C:lconX.

So the basic steps are copy all the files from
each disk into a single directory on your hard
drive. In the script for each disk put Assign
disk-name: “". If there are fonts or extra
libraries on the first disk add the extra system
assigns Assign fonts: fonts add and Assign
libs: libs add to make sure the program will
find them. Finally add the name of the program
so it will be run automatically from the script.
