The open source movement has
received much media atention because of
the waves it has caused in the IT sector.
Major players in the software industry
Netscape, Corel and SG, to name but  few

cited the open-source operating system,

Despite the recent
buzz, though, open source is merely a new
spin on a practice that s as old as the
computer. But now, thanks to the explosive

WHAT'S IT ALL ABOUT?
Open source is the current vogue term for
what was once known as free software. The
rationale is that calling software ‘open
source! i less misleading than calling t free,
