diminished. In addition, the trend 
towards meaningful -lyric songs has 
also slowed down, with the only two 
Top 20 entries last week being "Every- 
body's Talkin" and "Get Together," 
both from RCA, and both significantly, 
reissues. 

A look at last year's Top 100 dis- 
closes fourteen 'underground' acts 
riding with sixteen tunes. (Both the 
Beatles and Big Brother were going 

with two hits) . Six of those acts, the 
Beatles, Cream, Canned Heat, Cham- 
bers Bros., the Who and Big Brother 
were in the Top 20. Last week's Top 
20 harbored only the Rolling Stones 
and Creedence Clearwater, with only 
two other acts sitting further down 
the list. 

Two groups who helped spearhead 
the rock message craze, Sly and the 
Family Stone and the Rascals, are 
both in the Top 20, but with material 
in a much lighter vein. 

On the album scene, ten of the Top 
20 LP's last year were in the under -

During the many years that I work- 
ed as a disk jockey and a program di- 
rector in Top 40 and underground sta- 
tions and during the time I have spent 
in the record business I have probably 
had thousands of demo sessions, tapes, 
and dubs played for me. Each one of 
them was accompanied by an expla- 
nation that usually ran somewhat long- 
er than the song itself. 

I have listened with aloof amuse- 
ment as producers, artists, promotion 
men, etc., would battle with their 
paranoia before they would roll the 
tape. When friends were involved I 
would plead with them not to do it, not 
to expose themselves in public in such 
a manner; that actually their long 
cop-outs invariably exposed every 
flaw, every weakness to such a degree 
that the listener spent all his time 
searching by the road map he had 
been given and in the process never 
heard the record. 

Now that I'm in the recording busi- 
ness again I find myself involved in 
such epic exposition involving histor- 
ical background, philosophical atti- 
tude, psychoanalytical approach to 
artists, etc., that I'm often unable to 
find time to play the record. I can't 
stop myself anymore than my friends 
can. 

We have those meetings, ostensibly 
social, that involve a few minutes of 
"howsoldwhatshername" and then the 
struggle to see who can get the tape or 
record on first. We are, after all, not 
savages, and there are some ground 
rules - equal time, for instance. If 
I'm able to outmaneuver you to the 
tape recorder in order to play 5 or 6 
cuts by the four geniuses I have as- 
sembled in a studio I feel obliged to 
sit through the last six cuts of that 
crap you've been recording despite my 
sincere belief that you should give up 
record production and get a secure job 
selling used cars or working in a park- 
ing lot. 

If you find yourself doing the same, 
I would like to offer some material 
to you that may give some variation 
to your basic pitch: 

`Listen, man, if you've got a few 
minutes I'd like to play you a cut by 
an incredible group that my mother- 
in-law turned me on to. I found them 
playing in this little toilet near a log- 
ging camp in Northern California. 
They have a fantastic ability to com- 
municate with their audience and 
when I first saw them they were draw- 
ing two or three thousand people a 
night into a room that only held 300. 
Now, you have to dig that this is a 48 
track tape with absolutely no mix on 
it at all. The studio stuck me with an 
engineer who's a leper and keeps los- 
ing fingers in the equipment but I 
think you've got an ear good enough to 
hear what fantastic things these cats

are doing. 
I guess the best description is to 

say that they write sort of idiomatic 
twenties' stuff with a heavy country 
influence that nonetheless does not 
hide their basic simple rock approach 
with a strong blues sound. They're sort 
of a cross between the Beatles and 
Laura Nyro with a real Jimmy Reed 
feel to the bottom. At the same time I 
can hear enough Wayne King in them 
so that I know they're going to have 
that appeal to the older folks. 

"As bad technically as this tape is, 
and you've got to understand that it's 
a dub made from a wire recorder, we 
played just one song on a C&W station 
in the Valley last week and you should 
have seen those phones light up. 

"When I first got them into a studio 
I told them, 'Man, let's make this 
clean and simple rock with a lot of 
that great Creedence Clearwater feel', 
but when I heard the lyrics and dug 
that these kids really wrote like a 
space age Dylan, then I had to go a- 
long with them about the Moog and 
the oud and the pipe orgen. 

"Now, I know with your ear you're 
bound to notice that the drummer 
trails off once in a while. You know 
how smack heads tend to nod out. But 
once these kids get any part of the 
recognition they deserve I'm sure we 
can get them straightened out or hire 
somebody to keep them awake or 
something. 

"Now, you gotta dig, man, that this 
is just a demo and we were only in the 
studio for about twenty minutes be- 
tween sessions, but bad as this sounds 
I sent a copy of the demo to Sullivan 
and he has called five times trying to 
get them on the show. Just to give you 
an idea of how really psychedelic and 
really beautiful these kids are about 
doing their thing, they wouldn't go on 
the show unless Ed takes acid with 
them, `cause they said they couldn't 
really get it on doing their thing unless 
they knew Ed was doing his thing. I 
had a much better dub of it that had 
more echo but I had to send it to 
Apple because they're so knocked out 
by the group. 

"Now, you've gotta swear to God 
that you won't tell anybody about this, 
but a whole lot of their friends kept 
coming by the studio and promise you 
won't tell anyone but that's Dylan on 
Moog and George Harrison overdubb- 
ed on the second banjo part. I guess if 
somebody wanted to play it on the air 
they could mention it, but I wouldn't 
want anyone to know that I spilled the 
beans." 

The above, of course, is merely one 
man's trip. I would love to hear yours, 
and for each good one I receive I will 
be glad to send you a demo tape of a 
group YOU WON'T BELIEVE.

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Abolish Capitol Punishment! 
The saga of a record, the story of 

how an album develops from the 
knowing smile on a composer's face 
to the knowing frown on a studio mu- 
sician's face, from rehearsal to take 
to tape to master to test press to 
demo to that funny looking jacket sit- 
ting there in the dealer's racks, this 
story is a tale of adventure. It is 
filled with action, suspense, frequent 
comedy, and sometimes plenty of sex. 
And though we don't want to spoil it 
for you by tipping the plot, we feel in 
this case that we ought to tell just 
a little of the ending. 

The last thing that happens before 
the finished product is placed in the 
stores for the consumers to get at it 
is that the label furnishing the record 
must decide how many actual records 
are needed to supply the dealers 
around the country. Obviously, if the 
album is by a major artist, a Herb 
Alpert, a Simon, and Elvis, a Gar- 
funkel, the demand for it will dictate 
that the manufacturer press a large 
number of copies. Sources at Capitol 
Records reveal that at Capitol the 
lowest possible initial allocation of 
records is 5000 copies, and that's 
pretty good for a new act. The decision 
of what this intial allocation will be is 
made by a team of A&R, merchandi- 
sing, promotion, and sales people. Of 
this initial allocation, whatever it is, 
the largest portion of records goes 
to New York, L.A., and Chicago. 

If consumer response is great enough 
and the record becomes a hit, the 
company obviously responds with a 
second pressing. The problems that 
can occur in this process happen when 
the album is an album for which the 
demand is so great that the label has 
to constantly struggle to be ahead of

before it was ready for release, and 
in order to meet the demand Capitol 
had to jump its planned release date 
by asking its pressing plant to work 
overtime, which is an expensive thing 
to do. Capitol reports that they can't 
release a Beatle album until they have 
at least a million and a half already 
pressed. 

If radio stations, through other chan- 
nels, acquire the album and begin to 
play it weeks in advance of Capitol's 
scheduled release date, as they did 
with the "Abbey Road" LP, the public 
begins to make demands that are hard 
to meet. As it turned out in this case, 
Capitol in the first week of the album's 
release was able to fill only 20 per cent

the consumer's desire to purchase the 
product. As in the case with the latest 
Beatle LP, "Abbey Road," problems 
occur when the record buying public 
begins to demand from dealers a rec- 
ord that has not yet been made ready 
for release. The dealers began to 
demand the record from the label long

of the orders in New York, and in the 
process of forcing their plants to work 
overtime, got caught behind on orders 
for their other LP's such as the new 
Glen Campbell. 

Inasmuch as part of the problem 
originated in the fact that the Beatle 
album was released in England about 

two weeks before Capitol's scheduled 
American release date, one solution 
might be to establish a simultaneous 
release date in the U.S. and in England, 
a plan Capitol is currently working on. 
Yet there is another solution even 
beyond this, and that is to supply radio 
stations with special dubs of the LP 
about a month before release, ob- 
taining from these stations the pro- 
mise that they will keep the dub in 
their safe and not play it until the LP 
is in official release and the consumer 
demand can be met. 

Having revealed a bit of the ending 
of the tale, we can count on your in- 
vestigating on your own the rest of 
the story on your own. (That's the only 
way you're going to find the action, 
the suspense, the frequent comedy, 
and sometimes plenty of sex.

Recent successes 
by Crosby, Stills, Nash & Young, John 
Sebastian, Tim Hardin and several 
others, have brought forth the usual 
'hey look, I found a trend' articles 
from people who we would have as- 
sumed to be more knowledgeable.

Producer's Profile 

MIKE DUCKMAN 

Production partner of Stan Vincent at 
Progressive Media, Inc., Mike Duckman 
entered the field of record production 
through the field of film -making, and 
much of Mike's training for his post in 
music production comes in the area of 
film production. Though there are great 
and obvious differences in the two 
forms, film and recording, Mike's suc - 
ces in both areas would seem to point 
to some similarities in them. Perhaps, 

good taste is simply the most basic 
quality of a successful producer. 

