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Kolloid-Gesellschaft e.V. and Kolloid-Zeit-
schrift (now Colloid & Polymer Science)
were closely related from the beginning. This
relationship is expressed by reporting on the
meetings of the Kolloid-Gesellschaft in this
journal.

The 37th principle meeting (“Hauptver-
sammlung”) of the Kolloid-Gesellschaft was
held in Dresden from Sept. 26 to 29, 1995.
It was organized by “Institut fiir Polymer-
forschung Dresden e.V.” and “Technische
Universitdt Dresden”. The chairman of the
organizing committee was H.-J. Jacobasch.

About 200 participants attended the
meeting. We note again that the Kolloid-
Gesellschaft provided financial support for
the attendance of students.
