Retrospective applications cannot be considered.

2. Short-term Fellowships are o¡ered to support scienti¢c col-
laboration between members of FEBS Constituent and As-
sociated Societies. This fellowship lasts no longer than
2 months. Applications should reach the Chairman of the
Fellowships Committee at least two months before the
proposed starting date.

3. Summer Fellowships are available to young scientists for
travel to institutions outside their own country for short-
term research projects. Applications should reach the
Chairman of the Fellowships Committee before April 1
each year.

4. Collaborative Experimental Scholarships are open to Cen-
tral and Eastern European students currently completing
their doctoral thesis. These funds are intended to allow
visits to well-founded laboratories for the completion of
experimental procedures that are either impossible to do,
or di⁄cult to carry out, in their home country.
