The Standard includes listings of
the S1base units, supplementary
units, and units derived therefrom,
Guidance is provided on application
of prefixes, other units in use with
metric units, and unit selection. A

section on style and usage covers
the writing of unit symbols and
names, pronunciation, and recom-
mendation for numbers.

New information on impact, pressure
and vacuum, dimensionless quan-
tities, and symbols for use in limited
character sets have been added, as
well as conversion factors for inter-
nal temperature, The section on
torque and work has been revised.
The treatments of Celsius tempera-
ture, radian, steradian, and the
International Practical Temperature
Scale have been updated to con-
form with new international
recommendations.

Other modifications have been
made to clarify certain points,
update references, and improve the
extensive tables of conversion fac-
tors.
