Arriving in Xi'an's historic center, one is immediately struck by the fortress-like expanse of its enveloping city walls, and the architecture
of the Westin takes cues frorm this heavy monumentality. Respectiul of its urban context, the dark stucco and stone clad builcing
blocks adopt the profile of vernacular Chinese architecture. While the sloped contours and overhanging eaves of the roof are
immediately recognizable, its tradiional detalls have been reduced to the clean lines of a minimalist contemporary architecture. The
rhythmic sequence of deep-cut openings on the fa?ade shifts playfully, getting smaller on each subsequent level of the five storey
structure, giving the illusion of the building mass taperng as it ises. Each opening, lined in a vibrant red hue, is slanted to direct views
to neighboring landmark the Big Wikd Goose Pavilion and reveals the thickness of this architecture, as deeply rooted in its history as in
the ground itself.

The apparent heaviness of the architectural volumes is constantly juxtaposed against elements which bring a certain lightness to the
project. From afar, it becomes apparent that the pitched roof, which is typically quite low and heawy in a traditional Chinese building is
here, handled with more delicacy. Bulkiness shed and curves straightened, the rocf is lifted from the building mass below by a band of
glazing and floats one level above. Approaching it, one discovers that the entire assemblage of buildings is surrcunded by a reflective

canopies are gently attached to the fagade and allow light and shadow to parmeate deep
into the interior, drawing wvisitors in further. Once inside, a pleasant surprise awaits, the light
which floods in through skt courtyards carved from each volume, as a piece of landscape
implants itself into the center of each block. The architects' constant effort to extend the
exterior into the interor manifests most grandly perhaps in the sweeping set of stairs at the
East entry, which brings visitors down two levels below into a large sunken garden at the
very heart of the project, around which are located the main public spaces. Like the
hMedlithic Banpo vilage on the skitts of Xi'an, or the termacotta wariors for whom millions
travel each vear to visit, the architecture is a celebration of the subterranean.

Along the journey from the East entry to the central sunken garden is a feature which is

unique to the Westin Xi ‘an, a museumn housing ancient mural art from the region. Ner&Hu

s concept for this space is grounded in the basic notion that the display format for murals
should be inherently different from the display of any other form of art. As historic objects of
art needs strict humidity, lighting, and temperature control, the design of the exhibition
space starts with those basic units of exhibition, metal cases hung on bare white walls.
Departing from the guintessential "white cube" museum idea here, each unit of display
casework is positioned in a way that expresses each case's individuality and the
individuality of each work of art within. By detaching the casework from the white wall, and
then framing the mural fragments as individual works, one is able to more deeply
appreciate each one as a unigue art piece.

The Westin Xi'an features three restaurants whose interiors Nen&Hu was also responsible
for. The Chinese restaurant is a free-standing building which caps off the sunken garden on
the Wast side, and its detachment from the other buildings allowed the architects to
experiment more freely with its massing. Cleverty playing on the notion of the heawy roof,
the entire building here is expressed as a Mansard roof which drops so low it appears to
only be slightly hovering off the ground. Dormer windows protrude on each side to provide
light, and the structure of the roof is exposed on the interior, so that one is constanthy
rerminded of the inhabitation of this roof.

With Meri&Hu Design Research Office's fresh take on historic references, the
Westin Xi'an pays dus homage to this ancient city, while continuing to break
through preconceived notions of Chineseness in architecture.

CIS is the identity of a commercial body; usually a graphic icon provides a readable and imaginable link to the product or the company.
The project for " Devieta” starts from the company iconic name "Devieta", which jcins the French word "De Vie" and ltalian " Vita ™,
further suggesting the meaning of life and idea of geographical proliferation.

Ron Shen, the designer, said the firn ' s emblem was commissioned by Central Saint Martins College of Art and Design; it tries to
convey the messages of life and trip. The letter D and three circles below the icon give a visual hint of constant moverments, Ron used
the onginal design and made several derivative designs; eventually they appeared in the interior details and maotifs.

To properly interpret from an original icon, Shen said consistency is very important. Customers need to easily memaorize the icon but
the motif must also be fabricated by a productive system. It was also important that the original motif could cope with further
expansion of the brand and the orginal can be modified by slight changes.

Contemporary decoration that shapes style

The brand is aimed at the international market so the design had to give the brand an identical impression for all customers. The door
is considerably big and clad by quite a chunky metal panel. The icon on the surface of the door Is a crafted piece of art mixed with

The first floor is mostly white except the floor and is dominated by a precise vertical and horizontal pattern. Light Is a critical element
waking up the space.

Capela de Nossa Senhora da Penha, built in 1622, is situated in the highest position in Macau, facing beautiful Lago Mam Van and
against beautiiul greenany. The district is considered one of the most expensive precincts in the island city and many expensive single
houses were built thers in the last several centuries, OME PENHA HILL is a sale house and sample house built for a recent real-estate
davelopment project.

Due to certain regulations the project is not built on the site where the building will be built, but rather it is housed on the 22nd floor of
the FIT Fortune Center. The challenge for the design was to create a visual link to the site, and give potential clients the proper
impression of the site.

