Using copper as a mirror to tidy up one's attire

Mary years ago, people said web reading would complately
change our mode of reading and that reading from a paper
would come to an end. Yes or no! Time will provide the
answer yet | really can't imagine the day when physical
documents disappear from our chilization. Our offspring may
lose a direct link to my generation because digital information
can be easily erased or fabricated.

Histaory is a treasure that allows our design businesses to
search for enlightenment. The most associative link is
handmade craftsmanship that is greatly appreciated by
designers, the makers themselves and consumers. Print media
is also influenced by this trend and demonstrates a sense of
art. This physicality of beauty is not touchable in any media
resource. They generate large amounts of information vet lack
ary sensible tactlle imagination.

Yes, many physical things will disappear and become extinct.
Mew things will still be used or transformed into new elements.
Yet, there is one "thing" that will never be extinct. Our
attachment to "home" is and will be the most beloved
"glement” in our world. Our monthly topic; "Home - an on-
going process" tells stories of several people’s dream homes.

My observation is that Asians have a very similar mind-set
regarding the way of family life and the meaning of a home.
Bracket House is Joey Ho's most recent design in Singapore.
He used a concept called "bracket” to confront the local heat.
The "bracketing" strategy creates air channels to force internal
heat out and create an intimate internal relationship for the
members. BEven the layout of the partition wall tries to direct a
sansible impression of gathering.

Wind House is composed of two independent structures -
Big Wind House for the client's family and the Small Wind
House for the client's aging parents. A garden court separates
them while maintaining the attraction of each unit's balcony
facing the other. Confronting the natural beauty of the site the
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buildings were carefully planned for total immersion into the
site.

Arthur Ho's new project: One to Three, faces a new definition
of a family life between public and private. Facing a
tremendous river view, the design alows a maximurm access of
view yet does not viclate the spatial layout to meet the basic
functional needs such as the client's demand for party
gatherings. A long wood cabinet clearly cuts out the border
between public and private providing a sensible solution that
fulfills all dermands.

Sunny House is \Wei-Yen Shao's (CHU-Studio) most recent
work, He challenged the existing plan of a traditional Taiwan
style apartment and offers a living space with nebulous
borders. He used a piece of fumiture to define a space which
allows this space to be corverted by the addition of movable
furniture pieces in the area. His interest in using color and fun
alements also added fun for daily life.

“Sculpturing sunlight”, tailored by designer Po-Shen Kuo
converted a pitched roof top floor into a cozy and livable space
for a couple and their daughter. By respecting the existing
structural framework and geometrical layout the design created
a tranquil living space by careful defining the interior and
exterior,

Five projects proclaim the need of five families and sach has
a distinct quality different from the others, We expect that
people understand the meaning of homes through these
examples while you look for & dream home in your own mind.

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Joey Ho and Architect Loh Kabwai worked together to complete this single house
design from the architecture to the interior furnishings. The house is for a three-
member family, and the client's wish was that the house would harmonize with
nature and the surroundings and his family should enjoy intimate family living, Joe's
design takes into serous account natural lighting and wentilation and the building
interior incorporates factors that help people to enjoy a sound family life.

Singapore is geographically located in a sub-tropical zone. The city is full of trees
and greenery is a significant feature of the city. Joey's concept started from
understanding the city then he proposed an abstract concept called ¥ Bracket"”, as
a way 1o separate inside and outside while also incorporating insicle the outside as
well, According to Swiss linguist Saussure's theory a “sign" is composed of two
elements: signifier and signified, " Bracket" is a bridge that links signifier and
signified in a completety bounded language sign which will deliver a full message of
a language passage. The strategy of "bracket" brings a meaningful message to
any physical thing and evenvthing inside the building does not just fulfill functional
needs but also inspires a passionate embrace.

The idea of "Bracket" is particularly evident in the unique spatial relationship
between inside and outside, up and down. The mutual accounting of bipartition
relationship suggests a happening of a non-restricted family relationship. Even
divided into four different floors the single house has a centralized " court" where
everybody can notice activities in this space. Big windows and ceiling-to-floor
windows introduce natural light deep into the interior; also air is welcome to be led
into the room. The view from the interior is directly linked not just to a private garden
but also to the streets and community. Living inside this apartment hanmonizes the
rhythm of all surroundings and nature is a crucial element that enriches the life
inside the house.

White color dominates the interior, and the color easily highlights the outdoor
natural greenery. Glass was also used extensively indoor such as lower cabinet for
the TV and a panel that separates kitchen and dining space. There are two of the
most unique features on the fixed walls demarcating the kitchen and dining spaces;
edible vegetables grow on the surface and enrich the color of the interior. The
passionate embracement of a green life encourages a realization of an even
impossible design feature. A custom designed wall paper exhibiting a forest is
adhered fully from the basement to the upper flioor staircase court. When natural
light comes down from abowve, the space provides the experience like walking
inside a tropical forest,

The bedroom has the significant feature of curving walls that gives the room a dual
character; in one it provide a layering space for good privacy. It also reduces the
precise spatial characteristic of the space. Lighting features can be adjusted
according the user's needs.

