| have traveled to many cities, but never a city like
Kathmandu Mepal that does whatever it can to resist the
intervention of the modern material world. Ladies and
wormen wear their traditional outfit called the Sari, which
basically is a piece of long fabric yet can be sophisticatedly
wrapped over the body. Another type of Nepal's traditional
wormen clothing is Salwar Kameez, which is composed of
three single pieces including a blouse piece, a piece of
pant and a long scarf. Both types originated in India and
women wear only them on festival days yet Nepal women
wear them on a daily basis. The colorful Sari and Salwar
Kameez worn on the women embellish the streets in
Kathmandu and provide a strong impression to foreigners.
If you were a fashion designer, in what way you could you
persuade ladies in Nepal to wear the outfit you designed or
is there a way you could persuade the people here to live in
a house you designed for them,

It is quite interesting to know that our city is quite welcoming
to accept any new intervention. Commercial space, in
particular, is even more "transient”; it changes at a very fast
speed. "Commercial Space — change or non-change”. is
this month's topic and it provides a glimpse of commercial
space and its trends.

The first project is situated in a historical city, Zhengzhou
in Ho-Nan providence in China. The city's history goes
back five thousand years ago, coincident with the birth of
Chinese civilization according fo mythical stories.

Le Meridien Hotel Zhengzhou is a twenty-five-story building
with a skirt podium in five stories. Neri&Hu design and
research office was responsible for the interior and facade
design. The design was inspired by local Buddhism cave -
Lungmen Cave; the building looks like a giant structure with
numerous staged boxes one on top one of another other;
the interior forms a spatial experience like a grotto full of
carved objects.

Back in the 1970's, on the narrow street of Lin-San M. Road
a hotel called Gloria Hotel was built. It was a landmark and
is known by many Taipei citizens who remember at the time
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that it was when Taiwan was gradually transforming from an
agriculture based society to a manufacturing powerhouse.
Gloria Hotel and its restaurants was a significant site
for businessmen to meet and stay. Forty years after its
inauguration, the Gloria Hotel decided to totally transform its
legendary restaurant to make way for a rising star. L'idioit,
the restaurant name, i1s already known by many since its
fusion food attracts many celebrity's appetite. Design team
JAHAA, lead by Jamie Chiang and Rax Huang had to
preserve many artifacts bought by the founder in that very
difficult era such as a chandelier from Czechoslovakia,
stone columns from ltaly, and a fountain from Spain.
They also had to consider the already established iconic
ambiance of L'idioit and mix the old and new in a space
that carried the strong mission of Gloria's transformation.
Club Designer was founded in 1981 as a sales outfit for
designers. The flagship store's primary location in Taipei is
the store's most recent venture to change its sale strategy
from single outfits to items of life style. A total of five floors
was a big advantage for designer Pan Kuan Jung because
he deployed five different spatial qualities for the different
sale items in the store. There is a European spatial style
for luxury designer’s outfits, there is modernistic industrial
mood for life style and even a punky air welcomes the
younger generation to shop.

The last project is not just space design but also the story
of Brooks Brothers. The iconic fashion store dates back 196
years ago; President Abraham Lincoln wore its suit for his
inauguration. Now it has crossed the Pacific Ocean and
decided to have a flagship store built in Asia for the first
time. Stefano Tordiglione followed the brand's iconic color
and logo and made a good transformation for the store’s
facade and interior,

The dualism between change and non-change is a thinking
mode that people have associated with since youth. | think
change is a revolution but non-change is a revolution too.

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Framing a Journey through the City

In their design for Le Meridien hotel, Shanghai-based firm Neri&Hu envisions a new landmark for Zhengzhou, the capital of
Henan province. Henan, once the ancient political, economic and cultural center of China and home to many Emperors, today
welcomes the international traveler. To showcase Henan's history through its Arts (of Literature, Nature, Food, Theater, and

Pattern) the architects conceived of the building as an "archive® of new and old artifacts that becomes a point of discovery for

residents and travelers alike.

Externally the archives are expressed as cantilevered stacked boxes, each carefully composed with subtle ins and outs to
break down the bulky proportic of the original structure, while offering a dynamic visual counterpoint to the neighboring
buildings.

