What kind Df Client are YOU? Editor in Chiell Peggy H.C. Huang

Recently | have a chance to meet with several Chinesa
media runners. They believe the media must play an active
role in doing promotions. Their magazines run extensive
lectures, exhibitions, and competitions as well as crganizing
visiting fours on specific topics.

| was puzzled and asked them why and they told me that
is exactly the way a media company secures profitable
financial reward.

Indeed, at the moment when we confront changses in media
management | have heard that many publishers are going
bankrupt and paper media cannot possibly survive if there
are no drastic decisions made. Interior Magazine faces
ruthless competition. While we are not rich enocugh to run
expensive competitions or hosts expensive lectures we
believe the way to survive is to support design circles with
the best and substantial topics,

some designers have asked me: "what are the principles
your magazine uses to select a project?To be honest, |
do not have an exact answer but | can say that we avoid
selecting extramely luxurious works; we like subtle and
sensitive works because | hate the notion that people
think interior design is an extremely expensive job and
can only be afforded by the rich and famous. Also | am
quite interested in knowing the life and experience of
the designers. | believe a good design always comes
from"knowing the true essence of life."Eguipped with the
rich experience of life a designer can offer the best to his or
her clients.

"Honesty" is a very important part of the chemistry
between a client and the designer to be hired. Lien-Wu
Chen, director of Chain Interior Design, accepted a new
commission recently from a client who first hired Chen 17
yvears ago. It is the same apartment yet faced a completaly
different spatial need after such a long period. Chen
examined carefully what he did long ago and this time he
converted according what he called a Chinese spatial rule
to respect the spatial hierarchy where two generations live
together,

It is a typically held belief that people who work in the high-
tech business must be square and love chilly taste even
if has no taste. But Stephen Kuo's recent project for a top
officer from a tech company does not fit into that categorny,

The client loves Oriental art, studies calligraphy and
music, and owns a huge amount in his perseonal collection.
Stephen tried to tzilor a8 space that allows his client 1o be
totally submerged into the art, musing on his pieces so0 he
can get inspiration from daily life.

Real-estate property for sale always follows a typical
practice in dividing space and scale. But the interior
designer sometimes need to drastically change the
plan and layout because they believe the existing plan
is incapable of doing the right thing for dwellers. Ganna
Design’s new design for a small size apartment tries to
create a nexus public zone where all the family members
can gather, dine, entertain, and meditate here. This space
is the true heart of the living compound.

HHC DESIGN SOLUTION's new project is for a sixty ping
apartment that only had to accommodate one member,
Taking the advantage of the existing plan while adopting
a "slanting visual axis® as a spatial control system the
new plan has a tranquil court surrounded by an Asian art
collection. The Asian elements play a crucial role yeat thay
do not interfere with the convenience of living.

Wooyo Design, lead by Hom Liou, recently completed
an apartment that expresses perfectly Hom's design
philosophy based on ancient Chinese wisdom from Lao-
Tzu. This is an apartment dominated by three partitions and
they can make positional changes according to functional
request. The design and its realization invite the clients to
act daily as the true designer.

Based on my observation, there are three kinds of
commissions— {1) He trusts 100% of what an interior
designer says and will make no intervention; (2) He is
the one always bringing up ideas and the designer is the
one who is always busy taking care of fulfilling the client's
requests and (3) The client who wants an interior designer
to take care of the basic furnishing elements but take but
will make serious changes beyond that.

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The Summary of the Rules of
Propriety is an ancient Chinese
classic text written on the
etiquette of being a son: “A son
should not cccupy the south-
west corner of the apartment,
nar sit in the middle of the mat
{which he occupies aloneg), nor
walk in the middle of the road,
nor stand in the middle of the
doorway.” In another chapter it
is written: Height forms the mark
of distinction. The Hall of the
Son of Heaven was ascended
by 9 steps; that of a prince, by
7. that of a Great officer, by 5;
and that of an ordinary officer, by
3.” The designer Lien-Wu Chen
personally believes that living
space must respect a traditional spatial order represented
by proper scale, orientation and layout. This is a recent
realization that follows the rule of traditional spatial guidelines
from ancient China.

Spatial Orders for a family of four

Chen accepted the design commission for an apartment
which he had originally designed 17 years ago. The aging
condition and expanding number of family members forced
the client to pursue a renovation and improvements.

The existing plan had no entry area which allowed a direct
view into the living, dining and kitchen spaces. A Japanese
raom offered a flexible space while the spare space adjacent
to kitchen was for relaxation. There were only two bedrooms
and they could only be accessed through an internal door
because the layout was easiest to allow parents to take care
of the young kids.

