Switch out of the shoes every few hours. Your feet 
will thank you. 
Be careful when using gel inserts in your shoes. 
One editor had this to say: “They just scoot to the 
front of your shoe so they're even more uncom-
fortable.” If you require a shoe insert, look for the 
kind that stick to the inside of your shoe. 
Consider Johnson & Johnson’s Blister Band-Aids. 
Some of our sources swear by them. 
The second you step foot into your hotel room in 
the evening, take your shoes off. Bring comfort-
able socks or slippers to wear when you get back to 
your hotel room and keep them on until you have 
to leave your room.
Take advantage of the booths offering foot massag-
es or be prepared to rub your own feet at night. 
Women: Avoid heels if you can. And even the most 
comfortable shoes get irritating if you wear them 
four days in a row. Bring at least two pairs so you 
can rotate them.
Test out your shoes at least a few weeks before the 
show. You’ll want to make sure they are comfort-
able before you commit to wearing them.
If possible, step up your walking or running work-
outs a month or so before the show. Get those feet, 
legs and lower body in shape. 
If you have a few minutes to spare in your hotel 
room in between appointments, lay on your back 
on the bed with your legs straight up the wall. This 
helps blood drain out of your feet and ankles, mak-
ing them feel more refreshed. 
Bring whatever means necessary to take care of 
your feet at night: our staffers swear by Epsom 
salts, peppermint lotion or oil and fuzzy slippers.

We’ve even heard putting your feet in a cool tub 
with a box of Alka Seltzer tablets does the trick.
When in doubt — rent a Segway scooter. 

Hotel Savvy
By now, you should have reserved your hotel room. 
How do you make the most of your stay? 

If you’re going to be there more than two nights, 
unpack everything as soon as you get there and 
stick your suitcase in the closet. That way getting 
ready will be more like your normal daily morn-
ing routine and you won’t dig around in bags for 
everything.
Bring healthy snacks to munch. Not every hotel 
has a mini-bar and you might not always have  
time to pick up breakfast on the way. 
Try to get your coffee at your hotel before you head 
to the convention center. 
Most importantly, eat breakfast. Your days will be 
long and before you know it, it’s dinner and you 
haven’t eaten anything. 

Time Management
The show is vast, as is the number of booths, net-
working events and break out sessions. How do you 
accomplish it all? 

Visit the IBS Web site (www.buildersshow.com) 
ahead of time. Use the Show Planner to figure out 
which sessions you want to sit in on and which 
booths you want to visit. 
Don’t forget to sign up for keynote addresses or 
other sessions that require registration. The audi-
toriums fill up fast. 
Map the booths you want to visit so you aren’t 
wasting valuable steps going from one end to 
the other of the exhibit hall. Stay focused on your 
goals, or you can become overwhelmed by all the 
signs, messages and people.
The show is vast. It takes easily up to 20 minutes 
to get from the West Hall to the South Hall. Leave 
time to travel, but know that you inevitably will be 
late, and someone will be inevitably late to meet 
you. It just happens, and it’s understood.
If you are with a group, determine a daily meet-
ing spot and meeting time where you can touch 
base, meet up and swap ideas. Looking for a spot?  
Try heading to Show Village in the rear parking 
lot of the West Hall. From 4-6 p.m. every day, 
Professional Builder hosts a block party where you

can eat and drink for free while catching up with 
your coworkers. 
Try to scoot out of the convention center before 
closing time. The cab lines can get long, and the 
shuttle buses fill up fast. 

Tips for Shipping Home
Save yourself the added airport expense from your 
heavy suitcase by shipping any and all “goodies” 
back to your office via FedEx, UPS or DHL.  If you 
ship it on or near the last day of the show, it should 
get back to the office around the same time you 
do. 
Perhaps not everyone back home is able to go the 
show. The next best thing is to being there is hav-
ing a piece of the show. Consider bringing them 
an autograph or freebie from a booth visit. 

Take Care of Yourself
We’ve taken care of the major problem points, but  
there are a few more things to remember: 

Take care of yourself leading up to and during the 
show. Nearly anyone who has been to the show 
has at least one story of themselves or a coworker 
that fell incredibly ill during the show. 
Find a drug store or grocery store close to your 
hotel. You never know when you might need to 
make an emergency trip to Walgreens at 2 a.m. for 
a pain killer or antihistamine.

Disney or Bust
First and foremost in the Orlando area 
is Disney World and its complementary 
parks: Magic Kingdom, Epcot Center, MGM 
Studios and Animal Kingdom. For those 
looking for a nightcap, head to Pleasure 
Island, adjacent to Downtown Disney. The 
island has a number of diverse nightclubs, 
Señor Frogs and other eateries.
