Wiper Noise

The noise from my 1974 Subaru wind-
shield wiper comes through my CB set on
both receive and itransmit. I have hooked
both the positive and neagtive power leads
directly to the battery and it doesn’t help.
What now?

—H. W, Jay, NY

Check out the wiper motor. Sparking
brushes can cause a lot of problems. I am
not familiar with the Subura auto, but try
this. Oil the linkage to the wiper motor.
Heavy loads cause motors to be noisy.
Also, one Ford 1 worked on was corrected
immediately when the spring tension
(causing the wiper to press on the glass)
was reduced. This may not help. In line
capacitor filters may be necessary to those
wires connected to the wiper motor. One
long shot—the regulator may be defective.
You'll be surprised how many things you
will try before you hit on it.

1 suggested
to my Dad to insert some sort of ignition-
noise reducer, but he refuses to let any-
one touch the car. Is there something I
can do to the radio?

One of the major causes of ignition
noise is an improperly tuned engine usual-
ly caused by worn parts like plugs and
points. Next long trip you take with the
folks, start with a full tank of gas. Then
record all the gallons of gas used to top
off the tank at the end of the trip and
divide by the miles traveled. Chances are
the mileage is very low, and this may
prompt your Dad to do some tuning up
which will reduce the interference con
siderably.
Heading's Wrong

I've been in the radio listening hobby
for about six years and need some info on
how I could get those last few states
for a WAS on the medium-wave bands.
I've got about three hundred feet of long

wire outside in the east to west direction
so I can pick up these far-out stations on
the west coast, but haven’t been very suc-
cessful at it yet. How am | to go about
getting the ones I've not yet received?

Simple, run the long wire from north
to south. Reception is poorest along the
axis- of the antenna, and best broadside
to it. Hope you get your WAS soon.

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DXing is out of this world! This enthusiastic

sentiment is expressed in various words and various ways
in letters from COMMUNICATIONS WORLD readers. There
are an awful lot of you out there in reader-land who
know that it is a ball to tune for distant and hard-to-hear
stations; that it’s a blast to receive a public service band
police signal from across town, a broadcast band medium
waver from across the nation, a shortwave signal from
across oceans. That’s DXing, and it is out of this world.

Once in a while, though, someone will ask about real
Out-of-This-World-DXing, honest-to-goodness listenable
signals from outer space.

In a recent issue of CW, I mentioned a scientific
experiment of a few years back in which a series of
specially coded messages were beamed into space on a
frequency that was as nearly “out-of-sight” as the
“civilizations” among the stars that might someday hear
them. The call went out on 2,381 MHz. To put that into
perspective, the very high frequency (VHF)
transmissions by your local police department are
probably around 150 MHz.

In other words, you can’t just walk into your friendly
neighborhood radio store, plunk down $29.95 and tell
the guy behind the counter: “Gimme one of your
Intergalactic PL-40’s so I can DX the Mitky Way!” But
if you are deadset on trying to hear far-out signals,
those who know say your best bet is to hunt for natural
radio frequency transmissions from the planet Jupiter.

Little more than two decades ago it was discovered
that Jupiter, far out in our solar system, radiates low
frequncy radio signals and that those signals can be
received on Earth, when conditions are favorable,
with a relatively unsophisticated shortwave receiver.

These radio signals are not, of course, the work of
some alien civilization “out there,” but are the natural
radiations of the planet itself. The signals, are theorized
to be the result of cyclotron radiation; emitted by solar
particles, spiraling back and forth, caught in the strong
magnetic field surrounding Jupiter.

The stronger the magnetic field surrounding a planet,
the higher the frequency of the radio signals emitted by
that planet. Jupiter’s magnetic field is clearly many times
stronger than Earth’s. In fact, Jupiter’s fields are
stronger than those of any other source, except Old
Sol, the sun.

The Jovian signals are radiated far more often than
those from the sun. Jupiter’s radio radiations are not
constant, at least they seem to be heard only when one
of several signal sources is on a side of the planet
facing earth. Still, investigators of the phenomenon say

/

that reception is possible quite a bit of the time.

What do you need to try your hand at DXing Jupiter?
A shortwave receiver is the main tool. If you’re a ham
radio operator and have a 14 or 21 MHz beam antenna
at your disposal, fine. However, it is possible to use a
simple dipole antenna or even a long wire when signals
are strong.

The signals from Jupiter have been received on
frequencies as low as S MHz and as high as 50 MHz in
the VHF range. Radiated signals are more powerful the
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lower the frequency; but they are more
prone to absorption by the ionosphere
on the lower frequencies.

Scientists who listen for Jupiter's
radio signals suggest watching the fre-
quencies on either side of the 5, 10, and
15 MHz frequencies used by the short-
wave time-signal stations WWV and
WWVH. Also worth watching are fre-
quencies around 16 and 18 MHz.

An added clue may be Jupiter’s loca-
tion in the sky. A nearby observatory,
or even an almanac, may give you this
information. The higher in the sky
Jupiter is, the lower will be the short-
wave frequency, and the more constant
the signal and stronger the reception.

But what, I can hear you saying, does
Jupiter sound like? The signal is very
broad, perhaps 2 to 3 MHz wide, cover-
ing a much wider span of frequencies
than a man-made transmission. Its
sound has been described by some as a
sort of low pitched growl, by others as
the sound of the surf breaking on a
beach. You may also hear, superim-
posed, odd popping sounds.

By Jove, you say, you think you’ll
try tuning for Jupiter? Fine! You may
have a lot of fun in the attempt. You
may have some success too, though I
make no guarantees. A University of
Florida astronomer, who surely knew
what he was listening for, managed to
pick up Jupiter’s radio waves on equip-
ment no more complicated than a
Japanese-made portable receiver with a
whip antenna. But few SWLs will have
the knowhow and the luck to duplicate
that feat.

If you are lucky, however, forget
about trying to get a QSL! There are
no verifications to be had from Jupiter.

Sci-fi fans might have an easier time
hearing some of the space satellites
circling our globe. Most of the satellite
transmissions are telemetry or facsimile
signals, and most operate in the very
high frequency range between 135.565
and 136.770 MHz.

It is, however, possible to hear the
beacon signals of two of Peking’s satel-
lites, dubbed China 2 and 3 on 19,995
kHz in the shortwave range. There is
the ham radio fraternity’s Oscar 6 bea-
con on 29,450 kHz. And, there are
several Soviet ventures, such as Salyut
on 15,008 kHz, and Cosmos on 19,150
kHz with CW code signals.

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Down To Earth Monitoring. Chances
are, however, that most of your listen-
ing activities will involve stations right
down here on Mother Earth . . . if for
no other reason than there are so many
targets to tune for.

There are two basic types of radio
stations operating these days. One type
is the broadcaster. The other is the
communicator.

Most people, the casual listener as
well as the radio hobbyist, are most
familiar with the broadcaster. These sta-
tions broadcast more or less continuing
programs to a general listening audi-
ence. The broadcasters include the
everyday listening fare on the medium
waves, those stations on your normal
540-1600 kHz AM band. The broad-
casters also include the wide range of
shortwave programers from around the
world. There are the broadcasters on the
low frequency long wave band which
air programs. These are common in
Europe and elsewhere abroad, but are
not in North America. VHF FM broad-
casters are included in this group, as
are the VHF and UHF TV stations,
which combine video with audio trans-
missions.

Though they are the most familiar
type, they constitute perhaps only a
couple of per cent of all the radio trans-
missions in the world today. The vast
majority of radio transmissions belong
to the communicators. These stations
number in the millions. They don’t
operate to broadcast the usual program
material, news, music, entertainment

f

and the rest to a general listening audi-
ence. They don’t seek a widespread
audience. Their purpose is to communi-
cate, to send out what are usually short
messages, from Point A to Point B, or
from Communicator X to Communica-
tor Y. Most of these stations are on the
air briefly, only a few seconds to a few
minutes at a time. They make their
contact, pass along their message or
traffic, and then clear off the frequency.

Special types of communicator sta-
tions are citizen band and amateur
radio operators.

Most communicators are not moti-
vated by private or hobby considera-
tions as are the CBers and hams. Most
of these stations are commercial, mili-
tary or governmental operations.

DX hobby listeners call these stations
“utilities,” or ‘“utes” for short. They
can be found in the very low frequency
range and up as high as UHF.

An especially popular type of “util-
ity” listening these days is monitoring
the public service “‘action” bands above
30 MHz.

One reason public service band moni-
toring on the very high frequency and
ultra high frequency channels is so
popular is that there is so much good
receiving equipment available in a broad
price range, from the very cheap to the
very expensive.

Many VHF/UHF monitors get their
jollies by tuning in on the police and
law enforcement bureau communica-
tions. But there also are two-way radio
communications of other governmental
agencies, industrial and business radio,
highway truckers, forestry and road

.crews, cab fleets, railroads, private and
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commercial aircraft, mobile telephones,
radio paging systems, the weather ser-
vice and much more.

There are mobile stations: Police
squads, taxis, trucks and the like are
examples of where you'll find mobile
units. Base stations are what you might
imagine, those that stay put at a certain
location and are used for contacting
the mobile “on-the-go™ stations. A sta-
tion located at police headquarters, or
at a trucking terminal, are examples of
base stations.

A fixed station is like a base station
except that its main purpose is to main-
tain communications with other fixed
stations. You will probably find more
fixed stations operating on the overseas
shortwave point-to-point circuits. than
on VHF/UHF.

A repeater station is usually a fixed
station that receives and retransmits
communications, usually automatically,
to provide relay operations and, thus,
extend the range of a signal. A series
of repeater stations could expand con-
siderably the area covered by the signals
of a base station.

Another definition you’ll need to
know is that of the simplex system. A
simplex communications system is one
in which the parties to a conversation
must take turns speaking and listening.

The taxi dispatcher first gives instruc-
tions to his driver, then the driver re-
sponds with an acknowledgement. A
simplex system can be operated on one
frequency, or on two different frequen-
cies, one channel used by each of the
parties to the communications.

Most of the public service band sta-
tions you'll monitor will be using the
relatively uncomplicated single channel
simplex system. More complicated is
the duplex communications system.
With this approach to communications,
both parties can speak at the same
time . . . just as s possible with a tele-
phone.

If you can hear both sides of a con-
versation without retuning your receiver
you know you're listening to a single
channel! simplex system. If you are only
catching half of the traffic, only one side
of the communications, you are no
doubt tuned to either a two-channel
simplex or a duplex system.

There are three public service bands
and one aviation band above 30 mHz.
One of the public service ranges is
UHF; the rest are all VHF.

The very high frequency bands used
for base-to-mobile and mobile-to-mobile
communications are the low band, 30 to
50 MHz, and the high band, 150 to 174
MHz. The VHF aviation band we’ll get

to a bit later. On UHF, the frequency
range is between 450 and 470 MHz.

There are about 150 different chan-
nels in the VHF low band, most of
them about 20 kHz apart. On the VHF
high band, most stations operate 30
kHz apart, so there are less than half
as many channels available. There are
nearly 80 different channels, 25 kHz
apart, in the UHF mobile radio band.

If there are several million different
transmitters using these frequencies, as
has been estimated, there are only two
reasons why these bands are not total
bedlam. The first is that these stations,
with their on-the-air, off-the-air opera-
tions are not constantly using their as-
signed frequencies. A number of trans-
mitters, sometimes belonging to several
different services or agencies, can share
a frequency even within a community,
since each actually uses the frequency
cumulatively for only a small portion
of the day.

The second reason the whole com-
plex system works is that the distance
signals travel at the VHF and UHF
frequencies is normally very limited.

The latter point is worth noting by
action band monitors, particularly those
who have had some experience with
shortwave listening. Normally you will
be receiving those stations that aren’t
really very far away from your listening
post. Day-to-day reception will prob-
ably focus on stations located anywhere
from a few miles to perhaps 100 miles
or so away, depending on the stations’
power levels, their antennas—and yours
—and the terrain that lies between you
and them.

Except for the outside chance of
hearing the audio channels of some
European television broadcasters on the
low end of the VHF scale, around 40
to 50 MHz, don’t count on trans-
oceanic receptions, such as is common
on the shortwave bands.

But, VHF-UHF DX is possible if you
think in terms of hundreds of miles, say
up to 15 to 18 hundred miles or so.

HEY CABBIE!

How come you can never find .a cab when
you need one? Maybe it is because you're
not looking on the right channel! Here are
some VHF and UHF frequencies used by
taxi cab dispatchers:

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Signals from that far away can come
“skipping” in to your receiver on oc-
casion, thanks to the often difficult to
predict vagaries of the ionosphere. But
more about propagational factors in a
little while.

It is a fairly safe bet that most moni-
tors of the action bands, the VHF and
UHF frequencies, get involved in this
sort of hobby listening because of police
communications. Police, though, is a
term that covers a wide variety of law
enforcement agencies. Of course there
is your local police department; add to
these the thousands of county sheriff’s
departments, local and state highway
patrols; state troopers; park and uni-
versity campus security officers; the FBI
and other federal enforcement agents,
to name just some of them.

