E x - C I I I E F SUPERINTENDENT Bob Hay, billed as the 
man who helped crack the Iranian Embassy siege, 
police the Grurwick dispute and quell Sikh unrest in 
Southall, now faces his toughest ease. Software piracy. 

He's head of the special unit set up by the 
Federation Against Software Theft (FAST) to root out 
infringers of program copyright wherever they lurk. 
His weapon is the tough new legislaiion just enacted 
by Parliament. It will leave software thieves opzn to 
punishment identical to the stiff crackdown that hit 
video pirates a couple of years ago. 

If the Copyright {Computer Software) Amendment 
Act works out as intended, program counterfeiters — 
already driven out of the video industry — will have 
to go back to selling Mexican-built "Carrier" watches. 

Alrhough the biggest deterrent are reser/cd for the 
commercial forgers — up to two years' inside and 
unlimited fines — anyone selling, exhibiting or even 
possessing illegal copies could be stung for up to 
£2,UOO or locked up tor a maximum of" two months, or 
both. 

Thanks to the new Act and the activities of FAST 
the mood against petty copiers has changed. In last 
year's anti-piracy campaign software supremo Geoff 
Brown of US Gold said they should be hanged. Now 
thai the software houses have the power of the Act at 
their disposa. they are aware thst the crimina. remedy 
is not always the bes. option. 

People must realise that most copying takes mon^y 
away from the industry — and :hat will lead to a loss 
of software choice and a loss of jobs. In the meantime 
games houses will have to take whatever action they can 
to make petty copying as difficult as possible — using 
protection dcvices or hardware solutions like A'iikio-
Gen s Mikro-Plus Interface. 

BUL until computer users become more aware of the 
damage that making and swapping copies does, it will 
continue to be a drain on the market. As former Chief 
Super Boh Hay puts it, the loss of money to producers 
and retailers is the stme whether you shoplift £500 of 
goods or softlift £500 of games. 

Let's hope foi the sake of all of us who enjoy 
computing that the Act will be as effective as its video 
equivalent. Film companies estimax that video copying 
is down a massive 60 percent on two years ago.

A CHILDS' VIEW OF LOOPING THE LOOP 
I SIMPLY cannct let Geoffrey 
Childs' letter in the July issue 
stard uncorrected. 

The first thing that a beginner 
should learn about loops is that 
you should not jump into diem, 
Jumping out of them is not only 
legal but often necessary: as when 
searching an array for some target 
element. 

It is uue i l i a i many vea bions of 
Basic cause problems when one 
jumps out of a bop. However, 
this is a bug .n Basic — see my 
article, "A Bug in Basic", which 
appealed i.i the Ameiiuau maga-
zine BYTE, January J581. It is 
not in Fortran. Pascal, C or other 
higher-.evel languages. 

The line I . = 10 which Childs 
cites is a line which, although it 
is allowed :n Basic — which does 
not check such thiri|js — violates 
E ru.e of almost every other higher 
level language; namely, that in a 
loop fur " v a r i a b l e " f rom

Rockford's Riot uses the same 
ingredients — boulders, jewes, 
amocb£3, butterflies, fireflies, 
enchanted walls — but presents a 
brand new set of problems. There 
are :6 levels or caves as the a-ssette 
inlay calls them. In each caw vou 

can scroll smoothly over an area at 
least six times the screen si2e. And 
ir. cach you have to collect a given 
number of jewsls within a time 
limit. But beyond this common 
factor there is enormous variety so 
that each level could almost be 
described as a separate game 

Take cave B for example. 
Amoebas are oozing out from the 
tops of three large vats. So you 
must first shift boulders to seal 
them ir.. If you succccd the 
amoebas turn into jewels. Then 
you have to dssh down to the 
bottom of the vats, unplug them, 
and when the avalanche of 
boulccis bio settled, culled 75 
jewels before time runs out. 

Collecting jewels is a problem in 
itself. T h e y are invariably 
embedded in a pile of boulders. As 
the game simulates perfectly the 
physics of rock fells, you only have 
to extract one for the whole lot to 
come tumbling down. When it is 
accompanied — as it is on the 
CBM-64 — by a distant booming 
this provides one of the most 
satisfying experiences in computer 
gjming.

Original ly wr i t t en — by Digital 
Research's Gary Kildall to lit on micros 
with only a limited amount of Ram, it has 
remained a relatival/ unfriendly system to 
wo K With. Sume CP/M j u n m a n d s are 
cumbersome to use; while, fa ' from being 
friendly, t s error m e s s a g e s are often 
downrgh l hostile. 

B u t t h e c n c i a l point about CP/M is that 
it can be implemented on almost any Z-BO 
micro and i t s so f tware is portable. 
Programs written for one CP/M machine 
will rnn nn any CP/M machine. 

There is a vast range of application soft-
ware tunning under CP/M. Because t i e 
3yatem h a s been a r o u n d for 5 0 o n g a n d 
on so many machines thare are literally 
thousands of programs avaiabte to tne 
CP.M jser. 

Two qualifications need to be added 
here. First bus iness soltware is not cheap. 
Home computer owners who are used to 
paying, at the most , £50 for a word 
processoron Rom will h« staggRred to find 
that s o r r e ot the besl-sell ing 3P*M 
prog rams can cos t several l u n d r e d 
pounds. Sccond bcying a CP/M program 
involves more than just choosing the right 
packaoa You need to find a distributor who 
-an supply s j f iwa i e un 3in. d iscs and In 
ihe Ans t rad ' s d s c forma1. You will also 
have to cus tomise CP/M software to work 
»vitti the 6128's screen and keyboard 
cortiguration. 

However, as it turns out, neilherof these 
oroolems loems large. Anyone seriously 
: onmi t t ed tc using a micro to help run a 
small b u s i n e s s should be prepared to 
spend a s much on sof tware as Ihe hard-
ware itself. And apart from CP/M c lass ics 
ike Wcrdstar, dBase II, and Supetcslu, theie 
s a considerable amount of software that 
c o m e s a lot cheaper. 

Cus:omising a program to work with a 
oartictlar computer is m a nly a matter of 
telling it what the macnine's screen pa'a-
meters and control codes are. Amstrad has 
made the task easy by setting the 6128 up 
to emulate a VT-52 terminal. Mcst CP.M 
softwere c o m e s with an instal lat ion 
orogram which includes an option fcr this 
jvidely-used type of tcrmincl. Cn top of thio 
there is already a number o : distributors — 
Timatic S y s t e m s a r d H o n e y s o f t in 
o a r l c i l a r — who supply CP/VI p r o c r a n s 
:aitored fcr the Amstrad on 3in. discs . 

Business applications apart, one of 
CP/M's other attractions is that it supports 
c o m p i l e r s (or a l m o s t every known 
computer language. YOJ can even run the 
Z-80 version of BBC Basic on it. Quite a few 
anguages are also in the CP'M User 

Group's large Software LibraryJte contcntc 
nclude assemblers, word processors, text 
adventures, communica t ions softwa*e, 
m u s i c f i les , and h u n d r e d s ul 
m i s c e l l a n e o u s d i s c u t i l i t i es . Most 
mportantly, it is in the puoiic demain. In 
other words, except for a small cooying 
charge, it is all free. 

TH/ . AMSTRAIJ 464 was launched in June list 
year at lbout the same time as the bug-freer QLs 
began to hit the streets. 15 months later only 
50,000 QLs have been sold while ihe Amstrad 
has established itself as one of the three best-
sclliiij; lioiuc computers in Britain. How is ir that 
in a year when almost every other micro 
manufacturer lolded or floundered, Amstred has 
(lourishcd? 

