Shoot coordinator Jane Flatman at Lough House
Farm says: “I contacted local suppliers with some
concept boards of the style of the day and the idea of
producing a full bridal shoot, we then shared ideas
which developed into our final scheme.

“| was conscious as | wanted to make it a realistic
shoot — so often we have couples coming to see us
with a Pinterest image of one table or an aspect of a
set-up that only shows one small part of the wedding.
We wanted to create a full look to enable lovebirds
to see the overall effect and showcase the suppliers in
all aspects of the day with the ability to show costings
for a full set up.

“As a new venue, we ended up having an open
evening after the shoot where couples could come
and see the venue dressed fully and talk to suppliers
who worked on the shoot to give them ideas for their
big day.”

Retro clothing is experiencing a boom, not just
because of its nostalgic silhouettes, but because the
sustainable principles are good tor the planet.

Perhaps the future of the wedding dress is
individualism. This doesn’t mean your ensemble
has to become some kind of novelty Disney Princess

meets Game of Thrones attair (unless, of course,
that’s what you wantl) — the aim is to filter away
any misguided beliefs and deceptions, so that you
can begin your wedding dress-finding mission with
a clear, truthful vision of what matters to you. It's
about knowing yourselt and not fearing judgement
— which is surely wise advice for life itself, not just
bridal couture.

he more real wedding features I have the