Mike Duckman was born in 1943 in 
Brooklyn, New York in his father's own 
hospital, the Williamsburg Maternity 
Hospital. As a boy, Mike worked in his 
father's club, the Club Capri in Port 
Washington on Long Island. In addition 
to generally assisting his father, Mike 
worked a great deal with the boats at 
the club, even serving as dockmaster. 

Later, Mike graduated from Penn State 
University where he had majored in mar- 
keting management. After college, Mike 
formed a film production company with 
director Michael Cooper, and specializes 
in the production of promotional films 
for record companies. Slowly being 
drawn closer and closer to the record 
industry, it was while Mike was produc- 
ing music for TV commercials that he 
met Stan Vincent. Ultimately, Progres- 
sive Media was formed. With Stan Vin- 
cent, Mike produced the current Lou 
Christie smash "I'm Gonna Make You 
Mine," and released on the Ariel label 
"Mah Na Mah Na." 

Mike's approach to production is based 
upon his belief that a successful record 
has to contain in it something catchy 
and immediately alluring, some special 
something Mike calls a "hook." "It's that 
something," he says, "that something 
you can't get out of your head." He be- 
lieves that the only way to create the 
hook for the record is to "go into the 
studio with all of the best things you can 
get together." But he doesn't see it work- 
ing the same way every time. "Some- 
times," he says, "the song brings it to- 
gether. Sometimes the artist brings it to- 
gether." Mike, like Stan, feels that it is 
the producer's job to organize these fac- 
tors so that the whole thing works. The 
success of Progressive Media, Inc. points 
to his ability in this aspect of the work of 
a producer. 

Letter To The Editor 
Dear Producer's Profile, 

I am writing about your Producer's 
Profile Joe Jones. I mean no offense to 
Joe Jones, but on behalf of all the 
great producers who are not musi- 
cians, I think his statement he is a pro- 
ducer "not by title" but by applica- 
tion. He believes that in order for 
someone to call himself a producer, he 
must be a musician. May I remind Joe 
Jones that it's not so important to 
know what your musicians are doing, 
but how they sound doing it. The only 
thing that counts in producing a re- 
cord is the end result: a sellable pro- 
duct. 

I also disagree with Joe's statement 
that too many producers are just re- 
cord promotion men without any mu- 
sical background that are given jobs 
as A & R rpen. I think a promotion 
man has a great advantage because 
who knows better what a music direc- 
tor wants to hear in a record than the 
promotion man, who for years has 
played hundreds of records and heard 
thousands of comments about why a 
record is or is not good enough to go 
on the play list. Also, the promotion 
man that has turned producer already 
has good friends at a lot of important 
radio stations that are waiting to hear 
what their buddy has produced and 
maybe play a part in his success. 

I am sure that you have probably al- 
ready guessed that I am a promotion 
man who has turned producer. I was 
a local promotion man for Seaway 
Dist. out of Cleveland and also regional 
promotion man for a great record 
company out of Chicago, Chess Re- 
cords. Just because I disagree with 
some of the Joe Jones' ideas doesn't 
mean I don't have great respect for 
his success. I am sorry, I just can't 
buy the bit that promotion men 
shouldn't be producers and to be a real 
producer you have to be a musician.

HOLLYWOOD - The increased in- 
volvement of the artist in production, 
coupled with increased use of the 
Southern California area as a base for 
touring acts, has led to the opening 
of the Record Plant West, as a compli- 
ment to the well -established New York 
operation. The L.A. studio is located 
on West Third and La Cienega Blvd. 

According to Gary Kellgren, exe- 
cutive operations director of the Plant, 
the new studio will offer technical 
equipment which is identical to that 
found in New York. "It takes a while 
for an artist to familiarize himself 
with a custom-built board," said Kell- 
gren, "especially with the 24 -track 
model we re using now. Because of 
tour commitments, an artist could 
start an album on one coast and have 
to finish it on another. Naturally, the 
adjustment from one studio to the 
other can cost valuable studio time, 
and, additionally, the differences in 
sound could also be a major factor. 
While we can't create an exact elec- 
tronic duplicate, we feel we've come 
close enough so that the difference 
won't matter." The physical layout 
of the recording consoles, all built by 
Bill Stoddard in New York, are identi- 
cal, however. 

To further eliminate coast -to -coast 
problems, Record Plant engineers will 
be available to travel with the artist. 

The new studio is opening this week 
on a limited basis, with the official 
unveiling in November. Tom Hidley, 
formerly of TTG Studios, has been 
brought in as chief engineer for the 
complex which will eventually cover 
23,000 square ft. A sound stage will be 
in operation late next year. 

In addition to office space, the new 
facility contains showers, a sauna 
bath and a canteen. TV -monitored 
electronic gates offer complete pri- 
vacy.

Expect plenty of 
sales. 

LET THERE BE LIGHT - Underground Sun- 
shine - Intrepid IT 74003 

The inclusion of the hit single, "Birthday," 
a Beatle song, will give this LP a push toward 
the chart. Most of the tracks are versions of 
some recent hits, such as Creedence Clear - 
water's "Bad Moon Rising" and "Proud 
Mary" and Traffic's "Gimme Some Lovin'." 
The real standouts, however, are the group's 
new single, "Don't Shut Me Out," and a group 
original, the twelve minute jam, "Take Me, 
Break Me." Could go far. 

THE BLUE MARBLE - Sagittarius - To- 
gether STT 1002 

Featuring the group's recent hit single, "In 
My Room," this set could please many buyers. 
LP is a showcase for the group's exceptional 
vocal talents, which enhance the listenable 
easy -rock songs. The title tune, inspired by the 
recent moonflight, is one of the highlights of 
the interesting package, which includes two 
full -color shots of the earth from the moon. 
LP could take off. 

PROMENADE - Original Cast - RCA LSO - 1161 
Composer Al Carmines is presently the dar- 

ling of the musical theater, having contributed 
such hits as "Peace" and, most recently, 
"Promenade." After some cast LP rights con- 
fusion, RCA comes out on top. The score, 
stretching from operetta to semi -rock, is inter- 
esting, but doesn't seem to be the outpouring 
of whistle -type tunes one expects from all he's 
heard about the Carmines touch. The case 
performance is excellent, with the whole af- 
fair is typical of Off-Broadway zest and, one 
may add, pretentiousness associates with the 
area. 

DRUMS AND CHANTS OF FIGHTING BIAF- 
RA - Biafran Freedom Fighters - Afro Re- 
quest SRLP 5030 

According to the liner notes, "The musicians 
and singers on this album are from the ranks 
of young soldiers who have adapted some old 
Ibo folklore ... In addition, they are perform- 
ing present day war songs." People concerned 
with the war in Biafra may want to listen to 
the set, which is the work of men directly in- 
volved in the Biaf ran crisis. Those who simply 
enjoy African music should find the album of 
interest, too. 

Jazz Picks 
WALKING IN SPACE - Quincy Jones - A&M 
SP 3023 

Film composer Quincy Jones, noted for his 
jazzy scores for such films as "Mirage" and 
'The Pawnbroker," has arranged and conduc- 
ted a vibrant and lively jazz LP. Aided by such 
jazz masters as Roland Kirk, Freddie Hubbard, 

ai Winding, Grady Tate, and Toots Thiele - 
mans, among others, Jones creates a powerful 
sound with some very interesting arrange- 
ments. The title cut, based on the tune from 
"Hair," is a bizarre and fascinating twelve - 
minute cosmic trip, with an outstanding fe- 
male vocal in addition to the great instrumen- 
tation. Jones' fresh rendering of the Edwin 
Hawkins' smash "Oh Happy Day" is another 
standout. Expect heavy jazz sales. 

TIME, SPACE, AND THE BLUES - Collins/ 
Shepley Galaxy - MTA NWS 2 

The recent moonflight has inspired a num- 
ber of musical works, from some fifth rate pop 
songs to this gem of a jazz LP which soars into 
the upper atmosphere, carrying with it to the 
stars the very earthy, though apparently not 
earthbound message of the blues. Collins and 
Shepley, famous for their association with the 
Fluegel Knights, are here on a very different 
musical trip. The sounds are much more the 
sounds of blues than one might expect, and on 
tracks like the bouncy blues -samba, "Soft 
Landing," one might believe the moon to be 
made out of blue cheese. Expect jazz buyers 
to respond. 
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GRT To Continue Master Plan 
NEW YORK - Having worked with 
independent production companies 
over the past year, the recently -form- 
ed GRT label plans in the future to 
concentrate upon the acquisition of 
independent masters. Thus far, the 
company has released five LP's under 
its logo. Although it will sign a few 
artists in the future, the emphasis 
will be on independent producers and 
master acquisition. 

Two of the label's albums, "The 
Hendrix Songbook" by the Rubber 
Band and the "Cream Songbook" 
by the same group, were acquired 
from the Bob Fitzpatrick Corp. A 
third LP, "The Johnny Winter Story," 
was purchased from Ken Ritter and 
Bill Hall. 

NEW AGE FOR AQUARIANS - 
Tommy Boyce & Bobby Hart are 
shown signing a new 5 -year pact with 
BMI. Completing the contract on be- 
half of Broadcast Music, Inc. is presi- 
dent Ed Cramer. The Columbia/Screen 
Gems writing team, who have just 
initiated their own recording label 
(Aquarian) through Bell Records, are 
credited with songs that have thus 
far sold more than 50 million copies. 
The Boyce & Hart renewal was made 
during a visit to New York last week 
which included meetings with BMI's 
executive vice president Theodora 
Zavin. 