The plan is L shaped and divided into two hexagons - the big one is for the sample house, small one is for sale house. The existing
space was designaed for a typical office layout and its elevated floor and structural columns provided many restrictions. Tha designer *
s solution was to find a way to avoid existing structural systems or cleverly join the columns into the design.

The reception area is a space that gives a direct imprassion of a small garden while the slements of the garden such as the pond,
bridge, lawn and trees are present by way of an abstract cc ; the fragmented elements invite a transient impression allowing
vigitors to be totally submerged into a broken but poetic spatial melody. Stones were used extensively and they provide a natural

The sample house design uses a strategy of real spatial experience. A big window provides a view of the real site, just past Lago Nam
Wan, A doorframe can be powered electrically and suddenly open up to give visitors a direct view to the hill of Penha. A telescope
stands on a tripod that can give even a closer look to the real site where the building will stand.

Even though the structural columns were some sort of nuisance, the design either avoided their appearance, hid them in a clever way
or converted then into elements like light fixtures. The ilumination plays with the sumounding colors and directs an interesting rivthm.
Based on white, gray and silver colors the sample house easily gives the furniture and objects eminent views and colors such as a
brick wall. Artificial lighting renders the surface a rich texture of infimate coziness.

Dr. Huang, the chief of the planning team invited a famous calligrapher van-Zi Don to write four sentences. The art works hang in front
of reception and dialogue with a piece of sculpture called Tai-Chi by famous sculptor Ming Zhu. All the art pieces well mingled with
local history, but the most important cultural impression is a wondering view to the hillside where a church stands.

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Speedmark iz an intermational logistic
firm; they have branches in major cities
in the US and China. This project was
for the regional head branch in Hong
Kong and needed to create an office
that was efficient, team spirited, and
well organized for its workers.

The nature of a logistics company is
high efficiency and every member of
the team has to manage unexpected
challenges and sudden trouble. The
success of the finm relies on member's
mutual trust and team spirit and the
deasign had to provide a spatial solution
to build a actual connecting system
inside the office.

The design has several open social quarters to create links among the workers. The social quarters can easily
extend a view to the whole office zone whilz is also a place to comfort workers who rush in from their client
sides working positions. The reception hall easily directs two orentation paths - one leads to the Air
department, the other the Ocean department.

The office has no fixed partitions; the openness encourages direct contact among workers. Industrial
impressions like exposed concrete cellings, utility pipes and ventilation systems all give a strong identity of the
nature of the company. Lighting was given a rational consideration; the layout of the lighting position and its
quality features efficiency and comfort of a working emvironment.

Signage was a critical design element of the office; signage is read as a global language without cultural
differences. The signs seen in a seaport or alrport were transferred directly to the floors in this office; even the
pathway is painted like a taxiing floor awaiting an airplane to land.

Unlike the recent development of the paperless office, this office still produces paper. There is a 20- meter
long cabinet that looks like a real container that consumes all the waste paper produced during daily activity.
The storage system was custom designed and built; multiple layer file cabinets create a neat system for a
ticdying up the working space. A small space in front of the storage is a spot where workears from different
teams join; the space can be used also be also be used as a space for sodial events.

Logistic firms are very different from other offices as they it neaded 1o be open 24 hours a day. A formal coffes
lounge offers exhausted workers a place to relax their body and mind. The office has a good view and every
fumiture piece can be moved according to need. The ample lounge is an important stimulating element in this
pressure filled business and its always energetic workers.

The reception room is fransparent and bright; glass invites light to come in. Reflections on the floor and
transparency are like elevating the space into the air and every sofa piece lofts over the sky. The apparent
representation of an air (sea) travel/shipping service creates an iconic impression of connections that pulls
people of different countries together. The floor in the meeting room is slightly elevated to give an impression
like a floating ship. Even the colors used in reception and meeting room deliver a strong message of a
company that gives prompt and excellent service in a global age.

The logistic business has a mission that creates a connecting system that links products from all continents
together and deliver goods to their customers in a safe and fast way. This unique office is all geared up in a
way to create linkages among people, workers in the office and clients around the world,

The Teddy Bear Chair received its name after a critic had
referred to its armrests as 'great bear paws embracing
you from behind'. In the later years, the Teddy Bear
Chair has been one of the most popular Wegner
designs of all.

Be embraced by the great bear paws of this all time
maximum comfort easy chair. Consider it an investment
for life, and along comes at least two weeks of thorough
work of Danish craftsmen. Hand build from the bottom
up with a solid wooden frame strongly joined and
shaped to make a proper base for the comprehensive
upholstery work.

Apart from the seat cushion no foam is used in the
uphalstery - only four basic natural materials; cotton
fiber, palm fiber, tow and horse hair. And then of course
springs carefully build up to support the back.

The Teddy Bear Chair was the first Hans 1 Wegner
design produced at PP Mabler, and it marked the
beginning of a life-long passionate collabaration
involving generations of craftsmen and countless hours
of work in the workshop developing prototypes and
production technigues for numerous Wegner models.
And yet The Teddy Bear Chair remained the maost
exclusive piece of them all.
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