The basement is a place where the family can get together and enjoy reading and
other activities. Light and greenery penetrate into the floor and a wall full of climber
plant extends o the ground level garden. The third fioor is designated as a gym
where the family members exercising can enjoy temfic views.

The building creates a "bracket" space as an intermediate zone both as a real
physical space for lving and a space as a symbol of the family. Clever selutions that
take advantage of the weather and surrounding view, gives the family members a
comfortable living space.

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This project is for a family in two independent houses with a garden in between. The
Design tactics is all focused on good relationship between nature and family life.

The Big Wind House is for client's family, and Small Wind House is for his parents. The
site plan shows the two buildings are situated in two oppasite directions facing a garden
between them. Looking from the street, the two buildings lock similar and are well
integrated into the community and city context.

The site is in a hilly terrain so the main gates are both situated on the upper floor. To resist
high humidity the design offered a unique solution as the foundation construction
provides a 60 centimeter insulation layer to the main floor. This gap significantly reduces
humidity in the basement floor,

Mature was the most important element considered in the design process. The building
layout considered not only the view but also the proper relationship with the surroundings,
ground height and other natural points of significance. The buildings were built to accept
the most ample natural light and receive the best views. Exteror cladding materals are all
natural such as the fine pebble treatment surface and exposed concrete; these material
surfaces will change colors as time pasts. The interor surface uses slate, brick, wood and
polished cement paste highlighting a good relationship between the interior and exterion
The two buildings both face south-west to take advantage of the good ventilation; this is
also the best orentation to invite natural ight. The locations of the openings wera carafully
selected, windows allow light to come in and linger as long as possible, Bvery room can
one way or anather be illuminated by natural light on a daily basis. Window sizes on the
north are mostly high and small so as to allow proper ventilation while avoiding the harsh
winter winds., Windows on the south are mostly large sized; they allow the wind to enter
and push the heat up and out through the higher windows. The windows facing the
streets are restricted in size to preserve privacy. Cormer windows were introduced in many
locations. They significantly enlarge the depth of view from indoors to out.

The two independent buildings and their balconies face each other. A garden set
between the buildings is a gathering space for the homeowners' sun-bathing and
horticultural activities. The two buildings are set at a distance from the street and maintain
a good proportional layout without pressing into each other, The good relationship to the
site and surroundings makes the layout a sense of tranquility.

The interior is designed to meet the building structures and the materials used are the
least toxic or have no toxic emissions. Thare are No excessive furnishings and the space
of each house is quite similar in layout such as there are virtually no exposed facilities,
electronic equipment is all hidden behind compartments sealed by sliding panels.

Each room retains a transparent view; even the staircase court is kept open to view, Rich
spatial layering gives the room an impressive comfort. There is air duct leading from the
lower to upper floors; it forces hot air to rise and accelerates the speed of air ventilation.
The way to speed up air flow also contributes to an air bridge; openings in the floor invite
not anly light but also allow air to flow freely:

The architect's task in this unique design was to make a serious survey of the site and its
physical environment; the design takes advantage of the site as evidenced by the proper
layout on the site. Interior space invites natural light to permeate fully and have direct
access to the outdoor views. Mr. Wang's efforts to find proper natural materials give this
space a unique comfort.

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The project is a residence defined by a simple concrete bax with
inear cabinet defining borders among the functional spaces. The
house reveals rich layering of spaces and how spaces respond
to life in a sophisticated way.

Place: One to Three

The project is a luxury apartment with a river view and near
mountainous hills. The beautiful site and existing large window
gives the apartment an unprecedented privilege in terms of views
and enjoyment of nature. Arthur, the designer, claimed that his
challenge was to find the proper way to incorporate functional
need while accepting the views as a fundamental element for
daily life,

The main plan displays an elongated shape; Arthur placed a long
cabinat which equally divides the plan into front and rear spaces;
the front is designated for living, the

rear for bedrooms and a kitchen. The ]

cabinet is paraliel to large windows; the 1

breakfast. Behind this long cabinet, - :
there is a kitchen and several
bedrooms lining a passage. The
kitchen adopts the American style,
food preparation and cooking are divided into two quarters, The
cooking area is recessed into a comer spot and a cantilevered
table allows food to be placed before serving to the main table.
The bedrooms all adopt a layering system betwean the bedroom
and bathroom. They are not actually divided by partition but by a
glass panel. While a small space was created to divide the
bedroom and pathway it also creates a shield for privacy control,
There is a big change from the existing plan. The kitchen was
moved out from the existing position to a new place because
there were difficulties to install the utility system. This is why the
plan has a stainless steel table as a "relay station" to bus food
frorm the kitchen to the main dining space. This table serves
muttiple functions as both a casual place for food and a table
senving food when a social event is hald.