The hotal features two more restaurants which are visually connected vertically with strategic cuts in the floor. The Chinese
Restaurant Private Dining Rooms are a series of black mesh volumes which then extend down into the All Day Dining
Restaurant through the cuts. From below they appear as floating light boxes which illuminate the culinary delights laid out on the
buffet stations below. The floors and walls of the All Day Dining are clad in custom designed tiles that combine the classic look
of Delft blue ceramics with the traditional brush stroke of Chinese painting, while incorporating a Kungfu motif inspired by the
proximity of the project to the renowned Shaclin Temple.

The jewel of the hotel is the Ballroom which is conceived of as a hanging cage draped with gold metal mesh and crystalline
pendarnt lights, a theatrical celebration of opulence. The walls slope inwards near the top of this room and allow space for a
path to be carved out, serving as another unigue feature of the hotel. The Poetry Walk functions as both a running track for
the fitness-motivated guest, or a casual strolling path complete with scenic landscape views. This looping track slopes gently
upwards culminating in a panoramic outlook towards the Roof Garden and then descends back into the subterranean where it
links up with other Health Club facilities.
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The core concept of the Guestroom design is a contrast of light and dark. The living and sleeping areas
are defined by a palette of grey walls and a stained timber wainscot, while the minimal bathrooms are
clad exclusively in white subway tiles and enclosed by a glass panel etched in white with the same
floral maotif as the exterior. To break through the endless repetition and monotony of typical hotel elevator
lobbies and room corridors, the entire Guestroom tower features a series of three story atriumes, spaces
reserved for art installations. Each atrium represents a different theme such as Myth, Nature, or Culture,
and takes advantage of the verticality to give each guestroom floor a unique fragment of the story.

This is the most extensive and largest scale inter-disciplinary design project Meri&Hu has undertaken,
including: a re-design of the architecture from its previous concrete shell, full interior design from
guest rooms to public spaces and restaurants, custom furniture design, signage design, landscape
concept, and a few of the art installations. Through exploring different scales, textures, materials, and
spaces, Neri&Hu created a showcase of archives by various ways of framing. Working closely with the
client and the contextual references, Neri&Hu has curated a not only a spatial journey but a narrative

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A restaurant holds two hearts

The Gloria Hotel was inaugurated in the 1970s and has successfully run for the last forty some years. Facing recent
competition, Gloria made a drastic change recently to convert its old restaurant into a new brand, L'idiot Restaurant which was
an independent brand belonging to a family member of the Gloria Hotel Chain. The joint between Giloria and L'idiot, is a strong
staternent of the legendary hotel and a way that maintains a consistent heritage from the past to future.

JAHAA's team faced a big challenge to confront the difficulty to integrate two styles that are far away in terms of time and
construction. The existing restaurant was already overwhelmed by its intricate decorative mode — chandelier, fountain and
Roman columns; it caused confusion as the style had fo meeat with the fairy-tale style of L'idiot Restaurant that is so distinet and
unique,

Rax Huang said: the restaurant has run for the last forty years bearing memaories, some original to the founder, the father of
current hotel president. Rax confessed that the effort for the conversion was not based simply on preservation; rather the effort
was focused on adapting the old and projecting the meaning of the past to a fresh visual identity, seamlessly linked to the L'idiot
Restaurant's fashion and identity.
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Resurrection

The first step was to source the existing furnishing objects; Chandeliers were imported from Chez, Spanish stone basin, Italian
columns and terrazzo floor all came into their positions during a very difficult era when Taiwan was still a poor country; and now
they will mingle in the new space and admired like family treasures. The conversion now allows all the important items to be
viewad in their proper positions while not overshadowing the impression of the new restaurant.

Jamie Chiang said the layout still bares memories of the past while enhancing the rhythm of the space without violating the
impression that is Llidiot’s identity. There were other design efforts such as the corversion of a storage space into an open style
wine cellar, but the most important act was to remove unwanted pariitions o give the space an impression of ampleness and
modern elegancy.