The recent renovation focused on two main concerns; one
was to create a better physical condition particularly with
regards to improving the sound isolation from the unit above
and the second was to create a plan respecting the spatial
order between two generations which would redefine the
spatial relationship amaong the siblings’ room. The solution
took the traditional courtyard plan and re-arranged it into a
spatial system that follows the hierarchy of family members.
The new plan took a symmetrical layout and created layered

space in three sections. The
lobby is the first and is set in
the border between interior and
exterior; the central position
(court) is reserved for the public
zone where the living, dining and
kitchen spaces are located; the
public zone is embraced by the
kids® room at one side and the
parent's bedroom and reading
room in other,

A new solution, yet respecting
old

Viewing the existing interior,
Chen immediately came back to
the original design of seventeen
yvears ago. Even though it is
significantly altered from the
original; it is still has the big window facing the beautiful
greenery. Chen said: even if | have done my job this time |
want to keep this window intact for it gives the room a soul
that opens to the view which | believe is the best part of this
apartmeni.

In discussions with the clients Chen successfully persuaded
them to give up many unnecessary programs such as the
spatial relationship between bedroom and balcony. Also the
disappearance of the Japanese room after the second child
was born came back resurrected as a reading room.

Spatial layout accords a hierarchical order

Chen believes that a good design is not just for fulfilling a
need but rather it sets up an order that the members can
love and can easily settle the mind and soul. He believes
that a "psychosocial orientation” is quite an important matter
that a good living space needs to offer. The plan perfectly
matches the traditional order of etiquette. In one way it offers
a central focus representing moral guidance, and in the other
each room is settled in a position that is independent while
attracted to the central court. The material applied is this
apartment enforces the spatial interast of centrifugal energy.

Color is dominated by gray and beige; in some pasition
dark color spotted dots in yellow add energy to the space.
Translucent glass panels, mirrar, and painted yellow surface
panels create a rich layering quality to the space.

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The client of the project works in the high-tech business. But unlike most tech-oriented professionals, he has a broad interest
in art, particularly Oriental art. He is also fascinated in calligraphy and music. The new residence is a locus not just to
accommodate his daily life but also has a gallery storing all his collection.

The plan has a symmetrical layout representing an Asian concept of perfect cosmological order. The living room is situated in
the physical center and surrounded by the dining space, reading rocom and a meditation space. The private space is hidden
behind the public zone and defined by a precise border. The furniture pieces were placed in their positions to sensitively
reduce the ample public zone into several layers so that one’s sight is not able to penetrate freely from lobby to the border. It
is set between public and private zones. The ampleness of the living quarter is capable of meeting the demands of different
social occasions.

Lighting quality was carefully taken care to sensitively distribute light according functions of the space. Dark color window
drapery is an element to reduce sharp contrast of light between indoor and outdoor; the color gives the space a sense of
intimacy and dialogue properly to client’s collection on display shelf. A lot of effort has been contributed on the shelf; it is

partially void and solid and some compartments accept light to come in and some even allow light to penetrate through and
imprint object's silhoustte on the back of the shelf,

The shelf is engineerad in meticulous craft and its color and material adopted shows off a strong intention to make connection
to Oriental beauty. Metal member forms the structural skeleton while rich texture leather, wood veneer clad over on certain

positions make a curious contrast between heavy and light, solid and wvaid, yin and yang, or according how the client wish to
implicate, the shelf is a symbaolic element representing how West meets the East, solid geometry meets with organic body.

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This apartment is for two daughters as a gift from their parents who currently lived in Taoyuan,
The existing plan needed a total conversion to create a better layout to accept natural light.
The parents hoped this living space would offer a chance to increase the moments for family
gatherings and would have enough storage space for each family member.

The critical aspect of the conversion was to create a more ample public zone which was
achieved eliminating a bedroom. The plan placed the reading space in the best position
to receive views and natural light. The elevated wood floor of the reading space provides
opportunities for storage under the floor while an electronically controlled table at the center
welcomes everyone to chat or drink tea or coffee with family members or friends. This flexible
reading space plays a central role in uniting the family members together and as a place for
improving family relationship.

The layout of the plan has a curving partition starting in the lobby and ends up with a link to
a reading platform. The curve is even further enhanced by a round table and lighting fixtures
in a curving profile. This curving partition creates a smooth looping orientation that links the
reading space, living room and dining space together. The visual joint in the public zone
increases the member's daily contact and creates an intimate ambience for the members who
can be comfortably snug in a comer to enjoy reading or even day-dreaming.

A marble partition that separates the living room and reading room is of a unigue design. On
one side is a bookshelf while on the other it equipped with entertainment gadgets like a TV or
stereo. To display the beauty of the marble pattern the proportions were carefully considered.
Another partition is set between the dining room and living room. This partition offers large
amounts of display compartments and some can be closed with pattern or rolled glass. This
colorful partition adds energy to the public space and turns single lights into multiple colorful
lights.