There is a big kick in tuning the
police signals in your home area. If you

always do? A surprisingly large number of people, business and professional men espe-
cially, have a mobile radiotelephone at their disposal. These devices rely on the VHF /UHF
radio to span the miles.

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live in a large metropolitan center, your
police agencies will probably use a num-
ber of different VHF and/or UHF
channels, keeping most of them oc-
cupied and busy for much of the day.

In smaller communities there will,
of course, be less radio action on the
police frequency. Then you will, admit-
tedly, spend a lot of time listening to
dead air—that is, listening to nothing—
but when there is action, it can be
mighty exciting listening whether small
town or big city. In some areas, house-
wives become addicted to the VHF-
UHF action band traffic; real life action
becomes more entertaining than the
daytime TV soap operas.

Most law enforcement agencies are
assigned to frequencies between 37.020
and 46.420 MHz in the VHF low
band, and 151.450 and 159.210 MHz.
in the VHF high band. Narrowing the
focus, look around 39, 42 and 45 MHz
low band, 154, 155, and 159 MHz high
band for police action.

How can you tell which of the three
police bands is used by your hometown
force? You might ask the radio techni-
cian at your local department, or a
radio dealer who sells VHF-UHF moni-
toring equipment in your city will most
likely know the frequencies to watch.

If you’re reluctant to ask, just eyeball
the next passing squad car. What'’s the
length of its antenna? If it is a long
buggywhip type of antenna, it is a solid
bet that the transceiver to which it is
attached operates on the VHF low
band, 30-50 MHz. If the antenna is
about a foot and a half in length, the
high VHF band is the one. And an
antenna only a few inches long signi-
fies use of the UHF frequencies. The
eyeball test, of course, won't give you
the specific, exact frequencies.

There are, however, sources of fre-
quency information. Several firms mar-
ket specialized lists of public service
band stations, their locations and fre-
quencies.

There are the Police Call directories,
nine different volumes each covering
those stations operating in a several
state area. These books are marketed
by the Radio Shack stores at $4.95
each.

Less expensive, though sometimes
covering smaller geographical areas, are

While police monitoring may be your
first love, and the attraction that gets
you hooked on VHF-UHF communica-
tions monitoring, there are many other
DX listening targets available on these
higher frequencies.

The police agencies are just part of
the two-way radio, public safety service.
There are the firefighters, which in
some areas of the country can be found
on frequencies around 33, 46, 153, 154
and 166 MHz. This category would also
include communications by highway
maintenance, park and forestry crews,
National Guard units, local and state

governments, and the like.

There are the business and industrial
uses of VHF-UHF communications.
There are a myriad of business uses. It
may well be that the next time you
order a home-delivered pizza the fellow
who brings it to your door received his
directions by two-way radio. In major
factories, the guys who drive the fork
lift trucks communicate with their su-
pervisors on VHF-UHF handheld
walkie-talkie units. If you live near the
Gulf of Mexico, you may hear com-
munications from off-shore drilling and
oil pumping rigs—the Petroleum Radio
Service is a sub-category of the Indus-
trial Radio Division.

The Wichita Lineman, and other
power and light poleclimbers operate
their communications as part of the
Power Radio Service. Telephone crews
have uses for two-way radio communi-
cations, and so do motion picture film-
ing crews and television newsmen.

The so-called Land Transportation
category of users includes tow trucks
and taxi cabs, railroads and intercity
buses, city transit systems and trucks of
all types, from cross-town delivery vans
to huge diesel, semi-trailer trucks haul-
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ing cross-country.

One of the most important uses of
VHF radio is marine communication.
Boats and ships of all sizes and descrip-
tions, from 16-foot cruisers to coastal
steamers, from Coast Guard cutters to
huge iron ore carriers on the Great
Lakes, from pleasure yachts to Missis-
sippi River barges, use the marine
channels from 156 to 162 MHz. These
vessels use two-way radio to communi-
cate with each other—ship-to-ship traffic.
They use VHF to contact shore stations
—ship-to-coast. The communications in-
volve port operations. navigation, inter-
ship safety, commercial and personal
traffic.

You don’t have to live near the ocean
to tune the VHF marine band action.
Inland there are countless boats and
larger craft that ply the navigatable
waters, both lakes and riverways.

There are, on shore, limited coast sta-
tions, which normally run more power
than their shipboard counterparts, and
therefore may be heard over somewhat
greater distances. These stations nor-
mally are special purpose operations. A
yacht club, for example, may serve its
members and visiting boaters; private
mariners may operate ship-to-shore fa-
cilities for the benefit of customers. A
barge company may rely on VHF to
keep track of its lumbering craft being
tugged or pushed on the river arteries.
There are controlling stations at water-
way locks and dams to keep the water
traffic moving smoothly.

Another type of shore station is_the
public coast station. These operations
provide telephone links for boats and
larger vessels alike. Using a two-chan-
nel duplex transmission system, they
provide two-way radiotelephone con-
nections between the ship and shore.

VHF radio channels are used to
make the over-water connection. Then
the communication is patched into nor-
mal landline telephone facilities for
local or long distance calls.

A good number of these public coast
stations—and like other types of marine
radio operations, you’ll find them in
business on the inland waterways as
well as along the seacoasts—are oper-
ated by telephone companies. The ma-
rine radiophone system is, of course, a
natural extension of regular telephone
service. Some operations, however, are
private concerns not connected with the
Bell. or General Telephone networks,
though they tie into them for the land
portion of the connection. Naturally,
there is a charge to the users of the
ship-to-shore telephone linkups.

The very high frequency (VHF)
channels used for the marine radiotele-
phone services are 157.200, 157.225,

157.250, 157.275, 157.300, 157.325,
157.350, 157.375 and 157.400 MHz,
for the ship-to-shore half of the duplex
system. These frequencies are paired,
respectively, with the following frequen-
cies for the shore-to-ship reply chan-
nel: 161.800, 161.825, 161.850,
161.875, 161.900, 161.925, 161.950,
61.975 and 162.000 MHz.

An important frequency for monitors
of the marine band is Channel 16,
156.800 MHz, the common calling
channe! which is also monitored regu-
larly by the Coast Guard and many
boaters for safety and distress commu-
nications. Theoretically, this channel is
monitored by all stations in the marine
communications service.

Another frequency worth watching
is Channel 6, 156.300 MHz, which is
the ship-to-ship safety channel.

Among the channels used by the
United States Coast Guard for marine
communications are 138.70 MHz, used
for primary communications between
USCG cutters, and 143.280 MHz, used
for auxiliary cutter communications.
Other active Coast Guard frequencies
include 157.050 (Channel 21), 157.100
(Channel 22), 157.150 (Channel 23),
and 157.175 MHz (Channel 83).

On inland river waterways, including
the Mississippi River system, you may
hear the signals of the U.S. Army Corps
of Engineers stations at various locks
and dams on Channel 14, 156.700
MHz. The Corps of Engineers also
makes use of Channel 82, a frequency
of 157.125 MHz.

Most of the traffic is routine, the day
to day communications of working ships
and pleasure boats. But now and again
there is an emergency at sea and, if
you're monitoring the right channel at
the right time, you can get swept along
by the action, the exciting listening on
the VHF marine band.

Do you ever watch the TV show,
“Emergency?” If so, you know it is a
series that dramatizes the activities of
the paramedics. Around the country,
in growing numbers, the paramedics
provide surprisingly sophisticated, emer-
gency medical service in the field, away
from hospitals and trained hospital
staffs. Paramedics, while extremely well
trained for their jobs, are not physi-
cians. They take their directions from
doctors at the base hospital by VHF
and UHF radio.

In addition to voice communications
with their hospital bases, on occasion
paramedics rely on radio to transmit the
electronic diagnostic impulses triggered
by a patient’s vital signs. This data
transmission is called telemetry. A para-
medic, for instance, can transmit by
radio the electrocardiogram indicating
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HIGHWAY CREWS

the patient’s heart activity.

When monitored by the action band
listener, this telemetry may sound like
a high pitched, but varying tone. Re-
ceived at the hospital base, that signal
is fed into a cathode ray display device
that will register a trace that a doctor
can analyze. The physician can then
instruct the paramedic team in the field
on what immediate medical care meas-
ures to begin.

The lives of heart attack victims that
might otherwise be lost can—and fre-
quently are—saved by paramedics,
linked to a doctor’s expertise by means
of voice and telemetry radio signals.

The Federal Communications Com-
mission has designated eight pairs of
ultra high frequency channels for para-
medic telemetry use. These channels are
known as Med-1 through Med-8. Each
of the hospital base stations frequencies
is paired with a field use frequency,
just five megehertz higher in frequency.

VHF frequencies worth checking for
other emergency medical services in-
clude 47.500 and 155.100 MHz, and
other channels in their vicinity.

Many VHF monitors are familiar
with the 24-hour-per-day operations of
the National Weather Service stations.
These broadcast frequently updated
weather information, forecasts and ad-
visories. They are located in dozens of
communities across the country, in all
50 states. While they have a range of
about 50 miles or so, and thus there
are numbers of areas which are located
too far from one of these outlets to
hear their signals, they do provide cur-
rent weather data for millions of Amer-
icans. Depending on the particular sta-
tion and location, the NWS stations
transmit on 162.400, 162475 or
162.550 MHz.

Not as familiar to most public service
band monitors as the weather stations
are the VHF transmissions of other
agencies of the United States govern-
ment.

The government’s own watchdog of
the airwaves is the Federal Communi-
cations Commission. It’s “Strike Force”
units use 167.075 MHz as a prime
channel of communicaitons. And the
FCC also reportedly uses 172.050 and
172.800 MHz.

High-In-The-Sky-DX. Do you remem-
ber the problem with aeronautical radio
communications when a small group of
Balkan nationalist skyjackers comman-
deered a U.S. domestic airliner in the
fall of 1976 and ordered the craft to
fly to Paris? It was just not equipped
with the necessary radio equipment for
a trans-Atlantic flight. The reason for
this is that while the long haul overseas
flights utilize shortwave frequency
radio, domestic flights use the shorter-
range VHF signals. Still, as a monitor,
you’ll find that reception of VHF aero-
nautical stations aboard the planes is
possible over a range of several hun-
dred miles.

There are, however, some distinct
difflerences between aero communica-
tions and the public service VHF-UHF
signals.

First, the aeronautical communica-
tions are carried out on a completely
separate set of VHF channels—between
108 and 136 MHz. Secondly, unlike the
higher-in-frequency public service sta-
tions, the aero communicators use

amplitude modulation (AM), not fre-
quancy modulation (FM).

On these frequencies you'll find trans-
missions of in-flight aircraft from single
engine private planes to huge commer-

cial jet liners. If you don’t live too far
from an airport, you'll also hear the
ground stations, the control towers and
air traffic control operations.

The first ten megahertz of the band,
from 108 to 118 MHz, are of little use
to the average monitor, since they have
been set aside for navigational use. If
you do hear signals here they are more
apt to be the electronic tones associated
with guidance and landing systems than
voice communications. Roughly the
next ten megahertz of the aero band are
used by ground stations that control
traffic at and near the airfields, -and
the aircraft themselves. The top end of
the band is generally used by ground
stations that communicate with en-route
aircraft. Private aircraft can usually be
found between 122 and 123 MHz.
The universal channel used for emer-
gency communications by aircraft in
distress is 121.500 MHz.

While you probably will need to in-
vest in a special receiver to tune the
108-136 MHz aeronautical VHF band
(or you may choose one of the multi-
band portables covering both the aero
and one or more of the VHF public
service bands) this equipment need not
be expensive at all.

If you live near an airport, you may
find quite a bit of related radio traffic
on your regular VHF monitor receiver.
Airport ground facilities often use these
frequencies. These may include airport
security units, firefighting teams and
ground crews with hand-held walkie-
talkies. Many private pilots use Citi-
zens Band Class D channels in the 27
MHz shortwave band, plus the UHF
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Class A CB band.

There are, therefore, a lot of different
ways you can get in on some of the
radio action with the guys who fly!

On The TV And FM Bands. So far
we've only considered the VHF and
UHF communicators, the so-called
“utility” stations. But higher-freq. freaks
should not forget the very real DXing
possibilities on the VHF-UHF broad-
casting bands.

Apparently there are a lot of other-
wise tuned-in turned on VHF-UHF
monitors who have completely ignored
the DXing possibilities on your good
ol’ fashioned, ordinary, everyday FM

bands and TV channels.

Television stations in the western
hemisphere occupy two distinct and
separate VHF bands and one UHF
band. Channels 2 through 6 have their
audio and video channels between
55.250 and 87.750 MHz. Channels 7
through 13 occupy the space between
175.250 and 215.750 MHz. On UHF
channels 14 through 83, the frequency
range is 471.250 to 889.750 MHz.