Undoubtedly one reason is t h a the 4 o4 comes 
with a monitor and built-in cassette recorder at 
an unpreccdcntly ow pric& But ecuallv 
important is the fact that, although its design is 
not especially advanced, it scores highly in almost 
every department — graphics, sound, Basic, 
.oii t truaion, and I/O connections. 

T"his computer s largely free of the quirks and 
omissions thai flaw most other micros: a tacky 
keyboard on the Spectrum, antiquated Basic on 
:he CEM-64, bugs on rhe QL and Oric, the 
memory-starved BBC, and so on. 

Amstrad followed the 464 with the 664, which 
has a built-in 3in. cisc drive in place cf the 
casscttc recorder. It has a few extra Basic 
rontmands such ts the graphics command Fill, 
and sa;rifices 1,280 bytes Rim to the disc 
operating system. Bu its m^jor difference is the 
abil.ty to run CP/M 2.2, which is supplied partly 
tm disc and partly on Rorr.. 'l 'he idea behind 
providing CP/M is to wicen the machire's scope 
tin attracting business users. 

Just 3 few months ?ftei the launch of the 664, 
:he company has now produced another 
computer with a built-in disc drive, the ft 128. 
This comes wah a 10 al 128X Ham and runs an 
enhanced version of CP/M 2.2. CP/M Plus. It 
is still software compatible with the earlier 
models. 

Although the 6128 offers more than the 664 
— which will be quietly dropped froir. produc-
tion — it costs less: £299 with a monochrome 
monitor, £599 wilh a colour mcnitor. If you are 
not fussy about picture quitlity you can buy a 
£30 modulator and use the monochrome unit 
with a colour TV. 

Originally Amstrac announced that the 612H 
was solely for the American market. It is not hard 
:o euess why tlx- oompany has delayed rhe 
announcement of the machine's U.K. kunch 
.intil the Ifsi ninute. But it is tough if you have 
just spent on s <3C4. 

In appearance the 6128 :s more or less the 
same EX the 664. Amsrrad h.i<; <;ensihly re-
positioned the cursor keys at the front of the key-
board and the overall height has been reduced. 
At the back there is he same zrray of ports as 
on the earlier model — a Centronicsstyie printer 
interface, an expansion port, and a soi'ker for a 
second disc drive. A'so unchanged at the side 
are rhe cassette and joystick pons together with 
a stereo jack tor sound output. 

Apart to rn the addition of CP/M Plus and 
incvhrr 64K Ram ttip machine's specification is 
rhe same as the 664 s. Based irovnd a Z-8CA 
processor nnn inga t 4MHz, it carries 128K Ram 
and 48K Rom. The Ba<ic interpreter and the 
operating system are held in 32K of the Rom, 
while rhe remaining 16K ccnta.ns Amsdcs and 
a small part of CP/M. Amsdss is Anistnid's own 
disc operating system which serves as an alterna-
tive to C P ' M . 

The - wo systems coexist peacefully, reflecting 
"he dual ruhMt1 h u h us a sniull bus iness 
•nathine and a home computer. Basic is switched 
mit when CP/M is runn.ng so you cannoi then 

load or save Basic programs If you are using 
Amsdos yOL need to run CP/M to format discs, 
back u p and copy files; otherwise you can ignore 
i t 

When Amsdos was first introduced Amstrad 
described it as a fast cEsse;te system. You might 
eipect a disc operating system to be rather more 
than this. And, indeed, as disc operating systems 
go Amsdos is fairly rudimentary. There is no 
facility for creating random-access files and only 
a limitec spread of disc commands. Sti'.l, what 
it does clter is probably quite acequate for the 
average user's purposes. 

Some people have berated Amstrad lo: 
choosing 3in. disc drives rather than ti e more 
common 3.5in. drives Bui t:ie ?in, discs have 
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a itirijjctialjlt; utpauiiy of 1S0K cn each side, and 
you car. always add a 3.5b. or 5.25in. as a second 
drive. 

Two discs are supplied with the machine. 
Along with CP/M Plus and its accompanying 
cIjsl utilities, tliey Iwld j useful Lollecikm of 
pro»ramm.ngutilities, a full 48*< version of DR 
Lofco, and GSX, a Graphics System Extension 
designed to let CP/M programs handle graphics. 
For goxl measure Amstrad has also thrown in 
tin: soflwaic thai went with the — CP/M 
2.2 and a stripped-down version of DR Logo. 

C-.SX is the 8-bit forerunner of Digital 
Research's GEM. Introduced a bit late i:i the day, 
so far i: has had little success. With the notable 
:xuept whs of DR Graph uid DR D o w not much 

software has been written lor it. If someone were 
to add tile 8-bit equivalent of G E M Desktop, 
C-SX could give the Amsttad icons and windows 
in CP/M. But the result would probably be 
rcther slow. 

Another of the d:sc programs, Bank Manager, 
demonstrates some extra Basic commands which 
make use of the spare 64 K Ram. As an 8-bit 
microprocessor the Z-fSOA can only address 54K 
of memory. So the 128K Rim is not organised 
as one b.ock of contiguous memory, bu: as two 
banks of64K, onlv one of which can be acccssed * * 
at a time You could no:, fix example, run a Basic 
program larger rhsn 64K. 

Two of the commands supplied by Bank 
Manager allow Basic programmers to store and 

display up to five screen images. The others use 
the second memory bank as a filing system. What 
these commands do not provide is a facility lor 
storing programs, or variables as on the 
Commodore 123. N o doubt machine-ccde 
programmers wi.l find all sons of interesting 
applications for the extra Ram; and, possibly, 
cornmrrml games write-*; will he nhle tn exploit 
it. But by and large it is not of much benefit if 
you are work.ng in Basic. 

Iti lict :he main reason for giving the bl2M 
128K is to allow it to ran CP/M Plus, which 
is designer! rr. fake sdvantaje of hank-swirched 
memory. One of the problems with running 
CP/M 2.2 on the 464 and 664 is that it leaves

By contrast CP/M Plus sits in one of I he two 
banks o!'64K. Ran: and loads programs into the 
other. In this way it makes 61K Rani available 
for programs, which is more than enough for any 
8-bit CP/M program. 

CP/M Plus lake; up around 21K and repre-
sent* a substantial improvement on the earlier 
8K version. Mot only i:i i: f i l ter in loading and 
savir.g 10 disc, hut it is also easier to work with. 
Thus you can *ive it multiple commands on a 
line, recall previous commands, and ecit lines. 
Along with a number of other enhanced fea:ures 
there in also a provision for switching to different 
national character sets - German OJ Amer.can, 
ior example. 

None of these features will interest people who 
use :he 6128 as i home compute: pare and 
simple the sort of owner, say, whe has moved 
up from a Spcctrum. CF/M programs cannot, 
of course, take advantage of the Amstrad's 
graphics or sound. With the exception of text 
adventures, most C?/M games arc of the sort that 
dite back to the dav/n of rr.icrtcoriput int; — Tic-
Tac-Toe, Ping Pon* and he like. 

So; leivin? CP/M and the extra A4K aside, it 
is worth considering how the 6128 matches up 
against the opposhioi: or. the home computer 
from. 

Amstrad Basic is almost as extens.ve as BBC 
Basic, and :mly a fraction slovwr. Among its 
special features are commands :o harness 
ir.terrup:s from Basic — Every' and Afk" — and 
the facility ior defining up to tight text windows, 
and one for graphics. As on she BBC, the 
operating system is unusually accessible via a 
large number of jump blocks— or vectors — in 
Ram. Extending Busicis easily done by defining 
Resident System Fxtensicns — RSXs — to act 
as new commands. 