Deutsche Grammophon 
Releases Karajan LP 
NEW YORK - With Herbert von 
Karajan conducting four popular 
symphonic works, the famous Berlin 
Philharmonic has presented on a spec- 
ial Deutsche Grammophon release, 
"A Karajan Festival" (643 212). LP is 
available at a reduced price of $3.98 
(with participating dealers), a price 
intended to encourage music lovers 
all over the country to become ac- 
quainted with Karajan and the Berlin 
Philharmonic. 

This is Deutsche Grammophon's first 
potpourri available at the retail level 
and the first current Karajan record- 
ing sold at this low price. ealer and 
distributor orders have topped anti- 
cipated pre-release sales and exist- 
ing stock of the album was exhausted 
prior to shipment. Expected in time 
for immediate follow-up shipment, 
additional copies have been ordered 
and are being flown in from Europe 
where they are pressed. 

In recordings of a wide variety of 
compositions by a wide variety of 
composers, Karajan and the Berlin 
Philharmonic have been heard many 
times before on Deutsche Grammo- 
phon, performing works by Beethoven, 
Ravel, Mozart, Brahms, Dvorak, 
Wagner, Debussy, Prokofiev, Stra- 
vinsky, among others. 

This festival of familiar music has 
been prepared as a sampling of re- 
cent items from the catalogue and 
all included works are complete in 
themselves. Liszt's symphonic poem, 
"Les Preludes" and his "Hungarian 
Rhapsody No. 2" comprise the first 
side, while the reverse contains Si- 
belius' symphonic poem "Finlandia" 
and the familiar "1812 Overture" by 
Tchaikovsky. 

The album carries a removable 
sticker indicating the "limited time 
only" offer and price, and window dis- 
play posters and streamers are being 
made available. Deutsche Grammo- 
phon also has an extensive advertising 
budget for the promotion of the disk. 

Awaiting release is a George Mar- 
tin-prpduced album by Edwards Hand, 
which was acquired from International 
Management Combine. 

Obtaining tape rights for its parent 
company, the GRT Corporation, the 
GRT label acquires the master, dis- 
tributes the LP. 

By acquiring material from inde- 
pendent sources, the label does not 
get involved in artist contracts, 
recording studio fees, and artist ad- 
vances. Alan Mink, GRT general man- 
ager described the benefits of the plan, 
"We're also able to put more empha- 
sis -on product promotion and merchan- 
dising." 

Having signed an independent pro- 
duction deal with International Man- 
agement for six albums a year cover- 
ing five years, the production com- 
pany has formed Hobbit Records un- 
der the agreement. 

Mink has also concluded independent 
production arrangements with Ross - 
Neuman -McQuade Productions in Phil- 
adelphia and with Scharf/Dorough Ltd, 
the latter deal including two albums 
by Dorough, who with Scharf has 
produced Spank And Our Gang for 
Mercury The Ross -Neuman -McQuade 
contract is for three years. 

Mink summed up his remarks, com- 
menting, "We will get involved in 
artists when we feel we can do a full 
promotion, merchandising, and mar- 
keting campaign.

Mag Tape's New Model 
Boasts 7 Twin -Decks 
FARMINGDALE, L.I. - American 
Magnetic Tape Industries, with man- 
ufacturing and sales facilities here in 
Farmingdale, has announced availa- 
bility of its model H00-1 multi -deck 
tape duplicating machine. The ver- 
tical unit offers seven twin -decks for 
high-speed, simultaneous duplication 
of 14 multi -program tapes. The "slave 
units" are all driven by a common 
capstan to insure synchronous speed 
and are capable of producing 3,500 to 
4,000 programs in an eight hour day 
(running at 30 ips) . 

The HOO-1 is custom-made on order 
for duplicators. It is available alone, 
or with a companion master tape 
vacuum bin. 

The unit was designed by firm pre- 
sident Stanton Orens, a former en- 
gineer at Dubbings Electronics. Orens 
stated that the singular benefit of his 
machine is that it saves on labor costs. 
"Two or even three in line can con- 
ceivably be run by a single operator," 
he advised.

NEW YORK - Ampex has just in- 
troduced a new line of micro-acces- 
sories through its consumer products 
division. Designed specifically for 
cassette recorders and players, the 
micro -line's first equipment will 
consist of 14 models ranging in price 
from $2.95 (for an DIN plug earphone) 
to $17.95 (for a DC automobile ci- 
garette lighter adapter) .

Most of the models are being made 
available on colorful blister -pack 
cards (see photo below) for easy dis- 
play. 

Ed Cohen : 

Label Arithmetic Might Force 
Indie -Tapers Into Disk Field 

NEW YORK - As the music industry 
crystalizes its opinions on, and its 
approaches to, the manufacture and 
marketing of pre-recorded tape, a 
definite polarization has begun to take 
place. Record labels are beginning to 
"draw back" their leased product from 
duplicator -licensors as contracts ex- 
pire, while the strictly custom -dupli- 
cating operations are refining their 
techniques, gobbling up more and more 
business from labels suddently inte- 
rested in marketing their own pack- 
aged cartridges and cassettes. Be- 
tween these two forces stands the pio- 
neer - the original duplicator-mar- 
keter - whose temporary control of 
someone else's musical recordings puts 
him in a delicate spot as the supply of 
available product narrows. 

This "handwriting on the wall" prog- 
nosis was aired last week by Ed Cohen, 
marketing director for Radiant's 
Cartridge/Cassette Corp. Radiant, 
which claims to be the world's largest 
independent cassette and cartridge 
maker, is operating on "solid ground", 
according to Cohen, simply and solely 
because the vast majority of the tunes 
it has licensed for duplication and 
consumer sale are theirs for perpetuity. 

Clearly, as the consumer appetite 
for cartridged-tape continues to grow, 
more and more of the independent rec- 
ord labels are joining the majors in the 
switch to total -sales control of their 
own musical product on tape. With a 
plethora of jobber -duplicators soliciting 
work from the labels in nearly every 
section of the country today, it's re- 
latively simple for the independent 
record label to turn a master tape into 
a carload of cartridges and cassettes 
and distribute them proudly under its 
own label. As this trend continues, it 
will tie up the best of the music now 
being recorded, leaving less promising 
products out there for the licensor to 
chase after. 

"Labels which once gratefully 
granted term licenses to the original 
duplicators, for what was often a 
very handsome advance, have been 
taking a second look at the blooming 
tape phenomenon," Cohen advised. 
"When they do a little arithmetic, 
they become a little more hesitant 
to pass their titles over to someone 
else, even though the advance may 
still be generous. Unfortunately, for 
some licensors, some hot music con- 
tracts are now coming to term, and 
are not being renewed. Unless the 
duplicator -marketer can continue to 
find and license a sufficient number 
of promising new tunes he's clearly 
faced with being forced into the 
jobber -duplicator role," he warned. 

Cohen's answer to this situation, 
so far as Radiant is concerned, is 
obvious. "We've got to get into the 
record business itself - signing talent, 
producing new product, promoting 
and marketing our own music. The 
only difference is we will use a dif- 
ferent configuration - the cartridge/ 
cassette rather than the vinyl disk. 
"As you know," he continued, "a 
couple of the big licensors are al- 
ready into this, who intend releasing 
both tapes and records." 

Radiant, according to national tape 
sales manager Don Pasin, has another 
"obvious edge" on the independent 
label, which must farm its work out to 
a jobber -duplicator. "We produce and 
package our own tape programs at 
our Des Plaines plant, thereby in- 
suring prompt delivery, top quality and 
of course, total control," Pasin stated. 
"Quick delivery of quality goods is of 
utmost importance in the tape field," 
he added. 

The Radiant Corp. formed its Cart- 
ridge/Cassette division back in Fe- 
bruary of this year. According to Co- 
hen, it was a natural move for the 
firm, in as much as Radiant was al- 

ready marketing its photographic pro- 
ducts through an established network 
of retail photo outlets. "Tape and photo 
supplies have always gone hand and 
hand, so we slipped into this business 
rather smoothly," Cohen stated. Ra- 
diant is the world's largest manu- 
facturer and distributor of motion 
picture screens and markets a wide. 
line of other photographic equipment 
and supplies, including its revolution- 
ary Synchronex Super -8 (sound on 
film) camera. 

The cartridge division, with crea- 
tive and sales headquarters in New 
York, offers a generous selection of 
8 -track tapes and cassettes. It's Rad- 
diant prestige series, offering popular 
tunes and show scores by such names 
as Judy Garland, Brook Benton and 
David Rose, together with its Altone 
"promo" line of country and rock 
selections, controls over 200 titles 
which provide over 5,000 hours of 
music. The parent company itself 
utilizes cartridged programs in its 
Radiant Educational Corp. program 
of distributing teaching aids in col- 
leges and schools. 

Radiant's revolving cassette display 
stand is utilized strictly by its network 
of photo -tape retail outlets. Along with 
the rack, Radiant supplies a pilferage 
insurance policy through Lloyds of 
London which replaces stolen product 
to the dealership. While Radiant 
moves a considerable volume of its 
cartridges and cassettes through this 
direct -to -photo dealer network, its 
marketing accent will be through 
such music channels as rack jobbers. 

RPL To Alter Price 
List On Duplication 
PHILADELPHIA - Recorded Pub- 
lications Laboratories is announcing 
a new price list on cassette duplica- 
tion which, for the first time, will 
"include the economies of mass 
duplication techniques as applied 
to small order quantities" according 
to president Edward Goodman. 