Ample visual expansion

To create a nch layered interior space the design uses different
materials; fir wood, exposed concrete and stone offer an
exceptional experience linking the interior to outdoor views.
Arthur explained the wood ceiling starts from the lobby and

extends into a folding formation that creates a liquid style like fast
moving waves. The "wave" formation further enriches the colors
of the exposed concrete surface. The strategy uses one light
color element as the basic element then adds a dark color
element gives the space a more sensitive expression further
enhanced by the clever layout of the artificial lighting system. A
linear light strip moves continuously in a subtle way that gently
draws a pattern on the roof top.

Arthur said that he wanted the beautiful rver view to be totally
visible without any disturbance by window frames so he used
the thinnest framing system to secure the glass panels. The
cabinet that dominates the interor space is actually for storage
where electronic devices, wine boitles and snap boxes are kept
in proper order.

Arthur believes that materals can spealk

landscape painting iluminated by wearm
lighting; this first impression give this
apartment a sense of intimacy that one
associates with a cozy home.

The central position cabinet uses fir wood full of many warts on
the surface that after being smoked has a dark color surface with
a unigue color and texture. Other woods used for the space are
all light color surface woods and all the colors comfortably meest
without being too distinct or too recessed. Arthur proclaims that
the materials are the spirt of the space and nature is the only
language that gives true life.

The master bedroom and bathroom are completedy linked and
being bathed by cozy natural light. A classical style bathtub is a
place to quietly contemplate the cutdoor view. The space also
had a stone wash basin and mosaic stde tiles floor. It gives the
direct impression of a bathroom in an Italian villa. The careful
layout of the fumnishing elements and cladding material sensibly
provide each space with an intimate enclosure that invites a
physical touch. As a hand grasps the doorknob of a wine cellar it
immediately feels its rustic touch as if it has been there for
centuries. Stepping into the cellar one iImmediately feels a sense
of rustic air particularty when the cellar is iluminated by a small
larmp like an antique object from long ago.

The top floor of a single villa house surrounded by nature faces invincible views from its balcony will be a home for a couple and their
daughter. The renovation also needed to consider a guest room for their mother whao will stay here from time to time.

The most unigue design challenge was providing a sliding roof and its steel supporting frames. This pitched roof gives the interior a
high ceiling and great advantage to receive natural light. The clients before moving back to Taiwan lived in the US for many years. Thay
wanted a simple, green and comfortable living space yet also highly regarded privacy as a top concermn in their daily life.

The design concept was 1o both challenge the existing spatial condition as well as introduce light as a primary media to create a cozy
living environment. The design follows the pitched center line that divides the space into three zones. The first one is the biggest space
designated for public use; the other two are for the master bedroom and other family members * rooms. Living room, dining room
and kitchen were all combined into one single space in which views can be panatrate from one side to the other and look out towards
the natural beauty, A staircase, situated in a central position leads toward the mezzanine level. The floor opening and beautifully
shaped staircase invites n ct for its structural beauty. The handrails and flights of the staircase are built by thin steel panels to
maintain transparency at a maximum scale. The mezzaning level is reserved not just for bedrooms but also a flexible void space which
can be tumned into a guest room or used as a yoga practice or tea ceremony space. This space can maintain proper privacy control
when converted into a guest room. The floor of the mezzanine level has a small section covered with structural glass to allow light fo
penetrate between the floors.

The roof-top was treated by special coating for heat insulation, and small skylight was created to
help internal heat to rise and escape. The natural light from the skylight gives the space a living
pattern. The pattern mingles with the geometrical lines of the staircase to form an abstract
pattern.

Window views are the most important element of the living space. The design takes into account
serious concem for the orientation of natural light and tries to respond to the light by careful sizing
and positioning of the windows. Any internal view can easily project ocutward to the nature. The
intermal space has very few exoessive elements, The partition walls were mostly kept in the void;
they vield to the surface to receive natural light cast shade on the surfaces.

Inside the master bedroom, there are several divided zones - a walk-in closet, reading space
etc. Each space is totally open or divided by sliding glass panels or drapery. The reading space is
a preserve for the wife only for her interests in reading and writing. A glass door assures her
privacy.

The metal structural framework was mostly kept intact and merges into the ceiling. Light
responds well when it hits the metal and slate surfaces. The matenal significantly reduces the
sharpness of the light and evenly composes the light into an ever sensitive rhythm. The
Designer's meticulous layout of all utility pipes under the floor level was yet another effort to help
keep everything neat and orderly. The most sensitive effort was to contribute to a sound
relationship between the indoors and out. This gives the rooms a tranguil comfort which the
family can truly appreciated while Iving well.