The entrance frorm the elevator court faces the wine cellar directly when then meets with the main dining court. The mosaic
floor was kept intact while the marble floor was converted into a herringbone pattern wood floor. The mixture of wood floor and
mosaic meets elegantly with the furniture and the feet of the tables are seemingly set on top of a thick carpet which indeed is
the mosaic with a textile pattern. Rax proclaimed that the job was to partially retain the old fabric. Mingling in the new was more
difficult than a complete intervention yet the effort for the family was valued not by time and money but rather by the retention of
memaories. The work is a witness o the legacy of Gloria, and in no way could be compromised,

A satisfied luxury in a country setting

The main dining hall, in order to meet L'idiot's philosophy, is a place for new adventures as if embarking on a trip for good food
and sensuous ingenuity. A wire sculpture in the shape of a donkey, l'idiot in Spanish stands on top of a wine box like a sentry
looking down a hill.

Behind the donkey sculpture is a long dining hall, paved in a herringbone pattern wood and framed by columns. A buffet table
is set up in a front quarter and a cylindrical tower-shaped wine table is in a central position. Food and wine bottles pravide the
first impression of the restaurant in contrast to the more tranguil setting in the sitting areas. Between cne column and the other,
there is set for box sitting; and this arrangement sets the visual order of the restaurant.

To add elements already associated with the old L'idiot Restaurant, the layout provides an energetic even magical impression.
Narrated by a library of magic books and embellished by globe lighting fixtures the interior furnishings portray an abyss of dark
sky and glittering stars. The space illuminated by the magical lighting merges with the colorful gourmet food and guides an
adventure filled trip saturated with joyful fancy landed in a fairy tale kingdom.

The central space of the hall is dominated by three big tables which create an unconventional restaurant arrangement. Rax
proclaimed this unigue arrangement increases the intimacy for a good dining ambience; the continuous tables not only set a
signal of hospitality but also direct a strong perspective view creating visual domination and a directional order.
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Pan Kuan Jung
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e = Club Designer was founded in 1281 as a store collecting selected boutigue items. Now it has quickly
- expanded to several stores including a recently inaugurated flagship store on Dun-Hwa S. Road. The
store has five store levels and sells items from original garments to art works and books

The store, situated right on a corner, shows a unigue appearance; the design features a box recessed
gradually as the floor levels extend up and a skin clad fully by glass panels in black and white colors.
Longitudinal windows set in elegant proportion with a symmetrical layout give the skin surface an
identical classical language. Intricate window detail designs set among the metal panels and surrounding
glass panels indicate the delicate quality of the designer’s itern and their value. Windows back-lit from
the interior give display items behind the windows a mysterious wonderment from the street while the
silhouetted profile meets directly with city skyline when items are viewed from the store.

The spatial layout easily copes with any demands when a special promotional activity is required. Each
floor has a different spatial ambience made unique by a color systermn or materially wrap; such as one
floor is embellished with a silky fabric while the other is furnished by classical style moldings and wood
floor; vet both provide very similar spatial and furniture settings.

The first floor displays accessories and shees including jewelry and handbags. A black and white color
checkerboard pattern dominates the space against surrounding partitions wrapped with an elegant
diamond pattern fabric. There are famous designers’ chairs from the 1960°'s to implicate the glory of the
past and the legacy of modern design culture. The second floor is dedicated to the display of luxury
design items — haute couture, to be precise. The furniture set scattered in an organic order includes
Alexander McQueen's butterfly chairs and Vincent Collin's geometrical chairs. Surrounding furnishing
items include an Indian antique mirror, and an imported classical style fireplace.

The third floor is for the display of International style iterns and items coming from young designers. A
revolving four chair set in a central position plays not just screen yet increase energy of the space. Also
rmary white cube objects, which can be staged in various ways or can be arranged independently mostly
as display tables.

The fourth floor Le Club is a lifestyle space and leisurely hangout. There is a coffee shop, and shops for
books, fragrances, home furnishing items, crafted items and tailored furniture pieces. Hed color sets the
main tone of the space while a patterned solid wood floor and a black metal bookshelf are the features of
a space that has an ambience full of energy and power.

The basement is set for Club 1981, a space targeting a younger generation. With sleek punky colors
and furnishing style reflective glass and black filter screens surround this space. Light in this space is
unstable and dramatic, an ambience welcomed mostly by the vouth,

The difficulty of the design came from the nature of the program; this is a store divided into five levels and
each is meant to attract clients of different ages and social level. Pan Kuan Jung, the designer, sought
not to directly confront the difference of the program but rather resorted to creating a spatial quality that
directly proclaim the interests of the spaces and their nature.