Wood is the main material used extensively while color is an element that gives real life to the
space. Gray color, used in living room, dialogues vividly with the dining room coated under
a dark blue. Even though each space is different in terms of color they are harmoniously
matched in very close color hue and brightness. Lighting design is focused on creating spatial
ambience that matches up with the function; it also sensitively creates a sharp change while
moving from public zone to private, and vice versa.

This apartment is situated on the twelfth floor and accepts natural light from three
directions. Enjoying a great view is another exceptional advantage of this large size
apartment, and not to mention it has a extensive balcony pulling nature closer to daily
life. HHC's design strategy was to keep the great view while accepting total transparency
without violating internal privacy control.

HHC explained the design was provided to the developer when the building was
still under construction. The existing plan was for a three bedroom apartment but
unnecassary for actual needs because this apartment will only be accommaodated by one
member. The final plan has two bedrooms — a master bedroom and a guest room, and a
huge living space, linking the dining room, kitchen and living room together. The grand
window enjoys an exceptional view. It is privileged to the living space, while the balcony is
accessible from the master bedroom and living room as well.

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Less is more is not an easy slogan, and simplicity cannot ever be realized without tedious detailing. This apartrment though not
big and only accommodating two people was expected to offer the richest living experience so the designed for looked for a
solution realized under Lao-Tzu's motto: Ampleness gives no pride but respect, so that energy will never be depleted.

The plan shows three main partition walls; the first is a white partition sectoring the living room and guest room and offers the
best privacy control moving from the public to private zones; the second is a cabinet dividing the guest room and master
bedroom. This cabinet revolves and only sealed when guest(s) stay. The third is a bookshelf easily transformed into different
positions according to need. This bookshell complately disappears when it is folded and forms a volume like a thick wall. When
all three partitions are stretched out to their maximum size it cuts the apartments into several individual compartments lining up
from the living room, entertainment room, guest room and master bedroom.

Flexible spatial arrangements and movable partitions give the space a dynamic energy and indicates home living activity that is
static no more but instead very active. This spatial layout even suggests that the dwellers are the true players of the space; they
played not just a role in the decision-making process when the design was under discussion at the proverbial drafting table,
they are also the true “designers” of the space everyday.

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Paradoxical and enigmatic Attic

In the daydream, the recollection of moments of confined, simple, shut-in
space are experiences of heartwarming space, of a space that does not seck

to become extended, but would like abowve all to be possessed. [n the past,

the attic may have secemed too small, it may have scemed cold in winter and
hot in summer. Now, however, in memory recaptured through davdreams, it is
hard to say through what syncretism the attic is at once small and large, warm

and cool, always comforting.

In Gaston Bachelard's seminal work The Poetics of Space he poses a metaphor
of the house as a dwelling for the psyche; while the subterranean cellar represents
our deep subconscious, the elevated attic is a space of quiet and rational thought,
In our imaginations and memories, the attic is an oft forgotten space, a space of
contradictions and possibilities, both dark and light, intimate and vast, daunting
and comforting. Meri&Hu's renovation of an industrial roof space in Shanghai
into offices for a leading global insight and strategic consultancy Flamingo are
inspired by these very paradoxical and enigmatic notions of the attic.

Essentially a flat roof converted to occupiable space with the addition of a steel
A-frame structure, the site itself was a main driver for the design intent, which
was to exaggerate and enhance the experience of the existing condition, that
is, of cccupying the space within the eaves of a roof—like an attic. The insertion
of house-like volumes into a landscape of concrete platforms breaks down the
homogenous space, such that the roof is not just a singular element, but can
be experienced on multiple levels, from various vantage points and on various
scales.

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Traversing the open work area, one first experiences an extensive
view of the ariginal structures, while black metal mesh panels frame
bright clerestory windows above. The exhibition area features a
pure floating roof to encapsulate the space while leaving it open
and flexible. The board room, on the other hand, is completely
enclosed, but also captures the telltale double pitched roof and
features lighting fixturas that mimic natural skylights. To culminate
the attic experience, a narrow set of stairs brings you to a small
mezzanine level, a hidden room nestled within the other larger
ones, its windows offer stolen glimpses into other rcoms—a
moment to reflect in hindsight the spaces once occupied.

Owing to the nature of the client's wark, a given element of
the project are pairings of rooms divided by one-way mirror,
Expanding upon notions of voyeurism and scientific observation,
the interspersed use of varying types of glass—clear glass, frosted
glass, one-way mirror, and mirror—forces all the occupants into a
state of slight discomfort, as roles of observer and observed can be
reversed at any given tum.