The FM broadcasting range begins at
88 MHz, just above TV channel 6, and
108 MHz, just below the aeronautical
VHEF band.

One reason why you may not have
considered the possibilities of FM and
TV DXing is that the normal run of
reception is, like all VHF and UHF,
local in nature. Familiarity breeds con-
tempt. You're so used to considering
your TV and FM as entertainment
media, you may never think of the DX
hobby possibilities. But just as you may
have already noted distant signals from
police communications stations or taxi
dispatchers located halfway across the
country, during your action band moni-
toring, such long haul TV and FM re-
ception is also very possible.

While relatively short range reception
of TV and FM signals is the normal
situation, when there are abnormal pro-
pagation factors at work, distant recep-
tion can be experienced.

Perhaps it is time to get at the more
or less unusual situations which make
possible all VHF and UHF reception
beyond the normal short ranges. These
phenomena apply to reception of signals
on the aeronautical and public service
VHF-UHF services as well as to tele-
vision and FM broadcasting.

All radio reception beyond the purely
local area of the station involves a re-
flection or bending of the signal back
to earth at points some distance away
from the origin. This is because radio

signals travel in straight lines from the
transmitting antenna. At the horizon,
the signals shoot off toward space. Dis-
tant reception beyond the electrical “line
of sight” from the transmitting antenna
require some phenomenon “out there”
that will turn the signal back and
send it earthward again.

Generally, but not always, the phe-
nomenon involved with this ‘“‘turn
around” of the radio signal is caused
by various belts of ionized gases that
gudie the globe in the ionospheric re-
gion, that zone in space beyond the
limits of our atmosphere.

On the shortwave frequencies and
lower, the ionized layers above the
earth’s surface serve as mirrors, reflect-
ing the radio signals back to earth at
distant points. Thus international short-
wave reception for many thousands of
miles and around the world is not only
possible, it is an everyday occurance.

But normally, when the higher fre-

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quencies are involved—as a handy refer-
ence point, those above 30 MHz—the
ionized reflective layers are not electri-
cally “dense” enough to serve as a sig-
nal reflector. And so, VHF and UHF
signals pass right through the layers on
into space to be lost forever. This means
short range reception of these signals
1s the norm.

On occasions, and they aren’t as rare
as you might suppose, one or sometimes
more of the ionized layers (usually the
so-called “E layer”) becomes sufficiently
ionized to serve as a reflector of VHF
frequency signals. Because this phe-
nomenon occurs irregularly and, in
terms of geography, is spotty, it is
generally called Sporadic E reception.
Because the distant signals come
bouncing back down from the iono-
sphere, TV-FM DXers call it “skip.”

Sporadic E skip normally will pro-
duce distant reception from stations
more than 500 miles away and not
usually more than 1,500 miles. It is
most often observed on the lowest tele-
vision channels (and, of course, the still
lower in frequency VHF 30-50 MH:z
low band), up into the FM broadcast-
ing range. On rare occasions it affects
TV signals on Channel 7 and a bit
higher.

There are other natural causes of
ionospheric altering that can bring dis-
tant FM and TV signals skipping in
from far away. These include the ef-
fects of meteor showers and the North-
ern Lights. But they normally are not
as significant as the basic sporadic E
skip.

The second major phenomenon that
can bring in far-off signals is tropo-
spheric bending, known to TV-FMers
as tropo or trops. Tropo, DXers have
discovered, is especially useful because
it fills in the “gaps.” Whereas E skip
rarely will bring in stations located
closer to you than about 600 miles,
tropo does its job best over the shorter
hauls, though 1,000 mile, even 1,500
mile reception has been reported via
this mode.

And whereas E skip rarely affects the
frequencies on or above TV channel 7,
and never provides long haul UHF re-

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ception, tropo’s benefits are just the
opposite. Troposhperic bending of sig-
nals will bring in distant UHF stations,
those on TV channels 7-13 and the
FM broadcasters. But trops doesn’t do
much for channel 2-6 television.

In short, then, between sporadic E
skip and tropospheric bending, you've
got all the frequencies covered.

Tropo is different from E skip in a
basic way. As you'll recall skip involves
the ionospheric layers outside the
Earth’s atmosphere. Tropo is caused by
weather factors within our atmosphere
and is associated with weather “fronts”
and the inversion of temperatures. What
sems to happen is that when, along a
weather front, warm temperatures ride
over a colder region, a duct is created
which “pipes” a radio signal back to
earth far from the transmision point.

E skip reception can occur any time
during the year, but it is more common
during the summer months. In the
southern States E skip can be noted as
early as April. Peak months for skip
reception are June and July. Things
drop off after August, but there is a
minor E-skip season in December and
January. E-skip reception can, during
these periods, occur any time during
the 24-hour period, but is less likely
between local midnight and dawn and
during the several hours on either side
of your local noon.

Tropospheric bending occurs most
often in spring and fall, when tempera-
tures tend to fluctuate the most over a
daily period. Early morning and eve-
ning seem to be the optimum times.

How To Bring 'Em In. If all that TV
and FM DX is there to be received,
how come 1 haven’t? After all, I watch

TV and listen to my FM stereo all the
time!

Good questions, those! The answer is
that very likely you have received dis-
tant FM and/or TV stations in the
past, but never well enough for you to
be aware of what you had tuned. You
very likely just considered it some un-
explained interference.

On television, if your local channels
are quite strong, the intruding distant
signals often will just appear as black
bands of interference on the screen.
You've probably cursed this DX condi-
tion for spoiling your reception of
Charlie’s Angels some night.

Now it is not always possible to con-
vert this interference on your local sta-
tion channels into an identifiable pic-
ture and/or sound. Usually it will be
easiest to receive TV DX on a channel
that is, in your community, empty of
local stations. Unfortunately, in the
largest metropolitan areas ‘“empty”
channels are ultra-scarce!

So, for most TV DXers, the antenna
system will dictate how much real DX
you’'ll be able to pull in—and identify—
on the snow bands. The most important
factor is an antenna rotor. You want to
be able to rotate your antenna, not so
much as to be able to point it in the
direction of the distant DX TV station
as to rotate the antenna for minimal
pick of your local (and for the period
of your DXing, unwanted) station.

Let’s consider a typical E-skip situa-
tion. It is a warm evening in mid-June
and you're watching your favorite pro-
gram on ‘your local channel 3 station.
Suddenly, on the screen you see a wide,
smearing black band interfering with
the signal. It fades rapidly in and out,
causing extreme interference one min-
ute, moderate interferenc the next. The
audio is distorted and you can tell an-
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other signal is mixing with that from
your local program.

After a few minutes, the average TV
watcher would simply give up, switch
off the set and go to bed, complaining
to neighbors the next day that “interfer-
ence really loused up the TV last night.”

You, however, are wise to what the
interference really means. So, you dash
over to your antenna rotor control box
and begin to turn the antenna up on
the roof. As the antenna turns you find
a spot where reception of your local
station gets weaker. This gives the dis-
tant station a better chance to break
through.

Sure, the fading is extreme, but for
many seconds at a time, perhaps even
minutes, the picture is strong and domi-
nant on the channel. Then it may get
weaker for a while, only to return
again powerfully.

What's that? You saw that TV show
an hour ago? Right! The station your'e
watching is one time zone to the west
of you where network programs are
delayed an hour. Because of the fad-
ing, the color often isn’t true—the hero
has a green face one moment, purple
the next, but at times the picture is
perfect. If the color variance bothers
you, switch off the color control and
watch your TV DX in glorious black
and white. You may find it easier to
view it that way.

Then comes the ID break on the
hour and you're able to identify the
signal as being from a station 1,200
miles away! Wow!

Next, as long as the E-skip phenome-
non holds out, you switch to channel
2, which is a clear frequency in your
area. There's another distant station,
from the same general area of the
country as your channel 3 catch. You've
got less interference on this frequency,
so the TV DX station is a bit easier to
receive.

If it is a particularly good opening,
you may find stations skipping in on
the higher channels, say 4, 5 and pos-
sibly 6. In some cases you'll find noth-
ing but a muddle of interference on a
channel, even though you have no local
outlet on that frequency. Sporadic E
conditions may be widespread enough
to cause two or more distant stations,
operating on the same channel, to come
in. One of them might be dominant one
minute, another station may take over
the next, with nothing but a total jum-
ble of mixing signals the next.

Tropospheric bending produces sig-
nals that are, perhaps, not so brilliantly
strong as E-skip signals can sometimes
be, but then, tropo conditions tend to
produce steadier TV DX reception.

Distant TV reception can last for
minutes at a time, or hours. Sometimes
you may note and identify one or two
stations in an “opening.” On another
occasion there may be a dozen over the
course of several hours. Sometimes the
interference will be so terrible that you
won’t have the opportunity to identify
any of the stations that fade in and out
of the “mess” on your screen. During
the summer months, you may receive
distant TV signals four or five times in
a week. At other times you may go for
several months without seeing anything
unusual on your TV.

Most of the factors involved in TV
DXing also come into play when you
tune distant FM signals . . . except, of
course, there is no video picture to
worry about. There is no shortage of
potential DXing targets on the 100 FM
channels. Dr. Bruce F. Elving, the
recognized authority on FM DXing has,
over a period of many years, received
more than 1,100 FM stations, roughly
one-third of the commercial and edu-
cational FMers in the country, from

his Minnesota home.

One of the best publications for the
FM DXer is Elving’'s “FM Atlas and
Station Directory,” available for under
$3 from FM Atlas, Box 24, Adolph,
MN 55701.

A similar type publication, intended
for the Television DXer is the
“WTFDA TV Station Guide,” published
by the Worldwide TV-FM DX Associa-
tion, P.O. Box 202, Whiting, IN 46394,
The guide, complete with maps show-
ing locations of stations on each of the
TV channels, costs $5.

WTFDA is, incidentally, a listening
hobbyist’s club devoted to TV, FM and
UHF-VHF DXing. It publishes a
monthly bulletin packed with info of
interest to those who favor the higher
bands.

What about QSL’s, you ask?

The situation is much the same as
with other types of stations. Some FM
and TV outlets will verify correct re-
ception reports. Some don’t. Correct,
interesting reports often will elicit a
reply from the station. Some stations,

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especially those on the lower VHF TV
channels, 2, 3 and 4, which frequently
“skip” to all parts of the nation and
are frequently reported, have their own
printed QSL cards.

Here at DX Central we've managed
to receive and verify over a hundred
stations on TV channels, from Idaho to
Florida, Maine to New Mexico, Canada
and Mexico; and that is not an espe-
cially good record. In the southern part
of the U.S., reception into Central and
northern South America is possible.
Top TV DXers number their catches
in the hundreds!

Another verification technique in-
volves taking photographs of the ID
panels you view on your screen during
DX openings. Those who have ex-
perience with this type of photography
say that TV photos are possible even
with inexpensive fixed focus cameras,
although it is easier with the better cam-
eras. Use a fast, black and white film,
with an ASA-400 rating recommended.
Focus with the image of the TV screen
filling the entire picture. Never use
flash, since the reflection from the
screen will “washout” your photo. The
light from the TV screen is sufficient.
Never shot at faster than 1/30th of a
second . . . it takes that long for the
complete TV picture to be scanned.

It will probably take some experi-
mentation to get good, clear photos of
TV DX.

All About SWL'ing. Bet you thought
—with all the attention to the
very and ultra high frequencies—that
I'd forgotten all about shortwave and
shortwave listening. Well, if you did,
that just goes to show how wrong some
people can be. Forget about SWLing?
Why there’s about as much chance of
that happening as there is that I'd for-
get my own name.

What’s my name? Don’t get smart,
buster!

Seriously, for a large percentage of
radio listening hobbyists, shortwave lis-
tening is the name of the game. So,
being always game for the game, I was
all set to plow ahead and talk about
shortwave listening, but then ir hap-
pened. The mailman came in with the
stack of morning mail and four letters
brought me up short.

This modern and attractive building
besides a reflecting pool is the television
technical center in Moscow, U.S.S.R.
1500 relay stations carry its programming
to the more than 64,000,000 viewers.
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Letter No. 1 read, in part; “I enjoy
CW and think most of the articles are
interesting, but some of the basic tips
get repetitious.”

From Letter No. 2: “I started listen-
ing in March 1976. Months went by
and I bought COMMUNICATIONS WORLD
and began to understand the ‘art of
DXing." But I still have growing pains,
or should I say, DXing pains.”

And Letter No. 3: “I feel things are
going downhill with the constant repeti-
tion taking up so much of the maga-
zine.”

Finally, the writer of Letter No. 4
said: “Don’t be discouraged by your
readers who are advanced SW listeners
and who comment that much of the
information contained in CW is ele-
mentary. There are a lot of people out
there, like myself, who need all the
help they can get. Also, in any discip-
line, the more knowledge one obtains
in a field of study, it becomes necessary
to read a lot of already known informa-
tion to ferret out something new to
advance one’s knowledge. In other
words, keep up the good work.”