There are three graphics modes which are well 

World processing — top, how the 6126 interfaces with the outer world. The bare bones 
— Tiiddle, what the 6128 is like ins<de, and bottom, the fully-clothed machine. 

supporied by Basic graphics commands. At the 
lowest resolution, 16.) by 2D0 n Mode 2, you 
have a cho.ce of IS colours from a pallette of 27. 
The h.ghcbt itauluijuii is 64C by 200 or 30 
columns by 40 rows of text. Again, the machine's 
graphics are only equalled by the BBC Micro. 

Sound is supplied through the internal speaker 
by the Ai^3-8192 chip, as fburd :n MSX 
inadiiitcj. and do/.ens u fo iher micros. It ".s not 
quite as powerful as the CBM-64's chip but 
still three voices with full envelope definition.

It cuickly became & 
cult with the otudontoof tho university, anc 
began to take off nationally when Esse* 
instated PSS facilities for the computer. 

Despite a cce s s nocrs that meam 
becoming virtualy nocturnal, It has 
become an obsession for many, some 
Wizards clocking up many hundreds ol 
hours on lina.

The drawing 
area is a little smaller than a pkceo f A4 naper 
and that ctn be very convenient for,transferring 
diagrams to the computer. One lead from the

Tlie pen is comfortable ro use and has a rr.eta. 
tip which presses on to the pci&pc* ovetlyiu^ 
the surface of the graphics pad. The manu-
facturers suggest :hat you should place this 
sheet on the surface of the graphics pad for the 
best results. There is a microswitch inside the 
body of .he pet. and the cursor -appears on the 
screen of the computer VDU when the tip is 
pressed. If you press t.ne pen tip when it is not 
pressed down on to the pad the cursor moves 
randomly on the screen.

You can fill any enclosed shape or the back-
ground,. draw lines in three different widths, 
save and load cravings tc disc or tape and print 
a drawing in positive :ir negative using a screen 
Hump ronTinf "or -he F.psnn M X a rd FX se r i « 
printers. The third part of the software is called 
a " C A D " program. 

CAD stands tor Computer Assisted Design. 
Flexible manufacturing systems arc just begin-
ning to appear in which computer assisted 
design is the first part of ihe process. After 
drawing something that is tc be manufactured, 
s new was/ling machine to: example, on the 
screen of a computer, it shculd be possible to 
check the strength of vari ous components cr the 
validity of the electrical wiring diagram using 
£ separate computer program. 

When the design ."las been confirmed, the 
computer should generate instructions to be 
sent to numerically controlled michine tools 
that will press metal panels, machine rctors and 
wind armatures for electric motors, weld 
sections oi the case ind lay wires in a wiring 
jig to fc rm the cable harness. By changing the 
program that's sent froti the CAD computer 
the product can, in theory, be lutnec from a 
washing machine into a dish wisher or tumble 
dryer. 

The Graphpad C A D program is not a com-
petitor for the Automatic Dishwasher Designer 
Awsrd 1986. It is actually quite disappointing 
for all you can do is design a series of shapes 
on a 16 by 16 grid, place these into a number 
of pigeonholes and then arrange the scaled 
down shapes on the screen linking them with 
lines. It is not possible to alrer the scale of the 
shapes once they have been defined, nor can 
you adc text to the diagram for labels or titles. 
Despite being able to place a grid pattern on 
the VDU to help with ths al.gnment of various 
shapes, I found it quite difficult to drag the 
shapes or icons to precisely* where I wai ted 
them. 
I liked the Graphpsd hardware or its neat, 
robust design and the drawing program worked 
well. There is a listing of the draw.ng program 
at the hack of the instruction manual and it 
should be easy to extent; or modify this to suit 
your own requirements. T h e CAD program 
was disappointing. 

T h e sensitive area cf the Touchmaster 
graphics pad is exactly the same size.ssa piece 
of A4 paper. TheTouchmaster is self powered 
by its own mains plug/transformer and must 
contain n dedicated microprocessor. Bnth serial 
and parallel ports are fitted to the back of the 
ease and there is a socket for a foot switch as 
well. The short handbook supplied with the pad 
shows how it can be connected to popular 
.iiQchir.es such as the BBC micro, CBM-64, 
Dragon 32/64, Spectrum and Vic-20. 

Ill the case of the BBC micro, a lead connects 
die touch pad to the 3.S-423 serial port. Unlike 
rhe other touch pads and light pens, the Touch-
master duiputs X and Y co-ordinates as infor-
mation thfct can be read as the equivalent of a 

-.<ey stroke in a Basic program. All you need to 
.include in your programs arc the following 

Basic instructions: 
10 "FX 2.1 \ 
20 "FX 7,7 
30 "FX 21,1 
40 IF (GET AND £7F) <64 THEN 40 
50 X = G E T ' 6 4 +' GET

Thf.t*s really not very difficult. Accessing the 
RS-423 serial port is also easy in machine code 
if you need the whele system to ran faster than 
is possible in Basic. Interfacing the Touch-
master is very easy and the use of the serial port 
may well avoid clashes with other peripherals 
— it is at least easier to plug and unplug leads 
to the serial socket than to the user port, ' "he 
resolution of the Touchmifetei pad is not stated 
in the user instructions. 

.Vlultipairit was supplied on cassette. It works 
well and is a lot of fun to use. Probably it's the 
best simple drawing program that I've found 
for the BBC T h e program is written in Basic 
and can he modified to suit your own needs. 
Unfortunately, I couldn't get Simon's Squares 
to load but Word Search entranced my six year 
old younger daughter. The program requ.res 
concentration ar.d as gcod a memory as you can 
manage. 

The instructicns contain a coup le of mistakes 
but the bright overlay for [he touch pad works 
well with the screen display. Spelli-copter was 
less successful, partly because the program 
requites a fiddly attention to the exact position-
ing of the helicopter carrying the letter you have 
to drop into place. 

Pad has two switches 
The Saga B i t m a p is made in West Germany 

at.d plugs into an aialogue-to-digital interface 
designed for use with the Kempston jbystick 
on the Spectrum computer. T h e sensitivp area 
is smaller than the other two pads — 5ins. by 
3.75in. — but this didn't seen tc make it more 
difficult :o position the cursor where I wanted. 
T h e pad has two switches on the left hand side 
Of the case that are used to tell Ihe compi le r 
when you have a choice from a menu or set the 
cvrsor rnrrrrrly in place 

T h e Touchmaster paci is set up with two soft 
"keys." al the bottom light side of the drawing 
area when you are using Multipai.it t.nd the 
Grap.hpad device requires you to press keys on 
the computer keyboard. I preferred the Touch-
master approach because you can concentrate 
on the pad and the screen without being dis-
tricted-by the keyboard or a separate yWikrh. 
Nevertheless I liked the consistency and feel of 
thc'iBitmap pac. whileT was using .t with the 
S a g a S t y l e program. 

Style can ne used with either he Bitmap or 
a joystick. T h e program can be transferred to 
a Microdrive. It has all the usual facilities for 
drawing linis, rays — ntult.ple lines from s 
single point — circles, triangles, boxes, freehand 
shapes and freehand points. You a n fill any-
enclosed sh tpe and can u.niill the shape if you 
make a mistake. 

T h s most advanced facility allows you to 
zoom into a section of the picture, alter indivi-
dual pixels and then zoom out again, Other 
utilities provide for solid or shaded fill, local-
ised or universal colour changes and two dif-
ferent b rush types. 