The Camden based outfit can make 
the new pricing available, he con- 
tinued, because of RPL's technologi- 
cal breakthrough in programming 
changeovers to allow completely 
automatic duplication of many small 
orders on continuous flow. 

The list about to be serviced also 
includes RPL's prices on exclusive 
printing, labelling, packaging design 
and multiple destination mailing. 

Cassette Gaining 
On 8 -Track's Lead 
At Tapetronics 
NEW YORK - During a recent East 
Coast sales swing, Burt Mahler, pres- 
ident of Tapetronics, the Royal Oak. 
Michigan custom -duplicators, report- 
ed a substantial increase in client or- 
ders for programs in the cassette con- 
figuration, and a softening in demand 
for the 8 -track cartridge. The 8 -track 
certainly remains the leading stan- 
dard in this business," Mahler ad- 
vised, "but an expected fall sales 
sput in this configuration has yet to 
materialize. The 8 -track, understand, 
is not falling off by any means ... it 
simply hasn't continued to move up 
at the pace we expected. Our orders 
for the cassettes, on the other hand, 
have taken a 20% increase over the 
past six weeks ... appreciably more 
than anticipated." 

During his visit in New York, Mahler 
advised meeting with a number of po- 
tential accounts outside the music in- 
dustry, notably, agencies supplying 
training aids and sales promotion pre- 
sentations for the industrial and edu- 
cational markets. "I can report that 
the expected potential of the tape cart- 
ridge in these markets is beginning to 
materialize," Mahler stated. 

Engineers Answer 
N.Y. Times Jab At 
Cassette Quality 
NEW YORK - A lengthy feature 
article in the Oct. 5th edition of the 
New York Times criticized the audio - 
reproduction capabilities of the cas- 
sette with the words: ". . . the cas- 
sette as a purveyor of sound is defi- 
nitely a lightweight, no match at all 
for the frequency spectrum heard on 
modern stereo disks." Several tape 
industry engineers we spoke with last 
week quietly agreed with the state- 
ment, however were quick to indicate 
that considerable research into a 
"higher density" cassette -sized mag- 
netic tape stock is currently in pro- 
gress at the major stock suppliers, as 
well as at a number of prominent 
chemical research and development 
corporations. 

One leading duplicator we inter- 
viewed pointed out DuPont's rumored 
research into a chromium -oxide coated 
tape, which if successful, would in- 
crease tape density "considerably" 
over the present iron -oxide base. 

Comparing chromium -oxide to iron - 
oxide, this engineer struck an analogy 
with 8mm motion picture film. "Run- 
ning at 8 frames per second, there's 
a subtile flicker in the picture repro- 
duction on the screen. Cut that down to 
3 fps and the flicker is so apparent it's 
annoying to the viewer. The same 
problem exists with the slow moving 
cassette tape as with the slow film. 
However, it's impractical to suggest 
speeding it up and thereby losing pro- 
gram time. The higher density tape 
would alleviate the problem a great 
deal because you could still run it at 
the slow speed while enjoying a richer 
reproduction of the music. We all look 
to the tape stock manufacturers to 
supply us with an answer soon. 

Wally Peters Exits 
Paramount/Dot Tape 
HOLLYWOOD - Wally Peters, di- 
rector of Paramount/Dot's tape opera- 
tions, has announced his resignation 
from the poast, effective this week. 
The label has not yet announced his 
replacement.

He was 
fortunate therefore, in having an al- 
most captive audience who accepted 
him for his stardom and gave him an 
A for effort on his first Toronto ap- 
pearance. Oliver was also fortunate in 
having a back-up group of such high 
calibre, namely Seth Evans on lead 
guitar; Victor King on Bass, and 
drummer Ethan Fein. During an acid - 
rock selection featured in the second 
set, each sideman was given the op- 
portunity at their own thing, resulting 
in a long and enthusiatic applause. 

Mark Robbins, promotion man for 
Quality, kept Oliver busy with radio 
and press interviews during his week's 
stay which made for an impressive 
boost in single sales for "Jean" and 
his "Good Morning Starshine" album.

LAURA NYRO 
ERIC ANDERSON 

TROUBADOUR, L.A. - There are 
many aspects of a musical perfor- 
mance that can be impressive. In our 
time, artists have impressed us with 
the beauty of their material, moved us 
by their delivery and grabbed us with 
sheer, raw gut power. It's very rare 
that an artist can do all three (and 
more) and at once, but then, nobody 
ever said that Laura Nyro was a com- 
mon artist. We were even impressed 
by the audience, who broke their utter 
silence only to give Laura four stand- 
ing ovations, something we've never 
seen before and will probably not soon 
see again. 

We've tried to describe the enigma- 
tic Miss Nyro before and we've learned 
that its an overwhelming task. Let's 
just say that some smart film-maker 
could create a masterful suspense epic 
around this lass with the magical 
(sometimes frighteningly so) aura. To 
many, Miss Nyro's songs ("Stoned 
Soul Picnic," "Sweet Blindness," 
"Save The Country," "And When I 
Die," "Wedding Bell Blues" and "Eli's 
Coming") are better known than her. 
But to the rapidly growing inner -circle 
(which should quickly become an outer - 
circle with the release of her third al- 
bum, "New York Tendaberry," on 
Columbia) no one interprets Laura 
like Laura. 

Miss Nyro has learned a lot about 
performing since her debut at Mon- 

terey several years ago, and were she 
not the top songwriter she is, could 
easily hit the top as a straight singer. 
Coupled with her own material, she 
becomes an experience on a level equal 
to any other in the performing field. 
She has perfect control of her voice, 
and has learned to use a microphone 
to create, and then quickly change, the 
many moods that weave in and out of 
her songs. 

More can be said (and will be, many 
times by many others) but her talent 
can best be appreciated by listening to 
her rather than by reading this. It'll 
take several listens, but good things 
don't come easy. (Unlike some of the 
other so-called 'works -of -genius' al- 
bums, Laura's will actually connect 
with the average mind after a few 
spins and will never sound foreign af- 
terwards). 

Eric Anderson, now on Warner Bros., 
has been around for a long time. He's 
good, and he's a pro at what he does, 
which is mostly spin interesting tales. 
He sounds a little like Dylan, but his 
songs mark him as unique. However, 
there are several other, more deserv- 
ing singers around who haven't yet 
made the big time, so Eric has a short 
wait before his turn for stardom comes 
up. Unless he has a hit (and who can 
tell) . 

TIM HARDIN 

CARNEGIE HALL, N.Y. - Tim Hardin 
has achieved far more recognition as a 
songwriter than as an artist. Such 
compositions as "If I Were A Carpen- 
ter,' "Reason To Believe" and 'The 
Lady Came From Baltimore" have 
been taken beyond the folk -oriented 
context in which they were written and 
been sung and recorded by artists in 
styles ranging from middle-of-the-road 
to R&B. Hardin, the performer, has 
never reached either the number or 
the variety of people that his songs 
have. 

One of the reasons, perhaps the chief 
reason, for this is that his personality, 
at least his stage personality, cannot 
be changed and worked with as can 
his songs. On stage, Hardin is very 
much into his own thing. He does not 
project well. Now as a songwriter, 
being into your own thing is fine be- 
cause you can give your songs to a 
performer who will project them to an 
audience. But if you are a performer, 
you have to project yourself. Hardin, 
whose lack of projection seems to arise 
more from shyness than laziness, has 
a small core of devoted followers who 
either find that he does project well 

enough to absorb them or who take the 
trouble to concentrate carefully. 

Hardin's October 3 Carnegie Hall 
concert was a success because it was 
attended by people who were into him 
as a performer and who were thor- 
oughly familiar with his work (you can 
tell by the way they clap when a num- 
ber has just begun or by the requests 
they shout out for encores) . 

During the first half of the concert, 
Hardin was on stage alone, accompa- 
nying himself on guitar. For the second 
half, which went over better, he had a 
group (piano, two electric guitars and 
conga drums) . 

The lyrics of Hardin's songs combine 
colloquial speech with uncommon per- 
ception and effective imagery. His 
tunes are simple but memorable. As a 
performer, apart from his lack of pro- 
jection, he has a fair tenor voice, and 
he sings with genuine feeling. His gui- 
tar playing is basic, but then, he prob- 
ably always meant to concentrate 
more on his actual songs than on ac- 
companiments. 

At Carnegie, he got standing ovations 
at the end of his concert and did sever- 
al encores. 

Solo Seeker To A&M 

HOLLYWOOD - Judith Durham, for- 
mer lead singer with the Seekers, has 
been signed by A&M Records. During 
its heyday, the internationally popular 
Seekers scored with such hits as "I'll 
Never Find Another You," "A World 
Of Our Own" and "Georgy Girl." 

Producer Chad Stuart will handle the 
sessions for Miss Durham, who enjoyed 
strong solo success in her native Aus- 
tralia before the birth of the Seekers. 

Deal was negotiated by Eddie Jar- 
rett, the artist's manager, Fred Marks 
of Festival International, and Jerry 
Moss of A&M. Festival International 
will be working with A&M in promoting 
Judith Durham's disks on the A&M la- 
bel throughout the world.

In addition to the presence of "Os- 
car" winner Marvin, Paramount will 
offer a presentation from its roster of 
artists, emceed by Jack Barlow. Those 
confirmed thus far include Diana 
Trask, Compton Brothers, Peggy 
Little, Tommy Overstreet, Jack Reno, 
Ray Griff, Cody Bearpaw, Sharon 
Smith, Darrell Statler and newly 
signed Bob Regan and Lucille Starr. 