Those letters illustrate the continu-
ing problem faced by COMMUNICATIONS
WoRrLD. While many of you out there
in reader-land are faithful, regular CW
fans, bless you all, there are many
others of you who have picked up your
first copy of CW. Many COMMUNICA-
TIONS WORLD readers are old timers in
the hobby of shortwave listening. We
hear from some of you who have been
“into” radio as a hobby for 50 or 60
years. Then we've got many readers
who have been listening to SW for 40,

30, 20 or 10 years. Others have been
SWLs for a few years, or a few months.
Finally, there are brand new hobbyists
who happened, by chance or some
catchy artwork on the cover of this
magazine, to pick up this issue and are,
as they read this, wondering what SWL-
ing is all about.

How do I include in CW something
for all of you? So, I try to, like the
bride, include a little something old and
something new. And if I miss something
along the way, drop a line and ask a
question. Maybe next time, half a year
from now, it will turn up in the next
issue of COMMUNICATIONS WORLD.

With that, let’s turn our attention to
SWLing—and, first, how to be an SWL,
and, second, how to be an expert SWL.

Shortwave listening is a fascinating,
rewarding hobby. It is equally fasci-
nating and rewarding for the casual, be-
ginning listener and the involved, dyed-
in-the wool SWBC DXer. It is your
chance to sit comfortably at home while
you cruise the world in your easy chair
listening to strange and exotic programs
from far away. It can be a challenge to
learn, or simply a terrific way to relax
after a tough day on the job.

To the beginner, SWLing seems a
deep dark mystery. It isn’t, really. All
you need is information. The secret—
and not much of a secret at that—to
picking up the necessary information
about DXing is to keep your ears, your
eyes and your mind open!

Let’s rap about SWLing and DXing.

What is DXing?

Listening to distant stations as a
hobby. What is distant? It depends! DX
on the VHF-UHF frequencies, as
you've already learned, might be a sta-
tion 300 or 400 miles away. On short-
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wave it could be a station 3,000 or
4,000, or 12,000 miles away.

But distance isn’t the whole story. Tt
is hard to find a more distant shortwave
station than Radio Australia. Yet, RA
isn’t a particularly difficult catch be-
cause of the considerable power of its
SW transmitters, the fact that many of
its programs are beamed in our direc-
tion, and its rather extensive English
language program schedules. Much
tougher, for example, are the programs
of a station like Radio Huayacocotla, a
small station on an out-of-the-way fre-
quency of 2,390 kHz, broadcasting in
Spanish from a small town in Mexico.
So DXing can, by one definition, in-
volve both distance and difficulty of
reception.

What is the difference between a
DXer and an SWler?

There are several more definitions
you might want to consider. A DXer
is a broader term than SWL, according
to some. An SWL or short wave listener
is a DXer, they say, but only one type
of DXer. Can't a VHF-UHF action
band monitor be considered a DXer?
How about those who tune the TV snow
bands being DXers? Then there are
those who prowl the FM band, or the
regular AM medium wave, 540-1600
kHz, band, or the long waves or what-
ever. An SWL, according to this defini-
tion, is merely a DXer who tunes the
shortwave frequencies, from just above
the AM medium waves to about 30
MHz.

There are others who say that an
SWL is one who tunes the shortwave
bands for stations because he wants to
listen to their programs. So why else
would one listen? Well, this second
group says, the honest-to-goodness
DXer really doesn’t care so much about
actual program content. He is interested
in hearing a station only because it is
difficult to hear. An SWL is happy
hearing the programs from the same
sets of stations time after time. The
DXer always is looking for the chal-
lenge of hearing a new and difficuit-to-
log station.

There are still others who say the
terms DXer and SWL are virtually
synonymous.

So who is right?

So who really cares? Call yourself
what you want, DXer or SWL. Why
argue definitions? It's the listening that
matters, right?

How many shortwave DXers are
there?

Wish I knew! I'd sell that bit of
marketing info to the big electronic
manufacturers for a nice pocketful of
change. It’s a nebulous figure, fluctua-
ting with one's definition of what a

You're fooling around with
nitions again!

Guilty, your Honor! But it is hard to
count the DXers because it is hard to
define a DXer. Every year there are
millions of radio receivers sold which
are capable of tuning at least a part of
the shortwave spectrum. But are the
owners of all these receivers SWL fans?

In the various U.S. and Canadian
DXing hobby clubs, these are the real
hard-core hobbyists, there are perhaps
2,000 to 3,000 members. Surely these
are DXers. But there must be many
more who are not members of hobby
listeners’ clubs.

The actual number of DXers is some-
where between a few thousand and
many millions. But since being a DXer
is a state of mind, you are one when
you say you are one. Until someone
goes from door to door, talking to every
person who owns a set capable of tun-
ing SW, to ask, “Are you a DXer?,”
we won't really know.

But if you know you’re one . . . and
I know I'm one, what else is important?

How important is a shortwave an-
tenna?

A shortwave antenna is important.
But very few SWLs have the space
available or the cash to set up the
kind of antenna “farm” that would be
the ideal. Listeners tune shortwave sig-
nals across a wide range of bands, sig-
nals coming from all points on the

defi-
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compass. For the weak stations they
could use an antenna that provides
“gain.” On crowded channels they could
use one that can “null” or reduce the
strength of signals on adjacent frequen-
cies coming from different directions
than the desired station.

The vast majority of listeners must
make do with an antenna that is, at
best, a compromise. So practical prob-
iems do limit the antenna situation.

Then the SW receiver is the most im-
portant link in the DXing chain?

Again, important, but not the most
important thing. Almost any receiver is
sensitive enough to pull in the DX sta-
tions, given a halfway decent antenna
and all other things being equal. Un-
fortunately, not all other things are
equal. Bands are crowded with inter-
ference. With a more expensive, elabor-
ate receiver you are buying improved
selectivity, the ability of the set to
separate the weaker signals from the
interfering stations on adjacent fre-
quencies.

You will also want to look for a
receiver that makes it possible to “read,”
with a reasonable amount of accuracy,
the frequency to which you are tuned.

If you want to hear Station XYZ
and you know, from the White’s Radio
Log listing in the back of this maga-
zine, that it operates on 11,815 kHz at
a certain time, you have to be able to
tune the receiver to 11,815 kHz. If you
can’t really tell if you’re tuned to 11,800
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or 11,750 or 11,850 kHz, your ability to
tune XYZ becomes mostly a matter of
blind luck. The better a receiver, espe-
cially in terms of selectivity and fre-
quency readout, the easier your DXing
will be.

But . . . there are many top-flight
DXers listening to shortwave today who
use distinctly second-rate receivers and
are still pulling in the tough signals.

And . . . there are some inexperi-
enced listeners who have gone out and
bought $2,000 receivers, $3,000 receiv-
ers, and who figure they've “bought”
the answer to the DXing game. They
will soon discover that they were wrong!

What, then, does separate the serious
DX’ers from the also rans?

Knowledge! Good old fashioned
know-how. You have to know how to
do the most with what you have. You
must know when, where and how to
tune your receiver to bring in those
stations. You should know about the
propagational conditions that cause a
distant signal to reach your antenna.
Experience is the answer.

Does it take a lot of time and effort
to be a shortwave DXer?

Look at it this way: If you want to
take your listening hobby seriously, the
path to success depends not on how
much money you can spend on equip-
ment, it depends on know-how—and
that won’t cost you a cent. Frankly,
learning the DXing ropes is an on-
going, and enjoyable, part of the hobby.

Why can’'t I hear the rare shortwave
stations?

Who says you can’t? Tuning in DX
stations isn’t like switching channels on
the TV. Tuning SWBC DX is a skill
that takes some time to learn. Assuming
you know when and where to tune,
persistence that is required . . . and,
yes, a lot of luck, being at the right
place at the right time, when reception
conditions are just right. Maybe you'll
have to listen daily for a month, a
year, many years to hear the ultra
elusive station!

Tips For The Advancing DXer. There
is no substitute for the knowledge
gained by experience.

Rare DX reception depends on “con-
ditions.” What a DXer comes up with
when band conditions are right de-
pends, to a large extent, on the store-
house of information and know-how
he has filed away and which he can
apply to the given situation.

A good place to start is with the
shortwave broadcast bands themselves.
Most of the rare DX will be found in
the bands below about 7 MHz, the 49,
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60, and 90 meter bands plus, to a lesser
extent, 120 meters and out-of-band
stations. To start with, I suggest you
concentrate on the 60 meter band, the
single best band for DX signals.

Concentrate your maximum listening
efforts on 60 meters. Later you can
expand your attention, in a similar
manner, to the other DX bands.

Hours: Spend dozens of hours, hun-
dreds of hours if you can, learning
what there is to be heard under normal
reception conditions. Get to know that
band of frequencies like the back of
your hand. In order to get the rare
SWBC DX stations you have to be able
to quickly sort the usual from the
unusual signals. When extra good recep-
tion conditions occur, you can't waste
time on re-logging stations you’ve heard
before when you could be coming up
with new catches.

Can you, at any particular time of
day or night, ¢cruise 60 meters and with
a fairly high degree of certainty, tenta-
tively identify within 15 seconds each,
the stronger signals on the band? If you
can’t, you're operating under a real
handicap.

Your tuning of a given DX shortwave
band is a bit like taking an auto trip to
another city. The first time you drive
the trip you dont know the way. You
have to frequently check your map,
perhaps stop at a service station or two
to ask directions, maybe get lost two
or three times before you reach your
destination.

After you’ve made the trip a few
times you recognize the regular land-
marks. You know that you make a left
turn at the old church; turn right at the
third traffic signal. You know that a
certain truck stop has a great cup of
coffee and that if you
through Centerville at 3:15 p.m. you're
apt to get stuck in the after-work fac-
tory traffic. Your trip is easy and you
don’t get lost once.

The experienced DXer knows each
of the DX shortwave bands with this
same sort of detail. On a good winter
opening to Africa, late in the afternoon,
for instance, the veteran DXer can tune
down from 5,060 kHz across the 60
meter band and quickly “tick off” the
usual stations on the band. Lome, Togo
on 5,047 kHz . . . 5,020 kHz, Niamey,
Niger ... . 5,010 kHz, Garoua, Camer-
oons . 5,000 kHz, WWV’'s time
signals 4,972 kHz, Yaounde,
Cameroons, and so on. . . .

If you Can do this, if you do know
your band this well, the unusual signal
will standout like a searchlight in the

try driving”

fog. It will attract your attention and
you can spend your time taking a recep-
tion report and logging it.

Concentrate on learning as much as
you can about shortwave propagation,
if not from a theoretical “bookish™ ap-
proach, then from a practical, “what
can I actually hear” technique. Learn
to recognize and take advantage of re-
ception patterns.

Most beginning listeners soon dis-
cover that you can’t expect to find the
lower frequency shortwave reception at
high noon local time. There is no black
magic in DXing. The propagation of
DX radio signals on shortwave depends
on natural phenomena. The more you
know about how and why distant SW
signals reach you, the better equipped
you will be to determine when to tune
with the maximum chance of hearing
the stations you want to hear. In your
school or public library you'll find
plenty of theoretical information about
radio frequency propagation to study.
As you read up on the subject, try to
relate it to your actual listening ex-
periences. But theories aside, careful
observation and record-keeping should
give you a working knowledge of prac-
tical signal propagaiton on the short
waves.

Do you know, for example, the time
of day, the time of year, when your
chances of hearing a certain rare station
are optimum? Can you chart a great
circle path between your receiving lo-
cation and the target DX stations? On

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the lower SW frequencies a path of
darkness must exist between the trans-
mitting station and your receiver. At
any particular time of year, when do
these paths of darkness exist for the
stations you want to hear? When can
you normally expect the 60 meter band
Latin American stationg to fade out
and the Asians to fade in?

Learn to recognize the seasonal pat-
terns of reception that apply to your
location. If you live in the eastern half
of the U.S. or Canada, you'll probably
find your best chance of hearing the
lower powered Indian and Pakistani re-
gional stations will come in December
and January. But the numerous regional
outlets in Indonesia may well be better
heard in the fall and spring months.
Generally, shortwave reception on the
lower frequencies is better in winter
than in summer, but the rare quiet
night in mid-summer can bring in su-
perb African and South American re-
ception.

Keep records of any excellent band
openings from various parts of the
world. Look for reception patterns;
daily, seasonally, geographically. If you
know what type of reception has oc-
curred in the past, it will help in plan-
ning your future listening.

Geographical reception patterns can
be broad or very selective. When you
note the Peruvian stations coming in
with better than usual strength, don’t
waste listening time with random tun-
ing; go after the specific Peruvian sta-
tions you've been wanting to hear. Un-
usually powerful signals from Nigeria?
Then spend your time looking for other
DX catches from West Africa.