T h e Touchniaster Mu.tipaint program has 
more brash styles and widths and will draw 
regular polygons with between three and nine

The Ani rog S u p e r Sketch — Model 
G2100 works on different principles to the 
g r a p h i c s p a d s t.iat I l iave d e u i iUcd s u far . A 
long arm protrudes over the drawing area from 
a housing at the too of the pad. The position 
of the stylus at the end of the arm is calculated 
from the rotation of two potent iome:ers inside 
the housing. The aim has a geared track under-
neath and th.s provides information about how-
far the stylus is up or down the pad while the 
rotation of the arm provides the other signal, 
Buttons on the top housing can be used to 
Sclect a func t ion f r o m a n i ; n u d i sp l ayed o n t h e 
VDU, "L i f t " the pen from the pad — elect-
roaicallv at least — ard return to the Menu, 
The software supplied with the Anirog sketch 
pad works well and has a couple of unique 
features. , 

"Undo" will erase the work you havi done 
since the menu was last displaved and 
' 'Mirror", "Quad" and ^ 'F l i?" will split the 
screen and copy what you are doing either to 
the o the r s ide , i n t o :he t l u c e c i l i a q u a r t e r s , o r 
from top to bottom. That ' s a good way to 
achieve symmetrical drawings and the undo 
command is much easier to use than the erase 
functions in most of the other packages. 

1 didn't like the mc.hmiism i.i the Anirog 
sketch pad particularly after using the Ritmap 
and Touchmaster graphics pads. I would be 
concerned about wear developing in the gear 
mechanism that turns the potentiometers «nd 
the steadincjs that you uiiglu. appear to gain 
from the arm as opposed to the free pen didn't 
help my two children to draw straighter lines. 

However, :he Anirog sketch pad works per-
fectly well and the drawing package is perfectly 
adequa te for des igning pic tu ics a n d saving t hem 
on tape or disc. The manual suggests that 
photographing the screen is one way of repro-
ducing what you have created. 

Well made unit 
A light pen is a device which detects when 

the spot of light or. a scanning visual display 
unit — an ordinary TV or monitor — ,ias passed 
underneath the sensor. In conjunction with soft-
waie 01 liaidwaie, the C R T C c h i p in the BBC 
micro, the position of the lightoen on the screen 
can be determined and the information led into 
a program running in the computer. 

The R H Lightpen is a well made unit. The 
body of the pen is a slim, comfortable to hold, 
cylinder with a ted LED a. the bzck of the pen 
— fac.ng the user — and a tapering noszle at 
the front. A flexible lead connects the pen to 
a metal casec unit that connects in turn to the 
analogue port of the BBC microcomputer. 

The software included with the R I I Light-
pen consists of a number of procedures that can 
be incorporated into your own programs in 
addition to two good games which are played 
with the lightpen. The drawing routine works 
in Mode 0 and is much simpler than the soft-
ware provided with other products. However, 
R H Elecrorics also produce £ program known 
as Art Master. 

Two versions of the D a t a p e n weie sent for 
review. One connects to the A to D port on the 
BEC microcomputer and the other is connected 
to a sockei which plugs into the bus on the back 
of the Spectrum. It is not possible to plug 

another unit on to the back of the Datapen con-
nector — it must oe the last item in the stack. 
The Spectium version of the pen can be used 
with hnth the 16K anc 48K computers although 
the programs to stve a picture to tape and load 
i: back in again have to be loadec separately 
it you have the lf»K machine. 

A lot of software was supplied with the Data-
pen. Ycu can create teletejii screens, ani-nnte 
sprites — this Is great fun — play a quiz about 
t.ne British Isles and draw pictures. Cirkwik is 
a disc based program that allows you to create 
circuit diagrams for electronic, hydraulic or 
feru.matie circuits, flow diagrams or any other 
drawing that requires only symbols and lines 
drawn t,t rghtangles. 

Multiple screens can oe linked together to 
produce a diagram four semens wide by two 
screens high sihd ip o 640 different tyrr.bols 
can be used in the coursc of preparing a 
diagram. C rcwik is really rather like a graphics 

word processor in which symbols arc placed in 
position and linked bylines. If you charge one 
symbol in the symbol table, each occurrence of 
the symbol in thu diograrr. will obo be'altered. 

The P l o t m a t e plotter .s a delight to use. It 
is a flatbed plotter where the pen is moved in 
two cimensons. Other machines, the Epson 
HI-80 for eximple, mo?e the pen in one dimen-
sion ond the paper in the sthcr. The Tlotmatc 
will handle card or thick paper that w.ll stop 
the Epson dead in its tracks. The penally is the 
Plotmate's greater size — by 14 by 6.5in. 

The Plotmate is very solidly constmcted with 
a steel case trim will take a lot of wear and tear. 
The plotting mechanism reminds me of the 
standard of manufacture you find inside a com-
mercial Qume or Diablo daisywheel printer — 
intended for continuous use over prolonged 
periods. Despite this reassuringly massive feci, 
the Plotmate weighs only 6.5 Kilograms. 

There's so much y o j can do with the Plot-
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mate thai :t's impossible ro cover ii alt in ptrt 
of" cne article. I hop : tc write about the Plot-
mate in much more de ta l later in the autumn. 
However, for the moment here is a selection 
of ihc facilities that come w i n the basic 
machine: 

• TheVDJ 23,255 instruction can change 
the ogical colour on the VDU and c;an 
be i s e d tc prompt the user to c h a n g e 
the pen colour in the Plotmate. Black, 
Red, Green, Brown, b lue and Violet 
pens are availab e . 

• Text can t e plotted in different s izes, 
or ientat ions — up, down, left t o right 
and right lo left — and four different 
cjantft — italics. The VDII 
instruct ion a c c e p t s pa ramete r s to 
n o d i f y the charac te r height, charac te r 
width, oha 'ac :c r slant, cha-ac .e r orien-
tation, pen speed , shading and broken 
I ne pat terns and scale . One more pa*a-
meter controls func t ions such a s up-

side down plotting, se t t ing :he plct ter 
or gin and togpling the colour change 
promots. 

• You can fill t r iangles anc o tner b lccks 
QLite automatically with either snlid 
colour or a lar<:e variety of less d e n s e 
o r broken lines. 

Plctmatc gets its data by intercepting the 
commands in the O S W R C H channel ar.d send-
ing them on afterwards to the EBC micro 
operating system. One version of the plotter 
driver is designed to be located just below the 
iModc 4 icrcjn RAM, another leaves more r.niiu 
fcr your Basic program but does not permi: 
simultaneous plotting on screen and lo the 
Plotnatc. 

You can run the Plotmate dr iver .wi th the 
second processor leaving til the secondary Ram 
free for your programs. The Plotnate driver 
can be loaded from within a Basic program 
when you require it by simply changing 
H I M E M and using the instruction 

"RUN H.PLTMATE 
Finally, you can directly access routine to move 
the pen, and generally control the plotter in 
both Basic and mach.ne code. 

T h e figures show how a screen display can 
be transferred to the p lo txr . T h e programs to 
produce both diagrams are stancarc Acomsof: 
software from the Creative Graphics and 
Graphs and Charts packages run with Plotmate 
ir operation. The map of Great Britain anc the 
circuit diagram were produced by dcniomtiii-
tion urograms supplied with the plotter. 

l ite P r i n t T e c h n i c Digi t i ser is t small box 
that p l u j s into the user port of the CBM-64 
computer. T h e digitiser works by sampling a 
number of video frames ar.d building Lp a 
p.cture in four levels of brightness in the 
computer memory. T h e stored pic:ure is 256 
by 256 points in size a n i 150 by 20fi points 
are visible on screen at any one tithe. 