The festivities will be hosted by 
Henry Hurt, Paramount Music's 
Nashville rep/producer, Bob Ward - 
law, national country promotion and 
John Rosica, Paramount Records VP., 
promotion/artist relations. Other 
Paramount execs slated to attend the 

C&W PR Exposure Key 
Jaulus, Salidor Push 
NEW YORK - The country music 
scene plays an important role in the 
activities of Jaulus & Salidor, Inc., the 
4 -month old publicity, promo and pub- 
lic relations firm. 

As a result of their combined years 
of involvement with country artists 
and their managers, country talent 
agencies and country music publish- 
ers and writers, Paul Jaulus and 
Lenny Salidor cite the need for a big- 
ger, broader exposure of country mu- 
sic in every national media - radio, 
television, daily and Sunday news- 
papers, and weekly and monthly 
periodicals. Indications are favorably 
pointing in this direction, they say 
because of the success of two summer 
shows on TV this past season. "The 
Johnny Cash Show" and "Hee Haw" 
were rating champs in their respective 
time slots and as of this writing, both 
seem assured of permanent births 
starting in January of 1970. Further, 
such programs as "The Joey Bishop 
Show," "The Ed Sullivan Show" and 
"The Kraft Music Hall Variety Hours" 
have all featured stars of country mu- 
sic with increasing regularity. 

Radio is by no means lax in support 
of country music, the pair note. "As 
a matter of record, there now exists 
more AM and FM stations who feature 
country music exclusively than ever 
before. This also applies to the num- 
ber of stations that feature country 
music on a non-exclusive basis. 

"Additionally, there are more rec- 
ord companies releasing more country 
records than ever before and it is be- 
coming very evident that the accept- 
ance to this truly American Art form is 
growing in almost every area but 
one ... the national press. For what- 
ever the reason, the lack of proper, 
even sufficient coverage in the im- 
portant magazines and newspapers 
has been felt by every one connected 
with the world of country music. This 
area's growth has lagged sorely behind 
every other medium in recognizing 
the importance and value of country 
music to the public." 

Jaulus and Salidor decided to put 
their experience in this area to work. 
In the short time they've been togeth- 
er, they point to an increase in the 
awareness of consumer print media of 
all aspects of country music. Such 
publications as The New York Times, 
Life, Time, Newsweek, Look, in addi- 
tion to the wire services, like Asso- 
ciated Press and United Press Interna- 
tional, among others, have all tuned 
their entertainment antennas in the 

direction of country music. To insure 
the best possible service to this mar- 
ket, they have also established an office 
base in Nashville, under the direction 
of Barbara Starling. 
conclave, where they'll meet, greet 
and chat with all conventioneers with- 
in earshot are: West Coast -based 
Jack Levy (v.p., ad-merch.); Jay 
S. Lowy (v.p. A & R) ; Ken Rever - 
comb (v.p., sales-distrib.); Dan 
Schneider, coordinator/nat'l promo; 
Norm Winter, director of press in- 
formation and artist relations director 
Ross Burdick. From New York, Larry 
Taylor, general professional manager, 
Paramount Music Publishing Com- 
panies, will be on hand with Dick 
Stone, east coast professional manag- 
er and the pubbery's newly appointed 
Nashville representative, Steve Davis. 

The throng of performers slated to 
entertain when Paramount -Dot action 
kicks off at 1:00 P.M. will be on hand 
earlier at the Municipal Auditorium 
for the 10: 00 A.M. tape -interview ses- 
sion where diskers will have an oppor- 
tunity to rap with numerous other c -w 
greats. 

As in the case of last year's event, 
Paramount has conjured up a full 
barrage of visual aids, souvenirs and 
assorted paraphernalia to "put a little 
Dot in your heart". Their hospitality 
suite at the Hermitage Hotel will con- 
tain a rear -screen projector (courtesy 
of Paramount Pictures) which will 
continuously beam ten minutes of 
scenes from "Paint Your Wagon." 

Jack Levy is attempting to charm 
out-of-towners from the moment they 
set foot in Nashville. To this end, a 
display showcase has been constructed 
near the main escalator at the airport. 
It neatly soft -sells Dot's current C&W

Joe Taylor: To The Top 
In More Ways Than One 
NASHVILLE - This was the year Joe 
Taylor's "Growing House Of Talent" 
moved back home and literally went 
"straight to the top." 

In March, the Joe Taylor Artist 
Agency moved from its Music Row 
offices into the penthouse atop the 1717 
West End Building - the location 
where Taylor birthed his company four 
years ago while serving as advertising 
manager for Martha White Flour. 

Taylor's talent roster also zoomed 
sky high. Highlighting the year was his 
signing of comedian/writer/artist Ar- 
chie Campbell - who a few months 
later - was inked as a writer/regular, 
and ultimately, became a smashing 
success on CBS' hit TV show - "Hee 
Haw." In addition to Campbell's in- 
dividual mass of bookings, Taylor was 
also bombarded with dates on the RCA 
hitmaking and award -winning duo of 
Campbell and Lorene Mann - includ- 
ing radio spectaculars, rodeos, ban- 
quets and music festivals.

Serving as executive vice 
president, Bell applies the same finan- 
cial wizardry to the SS Corp. that pre- 
viously gained him 15 years of renown 
as a vice president of New York's 
Chemical Bank & New York Trust Co.

Seven new labels were formed this 
year.

Expansions in the past year included 
formation 10 months ago of SSS Cine- 
ma International-the TV/movie pro- 
ducing arm of the corporation-and 
the addition of Bud Connell as execu- 
tive producer. Connell recently located 
on the West Coast, where he's serving 
as co -producer on the "Harper Valley 
USA" TV pilot show-currently under 
development at NBC by Talent Assoc- 
iates Lmtd. through contract with SSS 
Cinema International. Taping com- 
mences Oct. 7 on the comedy/variety 
musical hour, based on the 1968 Single- 
ton -produced smash of "Harper Valley 
PTA" and starring his "Cinderella - 
turned -star" artist, Jeannie C. Riley. 

The year included purchasing of 
property adjoining thé 3106 Belmont 
Blvd. site of the SS Corp. Earlier Con- 
struction, which tied existing facilities 
on the adjoining lots into one building, 
preceded the April groundbreaking on 
the Shelby Singleton Sound Studio.'

SESAC Continues To Expand 
Its Nashville Operations 
NASHVILLE - This year marks the 
fifth anniversary of the opening of the 
SESAC regional office in Nashville, 
and the firm's rise in country music 
circles since that date has been "be- 
yond all expectations." The Nashville 
SESAC office, headed by Joe Talbot, 
is a beehive of activity with a con- 
tinuous flow of top writers, artists and 
publishers, seeking to learn more 
about the firm. 

On Monday, May 12, 1969, SESAC 
further expanded its Nashville opera- 
tion with the official opening of the 
new SESAC Building, 1513 Hawkins 
Street in the heart of "Music Row." 
This 10,000 square foot, two-story of- 
fice building houses not only the 
SESAC regional office on the first 
floor, but such other leaders in coun- 
try music as Hubert Long's Interna- 
tional offices, Precision Record Press- 
ing, Inc., AFTRA, Screen Gems, Sun- 
bury and Dunbar, Metromedia, and 
Lloyd Green, Guitarist. 

In the five years of SESAC's Nash- 
ville operation, more than twenty-five 
new publisher -affiliates have joined 
the SESAC bandwagon. Webb Pierce, 
Warner Mack, The Wilburn Brothers, 
The Glaser Brothers, Ray Pillow, Ted 
Harris, and many others, now head 
their own SESAC companies, and the 
list continues to grow, week after 
week. 

There are many reasons for this 
rapid growth of SESAC in Country 
Music. In the first place, although the 
firm has been in Nashville only five 
years, it was, even then, no new- 
comer to the country music field. It 
had already included in its catalogs 

such all-time country hits as "Cool 
Water," "Mexicali Rose," "Walking 
The Floor Over You," "Ride, Ranger, 
Ride," "Roundup In The Sky," "Hill- 
billy Heaven" and "Burning Bridges," 
among others. With the opening of its 
Nashville branch, however, it went all- 
out with the modern Nashville sound 
and, in a matter of weeks, had sev- 
eral numbers on the nation's charts. 
These charts continue to reflect an 
abundance of SESAC copyrighted se- 
lections each week. 

SESAC stands as a leader in the in- 
ternational and national promotion of 
the numerous copyrights of its pub- 
lisher -affiliates. The licensing firm has 
an extremely active International Re- 
lations Department which devotes the 
majority of its efforts to the interna- 
tional exposure of these works. In ad- 
dition, a trained staff of field repre- 
sentatives travel every state in the 
Union to continue these promotional 
activities stateside. 

At the opening ceremonies for the 
SESAC Nashville office (the first re- 
gional office ever opened by the li- 
censing firm), SESAC's president and 
founder, Paul Heinecke, said: We have 
long been aware of the growing im- 
portance of country music, not only 
in the United States and Canada, but 
throughout the entire world. We want 
to be on the scene in the midst of the 
increasing activity of this vitally im- 
portant phase of the music business. 
We feel that this can best be accom- 
plished by direct representation in the 
city where country hits are born, 
Nashville, Tennessee ... " 

UA/Liberty C & W News Service 
May Be Extended Beyond Fest 
NEW YORK - Inside Nashville, a 
daily free news service to country 
radio - not for public use - but for 
radio stations to have a constant, 
complete and daily source of happen- 
ing news from inside Nashville will be 
taped each day by Ed Hamilton and 
Biff Collie from the Liberty/UA office 
in Nashville. These will be placed on 
a specially equipped recorder. Station 
news departments or production staffs 
may call the inside Nashville news 
number and may tape the report eith- 
er for on -the -air use or for rewrite. 