Concentrate on certain stations. One
reason the experienced SWLs manage to
hear really rare stations is because they
have already logged so many different
stations that they can concentrate their
efforts on a relatively few wanted targ-
ets. The beginning SWL, who is trying
to hear so many different stations, often
takes a scattergun approach, tuning
about hit-or-miss.

Plan Your DXing.

Rare is the veteran DXer who
doesn't have a “want list,” a list
of his most wanted stations. If you
belong to a DX hobby club, read its
bulletins, find out what stations others
are hearing, when and where.

Draw up a list of about ten such
stations that you really want. Compile
a “book” on each station on your want
list. Minimum inforimation, of course,
is the frequency and the time when it
is being received by others in your
area. Add any additional information
you can come across about the sched-
ule, sign on and sign off times, lan-

guages used. Is there an especially fa-
vorable “window” when other stations
on or near the frequency are off the
air, improving the interference situa-
tion? What types of programs would
you expect to hear—popular U.S. music?
Political commentaries? Religious ser-
mons?

In short, gather as much background
data about each of the “wanted” sta-
tion on your list. The more you know
about a station, the easier it will be to
locate and identify it when you finally
do hear it.

Finally, reception conditions vary
greatly. What cannot be heard on one
day may be coming through with a de-
cent signal the next. The more time
you spend listening, the better your
chances of being there when the signal
is coming through, so tune as often as
possible for your most wanted sttaions.
Trying for them seven times a week is
better than six; six days is better than
five. Make the odds work in your favor.

Concentrate on these wanted stations
when conditions to a certain area of
the world are most favorable. If you
have no luck in hearing them, then go
after secondary targets. If again you
strike out, then tune some of the old,
familiar, easy-to-hear stations and en-
joy the programs.

When you do manage to hear one of
your “most wanted” stations on your
DX target list, replace it with another
one you badly want to hear. That way
you'll always have ten choice targets to
be hunting in the DX game.

Identifying the Rare DX. Okay,
you've followed the various tips sug-
gested so far. You've tuned a shortwave
signal that may—or may not—be the
tough DX catch you've been hunting.
Now you've got to identify it. Is it the
one you think it is, or wish it is? Or is it
some other station that happens to use
the same frequency?

Identifying stations is where the DX-
going gets tough. It is the test that sepa-
rates the beginners from the experts,
the place where DXing experience
counts.

The first case to consider, strange as

it may seem, is: Just what constitutes
an identification?

That may seem to be a silly ques-
tion, identifying a station should be an
easy thing. Either yes or no, go or no-
go!

Practically, though, station identifica-
tions come in varying degrees of cer-
tainty. Consider the matter of station
identifying as a spectrum of possibilities
ranging from total certainty about
which station you're hearing, through
various lesser degrees of certainty,
through doubt, to complete uncertainty.
For convenience sake, I'll divide that
spectrum of certainty/uncertainty into
four broad brackets.

Positive Identification. The less ex-
perienced SWL is familiar with this
category. In fact, for him, a station is
either unknown or it is positively
identified.

It is, clearly, the best sort of identi-
fication. Most commonly it occurs when
you hear the announcer say, in Eng-
lish, “This is Radio XXX!” But there
are other ways of positively identifying
a station. If you hear the introduction
to the well-known program, *“Moscow
Mailbag,” you don’t need an ID -to
know you’re tuned to Radio Moscow.
If you hear a familiar guitar melody,
together with an odd-sounding bird call,
repeated again and again, you know
without an identification that this is the
interval signal of South Africa’s Radio
RSA.

Positive identifications are a snap
when you listen to the more powerful

FREQUENCY VS. WAVELENGTH

Many beginning SWLs are confused about the terms “frequency” and “wavelength.” Both are
ways of expressing the same essential information about where to tune for a station. Wave-
length (measured in meters) refers to the length of a particuiar radio wave. frequency
{measured in kilohertz or Megahertz—1,000 kHz) describes the numbe. of times per second
that the wave “vibrates.” These are the formulas for converting one to the other.

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stations broadcasting in English. Still,
even if the signal is loud and the an-
nouncer is speaking English, listen very
carefully and don’t let your ears play
tricks on you.

Some time ago, a reader wrote CoM-
MUNICATIONS WORLD for help with a
station he’d heard on shortwave. He
wanted to know the station’s address so
he could write for a QSL card. The
station, he said, broadcast on about
10,700 kHz and announced clearly, in
English, as the Voice of Uruguay.

I couldn’t help him at all. There was
no broadcasting station on 10,700 kHz,
well outside the regular SW bands.
There was no Voice of Uruguay, or, in
fact, any Uruguayan shortwave station
with English language programs. He
was in error as far as the frequency was
concerned, a not uncommon problem
for many listeners with shortwave re-
ceivers which have poor frequency read-
out characteristics.

His biggest mistake, though, was that
he apparently misunderstood the an-
nouncer’s identification. Because of in-
terference and fading of shortwave sig-
nals, it is possible to misunderstand
even an English announcement.

What was the station this reader
heard? Was it really the Voice of
America? HCJB’s Voice of the Andes
in Quito, Ecuador? I don't know! And
neither did he!

But, the topic at hand is hearing the
rarer and more difficult to log, short-
wave DX stations. Identification of
these stations is often difficult as they
are usually weaker signals, and are
plagued with QRM and QRN (man-
made and natural interference), and
the programs are often in languages
other than English.

Tentative (or Probable) Identifica-
tion—In such cases, there is no definite
ID heard. If heard, it is not fully un-
derstood because of interference or lan-
guage difficulties. There can be various
clues in the programming, or in the
schedule, that strongly lead you to be-

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lieve you are hearing a certain Station
X.

Possible Identification—Again, there
is no definite station heard but there are
some factors about the programming,
some things that you are able to pick
up in your listening that suggest it may
be Station X you are hearing. But,
those factors might as well apply to an-
other station too. In short, your degree
of certainty as to identity is rather low.

Unidentified—In this case you either
have no idea, from announcements or
program details, as to the identity of
the station you've tuned, or you have
a very low degree of certainty as to
which of several-or many—possible sta-
tions you might be hearing.

Broadly speaking, a reception report
to a station is always justified when
you can positively ID that station. A
report is impossible to send to an un-
identified station since you don’t know
to whom to send it.

If you strongly believe, based on a
number of factors I'll shortly discuss,
that you have heard a certain station,
coupled with some pretty convincing
program details, a report may be sent to
the station on the strength of a tenta-
tive identification. But that report
should specifically point out that you
didn’t positively  ID the station. It
should point out the reasons why, de-
spite the non-1D, you believe it to have
been that station. And you should ask
that your tentative report be verified by
QSL only if the station personnel are
certain in their own minds, from the
details you cite, that the report is cor-
rect.

Rarely should you send a reception
report to the station on the strength of
just a possible identification. If you
aren’t at all sure of which station you
heard, don’t put the monkey on the
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back of the authorities at the station to
make that determination from your
sketchy details!

The general rule of thumb in identi-
fying stations in this: Be sure yourself
that you heard a certain station! Don’t
rely on the station to resolve your
doubts!

If you haven’t progressed beyond the
“if it isn’t in English, 1 can’t ID it,”
stage, you've got some basic homework
ahead of you before you’re ready for
serious SWBC DXing. Minimally, you
should be able to distinguish among the
major languages of the world, Spanish,
Portuguese, French, German, Arabic
and so on. You should be able to recog-
nize the tonal Asian languages such as
Chinese. Foreign languages should no
longer all sound alike to you.

You need not be a linguist. Few
veteran SWBC DXers are. But you can
learn to recognize certain, key words
in a number of languages.

If you can’t—yet—spend some time
concentrating on the whole business of
what languages sound like. One of the
best ways to familiarize yourself with
the “sound” of various foreign lan-
guages and language families is to lis-
ten regularly for the Voice of America
broadcasts.

At the time this was written, there
were recordings of Radio Canada Inter-
national’s Foreign Language Recogni-
tion Course still available. There is a
charge for these tapes, naturally, but
the proceeds go to benefit handicapped
DXers in the U.S. and Canada, as well
as abroad.

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into the foreign language bit, to the
extent of actually learning a language,
shortwave radio is there to help you.

Dutch from Radio Nederland; German
from Deutsche Welle, Cologne, Ger-
man Federal Republic; Japanese from
Radio Japan and Russian from Radio
Moscow. These stations offer special
language lessons and supplementary
textbook material usually is available,
often at no charge.

Along Experience Road. If you're still
with us on this path to the top in the
shortwave DXing game, it should be
obvious by now that a very experienced,
very expert DXer, because of his years
of accumulated knowledge about sta-
tions and reception, may well be able
to identify a station positively, while a
less experienced SWL, hearing the same
signal, might not be able to ID it at all,
or, at best, consider it a tentative identi-
fication.

But even the most experienced of the
“pro” listeners frequently come up short
of ID certainty. This brings us back to
the matter of tentatively identifiying a
station.

A tentative ID, you'll recall, is when
positive identification of a station isn't
possible; but there are a whole series of
factors—such as language used, program
type, frequency, sign on or sign off
times, etc.—surrounding the reception
which strongly lead the DXer to believe
he’s hearing that certain station. Still,
tentative IDs are tricky! Most misidenti-
fied stations that readers write to me
about crop up because the listener lacks
information, or experience, is careless
in his listening habits, or jumps to a
hasty coriclusion because he very much
wants to hear a certain station.

An SWL, anxious to log a rare new
station, is easily tempted to conclude,
“Well, others have reported hearing this
station, so it must be Station X I've
tuned.”

Pennants and QSL cards adorn the wall of
this listening post in Listowel, Ontario.
David Corry is 18 years old and uses a
DX-160 receiver and a Wynford Hall port-
able. with this gear he has managed to
QSL 60 medium wave stations and broad-
casters on shortwave from 15 different
countries.
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The measure of a veteran and ex-
perienced SW DXer is his reputation
for accuracy and carefulness. Others
often rely on your information to. guide
their own listening activities. If you've
goofed in identifying a rare station,
chances are you’'ll lead others, who also
try to hear it, astray.

We all make mistakes at times, it is
inevitable. To be regularly wrong about
the identities of the stations you hear
will earn a listener a reputation as an
inaccurate, unreliable reporter and you
don’t want that sort of albatross about
your neck!

Good tentative identifications, when
you can’t make a positive ID, are the
result of piecing together a number of
separate factors that, in composit, con-
vince you of a station’s probable iden-
tity. The number of bits that “fit” can
vary, but the more that do, the surer
you can be. Too few “fits” and all
you've got is a “possible,” or perhaps
even an ‘“unidentified.”

An experienced DXer has the edge
here, since he has accumulated more
know-how and background info to test
for “fit.”

Just what are the factors to look for?
Frequency, naturally! Which stations
operate on the frequency tuned? Time?
Does your reception match the sched-
ule of Station X, the station you sus-
pect the signals to be? Propagation? Is
reception, over that certain “path” pos-
sible or likely at the time you’re hear-
ing it? Does your reception match the
language and programming known to be
used? Can you, for one reason or an-
other, eliminate from consideration
other stations known to broadcast on
that frequency?

Other clues? You may not have heard
a mention of a country, but you did
hear a Spanish language advertisement
for Cerveza Carta Blanca. In which
country or countries of Latin America
is that brand of beer distributed? That
is just the sort of off-beat information
that it pays to collect, however you do it.

Can you identify the national an-
thems of a number of different coun-
tries? If so you can at least tell the
nationality of the station you hear sign-
ing on or off. It is one more piece of
information, another clue as to the sta-
tion’s identity.

What does the music you hear tell
you? Can you distinguish between the
sound and rhythm of Mexican and Bra-
zilian music? Between that of Peru and
the Dominican Republic? What is high-
life music? Where is it played? What is
Gamelan? What is a sitar, what does
it sound like and if you hear one played,
to which country are you probably lis-
tening?

(Highlife music is likely to be heard
on West African stations. As the name
implies, the tempo is lively. Gamelan is
Indonesian music. The sitar is an instru-
ment at home on the Indian subcon-
tinent.)

There are dozens of clues you'll come
across when you tune a statjon, factors
that can help you to identify it even
though you never hear an announcer
say, “This is Radio X.” There is no
practical way these clues can be spelled
out in complete detail so you'll just have
to learn them by trial and error, by
experience. If you're alert to the basic
techniques of piecing together bits and
pieces to help gain a tentative identifi-
cation of a difficult station, you can
begin to file away in your mind these
scraps of information.

Naturally, none of these individual
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clues alone is sufficient to justify even
a tentative identification of a station.
Enough of them together, however, may
make a strong enough case for a
tentative ID.

Good luck, and be careful. Identify-
ing stations is the one area of the
SWLing hobby where more mistakes
are made than any other.