You c<in assign different colours to cacti of 
the grev levels andean run a separare program 
tc resolve 16 levels of brightness for special 
purposes. Once a picture has been acquired by 
the digiiiser, the device can be disconnected 
from the computer and the image manipulated 
by the software alone. 

The image can be dumped to black/white and 
colour cot matrix printers and may also be 
'edited' usir.g a light pen. Another program in 
the package wil. dctcu a di<nigc in the digitised 
image and sound an alarm if certain parameters 
are exceedeed. The Pr.nt Technik digitiser was 
e£.sy to set up using a Panasonic A2 camera and 
Panasonic NV 180B video recorder as the signal 
sourcc. 

The p.ctures were clear alt.iough the camera 
and the object must both be kept staticnatv as 
the d.gitising process takes thiee or four seconds 
tc complete. It's very clever and a lot of fun. 

There ia one graphics package for the 
Spectrum that doesn't cost a lot of money and 
is more sophisticated than t.ne other c raving 
software included i.i this review. L e o n a r d o can 
draw in three dimensions* and has a 'pro-
grammed draw' faciliry for drawin® patterns, 
shapes, singly cr repetitively, with scale expan-
sion, translation or rotation. The rotation incre-
ment car. beset to triy nunber ofdegreei unlike 
many other programs which cope only with 
rightanglc changcj. Leonardo will work n-ith 
the keyboard alone or any of the popular 
Spectrum joysticks.

IA lot of sof tware has been written for 
onsc reen graphics displays on most of 
the popular microcomputers . P lo tmate 
c a n u s e those programs direct ly t o 
t ransfer data from t h e BBC screen t o 
the plotter. 

I Graphics t ab le t s or pads have Deen 
available for s o m e t ime for minicom-
puters and big. se r ious j cbs . Until 
recently they c a m e with big, se r ious 
pr ices a t t ached lo '.hem so the Graph-
pad, Touchmas :e r and B t m a p are all 
good value for money a s peripherals, 

t Leonardo is the beet drawing and 
patntlng program f c r t h o Spectrum and 
you don't even need a joystick or a 
graphics pad. 

I Axel BrucK's book Compuier An ana 
Graphics is superb, ft i;lustrales magni-
ficently how a compute r can be used 
to draw complex repetit ive, pa t te rns 
that appear to have depth and perspec-
tive. The explanat ion and programs in 
the book can be adap ted to draw and 
plct a lmost any shape. But that is d o n e 
by enter ing f igures tha t descr ibe t he 
various lines and m o v e m e n t s neces -
sary to cons t ruc t the shape . None of 
the sof tware inc ud«d irt this review wilt 
allow you t c draw a diagram in three 
d imens ions on :he c o m p u t e r s sc reen 
with either a graohics pad or a light pen 
and then ro ta te or s c a l e t h e figure t o 
suit your needs . 

I The video dlgitiser could b e usefu l for 
preparing sa l e s literature or ca ta logues 
whe re you want to nnlurl« a picture of 
a piece ol equ ipment or a logo Into the 
middle of a text. It is certainly great Fun 
to olay w th but r o m o n b e r you'll need 
a s tandard source of video s ignals , an 
ordinary video camera for example, t o 
feed tne device. 

I F o ' my purposes. I would buy an R H 
Electronics llghtpen o r t h e Graphpad or 
Touchmas te r g raphics pad and couple 
that to the Plotmate, writing the soft-
ware to manipula te the data with the 
help of Axel Bryck 's book . 
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All this can

Software or swotware? Josephine Adams' end of 
term report reviews the class. 
WHAT MAKES A a.ood piece of educational soft-
ware? Ask 20 different people and you'll get 20 
different answers. To the parent, it has to help 
their children be better scholars ar.d get a belter 
job. TD teachsrs il adds something to their task 
that would otherwise be difficult, impractical, 
or even impc«sible. To the kids, it makes wliat 
is usually hrtring a hit more fun. To th: supplier, 
well, the educational label can give an indifferent 
program credibility and so possibly greater sales. 
But unfortunately to most people, it means vsry 
lit-.le at all! 

1081 mark* rhe beginning of the computers 
education boom. With gpvernmcnt help, in 

schools started tc equip w i n micncs, namely, the 
BBC - plus the Research Machines' 38C-Z and 
480-Z with a few Spectrums to boot. 

Unfortunately, the software of that era did 
more than anything to put teachers olT using 
computers — not that many of them were b e n 
anyway. Chalk and talk couid achieve much 
better results than most educational software of 
the day. In ir t rosptct , ir was asking too m u c h 
for it to have been otherwise. 

Programs performed on screen what the 
teacher did in class — except not as well. T h e 
dreaded drill and praciice program dominated: 
the computer .tsks a quest ion, the children 
answer it and, i f they ' re lucky, receive a graphical 
reward sequence — a big screen tick. 

But the situation has improved, dramatically. 
Over the past year or so, teachers and suppliers 
have got together :o develop some very exciting 
applications. 

Lessons have been .earned: the computer can 
do some things well — not everything — and 
these areas hare beer, exploited. Where educa-
tional software has succeeded, the results have 
been spectacular. 

Consider th^sc examples: remedial English. 
The mechanical ability to write is not there so 
ihe creative expression has dried up and the 
desire to learn with it. Enter word pmcefsinj . 
Pcrfect hard copy ever/ time thanks to a few basic 
Junctions — insert, delete, search and replace. 
The BBC Micro, currently the standard machine 
in education, supports quite a few gcod word 
processors, though none better than Computer 
Concepts' Wordwise Plus. 

Or, history. How can you get a real fcel for life 
in the Viking era? Enter the historical simula-
tion. Decisions have to be made bas;d on conci-
tinns of the time — the nittrnmes of which have 
no l;ss significance in the 20th century than they 
did in the 10th. In case you're wondering, there 
is in tact a wondcrliil program tram Fcamleal 
called The Vikings. 

Lat'sstay with the humanities and take ? look 
at geography. One of the best collections corns 
from BBC Publications, called Introducing (continued on next page)

High 

expectat ions more often than not end up as disappointments. 
One s tep in the rgh l direction is the increasing number of training 

centres of one cesr.rip ior or another which attempt 'o rnRfit specific 
needs above and beyond conventional educational institutions. ITeCs 
{Information Technology Centres} are sp ' incing up all ove' the country 
and p'ovidc cour-jco fo r predominantly unqualricd 16 ond 17yccroldo 
in various aspec t s fc computers from viewdata editing to wcrd 
processing. 

Within schoc l s Ihemselves, an initiative has been introduced by 
the DES to cater fcr the broad range of skills required within the ni-
tech n d j s t n e s ranoina from compter-aidec desian to electronic 
engineering This is the so-called TV=I scheme o - Technical and 
Vocational Educat on Initiative. 

A skills snortage undoubtedly exists wheie Jobs remain unfilled 
because so fa- i radequate attention has been paid to meeting 
industry's requirements.

Maths has d w t v s been considered an 
appropriate subject for the computet. For the 
early year; of school, there are a couple of ixu-
standing programs that art a must fcr any 
primary school iofiwaie libiai y. Tlie fust locat ed 
M j t h s with a Story (BBC Pubhcations); the 
second is Cars — Maths in Mot.on fiun a highly 
respected educational software supplier, The 
Cambridgeshire Software House. 

Bui computer assisted learning aside, there are 
nev opportunities lot learning that the computer 
and its software have cheated. This is the real 
breakthrough 

One example, and perhaps the best, is Logo. 
All lite conuiiori home computers have an 
implementation of l ogo though the better ones 
are Logotron Logo for the BBC Micro anu Atari 
Logo. 

ix>go basically offers the jour.g computer user 
the uhaiiuc to expluie fut themselves the world 
of maths, programming, computer graphics and 
control. In school, it can orm the basis of a year's 
work; at home, it means hours and hours of fun 
— much more so than the average gaaac. And 
it's vciy educational! 