The possibility of continuing the 
service beyond the CMA convention is 
being studied and will be evaluated 
according to the response and reaction 
it receives during the Nashville gather- 
ing of country music personalities, 
and fans during the convention. 

The reports will be 3'/2 minutes in 
length which will allow stations to 
program them as five minute program- 
ming segments. There is no charge if 
they wish to use the spots for commer- 
cially sponsored programs. Individual 
items from the reports may be used by 
the deejays for drop -ins and filler 
material. 

To support the program, Liberty/ 
UA is sending adhesive -backed phone 

receiver bands to stations for them to 
place on their phones. The reports then 
may be obtained for the cost of a sta- 
tion to station call, 24 hours a day. This 
allows each station to have a free, 
non-commercial, professional news 
service available at all times during 
the CMA convention. 

Collie is a 26 -year old country radio 
veteran, while Hamilton has spent 
more than 12 years in commercial 
broadcasting. The Inside Nashville 
news service will be available daily 
Oct. 15-18 to record important awards 
and events and news of personalities.

Another relative newcomer to the 
charts, Ray Pillow, found himself 
riding the national charts a few 
months ago with yet another Harris 
song, "Wonderful Day."

And, also like most others, 
he has a particular favorite among 
them - an unusually large Gibson 
which dates back to about 1939. 

Thanks to the sharp eye and quick 
action of a Hopkinsville, Kentucky, 
police detective, Jack still has his 
1939 Gibson. 

The instrument was stolen from the 
Greene home recently. The theft took 
place in the late afternoon when the 
family was away. "I've been so care- 
ful to keep an eye on it backstage at 
shows," Jack said, "and then some- 
one just walks in and takes it out of the 
house. It was almost like losing part 
of myself." 

It might have ended there with a 
favorite instrument lost to a souvenir - 
hungry fan; but the description was 
circulated to surrounding law enforce- 
ment agencies by the Metropolitan 
Nashville Police Department, who 
theorized that the thief might try to 
pawn it. Two days later, the Hopkins - 
ville detective spotted the distinctively - 
designed instrument on his regular 
rounds of area pawn shops.

Born into a musical family of twelve 
children in Delight, Arkansas, Glen 
was playing his first guitar at the age 
of four. Two years later he was strum- 
ming and singing regularly over local 
area radio stations. His teen years 
were spent performing with his uncle's, 
Dick Bills's, western band, and later, 
a group of his own. 

Glen scored with his first national 
hit, "Turn Around-Look At Me," in 
1961, one year after his arrival in Hol- 
lywood. Capitol Records responded 
immediately by signing him to an ex- 
clusive seven-year contract. Having 
also earned himself a solid reputation 
for his guitar work, most of Glen's 
time was occupied with work as a stu- 
dio musician. 

Then, in 1967, Glen's career really 
skyrocketed on the strength of his 
smash recordings of "Gentle on My 
Mind" and "By the Time I Get to 
Phoenix." Since then, he has been on 
the singles and albums charts consis- 
tently. His latest album, "Live," is 
presently one of the ten best selling 
LP's in the country, while his latest 
single, "Try A Little Kindness," is 
rapidly moving up the Top "100" list- 
ings. 

Glen's career has been moving in 
many directions, during the past year. 
He presently hosts his own weekly va- 
riety show, "The Glen Campbell Good- 
time Hour," over CBS, and has won 
critical acclaim for his performance, 
opposite John Wayne, in "True Grit." 

TAMMY WYNETTE 
Most Programmed 

Female Vocalist 

Epic's star country songstress, 
Tammy Wynette reaped top honors in 
the Most Programmed Female Vocal- 
ist category of the Cash Box Country 
Dick Jockey Poll for the second 
straight year. 

Born in a small town thirty miles 
north of Tupelo, Mississippi, Tammy 
first began to take music seriously in 
high school, where she spent every 
free moment singing and playing the 
piano. She did not decide to become a 
professional, however, until relatively 
recently. She worked with Country Boy 
Eddie on a Birmingham TV show and 
wrote a number of songs, and a suc- 
cessful appearance on Porter Wag- 
oner's TV'er led to singing engage- 
ments in the South and finally to a 
meeting with Epic executive producer 
Billy Sherrill and a recording contract. 

"Apartment #9" was Tammy's first 
Epic noisemaker. Since then she has 
had a string of hits including "Your 
Good Girl's Gonna Go Bad," "Take 
Me To Your World," "D -I -V -O -R -C -E," 
"Singing My Song," and currently with 
"The Ways To Love A Man" and with 
chanter David Houston, "My Elusive 
Dreams" and "It's All Over." 

TOMPALL & 
GLASER BROTHERS 

Most Programmed Vocal Group 

With their roots in the farm country 
of Nebraska, Tompall and the Glaser 
Brothers got their start on the old Ar- 
thur Godfrey Talent Scout Show. Hear- 
ing them perform there, country singer 
Marty Robbins brought the trio to 
Nashville for a recording session. The 
group then spent a year working with 
Johnny Cash. 

Over the years, the group has cre- 
ated many hits. As songwriters, they 
are responsible for a string of lovely 
ballads, including "Stand Beside Me, 
the co-cleffed "Streets Of Baltimore," 
"What Does It Take?," and the million - 
selling "Woman, Woman," which was 
penned by Jim Glaser and Johnny 
Payne. In the course of this time, the 
group has been honored with eight 
BMI awards. 

They now head the Glaser Publica- 
tion and Production Company. Jim 
Glaser himself records for RCA, while 
the group is on the MGM label. In ad- 
dition to being regulars on the stage of 
the Grand Ole Opry . since 1962, the 
group has toured America and Europe, 
and regularly plays the club circuit in 
Vegas. In addition, they have appear- 
ed at New York's Carnegie Hall. Per- 
forming songs like "Gone," "On The 
Other Hand," "Through The Eyes Of 
Love," and the two-way pop country 
hit, "California Girl," Tompall and the 
Glaser Brothers retain their phenome- 
nal popularity. 

CHET ATKINS 
Most Programmed 

C&W Instrumentalist 

Record dealers, pop and country - 
wise, all across the country classify 
the albums of "Mr. Guitar" - Chet 
Atkins-as 'must in inventory.' Atkins 
continues to be one of Victor's most 
consistent LP chart -makers (also scor- 
ing big in singles dept.) and has once 
again captured top honors as the most 
played country instrumentalist. 

The RCA vp, in operating out of the 
firm's Nashville studios, has turned 
out dozens of outstanding singles over 
the years including Jim Reeves' "He'll 
Have To Go," the Browns' "The Three 
Bells" and Floyd Cramer's "Last 
Date," as a guitarist his repertoire 
ranges from Bach to Spanish music to 
jazz to rock 'n roll. Among guitar stu- 
dents he's a leading teacher of the in- 
strument, a désigner of guitars and 
author of his own "Methods" book. 

Born in Luttrell, Tenn., June 20th, 
1924, the son of a piano and voice 
teacher, Chet left high school to appear 
on a host of stations-including KNOX 
-Knoxville, WLW-Cincinnati, WPTF- 
Raleigh, WRVA-Richmond and in '50 
became a fixture with the Opry. 

THE BUCKAROOS 
Most Programmed 

C&W Band 

For the fifth straight year, Buck 
Owen's Buckaroos have copped top 
honors in the annual Cash Box Disk 
Jockey Poll. Not only do these talented 
performers back up the Buck Owens 
sound on records and on tour, but they 
are also fine recording artists in their 
own right. Having released both singles 
and albums, the Buckaroos fill the de- 
mand for the now sound of todays' 
country music. Don Rich, who has 
been with Buck the longest, plays lead 
guitar and sings both harmony and 
solo. Deep voiced Doyle Holly plays 
rhythm guitar and provides much of 
the on-stage comedy. Jerry Wiggens, 
the country drummer, has won num- 
erous awards for his percussion abili- 
ties, and considers being a Buckaroo 
as the most outstanding accomplish- 
ment of his career. Jay Dee Maness 
supplies the steel guitar sound that 
was prominent on so many of Buck 
Owens' early releases. 

Each of the Buckaroos is a talent 
individually, but together, they form 
one of the biggest powerhouses of tal- 
ent in today's country music. 

The Capitol artists recent album re- 
leases include "Anywhere, U.S.A.," 
and currently "Roll Your Own With 
Buck Owens' Buckaroos." 

JOHN WESLEY RYLES I 

Most Promising 
C&W Male Vocalist 

John Wesley Ryles I is up-and-com- 
ing the unusual way, if not the hardest 
way. He is one of the very few teen- 
agers to strike hit material by aiming 
at the adult market, rather than the 
adolescent audience. 

Discovered by the Hubert Long Tal- 
ent Agency on a visit to Nashville from 
his native Louisiana, the 18 -year old 
Ryles displayed foresight and market 
sense in his selection of "Kay" as his 
first release. The song has gone on to 
place him first in the field of up-and- 
coming vocalists for this year and 
achieved impressive results on the 
sales charts as well. 