QSL’ing the Rare Ones. The greatest
difficulty the less experienced DXer has
when it comes to collecting verifica-
tions, getting QSL cards and letters, is
learning patience, waiting two or three
months for his reply.

But most of those stations are good
verifiers. They seek listeners in North
America. They broadcast in English at
favorable times for reception here. They
make it their business to know some-
thing about the quirks of SWLs and
their interest in QSLs. These stations
aim to please, and usually QSL reports
with attractive cards.

The rarer DX stations, by their very
nature, don't get anywhere near as
many reports as, say, does Radio Neder-
land, or Radio Moscow, or Radio Aus-
tralia. These smaller, harder to hear
stations often aren’t even trying to
reach North American audiences. These
broadcasters aim their programs at “the
old folks at home” in their native lands.

Their station staffs usually don’t
know what a QSL is, much less why an
SWL seems interested in receiving a
confirming letter or card. These sta-
tions, therefore, are much harder to
verify.

For the moment I'll assume you
know the basic report writing tech-
niques. Remember these thoughts are
especially aimed at the more experi-
enced listener. If you're something of a
beginning SWL, hang in there, ol
buddy, I'll get back a littie later and
touch bases on the fundamentals of
QSLing.

When dealing with the rarer stations,
it is important to write in the language
of the station unless you have some
reason to believe that someone at the
station in question knows how to read
English.

If you have rarely sent International
Reply Coupons (or unused, foreign
stamps) with your reception reports to
stations, plan to do it regularly when
you write to the rare DX stations. They
usually are smaller, often are private—
not government—operations, and have
fewer funds to pay for postage.

It is important to get your reception
report into the hands of someone who
is a known verifier. If Herr Otto
Schmitt has signed the letters that others
have received from Radio Leiderkranz,
chances are good that he’ll be the one

to send you your verification. Keep
track of the signers of QSLs, as listed
in the various club bulletins. Then,
when you hear the stations, direct your
reports to the appropriate staff mem-
bers.

When trying to QSL the tougher DX
stations, your first report may not bring
the desired reply. Use periodic follow-
ups, or new reception reports sent to
the non-repliers. It can take a year, five
years, ten years perhaps to get a verifi-
cation from the really tough ones. Per-
sistence s definitely an important com-
modity!

Beyond this, what? Well, the serious,
veteran DXer who is interested in re-
ceiving QSLs develops his own addi-
tional reporting techniques, ploys, tricks
of his trade, to coax QSL replies from
stations.

These special techniques, whatever
they may be, are usually designed to
call special attention to the SWL's re-
-port. A photograph of your station, a
postcard from your hometown, anything
unique or personal will hopefully strike
a note that will interest the staffer at
the station who opens your reception
report letter.

Anyone familiar with the advertising
game will find many points in common
with efforts to obtain QSLs from the
tougher DX stations. This may seem
a shocker, but the basic rules adver-
tisers use to peddle soup and soap can
apply to sending a reception report.

In advertising, the code letters are
A.I.M.A.—Attention! Interest! Motiva-
tion! Action!

When your reception report letter
reaches the DX station you want it to
catch someone’s attention. Remember
that the smaller, harder-to-hear short-
wave stations probably don’t have spe-
cial staff to handle listeners’ letters, as is
the case with the major international
broadcasters. Something about your let-
ter should catch the attention of a staff
member at the station, so that it does
not simply wind up on a desk, forgotten
and unanswered, or worse yet, tossed
in the “circular file.”

Next, your reception report must in-
terest that person, make the reader
pause and consider it. Thirdly, it should
motivate the reader at the station, make
him or her think, “Hey, I think I will
write a reply to this listener.” Finally,
it must motivate the station staff mem-
ber to the action of sitting down at a
typewriter and writing a reply, or dicta-
ting a response to a secretary, or send-
ing a QSL card. A breakdown in any
one of these steps and your report goes
unanswered. Ask yourself if you would
answer your reception report if you
were the station employee.
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SHORTWAVE AERONAUTICAL

When you write your reception re-
port, think like a public relations man
and sell the idea of the station replying
to your report.

For goodness sake, though, don’t let
honesty and integrity go out the win-
dow. Just as falsehoods and exagera-
tions won't sell products to consumers,
a dishonest reception report won't elicit
a reply. Candor is perhaps the most
effective sales technique. If you didn’t
care much for a program, you can let
that be known, but you can also em-
phasize the positive, the aspects you
did like. If conditions of reception were
poor, okay, tell the truth about the
static and interference. But you can
soften the blow a bit by expressing the
hope that reception will be a lot better
next time.

Soft-sell is usually more effective than
high pressure. You still need a good
product—in this case, a solid, accurate,
useful report of reception—and the bet-
ter you know your “market” the better
you'll be able to tailor your reception
reporting approach to the situation.

These special report writing tech-
niques you’ll have to develop yourself.
Your own personality, style and ac-
cumulated experience will give you the
clues if you’re receptive to the basic
idea that you have to be flexible in your
report writing style. If you’re rigid, in-
sist on a basic master report format that
you'll always follow, you won’t have
such good success in getting QSLs from
the tougher DX shortwave stations.

I'd be remiss, at this point, if 1 didn’t
note that some veteran DXers aren’t
gung-ho about QSLs. They claim that a
verification isn’t always proof positive
of a reception, that some stations issue
QSLs without even checking the listen-
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er’s report for accuracy. They also note
that it is getting downright expensive to
send off stacks of reports, with postal
increases.

I personally favor trying to QSL your
reception reports, whether they involve
the major international broadcasters or
the more difficult-to-hear stations. 1
think an SWL tends to be more careful
about identifying the station he is hear-
ing when he is trying to collect enough
details to justify a report. Most of all,
QSLs are fun. It is a thrill to receive
those letters and cards from far off
places that you have heard on short-
wave radio!

To sum up these tips for the ad-
vanced and advancing DXer, the secret
to success in the listening hobby is
know-how, and knowledge gained
through experience, and the effort to
learn as much as you can about short-
wave listening. If it has struck you that
these suggestions have tended to
be long on generalities and short on
actual how-to-do-it techniques, it is be
cause there is no simple set of rules, no
short-cut method o become a top-flight,
experienced DXer who can hear all
those rare catches. But if this has
helped to point you in the right direc-
tion, great! Carry through and you’re
on your way to the top!

Back to Square One. While I believe
that most shortwave listeners—advanced
and beginners—can benefit from the
ideas covered in the preceding pages,
particularly those related to getting veri-
fications ‘and QSLs, I can practically
see some still puzzled looks. There are
questions about the basics, questions
about how to get started in wriitng re-
ception reports and receiving QSLs.
Now, as promised earlier, we will go
back to the very basics for the very
many of you who may be reading your
first issue of COMMUNICATIONS WORLD.

While I have observed that not all
DXers go in for verifying their reports

Is it possible to turn an avocation into a
vocation? George Wood did. A confirmed
SWL since he was ten years old, George
worked in broadcasting on a college radio
station while in graduate school in journal-
ism.

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in the usual way—some prefer, for ex-
ample, to establish proof of their re-
ception by tape recording station identi-
fications—most listeners do enjoy having
their reports confirmed with letters or
cards from the stations.

QSLs are written confirmations from
the stations that your reception reports
were correct and useful to them. Many
listeners consider the number of stations
and countries they have verified as a
rough indicator of their personal prog-
ress in the hobby.

The first 30 to 50 countries QSLed
can be chalked up in under a year if
the SWL is interested in putting forth
some effort and listening time. When
the listener passes the century mark in
countries it is a definite indication that
he’s a serious DXer and not merely a
casual listener. Verifying 150 countries
is a real mark of achievement. Only a
handful of North American listeners
have QSLed more than 200 countries.

Broadcasters are, remember, under
no obligation to send a verification in
return for your report. Many do, par-
ticularly the larger international broad-
casters with English language programs,
but there is no “rule” that they must.
You should be courteous and helpful
when writing your report, even begin-
ning DXers can learn from the previous
special tips for advanced listeners.

A reception report has three basic
parts: (1) the details of what you
heard, establishing to the station’s satis-
faction that it was their broadcasts and
not those of some other station that
you received; (2) the details about how
you heard the signal, how strong it was,
whether it was subject to interference

and the like, and (3) your comments
about what you thought of the pro-
grams, what you liked or disliked, and
any other details you think the station
may find interesting about you and your
listening efforts.

To establish that you heard the sta-
tion, you'll have to include in your
report the date and time of your recep-
tion, the frequency on which you heard
it and details describing at least 15
minutes of the programs you heard.

Determine the frequency as accur-
ately as you can. This can be a hard
job for the listener with a fairly simple
receiver. Many of the less expensive
receivers, especially the multi-band port-
ables, have sketchily marked dial plates.
It is extremely tough, if not impossible,
to tell the exact shortwave frequency.
Listen for the announced frequency, or
just estimate as best you can. The new-
est generation of shortwave receivers,
even those priced as low as $100 to
$125, have surprisingly good frequency
“readout.” If a receiver allows you to
determine the frequency of a station
you're tuning to an accuracy of 10
kilohertz, 5 kilohertz or even better,
terrific! Good and accurate frequency
readout is worth paying extra for when
you're considering the purchase of a
new receiver!

Times should be stated in Greenwich
Mean Time, or GMT. GMT is the
DXer’s universal time standard, and is
the time calculated at the zero degree
meridian that runs through Greenwich,
England.

Why a universal standard time? It is
like any other standard. Any person
may use it as a reference, regardless of
where in the world he lives. If you
report your reception of a station in
Japan or India at a certain hour,
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Greenwich Mean Time, the station staf-
fer who reads your report will know
immediately when you received the pro-
grams. If you, instead, report you heard
All India Radio at 7 a.m. Central
Standard Time, the reader of your re-
port would have to calculate the time
difference between C.S.T. and Indian
Standard Time to match up your lis-
tening with the station’s log. If the
next letter he gets comes from someone
living in the Pacific Standard Time
zone, the next one from an Australian,
and so on, you can see how cumber-
some a process it becomes. If everyone
uses GMT, it is all so much simpler
and less confusing.

GMT is equal to Eastern Standard
Time plus five hours; to CST+6 hours;
MST+7 hours; and PST48 hours. The
“Local Time vs. Greenwich Time” chart
should help you keep this all straight.

When using GMT, the a.m. and p.m.
designations are done away with for
the sake of reducing confusion, and the
time is stated in the 24 hour clock
system that runs from 0000 to 2359
hours. Midnight GMT is expressed as
0000 hours. The hours from 1 a.m. to
noon are written as 0100 to 1200. The
p.m. hours run from 1201 to 2359.
These latter hours tend to cause the
most trouble in calculating. Again the
chart should help.

The date? That is simple—with this
exception. Because GMT is a number
of hours ahead of your local time, be
sure you match up the Greenwich time
with the equivalent date in your report.

Example: If you live in Baltimore it
may be 10 p.m. EST, September 30. At
the same instant, if your home is
Seattle, Washington, the local time is
7 p.m.

Or if you live in Honolulu, your local
time is 5 p.m. At exactly the same in-
stant in Holland it is 4 a.m. on the next
day, October 1.

Whether you're in Honolulu, Seattle,
Baltimore, or Amsterdam, or wherever
in the world, the time and date at that
instant is 0300 GMT, October 1.

Program Details Needed. Program
details should be as complete and as
detailed as you can make them. This
normally isn't too difficult when you
are dealing with programs in the Eng-
lish language.

Example:

“2100 GMT-Station identification
by male announcer in English. “This is
the overseas service of Radio X, broad-
casting on 9,500 kilohertz in the 31
meter band and 11,800 kilohertz in the
25 meter band. Stay tuned for the news.
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“2101-2105 GMT—English language
newscast, read by a woman, featuring
stories about a devaluation of the drach-
ma, flooding in Lichtenstein, a visit by
the prime minister of Lapland.

“2105-2115 GMT—-a program of
folk music introduced by a man an-
nouncer.”

A detailed report of items heard is
much better than a simple and less
complete description:

“2100 — 2105 GMT - Identification
and news.

“2105—-2115 GMT—Music and talk.”

The first description will completely
convince the station it was their pro-
grams you heard. The second is not
very convincing at all. Many other sta-
tions could have such programming.

When it comes to describing recep-
tion conditions, include your évaluation
of the signal strength, interference from
other stations or man-made sources
(which DXers and ham radio opera-
tors term “QRM”), interference from
natural causes and static (“QRN"), the
degree of signal fading (“QSB”) and
an overall rating of the reception
quality.

It's often best to simply describe
these evaluations in words, a phrase or
sentence. When reporting to some of
the larger international broadcasters you
can use the SIPO code, which is simple
to use and understand, but unfortu-
antely is not known by many staff mem-
bers at the smaller stations.

SINPO stands for the five basic re-
ception factors you wish to describe in
your report: Signal strength, Interfer-
ence from QRM, atmospheric Noise (or
QRN), Propagation or degree of fad-

ing, and Overall rating of the reception
quality. Each factor is measured on a
scale of one to five, with one being the
worst posible condition, five being the
best.