Another example is information handling. 
Success in this world depends on lb* in lividiul's 
ability to manipulate information not to store it: 
to find it, collect, reirieve and interrogate it. It 
is here that b:ing able to use a computer may 
help its user to get a good jot. 

Forget programming, systems ina ysk niH 
computer science; computers will soon be able 
to do all that for themselves. What is important 
is the information handling skill — the heart ol 
the information technology boom. 

It is here too that the computer fits most 
romfonably into other, more familiar, areas of 
classroom activity. Kids go out daily 10 survey 

traffic, wildlife, t h : efting habits ol" classmates 
and a ihousant other things as pan of normal 
project work. The creation of a dataham- on the 
computer of information they have gatherec can 
help this kind of project work hut it is also a 
marvellous learning opportunity in its own nghi. 

Two of the best educational database packages 
are Quest from the Advisory IJn t oi*C!ompi«<»r 
Based Education (AUCBE) in Hatfield and 
Inform from the Nottinghamshire Computer 
Education Centre. The first nms or; K M L 
micros, the seconc on the Beeh 

In the primary school, aHwntuies have proved 
to b : enormously successful learning aids. 
Children wcrk togethet in groups, slure decision 
making responsibilities, delegate tasks — all very 
important aspects of a later, working .ife and 
things all too of'pn neglert >H in exam-dominated 
syllabuses. 

The spin-offs too are tremendous — creative 
and written work, ever, drama and music. With 

ao average r;tio of 20 kids to one computer, these 
assoc.ated activities are extremely important. rlTae 
n.acs ro in this field is 4Mation Educational 
Resources: lit le has generated as much 
enthusiasm or tun as Flowers of Crystal and 
Eragon Wb"ld. 

Another good example of an cducathnnl 
adventure is GSN's program called Merlin's 
Magical Shop. Within the package, you'll be 

hard-pressed to find the software. There's so 
much additional resource material, teaching 
suggestions, children's worksheets, documenta-
tion, etc. Really makes you feel you're getting 
your money's worth. 

Helping to appreciate the natural world may 
be the last thing you would imagine the micro 
being any good at. But there are two brilliant 
pieces of software that do just that — Osprcy 
from Bourne Ecucational Software and 
Suburban l;ox from Ginn & Co. 

In cne, you jusl protect the precariously small 
osprcy pcpulaticn in the high.ands of Scotland 
frcm threats ranting from nosy tourists to natural 
predators. You really begin to understand what 
conservation is all about a rd what it's like tc be 
an osprcy. Surburban Fox takes the piocess even 
further — vo.i take on the mle i>f <: fw.; you live, 
breathe and survive as a fox. 

All the software monitored so far is purely 
educa-ional in the sense that it was designed for 
use in the classroom. But what about home 
education? 

Well, home education software took off in the 
boom period when millions were nishing out to 
Laskys and W H Smith to buy their Commodore 
64s or Spectrums. Making learning fun made 
money foi suppliets like Mirtotsoft, I jmgman 
and iVacnillan who all brought out some pretty 
good programs. 

Other names also cashed in o.n the market with 
predominantly early learning g-cmes for the se.'en 
tn 12 age A tew braved he exam revision 
market like Collins and Penguin, but the majority 
of material was for the younger age gnxip. 

One of the few companies to rentain successful 
in this field is ASK. l i m e Trucker, Podd and 
the la est in the line — F&ZZL/:/. — are all top 
quality programs. There arc plenty of others too. 
Then: are versions of ASIC software fo; most 
micros ar.d at a reasonable piice. 

A couple cf other good examples of, er, well, 
interesting software are Bodyworks and Fantastic 
Voyage. Remember the pop-up body book with 
the flapping lunge? Well, Bodyworks is an 
adapistion of that written in conjunction with 
Jonathan Miller, Available for the Spectrum, the 
graphics are tremendous. Both apply to Fantastic 
Voyage too — a simitar program lo Bodyworks 
but with much more of a gjme approach. Both 
will undoubtedly spur budding biologists to 
greater heights. 

This represents but a small selection of what 
is on the shelves tha is ;ood and worth buying. 
But what wil'. the next generation of educational 
software bring? One thing is for sure, it will have 
to oe eooc to sell. Teachers and parents will soon 
acquire th: confidence to discard what they know-
is rubbish and to demand what they know to be 
good; not only in teiius ufsufivwue but curricular 
and applications too. 

CnrHmlurn development — changes in what 
is taught in schools — is a slow, slow proccss. 
For the computer tc be utilised tc the fill I, the 
curriculum mutt change. It's beginning to 
happen slowly but surely in the form cf new 
course* arrl fjnalifications. Take for example the 
diploma in microcomputer applications which 
is now being offered at a number of schocls and 
colleges. 

From Babbagc anct Basic, we've come tc view-
data a rd spreadsheets practical rnefiil subjects 
with a real application to the outside world: a 
rare enough tiling in schcols. Courses of this type 
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have identified and addressed particular r.eeds 
in the commercial worid and in t ie pupils tnem-
selves . They ait modular by design a id jombine 
applications such as word processing, database, 
financial analysis, graphics, videotex, etc., and 
upon successful completion are worth nuch 
more than the average dutch of 0 levels and 
CSEs. They also demard a new approach to 
educational software. 

This brings us r.eaLy to one of the major new 
developments within the educational field and 
elsewhere — the availability of cheap 16-bit 
computers. This combats two of the restrictions 
of current activities. The fus t is that working 
on machines like the RM Nimbus ;tnd Apricm 
FIE has direct relevance to industry when the 
same if not very similar machines are being ased. 
So when you learn ihout word processing t«r 
databases, you're learr.ing on the same machines 
with the same software as is in commercial use. 

Also, writing decent, interest ir.g arid extensive 
educational software on the BBC Micro is not 
easy' as any software house will tell you. The 
machine is ust not up to it. But with whizz-bang 

o-hit graphics, speed and performance, 
developers wil really be able to ge: their teeth 
into applications. 

16-bit computing with its icon technology, 
high-speed graphics, large memory capacity and 
most important, ease of use: adds up io becier 
software, better applications and a better learning 
environment. 

What look lite being th.; final push from M E P 
- the quango set u p in 1981 to oversee educa-

tional computing — is in the area of 16-bit 
educational software development. Reeently, a 
contract worth £25,000 was awardei to ASK to 
develop material for use in schools. If the 
company's present range of program; is anything 
to go by, the end result should be pretty good. 

There are many scenarios for the school of the 
future bur one nf the. most feasible i* rhe 
increased amount of time pupils will study at 
horr.e. A micro at home connected by phone to 
a larger computer elsewhere is a reflist.c 
possibility for h o n e study. Many students with 
special «hi-iirinnn1 needs use this kind nf sm up 
to undergo study because they simply can't 
attend school or college. If tins became 
commonplace, we'd really see some advances in 
home education software.

What was keeping 
American software out wis not its quality but 
i s price. 

The Atari 400/K00 which Geoff still believes 
was a "brilliant machine way ahead of its i.me" 
newer sold wel. over here because much of the 
software w2s only available en disc and usually 
cost £35 a time. No-one doubted that games like 
Pole Position and Zaxxon were the besr on any 
micro but people were net prepared to pay high 
American prices out of low British wages 
cspocially when they could buy games for the 
Spectrum at £5 and £.6. 