Earlier recognition was afforded 
Ryles when the youngster set to gain 
experience through studio work as 
both musician and vocalist. This pro- 
fessional work on top of has amateur 
background brought Ryles to the atten- 
tion of Columbia A&R director George 
Ritchie, who signed Ryles to the label 
and initiated production of "Kay." 

Based on the success of "Kay," Ryles 
has had a top twenty LP and also 
helped establish Hank Mills' reputa- 
tion as a songwriter whose popularity 
has spread beyond the country market- 
place. In spite of the many pop cover 
versions, Ryles' performance emerged 
a hit on the Top 100 lists as well as a 
top ten country selection. 

BILLIE JO SPEARS 
Most Promising 

C&W Instrumentalist 

This year's most promising C&W fe- 
male vocalist is a little girl with a 
voice that belies her size. Born in 
Beaumont, Texas, Billie Jo Spears has 
been singing all of her life. 

Billie Jo is now 24 years old. She has 
been singing professionally for more 
than half of her life. Her first record 
was cut when she was only thirteen 
years old. 

Billie Jo is signed to Capitol Records 
on which she scored with her first sin- 
gle, "Mr. Walker, It's All Over." The 
single was quickly followed with Billie 
Jo's debut Capitol album, "The Voice 
of Billie Jo Spears." The album con- 
tains an excellent sampling of Billie 
Jo's range in handling various vocal 
moods. 

Billie Jo makes her home in Nash- 
ville where she is close to recording 
facilities and can indulge herself in 
her avocations-fishing and swimming. 
Billie Jo and her husband, Charles 
Wilson, frequently drop everything and 
"take off" with their fishing poles and 
bathing suits. 

JIMMY DEMPSEY 
Most Promising 

C&W Female Vocalist 

"Little" Jimmy Dempsey, whose 
guitar playing skills won him the 1969 
Cash Box Most Promising C&W Instru- 
mentalist award, is a man of many 
activities. In addition to recording for 
ABC (he has made 12 guitar albums), 
"Little" Jimmy is music director for 
the syndicated show, "T.V. Party 
Line," which is seen in about 70 mar- 
kets; he is a full time studio musician, 
working with country and gospel art- 
ists in Atlanta and Nashville studios; 
and he is an independent producer who 
has produced and leased to such labels 
as Capitol, Tower, Epic, Dot, ABC and 
Starday (one of the artists he has pro- 
duced is Mac Curtis, who is now with 
Epic) . 

Jimmy began his performing career 
at the age of 21/2 as a singer on the Ma- 
jor Bowes Amateur Hour. He was also 
in shows with Eddie Cantor and Phil 
Harris. Bill Lowery began producing 
Jimmy as a vocal recording artist in 
1958, and although Jimmy had some 
success in this area, it wasn't what he 
really wanted to do. He decided to take 
up the guitar and has stayed with it 
ever since. He had his first guitar in- 
strumental hit, "Rhode Island Red," 
in 1967. The record was his own pro- 
duction.

Group kicks off a fifteen 
city U.S. tour shortly to help intro 
their new Atco LP, "Rock & Roll." 
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Byg-Sponsored Music Fest Is

LONDON - The biggest music festival 
ever to be held in Europe will take 
place in Paris from Oct. 24 - Oct. 28.

During November, Chicago will 
bring their jazz, blues, rock, sym- 
phonic sound to Convention Center, 
Philadelphia, Pa. (1) ; State University, 
Buffalo, N.Y. (7) ; University of 
Hartford, Hartford, Conn.

system. Zino Franscescatti will be 
soloist in 5 concerts in Amsterdam, 
Rotterdam, The Hague and Utrecht. 

Local artists Johnny And Rijk's new 
single "Oh Waterlooplein" made an 
enormous impact on the Dutch public. 
Both sides are spinned by the Dutch 
radio systems innumerable times a 
day. 

Inelco has the hits: "In The Year 
2525", the English (Beatle) discovery 
Grapefruit with "Deep Water", the 
comicstripboys the Archies and their 
"Sugar Sugar" and last but not least 
Elvis Presley's "In The Ghetto." 

Inelco started the sales of Stereo -8 
and Music cassettes and the first re- 
sults are fabulous. October is also a 
historical month for Inelco because of 
the start of the RCA label. Big sales 
for Inelco: the lowpriced LP's of Elvis

Inelco released 4 local productions: 
a single of Margie Ball ("Play The 
Drama To The End"), single of 
Richard Green (big chance for the 
Top 40) , an accordion LP of Mat Ma- 
thews, and an LP for the Hammond 
lovers of Frank Robbins. Mr. Jan Mas- 
cini and Mr. Tony Prins went to 
Geneva for the RCA meeting and 
Mr. Mascini was also in Hamburg for 
an MCA meeting to discuss the start 
programm. 

Polydor Nederland has released a 
great new Atlantic album featuring the 
best of such groups as the Rascals, 
Iron Butterfly, Buffalo Springfield, 
Vanilla Fudge, and Cartoone. The set 
includes such all time contemporary 
favorites as "In A Gadda Da Vida", 
"Come On Up", "Take Me For A Lit- 
tle While" and "How Can I Be Sure". 
In the recent TROS "JAM" TV -show, 
the Vanilla Fudge did its latest Atlan- 
tic single "Need Love" (a great track 
from the "Rock & Roll" album) and 
another Atlantic artist, John Bromley 
from England, sang his recording of 
"Kick A Win Can" in the same show. 
After the first hit single on the re- 
cently acquired Chess label, "Love Is 
Blue' by the Dells, Polydor's label 
manager Giovanni Tonino now has is- 
sued the first batch of albums on the 
Chess label.

Nederland, which is the distributor of 
Supraphon in Holland. They discussed 
marketing plans for this country. 

A lot of promotion activities here in 
Holland for new group Fat Mattress, 
headed by former Jimi Hendrix bass 
player Noel Redding.

The elections in Germany saw a 
change of leadership for the first time 
since the war's end. The conservative 
gave way to the social and liberal 
parties. This fresh political breeze 
gives the music industry hope for 
much needed reforms. The four ma- 
jor points which the industry hopes 
to improve upon are, first, the ac- 
ceptance of the phonograph record 
as a medium of spreading and pop- 
ularizing culturally valuable material. 
This would mean huge tax advantages 
which are not now enjoyed in this 
industry. The second big hope is the 
official permission of modern artist 
management in this country. As we 
have written in several articles in 
this column, at this time, manage- 
ment and agents are basically for- 
bidden as there is a state agency 
which performs this service for no 
pay. Of course, of the quality and 
capability of this agency, little needs 
to be said. 

The third and fourth points are 
basically long term industry and cul- 
tural problems: a music research 
allowance for grants in this field, and 
a union for creative music people. 
There are big plans to push for sev- 
eral of these points under the new 
administration. It remains to be seen 
if the new coalition will have ears 
and eyes open for the "small" prob- 
lems of the music industry during 
their 4 years in office. 

Recently, we wrote about the rec- 
ord "Je T'aime . . Moi Non Plus" 
and the fact that Philips had taken 
it off of the market after having sold 
about 300,000 records. Leif Kraul, 
Metronome Records chief, has nailed 
down the distribution rights for the 
original version after Philips dropped 
it. 70,000 copies have already been 
ordered, and Metronome expects to 
sell well over 100,000 records. 

MPS Records, fast becoming one 
of the world's top jazz record pro- 
ducers with recordings by Oscar 
Peterson, Ella, and several other 
giants in their catalog report that 
they will soon do an LP with the 
top big band of Count Basie. 

Caterina Valente has started her 
first tour of Germany in over 10 years. 
Horst Jankowsky will accompany 
Caterina on the trip which will last 
35 days and will cover 27 concerts. 

Many major personal changes have 
been booked in the music business 
in the last few weeks. Wolfram Meh- 
ling, chief editor of the trade paper 
"Automaten Markt," has left his post. 
The job will not be filled and the in- 
dividual reporters will be responsible 
for their areas for the paper. The 
responsible editor for the paper as 
well as the "Musik Information' is 
Uwe Lencher. Jurgen Vorlauf, former 
top music reporter for major maga- 
zines, will take over the pop press 
department of Teldec replacing Wolf 
Bruemmel who moves to Electrola 
in a similar capacity. 

Walter Friedrich, head of artist 
promotion and television promotion 
for Electrola, will leave the firm after 
many years to take on a job in an- 
other industry. The new Miller In- 
ternational/MCA combination has lost 
three of its top people, as head of 
promotion Bert Varell, press chief 
Ruth Lerm, and head of the design- 
ing department, Werner Schlafke have 
all given notice. The head of production 
for the firm is Norman Douglas. Eddie 
Barclay, owner of the french record 
company Barclay and Riviera, opened 
a promotion office in Hamburg. Head 
of the office is Marco Bachmann. The 
firm renewed their distribution pact 
with Metronome for another 3 years. 

Hans Gerig Music is pushing "Honky 
Tonk Women" by the Rolling Stones 
and the new German version by Jack 
White. 

Rudolf Slezak Musick is picking up 
"Saved By The Bell" by Robin Gibb, 
"Don't Forget To Remember" by the 
Bee Gees, "Sunshine of your love" 
by the 5th Dimension, "Crystal Blue 
Persuasion" from Tommy James, and 
the LP "Goodbye Cream." 

Ray Charles comes to Germany 
between the 16th and 28th of October 
and will appear in Cologne, Frank- 
furt, Munich, Nurnberg, Stuttgart, 
Berlin, Dusseldorf and Hamburg. 