Ideally, therefore, SINPO 55555
would be the best quality signal you
could receive. A typical reading for a
strong and reasonably clear signal might
be SINPO 55444. This would indicate
an excellent signal strength, no interfer-
ence from other stations, only slight
static and an overall rating of “good”
reception.

You might also include a descrip-
tion of your listening gear, so the sta-
tion can better evaluate the reception
quality you report by knowing whether
you’re doing it all with a super sophisti-
cated communications receiver and a
fantastic antenna, or with a tiny port-
able and a three-foot whip.

Tell the station what you liked in
their programming, or what you'd like
to hear in the future. Tell the folks
“over there” a bit about yourself and
your interests. To the station that all
comes under the category of audience
research.

Before you end the report letter, po-
litely request that a verification card or
letter be sent to you if the report is
determined to be correct and accurate.

Though a number of the bigger for-
eign shortwave outlets do not require
that you include return postage it is
often a nice gesture, and sometimes is
essential if you hope to get a QSL reply.
Obviously, U.S. Stamps are of no use to
a station in, say Sweden or New Zeal-
and. International Reply Coupons, ex-
changeable overseas for stamps, can be
purchased at your post office for 42
cents each; or, you can purchase foreign
mint stamps, in proper denominations,
from the DX Stamp Service, 83 Roder
Parkway, Ontario NY 14519.

DX'ing Clubs Are for Everyone. The
best way to keep current about what
is going on in this fascinating hobby,
and the best way to learn more about
it, is to join a DXing club.

Voices From DX-Land. And as the
walrus said to the carpenter, it is
time to talk of many things, of shoes—
and ships—and sealing wax—of cabbages
—and kings...and, for that matter,

whatever it is you wish to discuss in
the world of hobby listening!

Let us get to the stack of letters you
readers have been sending to us here at
COMMUNICATIONS WORLD to learn what
you're tuning in and what is turning you
on to DXing, the questions you have
and the answers you've found.

The first subject on our agenda is that
of hobby clubs for DXers and SWLs.

“This is to let you know I was disap-
pointed that I couldn't find a reference
to the Newark News Radio Club in the
Fall-Winter 1976 edition of CoMMuUNI-
CATIONS WORLD,” writes W. Page Pyne
of Hagerstown, MD. “I hope this was
just an oversight. As you perhaps know,

NNRC is the oldest surviving radio
club in the U.S.”

Indeed, the Newark News Radio Club
has been a fixture in the hobby for, be-
lieve it or not, a full half century in
1977! It certainly has stood the test of
time, publishing monthly its mimeo-
graphed “NNRC" Bulletin” with infor-
mation on shortwave, medium wave,
FM-VHF, amateur radio, QSLing, card-
swapping, tape-sponding and technical
aspects.

It is, however, the policy of CoM-
MUNICATIONS WORLD to publicize only
those clubs which are members of the
Association of North American Radio
Clubs. ANARC is the “umbrella” or-

WHERE TO DX FOR WHAT

There are three very broad categories of stations. There are the broadcast stations, which air
progams of infomation, entertainment and music to general audiences. Then there are the
radio amateurs, hobbyists who operate in two-way communication on the shortwave and higher
frequencies. Everything else falls into a grab bag called utility communicatians, which cover
the whole range of services from longwave ship-to-shore to aeronautical VHF signals, point-
to-point transatlantic phone calls to radioteleprinters, to name but a few types.

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ganization affiliating the major radio
hobby clubs in North America. It has
certain criteria that clubs must meet be-
fore they are accepted into membership.

There are, frankly, hundreds and
hundreds of SWL clubs across the land.
The vast majority are tiny, fledgling
clubs, often no more than two or three
friends who want to band together and
form a club. While a very few of these
grow and are successful hobby ven-
tures, most are shortlived. Too often
when a club “folds” it is because of
financial problems and those who have
paid dues are left holding the bag.
Though we sympatheize with these
small local and regional groups in their
attempts to grow, we must also watch
out for the interests of many readers
who might, believing a mention in CW
constitutes an endorsement of a club,
join up, only to be “stuck.” While there
is no guarantee of longevity for an
ANARC-affiliated club the odds favor
it, and so CW publicizes only the
ANARC-clubs.

Though the Newark News Radio
Club was a charter member of ANARC
in 1964, it withdrew from its affiliation
in 1973. Now, I'm happy to report that
NNRC has rejoined ANARC. You will
find full data on that club, and other
ANARUC affiliates in our club list.

“Do I have to join a DX club,”
queried Karl R. Tripp, Binghamton,
NY? “I don’t think I have anything to
offer a DX club . . . an old tube-type
receiver, no real antenna, and I live in
the city.”

No, of course, you don’t have to join
a club. But it is probably one of the
wisest moves you, or any listening
hobbyist could make. The DX club
bulletins, regularly issued on at least a
monthly basis, are packed with the sort
of up-to-date information listeners need
to keep current on the changing pat-
terns of DXing.

I'm particularly happy that Karl
wrote because I'm afraid that too many

of you readers believe, as he does, that
they have nothing to offer a DX club.

That notion, to put it as clearly as
possible, is wrong, Wrong, Wrong!

If you have an interest in radio lis-
tening as a hobby, you have something
to offer a club. Some readers feel that
radio clubs are filled with nothing
but experienced hot-shots who will
make them feel inferior.

Not so! The make-up of a DXing
club is not unlike the readership of
CW . . . there are a relatively few
experienced types, a larger number of
listeners with limited hobby. experience,
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and a large number of relatively inex-
perienced newcomers to the hobby. You
may think you are the rankest novice at
listening, but there is almost certainly
a number of club members in exactly
the same category.

Pick out a club, or two, or three,
and join! You’ll be glad you did.

“Radio Canada International had a
very interesting program recently,”
Chuck Neff of Stronghurst, Ill., writes.
“They talked about the funny noises on
the utilities band. The final part talked
about the Russians being able to trans-
mit electricity without wires. They said
the weird noises on shortwave bands
have made Canadians and Americans
suspicious.”

And a Lodi, Cal.,, reader, Todd
Dokey notes that he hears noises “like
a squadron of B-29’s racing the skies.

“Could this be the Russian interfer-
ence that is driving telecommunications
operators bananas?”

The Russian “noisemaker” has gained
a lot of notoriety during the past year,
even in newspapers which rarely seem
to be concerned with such things. Since
the summer of 1976, the mysterious,
noisemaking, Russian transmitter has
been making a nuisance of itself and, at
times, has wiped out radio traffic and
communications on portions of the
shortwave spectrum from about 5 or 6
MHz up to and above 20 MHz.

The interference, a ten-time-per-sec-

“Im 15 and have been DXing since 1974,”
says Ross Pettibone, Red Deer, Alberta,
Canada. “I’'ve received such stations as
Radio Japan, Radio Havana Cuba, Radio
Moscow, Radio Peking, HCJB, Radio Aus-
tralia, Radio Nederland and the Voice of
Germany. I’'m still waiting to hear an exotic
station such as Qatar or Ethiopia.” Ross
uses a DX-160 receiver.

ond pulsing, has been likened, in sound,
to a machinegun. Thus, Todd, unless
my aging recollection of what a squad-
ron of B-29's sounds like have become
unreliable, I doubt that the Soviet trans-
missions are what you heard. There are
a number of other, more common, types
of interference that might well match
your description.

Initially, the odd and puzzling trans-
missions were on for hours at a time,
sweeping across wide chunks of fre-
quencies. North Atlantic Treaty Organi-
zation monitors, using direction finders,
located the transmitter in the areéa of
Gomel in Byelorussia, U.S.S.R.

Heavy protests to Moscow from most
of the western nations resulted, eventu-
ally, in a drastic cutback in the testing,
though at this writing it continues on at
a reduced level.

There is nothing reduced about the
power of this mysterious Soviet trans-
mitter. Experts agree that the transmit-
ter must run between 20 and 40 million
watts!

There have been some rather wild
theories about what the Russians have
been up to. One was that it might be
some sort of mind-bending experiment
because the repititious pulsings roughly
matched the brain’s alpha rhythms.

Another suggestion was, as reader
Neff pointed out, that the Soviets were
testing some wireless electrical trans-
mission system.

The best guess, it seems, is that the
machinegun-like pulses transmitted by
the Russians are from an over-the-hori-
zon radar, a radar device that could be
sophisticated enough to detect the geo-
metric shape of incoming craft. A radar
system that could tell the difference
between an off-course 747 commercial
jet and a military bomber or cruise mis-
sile would be a valuable tool. This could
be what the Russians are working on.

Some Quickie Questions. John
Wood, Lakewood, Ohio, asks: “How
come the frequencies in the FM radio
band were assigned from 88 to 108
MHz, instead of from 87 MHz?”

TV channel 6 is down in the 87 MHz
territory, John. All band allocations are
just arbitrary decisions by the “rule-
makers of radio.” Why nor 88 MHz is
just as apt a question, no?

Tom Greenwood of Arlington, Mass.,
asks: “Could you please identify a sta-
tion for me. I finally managed to hear
a station on the longwave frequencies,
this one on 209 kHz. It was weak but
was playing Arabic music before 0300
GMT.”

Okay, Tom, it is the National Net-
work of Radiodiffusion Television
Marocaine. The frequency—you're right
—is 209 kHz longwave. The station
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runs a mighty 800 kilowatts of power
from Azilal. Morocco. A nice catch.

“Can you help me ID a medium wave
station?” queries Ray Swagerty, Char-
lotte, N.C. “It is a pop music station
identifying as CKLW, on or near 800
kHz. 1t was somewhat overpowered by
the relay of Radio Nederland from
Bonaire. . . .”

Boy, oh boy, Ray, there are plenty of
listeners out there who would have your
interference problems! Most North
American BCB medium wave listeners
find CKLW makes it tough for them to
log the broadcasts from the 500,000 kw.
Trans World Radio transmitter on Bon-
aire in the Netherlands Antilles, just off
the South American coast. TWR's sta-
tion does relay, at times, the Radio
Nederland programs.

CKLW, getting back to your ques-
tion, does operate on 800 kHz and runs
50 kilowatts of power. The station is lo-
cated at Windsor, Ontario, Canada.
Since you indicated you wanted to write
the station, its address is CKLW, 1640

Quillette Avenue, Windsor, Ontario
N8X 1L1, Canada.
Lloyd Penny, who lives up in

CKLW's neighborhood, Orillia, Ontario,
takes us to task for ignoring the medium
wave broadcasting stations in Cuba and
Mexico.

“After all, says Lloyd, “Mexico and
Cuba are considered part of North
America, and White’s Radio Log is
billed as “an up-to-date directory of
North American . . . stations.””

All right, Lloyd, for you and other
readers who have been looking for
Cuban and Mexican BCB outlets on
medium wave, you'll find a selected list
of some of the more powerful stations
elsewhere on this page.

And while on the subject of medium
wave, Charles Everett, Sag Harbor, NY,

“Most readers know that the CBC
in Canada has cut back on shortwave
programming for DXers and is limiting
QSLs. I can point out, though, that the
CBC is doing a good job of verifying
reception of medium wave stations. I
reported receiving CBM, Montreal. 1
have since received not only a QSL,
but a program schedule for the Quebec
Community Network, anchored by
CBM.”

Stanley S. Olson of Smithtown, NY,
writes, “This will probably shock you,
but I wish COMMUNICATIONS WORLD
had more ads!”

I'm not shocked, Stan. I agree with
you!

Stanley goes on, “Where are all those
mail order houses that I see advertising
in other publications? Where do I buy a
Drake SPR-4 or a Yaesu FRG-7 re-
ceiver? I'm sure there are a lot of deal-

ers with stock on their shelves getting
dusty and that there are guys like me,
with money burning a hole in our pock-
ets, looking for places to spend it. How
are we going to get together, except in
a publication such as yours?”

Right on! I hope even more dealers
will get the message and let CW readers
know what they have to sell, but we do
have some advertisers who sell receiv-
ers and other gear.

Civil Defense Cutback. In the Spring-
Summer 1976 issue of CW I mentioned
the low frequency station, WGU-20,
operated by the Defense Civil Prepared-
ness Agency, headquartered in Wash-
ington, D.C. WGU-20, operated on 179
kHz long wave, was the first of a
planned series of stations designed for
disaster communications.

Now Brian M. Begg, Freehold, N.J.,
passes along some updated information
from Eugene L. Kilcullen, chief of the
facility at the Olney, Md., WGU-20
transmitting site.

Kilcullen told Begg that WGU-20's
operations were “temporarily suspend-
ed . . . due to Department of Defense
budgetary cuts.” He continued that the
equipment is “brought up” for a 24
hour test period every two months. It
seems those tests have been conducted
about the 10th or 11th of every second
month.