Geotr used his experience of negotiating 
licensing deals to persuade Amcria.n houses to 
let him repackage into cassettc formal and reprice 
£t around £10 so he could go for the most m»rket. 
This was the thinking behind the creation of U.S. 
Gold in April 1984, then he brought iti Ocean 
to write Spectrum, Amstrad and BBC 
conversions of the 64 hits.

It should be clear that l his is both tortuous 
and very slow as it involves many operations of 
the microdrive which alsc cause* iuueaied war 
and tear on the can ridge and drive.

Hie theory of adding rew commands to 
Sinclair extended Basic (i.e.: with Interface 1 
cttuchec) is fully described by A Pcr.ncll, Master 
Your ZX Microdrive (Sunshine 1983) and I 
Login, Spectrum Microdrive Beak (Melbourne 
House 1983). In short., the shadow system 
variable Vector (address 23735), which usually 
contains the acdrcss c f the Horn crior handling 
routine, must be leaded withe address of the new 
commands routine which must then perform two 
distinct functions.

10 p a y a rcade 
gfmcs in their spare hours, bat now, from 
America, the land of hacking, the Big Mac and 
VC'ai Game:, comes ihe lew line in strategy 
g;mes — Core Wars. 

I first catr.e across the idea of Coie Wars in, 
unsurprisingly, an American magazine, Scientific 
American, a few months ago. The idea seemed 
excellent, so I dug out my Advanced User 
Guide, end pu: together this half Basic, half 
machine code version of Core Wars, to (he best 
of my knowledge, the iirst version in this 
country. 

The garre scenario is original — the 
Americans have succeeded in penetrating a giant 
R issian ma n frame, ;rwl ™<-b player is trying 
to cause his opponent's program to crash, by 
the simple means, familiar to all machine code 
junkies, of making it execute an illega. 
instruction. 

In Core Wars, two pnyram* try ro dflih-
crately cormp: each other. A number o: 
techniques have been developed sc far; there 
are the simple methods life overwriting sections 
of memory at random, or alternatively, 
"intelligent1' methods involving searching out 
the opposing program. Most peopk who have 
written machine ccde wili be familiar with the 
problem — en incautiously calculated jump, anc. 
the processor is trying to execute cata rather thar. 
;i pmgnim, with unpredictable and surprising 
results. 

This means the game is played by two 
players. Each writes a program, of maximum 
length 100 liaes, in a speciallv-develcpeq 
language callcc Rcdcodc, which icok: rathe; 
lite astr.pped-down assembly language. These 
programs are then assembled; play :akes place 
in a memory space of the 30C0 locations in the 
"core" from which the gLtne tabes its name — 

core is a now ohsnlere term on re used to 
describe a computer's memory space — and 
each location can contain either a iingle 
Redcode instruc.ion, or a pie:e of data. 

If you try to execute data as an instruction, 
rhe program will not recognise it, and the 
opposing one wi.l win! The core is orgsnis;d 
slightly differently from a present-day memory, 
in that core location 2999 "wraps round" and 
is next to location >3. This means that 
attempting to ar-i-ss location 3000 results in 
accessing location 0, and so on. Then play starts 
for real — the computer executes one instruc-
tion I rum cach player's program in turn, rather 
in the manner of a time-sharing system. Play 
continues until one program it forced to crash 
by executing an invalid instruction, a id so the 
other player wins. 

Cbviously, one simpl; tactic is iust to write 
a program that overwrites various areas of 
memory at random, hoping to score a 'hit' on 
a v.lai part of the other program, making it 
crash when it tries to execute that part, But an 
sxp?nenced p.aycr could find a way round such 
an attack — i fhe set up i. block of memory with 
known contents, which waj continuously 
checked, ts soon as a byte was corrupted, he 
could arrange for his program :o transfer itself 
soir.ewnere in memory less vulnerable, and s u n 
a counter-attack. 

Easy to pick up 
The son of instructions used will be itiunedi-

ately familiar to anyone who has dabbed in 
machine code, but don t despair if you never 
advcntuicd beyond Busk — the limited instruc-
tion set w.ll t e easy to pick up, and will leave 
you with some knowledge of the techniques 
used in genuine machine code. At this point 
it seems appropriate to describe briefly the

instruction set and som: details of how the 
instructions ore usftcmblec, end then run 
through how lo use the program. 

Each instruction has a code, as for any 
assembly language, also a mnemonic. The 
mnemonic is what you might consider the 'real' 
insirucr.on — it ir, the mnemonic that YOU type 
in to the computer as a line of your Redcode 
program. The instructions are dealt with in 
numerical order of code. 

Each instruction has ei:her one or two 
"arguments" the numbers that follow the 
mnemonic. The largest argument allowed :s 
300C — Enything larger will be reduced 
modulus 3000. Negative arguments are 
assembled in "complement form"; i.e. an 
argument of —i becomee 2999, since subtract 
ing 1 has the same ellect as adding 2999 in a 
cure of 30H0 contiguous locations. 

0 — DAT — Used for putting data in a 
location. Although this instruction has a code 
of 0, it it> a spccinl cose, os it assembles as an 
unexecutable instruction followed by 'he byte 
of data. Strictly speaking, any location in the 
core containing an uncxecuUbtc statement 
followed by data could be regarded a data 
K atcment, but DAT is provided to actually 
s:ore data in specific:! locations. It takes one 
argument. 

1 — MOV — Moves data from cne location 
to another. It takes two arguments, so the 
format is MOV a,b. It will move the contents 
of location a to location b, without affecting the 
contents of a. 

1 — ADD — This instruction tases two 
arguments, which makes its forma: ADD a,b. 
It adds the content:! of locution a to the con:cnts 
of location b, leaving the result is the new 
contents of b, and leaving the contents of a 
unchanged. 

3 — SUB — Takes two arguments, so its 
format b SUB a,b The cffcct io to mbtract the 
contents of location a from location b, leaving 
the contents of a unchanged. 

4 — JMP - Has but one argument, which 
makes its format JMF a. It is an unconditional 
j u m p to locat ion a usee for the aamc p u r p o s e 
a; Goto in Basic, but is relative rather than 
absolute, as explained below. 

5 — JMZ — This is a condit.onal jump 
instraction which takes two arguments, making 
its f c r n u t J M Z u ,b . If th_- con lent a o f locat ion 
b is 0, the p'ogram will jump to relative location 
a — otherwise it will carry on wi ll the n o t 
instruction after the JMZ. 

6 — JMG — As afcove, except that a jump 
occurs if the cantsrit* of location b is grcaui 
than zero. 

7 — DJZ — Takes two arguments, making 
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the format DJZ a,b. iheellect is tc decrement 
the contents of location b by one, then jump 
to location a if the contents of lc-cation b ie 
now 0. 

8 — CMP — this also has t'.vo arguments, 
so its format is CA1P a,b. It compares the 
contents of location a and local ion b, an J if they 
are r.ot equal t> each other, the computer will 
skip the next .nstntaion, and continue 
execution with the one after. 

Assumes direct mode 
As I have Skid, arguments lie in the range 

0-29j>9 when assembled, bui in addition, each 
can take one of th'ee modes, ca'.led addressing 
modes. These modes are immediate, direct and 
indirect. Unless you specify otherwise, the 
computer issuinc* the i rg i imcnt is in direct 
node. Prefixing the argument With # means 
i: is immediate, and prefixing with @ means 
i. is indirect. Taking as an example the 
complete instruction MOV 0,1 the fr.ll effect 
would be: 

(i; The computer finds ne.ther aigument hts 
a prefix, so assumes both are direct. 

(2) It therefore adds the first argument onto 
the current address to find oat where to get the 
caca to be moved from, a.id then adds the 
second argument onto the current address to 
find out where to put it. 