For the first time, Electrola is going 
low price with their top quality clas- 
sical music. A new series of 16 DM

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CO IN MACHINE NEWS 
EDITORIAL 

What Price Security? 
There's nothing new about the subject of coin box 

security and what can be done to protect against 
break-ins. Everybody in the industry recognizes this as 
a serious problem, particularly in the light of statistics 
which point to an increase in crime throughout the 
country. 

So it's not surprising that; at a recent meeting of op- 
erators, there should be a spirited discussion on this 
all-important topic. What was surprising, however, was 
that there should be so few observations of significant 
value made by those in attendance. And that there 
should be so much name calling and laying on of 
blame, rather than intelligent suggestions as to what 
exactly can be done. 

At the root of the problem is the question: do opera- 
tors really want a breakproof coin box. We know that a 

thief who is frustrated in his attempt to break open a 

box is likely to inflict damage on the rest of the ma- 
chine. And this can result in operators losing weeks of 
returns, not to mention the cost of repairing the ma- 
chine and the headaches involved in carting it in and 
out of the location. We wonder if many operators don't 
feel it's not worth it. And as the lesser of two evils, would 
prefer to let the thief have the cash, in the hope that 
he will leave the macine intact. 

But getting many operators to admit that they sub- 
scribe to this point of view is just like pulling teeth. 
These same operators are quick to lay the blame on 
the jukebox, game and table manufacturers for not 
making a breakproof coin box, but, as was pointed out 
by one of the phonograph distributors in attendance, 
when the manufacturers do include such a device, few 
operators will buy it. But instead of admitting their rea- 
son for not buying it, they prefer to blame manufac- 
turers for making the item too costly. We wonder, if the 
manufacturers gave the item away, how many opera- 
tors would want it. 

Amid all the confusion and counter charges sur- 
rounding the subject of cash box security, one idea 
emerged as representing the soundest way of protect- 
ing returns and safeguarding against the smashing of 
equipment. That, of course, is the double door type of 
box. The first door, which is relatively simple to open, 
sets off the alarm system and the thief is confronted 
with a second door which is far more difficult for him 
to jimmy. We doubt if many crooks would stick around 
while the alarm was blarng, either to work on the sec- 
ond door or do any real damage to the machine. They 
would be far mare likely tc be getting the hell out of 
that location. And fast! 

Lest we forget, not all break-ins occur in the location 
itself. From our talks with operators, both at the recent 
conclave and in the past, we have found there has 
been an increase in the amount of truck break-ins too. 
This notwithstanding, it stil remains true that by cut- 
ting out the location break-ins, an operator would ehm- 
inate the vast majority of crimes from his route. 

Presuming the double door box is the best solution 
to the break-in problem (and we believe that it is), 
then what it really boils down to is a question of price. 
Let's face it: to get protection, you have to pay for it. 

And where security is involved, well, that's hardly the 
place to start pinching pennies. What with the cost of 
materials, parts, installation, etc., it's to be expected 
that a quality security system is going to cost money.

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Singles, Securily, Stereo Debated At NYS Ops Meet 

SPRING GLEN, N.Y. - Over 400 op- 
erators, their wives, guests and mem- 
bers of allied industries gathered at 
the Homowack Lodge here the week- 
end of Oct. 3-5 for the anniversary con- 
vention of the Music Operators of New 
York, Westchester Operators Guild 
and New York State Operators Guild. 
In addition to a host of recreational 
and social activities provided for con- 
ventioneers by chairman George Holtz- 
man and MONY's Ben Chicofsky, a 
most educational business meeting 
was held, which probably made the 
weekend more worthwhile from a 
business standpoint than any other 
held in recent years. 

Approximately 80 tradesmen attend- 
ed the meeting (held Friday evening) 
to hear a well prepared address on the 
need to move onto 2-25e music pricing 
from operator Bill Kobler. He hit hard 
on the fact that practically every other 
consumer item had risen drastically 
in cost except the services provided by 
the music and games industry. "Do 
you know that the original shuffle al- 
ley back in 1949 vended games at dime 
play?" Kobler asked. "Well most of 
the alleys today are still on dime play. 
This makes little sense to me," he 
said. "Music machines on dime play 
are equally ridiculous. The equipment 
for higher play pricing has been avail- 
able for a couple of years now but the 
vast majority of our machines here in 
the New York area are still operating 
on the dime." 

In chiding the New York City trade 
for lagging in this area, Bill compli- 
mented Jack Wilson's upstate opera- 
tors for "breaking the ice in this 
state." Wilson responded, saying he's 
increased his collection take from 15- 
25% with 2-25e music in every location 
except one single spot which is still 
against it. Tommy Greco wasted no 
words, saying "get rid of all the dime 
jukes; who wants to count nickles and 
dimes anyway!" Tom further stated 

that every single new machine goes 
into his locations on higher pricing. 
"We just tell the locations 'that's the 
only way the new pieces come' and 
they accept it." Greco further advised 
he's got pingames out on straight 25e 
play. "We double the high score and 
give them ten balls to reach it. And 
they like it," he said. 

One of the Mathews brothers from 
Suffolk County stated they are chang- 
ing all their jukeboxes to the higher 
pricing, regardless of the unit's age. 

MOA executive vice president Fred 
Granger was on hand for the weekend 
and addressed the operators at the 
symposium, saying: "This is the first 
of your weekends I've attended since 
joining MOA and let me tell you I'm 
sorry I waited so long." Scanning the 
assemblage, Granger continued: "Out 
of all the regional association meet- 
ings I've attended these years, noth- 
ing comes close to the size of this." 
Fred paid tribute to those MOA sup- 
porters in the audience, notably Al 
Denver, Carl Pavesi, Tom Greco and 
George Holtzman. He further noted 
that the State of New York had more 
members in MOA (85) than any other 
in the country. Stressing the need for 
two-way communication between the 
local and the national association, 
Granger went on to enumerate the 
value of belonging to a united trade 
group. 

Fred's remarks were followed by an 
address by Al Denver on location se- 
curity measures, sparking a rousing 
debate among those present on what 
is, or what is not, being done to inhibit 
machine break-in's. Iry Kaye, presi- 
dent of the Irving Kaye Co. and a 
principle of Bally, stated that "there's 
no lock a determined thief can't break. 
If you people really want even more 
reinforced security on coin boxes, 
we'll give it to you. But, it's been my 
experience as an operator that the 
stronger the security, the more dam- 

age a thief will do to the machine to 
get at the money." 

Several distributor representatives 
in attendance, including Murray Kaye 
of Atlantic New York and Iry Kemp- 
ner of Runyon Sales echoed Kaye 's 
remarks, adding that several burglar 
alarm and other security devices on 
existing equipment meant nothing 
when it came to the operator's choice 
on what machine he'd buy. If it meant 
additional cost, they concluded, the 
operator didn't want it. 

Several other tradesmen supported 
the suggestion that a double cash box 
door, with a loud alarm triggered to 
the front door, offered the best solu- 
tion. Denver advised the operators to 
let their grievances be known to equip- 
ment distributors and also asked Fred 
Granger to bring the security subject 
up at the next MOA board of directors 
meeting. 

The discussion then drifted onto the 
subject of 45rpm singles. Jack Wilson 
pointedly advised the record manufac- 
turers in attendance he wants more 
stereo singles for his route. "These 
mono records don't sound good on our 
stereo machines," he stated. "I'd like 
to ask the record people here what 
they're going to do about it," he de- 
manded. 

Mort Hoffman of Epic Records rose 
to the challenge, saing his long experi- 
ence with operators, backed up by an 
extensive mailing survey he completed 
on the subject of stereo singles, point- 
ed to one thing - "the majority of the 
trade isn't interested in stereo, just 
hits." He further advised that Epic had 
been supplying special stereo product 
to operators for years but the sales 
figures over the long haul further sup- 
ported his contention that stereo or 
mono makes little difference to opera- 
tors. "It's not what kind of groove it's 
in, it's what's in the grooves that 
counts!" Hoffman did conclude his re- 
marks saying the music industry itself 

was gravitating toward a stereo -only 
business and if this was in the cards, 
Wilson's request would be filled de 
facto. 

A representative from Metromedia 
Records stated his firm had been pro- 
ducing singles in both stereo and mono 
and found this system extremely suc- 
cessful. 

From the stereo question, the dis- 
cussion moved toward a condemnation 
of singles which ran over two minutes 
in length. One operator pointedly told 
the record people the trade will simply 
defer on buying any of these "over- 
long singles" regardless of what the 
recording was or who was the artist. 

Mike Lipton of United Artist Rec- 
ords advised the operators that the 
record companies in most cases had no 
control over the artistic compositions 
they press. "Most of the hit records 
are controlled by the artists them- 
selves," Lipton advised. "It's incon- 
ceivable to think that a group like the 
Beatles would keep a single down to 
two minutes for anyone, and nobodyr 
would ask them to do this. You can't 
really ask any artist to make short 
records simply because the operator 
will make more money with them. 
These are artistic compositions, after 
all," Lipton stated. Its almost like 
asking Picasso to paint smaller 
photos for the people who have to buy 
picture frames, another record indus- 
try spokesman added. 

The business meeting was concluded 
with the awarding of door prizes, con- 
sisting appropiately of bottles of li- 
quor. Door prizes were also given 
away et a ladies affair, held simulta- 
neously with the symposium. Prizes 
were donated by the associations. 
George Holtzman personally gifted all 
the ladies with a handsome brown 
tote bag. Other events at the weekend 
included a golf tournament and a soft- 
ball game between distributors and 
operators.