“We hope to return the station to
full operational status as soon as fund-
ing limitations permit,” Kilcullen says.

Bill Bergadano, Staten Island, N.Y.,
sends along his tip on an interesting
station for SWLs to hunt.

“The National Broadcasting Com-
mission of Papua, New Guinea can be
heard on 4,890 kHz, in English, from
New York local sunrise to 1400 GMT.

James Halsema of Washington, D.C.
writes:

“As a shortwave listener since 1932,
whose foreign service career has enabled
me to pursue my vice in many parts of
the world, I find your COMMUNICATIONS
WoRLD pieces of great interest, particu-
larly when they deal with listening on
news bands with new equipment.”

Jim continues: “You should get DX-
ers in various parts of the world to re-
peat the kind of local listening condi-
tion reports like the one from Great
Britain in the Spring-Summer 1976
issue.

“I recently returned from four years
in Chile, where I found myself receiv-
ing signals from many stations not even
aiming them in my direction.” In fact,
the only continent that was hard to
hear was nearby Australia, no doubt
due to the south magnetic pole. Using
a miniature National Panasonic receiv-
er, held in my hand, I got All India
Radio at 1600 GMT at the beach. On
medium wave the problem was the
large number of stations in South
America. In the window provided by
the pre-dawn hours, it was often pos-
sible to pick up 50 kw. stations like
KFBK, Sacramento; KGO, San Fran-
cisco; WFAA, Dallas; and WWL, New
Orleans.”

A fascinating report. Jim. A few
years back 1 did some DXing from the
heart of the Andes in Peru and Bo-
livia. In addition to the many Spanish
speaking shortwave outlets, I found the
most consistently received signals were
from the Voice of America, Radio Mos-
cow and Radio Havana Cuba, all very
definitely aimed in my direction!

I agree with reader Halsma that re-
ports of listening conditions overseas
are interesting. How about it, are there
CW readers in Australia, Asia, Europe,
Africa or other parts of South Amer-
ica? Write, and let us know what con-

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ditions are like where you live and DX.
Take us through a typical 24-hour
period and give us an idea of what you
can hear and when, and what sorts of
listening equipment are available in
your country.

In a recent issue of CW, I men-
tioned it was possible to hear the com-
munications of the Russian trawlers and
fishing boats that “work” just off our
coasts.

An updater comes from Bill Sparks,
an old friend from San Francisco, who
writes, “I hear them now all the time
on 3,380 kHz. My home is about a
mile from the beach and we can see the
ocean from our windows. When those
Ruskies communicate, they sound like
they are out in my backyard, they are
so loud!”

DXers near the East Coast, and even
in the midlands of the country, can also
find the conversations in Russian on
shortwave frequencies.

“I very often get a station from the
Dominican Republic on 11,725 kHz
with very good signals. Programming is
in Spanish but about every 15 minutes
in English it identifies as Radio Clor-
ene. I'm not sure of the spelling.”

That information comes from Jim
Gross of Tonawanda, NY, who con-
tinues, “It broadcasts from Santo Do-
mingo and I have heard it at various
times from 2130 to 2300 GMT.”

If you'd listened just a bit later,
around 2330 GMT, you might have
heard the sometimes tourist program,
all in English, presented by announcer
Rudy Espinal.

Your identification of this one was
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close, Jim. It is Radio CLARIN. The
frequency is actually 11,700 kHz, but
the station also uses 4,850 kHz, where
it is probably more regular.

Here’s a short question from Eric
Steiner, Park Forest, Ill.

“What is the best time to listen for
African broadcasters on shortwave?”

Answer: Mid to late afternoon on 11
and 15 MHz; late afternoon on 60
meters; the 0300-0700 GMT period on
60 and 90 meter bands.

The next letter comes from a 15-
year-old reader. Because he seems to
be a sincere young person, whose only
problem appears to be inexperience and
a bit of wishful thinking, I won’t em-
barrass him by naming him. I would
not normally use such a letter—and 1
do get a number like this—but there are
some lessons to be learned from his
mistakes.

He writes that he logged Radio
NYAB, the National Youth Association
of Bhutan, from Thimpu, Bhutan, last
September 1, on 7,040 kHz. The young
SWL said he heard the station at “1209
GMT for about three minutes. Recep-
tion was SINPO 144*2 with an ex-
tremely weak signal.” His receiver he
described as a very unsophisticated
model with a pair of home-made pre-
selectors.

He concluded with the information
that he had just received a letter, a
“sort of semi-confirmation” from the
secretary of the station.

Radio NYAB is considered one of
the two or three toughest shortwave
stations to hear in North America. Bhu-
tan is a little mountain kingdom north
of India and its tiny station, run by a
sort of Bhutanese version of the Boy
Scouts, probably has a power of under

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300 watts.

As of this writing, I have not heard
of even one clearcut logging of this
station in the U.S. or Canada, though
under optimum conditions it may be
possible—especially on the West Coast.

It is extremely unlikely our reader
actually was hearing Radio NYAB. I
think he allowed himself to be fooled
into thinking he was. I suppose he was
aware of the station’s frequency and
schedule, heard something on about the
right frequency and jumped to a hasty
conclusion.

His SINPO reading shows a signal
so weak as to be virtually useless for
identifying the station, and no indica-
tion at all of the P reading (normally
considered the fading aspect), and a
poor overall rating.

Even under the best possible recep-
tion conditions, three minutes is not
enough logging time. The signal was
even too weak to hear an announced
identification.

This was a case of a sloppy job of
DXing. Some persons might brand this
a case of phony reporting—which is
about the worst that can be said about
any SWL. I think, however, that it was
just a case of an individual who badly
wanted to hear what he describes in his
letter as a ‘“very rare station” and
through inexperience, and his intense
desire to log real DX, got very careless.

I'd refer our young reader back a
few pages to the section for advancing
listeners and the way to identify the
harder-to-hear shortwave stations. But,
you say, he got a reply to his report
from the station. Doesn’t that prove
he heard it?

Unfortunately, no! He got what he
described as a “semi-confirmation,” a
note that thanked him for listening.
Some stations, purely out of politeness
or in the interest of establishing a feel-
ing of good will, will reply to any and
all reports, correct or not, even letters
just requesting information about the

“Please note that I'm holding my No. 1 DX
guide, COMMUNICATIONS WORLD,”
writes Bob Brossell of Milwaukee. 1
wouldn’t miss an important thing like that,
Bob. The receiver on Bobs’ desk is the popu-
lar new Yaesu Musen FRG-7, dubbed by
DXers as the Frog-7, or simply the Frog.

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station or its schedule.

QSLs are a lot of fun to receive.
They can, in some cases, be considered
real proof of receptions. But, frankly,
there are some stations who reply with
“semi-confirmations”  without  even
checking. So QSLs aren’t always proof!

So, in your loggings, be careful and
don’t let your desire that the faint signal
you're tuned to is a certain, rare bit of
DX lead you to conclusion jumping.

On to a more positive note and a let-
ter from another young reader, 16-year-
old Marty Delfin of Cleveland, Ohio.

“The other night,” Marty writes, “l
ran into a station which starts its trans-
missions at 0730 GMT in the 41 meter
band. It is a religious station, on which
the announcer says, ‘This is the Trans
World Radio at Monte Carlo.’ Did 1
really hear Monte Carlo, Monaco, or
something else?”

Believe your ears, Marty! Yes, you
heard TWR, Monte Carlo, Monaco,
signing on at 0730 GMT on 7,105 kHz.
Send your reception - report to Post
Office Box 141, Monte Carlo.

Marty also has a tip for those listen-
ers who may not be allowed to erect an
antenna outdoors. He uses a multi-
band portable receiver with a whip an-
tenna. He connected his shortwave tele-
scoping antenna “to a long piece of
aluminum foil, which is taped to the
walls. Reception is good and I have
logged over 30 countries.”

Marty’s solution may not help every-
one, but it shows what a little ingenuity
can do when it comes to antenna ex-
perimentation.

Tim Leier, Swift Current, Sasketchu-
an, asks about Radio Nederland, which
he hears on *“about 6.2 MHz.” Tim
asks about the station’s exact frequency
and address ‘“because no matter how
long I listen, they announce neither.

Ths felllow, busily logging a new station,
is Richard Swanson of Wellman, lowa.
Richard has been a DXer since 1959 and
says he has “all kinds of countries logged
and verified.” His receivers are a Realistic
DX-160 with a Hallicrafters S-120 and Knight
Span-master as standbys.

Please help me.”

Righto, Tim. At this writing Radio
Nederland is broadcasting on 6,165
kHz. Send your reports to Radio Neder-
land, Box 222, Hilversum, Holland.

Time Tickers on SW. “On February
15, 1 heard the Argentine time station
on 10,000 kHz. It is LOL1 in Buenos
Aires.”

That's a nice catch, Hal Hillman of
Barrington, R.I. But on occasions these
foreign time stations can slip through
the interference from WWYV. Hal con-
tinued, “Would you please send me the
address where I can send for a QSL?”

Okay, Hal, it is this: Servicio de
Hidrografia Naval, Observatorio Naval,
Avenida Costanera Sur 2099, Buenos
Aires, Argentina.

In concluding, Hal notes that he has
received a QSL from the French time
station, FTK77 in Pontoise, France.

That will be good news to Harve
Hanson of Minneapolis, Minn., who
asks for that station’s address.

Harve says he heard the station on
10,775 kHz around 2100 GMT.

And for you, Harve, the address of
FTK77 is Bureau International de
L'Heure, 61 Avenue d I'Observatoire,
75014, Paris, France.

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frequency of about 5,650 kHz. One
identifies itself as Gander Radio. The
other identifies as Radio New York.
Both broadcast weather. Can you tell
me exactly what they are?”

Paul Fraser, Antigonish, Nova Sco-
tia: “Could you tell me about Gander
and the New York weather stations
which I frequently hear on my SW
radio about 6 MHz?”

John Harlow, Bridgewater, Nova Sco-
tia: “How about the address of New
York Radio, a VOLMET aero trans-
mitting station, and Gander Radio, the
same sort of station in Gander, New-
foundland, Canada?”

Okay, gang, John is right on target.
The New York and Gander stations
are VOLMET operations, which pro-
vide regular weather data for aircraft
on the North Atlantic routes. They use
the same frequencies, 3,001, 5,652,
8,868 and 13,272 kHz. New York
Radio uses the frequencies from the
hour to 20 minutes past, and again
from the half hour to 50 minutes past
each hour. Gander occupies those chan-
nels from Hour+20 to 30 minutes and
again for the last ten minutes of each
hour.

Gander Aeradio’s address is care of
the Chief Communications Officer,
Aviation Weather Service, Meteorologi-
cal Agency, Gander International Air-
port, Gander, Newfoundland, Canada.
New York Radio can be reached by
writing New York Radio, IFS Trans-
mitting Station, A.F. Sector Field Unit
820.1, Cherry Avenue, West Sayville,
New York 11796.

“Utility station listeners can find
some very interesting listening on the
U.S. Coast Guard Search and Recue
frequencies,” writes David Stancel of
Ringgold, Ga. “The frequencies are
5,680, 5,695, 5,692, 6,521.8 and 8,984
kHz. When conditions are right, San
Francisco can be logged with ease on
5,696 kHz.”

And Tim Starr, Macon, Ga., has this
to add: “U.S. Coast Guard at Ports-
mouth, Va., broadcasts ofishore weather
for Atlantic Ocean mariners on the
frequencies of 4,393.4, 6,521.8, and
8,760.8 kHz. This station transmits at
0400, 1000, 1600 and 2200 GMT.”

And more from John Soneff Jr., New
Orleans: “l pick up marine traffic on

the Intercoastal Waterway on 6,211 kHz
in single sideband transmissions. I also
hear the Mississippi River barges on
about that frequency, calling in to base
stations and barge companies, reporting
their positions and situations. This traf-
fic seems to peak about 2200 GMT.”

Paul Nielsen, Fremont, Cal., says he
found the information on utility DXing
in the Fall-Winter 1976 CW ‘*‘very in-
teresting.”

“But,” he adds, “you made it sound
like there is no use in sending recep-
tion reports. 1 did, and many stations
send QSLs.”

Well, Paul, 1 didn’t mean to confuse
anyone. Some utility, that is non-broad-
cast type, SW stations will verify cor-
rect reports, but many won’t. The utility
type stations, frankly, aren’t seeking re-

ports from listeners. Out of courtesy,
some will reply by card and letter, but
it is a bit “iffy” and I wanted CW
readers to be aware of that fact.
Incidentally, a good source of infor-
mation on the non-broadcast utility sta-
tions on shortwave are the various pub-
lications of Handler Enterprises, P.O.
Box CC, Northfield, Ili. 60093. There
also is advance word that one of the
major DX clubs, SPEEDX, P.O. Box
E, Elsinore, Cal. 92330, will re-release
an updated version of its utility DXing
Handbook. Write for further details.