The instruction therefore moves the data 0 
locations beyond the instruction — i.e the 
i n s t i ucuuu 'u^clf — to A posit ion 1 location 
beyond the instruction i.e. in the next location. 
Incidentally, this is an example of a complete 
one-line program — when the instruction has 
beer executed, the computer will look for the 
next ii.suucliun, and find the iustiuuiuu 
"MOV 0,1" that has been put there by the 
previous one, and execute this, and this will 
continue, leaving i trail of MOV 0 ,1 s 
throughout the core. 

Mat-liine LOIJC piogi<uiuuei$ will HAVE iiuiiccd 
that the direct mode, as are a.l modes, is relative 
— there is no way for a program to know its 
jbsolute address in the core, and the start 
address for each program within the core s 
assigned randomly on assembly. 

The other two modes I mentioned work as 
follcws — first immediate moce. This causes 
die argument lo oe interpreted a* a numbe-, 
lather than an adcress in core. This means that 
MOV # 3 , 2 will placc the number J Ii: the 
location 2 places further o:i from the present one, 
as opposed to MOV 3,2, which would copy the 
content; of the location three places on from tlx; 
present one in:o the ocstion two on from the 
present one. 

Indirect mode .s rather more complicated, 
and is best explained by an example. 

ADD @2,4 means "reac the contents on 
location 2. Add this number on to the current 
locution, N o w read the contents sf t.iis location. 

This program is 
available on Tel soft. 

and that is the value to be added to that four 
locations on from the current one.1' 

So, if vou're still with me, type in the 
program, save it and type Run. After the title 
page press space and you should see :he second 
sc.cci'., headed 'Phase 1 - R a k u d c einiy', and 
below that, the heading 'Player Is and an input 
prompt, '0>' . Here's where you use those 
instructions I just explained, anc type in your 
program. 

Remember, ycu have a iuaxiinu.ii of 100 lilies 
of prcgram each, ar.d each prompt is numbered 
to show you how you're doing for sp£ce. 

When you finish your program, press Return 
in response to the prompt, and ther the other 
phycr will be given die chancc to input his 
program. After each phycr enters his program, 
he is asked to specil'v which instruction he 
wishes execution to commence with; in 
response to the question, enter the number of 
the instruction you wish to cxecutc fiiM. 

When both players have finished, you will 
be asked to enter the number of turns of 
execution — i.e. how many instructions the 
computer is going to execute from each 
piogiain beruie it announces a draw. 

When both plcyers have entered their code, 
it is assembled. If an error such as an illegal 
instruction cr format is ciKOLiiiucd, ilie 
appropriate player has to re-input .lis code. 
Assuming no crroTs are present n either 
program, however, the game starts in earnest. 

This is where I made a major change .o the 
game as I discovered it. Apait fiuxn the fact that: 
the original game had .10 assembler; and the 
code had -.0 be put together by hand, I have 
stuck to the original guidelines. But he game 
as i: stood wasn't exactly visual — each player 
typed in 1 mas; of numbers, nat back and 
waited. This was ail very well in the early days, 
but now people expect something more in the 
way of a display 

Semi-graphic display 
So to that end, I added a semi-graphic 

display, which takes the form of an a m y 
of graphic blocks, 20 blocks wide by IU 
.ligh. Each block represents 15 locations 
in the core, numbered across the screen, so the 
top left htnd block represents locations 0-14, 
the top right hand locations 295-299, the 
bot:om left 270C-2714, and the bottom right 
29S5-299S. When the game starts, the area 
occupied by player cne's ccde .s shown in red, 
and that occupied fcy player two's in green. 

This is the first time either player can know 
where iheir code is in memory. After that, 
whenever a player's program changes the 
contents of a location in the core, the hto-k 
representing thtt location changes to tile 
appropriate colour, so, if a prcgram is 
overwriting areat of memory as an attack* it is 
possible to see hew close the attack is to a vital 
point. 

The game ends when one program or the 
other tries to execute at. illegal instruction, or 
when the set number of turns aas elapsed.

As a prize for the runners-up we ottered 
copies of Firebird's Don' t Buy This tape, a 
compilation cf the five worst programs ever sent 
in for evaluation. 

When we set the competition we thought we 
wculd be able to dr tw up a definitive list of :he 
great software disasters of our time. As it :urned 
out. t hen was almost no n n s > n s is on what is 
good and what is bad. Nc two entries agreed 
on more than one title. Some people even nomi-
nated such chart- 'oppers as (Jhostbustcrs, 
Hirr ier Attack, anc JetT Winter 's Gridiunner 
— in r.nr honk, one of the all-time gieats. T h e 
moral seems :o be that, as far games are con-
cerned, one man ' i meat is another man 's 
po.sor., o: as the Romans put it: De gustibus 
non d.sputar.dum ist . 

If there was one game: that ]iialificd for the 
title of worst-ever ik was Legend's The Gr ;a t 
Spice Race — piobably because it wts so o w -
hyped and, at i 14, over-priced. Among the

If they 
do use the extri: memory t will be to store text 
and acrccn data rather han tit: game, codc itself.

Speaking the right language is half the battle 
IT IS ONLY farly recently that computer 
inanu£tUuici» bUutvd te supply uikiub 
with a .esicent Batic. Many business 
micros enly provide Basi: on disc; while 
Apple's Macintosh eomes without any 
high-!ev;l langiugc, Bas e or otherwise. 

For liome computer owners there is 
clearly an advartage to having Uasic in 
Rom — it is insanty available as soon 
as th*» rvarb nc turner on Ku' it slso 
has its drawbacks. Unless j-uu can 
switch the Basic Rem out — as on .he 
DDC and the Amsiiad — it lukca up 

merrnry space even when it is not in 
use. 

This means that other language inter-
preters o: compLers must load into the 
area normally res erred for programs. 
More generelly, resident Basic males 
owners less likely to consider trying 
other languages. 

There is much to be said for using 
an alrematiw language to Basic. For ooe 
tiunt, if it is a compiled language it will 
tun mucin iavtcr. Atmost all home com-
puters use Basic .ntcjpictci s wllidl take 

a program line at a time, translate it, 
ar.d rhen txecure I". Compilers, by con-
trast, translate high-le/el language pro-
grams into ma:hine code before they are 
run. The resulting "object code" may 
not be ^ ciFicient as hand-crafted 
machine code but it is still substantially 
quickcr than an interpreted program. 

Apart from speed, there tre other 
reasons why should coraidcr an 
alternative language. It is a matter of 
horses for courses; for par.icuar appli-
i_-auum souie laiuiuayrs arc more suit-

abb acd easier to A-rite in than Basic. 
Forth, for example, would be a good 
language to choos: if you wanted to 
write a program to control a robot arm.

guaranteed to ersure that, worse, he 
would never be taken serious.y by 
anyone who knew better. 

Such counsel was enough either to 
send you rushinj out to b ty one of 
those plastic tempiales full of slew iff 
geometric shape! or forte you ituo 
becoming a coset algorithmic anarchist 
— joyously peppering your programs 
with Gotoa and Gosuba n j matter what 
ihe onscquences. In fact, such appa-
rently irresponsible behaviour is btn a 
sign that, programrntng-wisi, you've 
g'own up.

The game itself 
occupies under IK, but usts the full display file 
which unfortunately means the Rsmpack has to 
be f i rnly placed on the back of the machine for 
the game to run. Th : idea of the game is loosely 
ba*cd on Robotton: you ar; a mcgabcing — or 
a C — running around shotting the rcbots — or 
Xs — and the highly technical idea behind i: is 
to sap as many robots as possible before the last 
of your five lives deserts you.
