The camouflage screen system is a modular system consisting of a hexagon
shaped screen, a diamond shaped screen, a support system, and a repair kit. The
screens are made of synthetic, lightweight, water resistant material, Any number
of screens can be joined together to cover an area. The screens are fastened to-
gether by a quick connect/disconnect system to facilitate the joining or separation
of screens. The woodland and snow screens come in seasonal patterns: one side
of the screen has a spring/summer pattern and the other side has a fall/winter pat-
tern. The desert screen has arid and semi-arid sides. The radar scattering screens
are designated as Type Il and are identified by a rectangular tag attached to the
screen at every other corner. Information on the tag will identify the screen as
woodland, snow, or desert.

There is little difference between radar scattering and radar transparent screens. The only

difference between the screens is that the radar scattering screens have stainless steel

filaments (0.1 70 inch long x 8 microns in diameter) impregnated in the garnish material.

Because of their minute size, the filaments cannot be detected. These steel filaments give
the scattering screen ability to scatter radar waves. Refer to illustrations showing the tags

identifying the different radar screen types.

Formulas A = 2h + w + 5ft and B = 2h + L + 5ft have been devised to
determine the number of screen modules required. Do calculations in feet.

h - height of object, in feet + 2 feet (for overhead clearance)
L - length of object, in feet

w - width of object, in feet

A - width of screen, in feet

B - length of screen, in feet

That part of the object which falls within the slope of about 50°, can be disregard-
ed in determining “L” or “w”. This slope of about 50° gives maximum effec-
tiveness in camouflage.

To determine number of screen modules, calculate “A” and “B”. Find “A”
value (screen width, in feet) on the Module Determination Chart and go across
to “B” value (screen length, in feet). Where “A” and “B” intersect on chart
will give you the number of screen modules required.

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CHAPTER 2
OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Section I. OPERATION UNDER USUAL CONDITIONS

2-1. GENERAL

For effective concealment of a vehicle, a minimum space of 2 feet must be main-
tained between the screen and the top of the vehicle. The support system must
be used at all times. Under no circumstances should the screens be draped over
a vehicle. Draping the screen will show the outline of the vehicle underneath and
will allow immediate recognition of the vehicle by enemy forces, thus defeating the
purpose of camouflage. The shape of the screens should be disrupted as much
as possible by placing the support assemblies underneath the screens at various
positions and heights.

During assembly and disassembly of the support pole sections, keep both ends
of the poles free from dirt, mud and foreign matter. Wipe both ends clean before
assembly. Care should be taken to prevent damage to the pole ends which could
cause an improper fit. Inspect the pole ends for burrs or damage before assembly.

When conditions require that the screens be erected in muddy areas, provide firm
footing for the support poles by placing them on top of any useable material avail-
able (a flat rock, boards, brush, etc.). When such material is not available, it may
be necessary to add another four foot pole section in order to reach firm footing
and then reposition the pole assembly as required.

CAUTION

When a multi-module configuration is used (8 ft.
high or more) the camouflage screens could be
blown down when winds exceed 20 miles per hour.
Damage to equipment would result.

After screens are erected, they should be checked on a daily basis for proper erec-
tion and retightened as required. Screens should be checked more frequently dur-
ing high winds and/or heavy snowfalls. Do not allow any great accumulation of
snow or ice on screens. Snow or ice must be removed from the screens as soon
as the screens start to sag and show signs of stress or strain due to the extra
weight.

Section |. SERVICE UPON RECEIPT OF MATERIAL

3-1. UNPACKING AND CHECKING THE EQUIPMENT

3-3. SPECIAL TOOLS AND EQUIPMENT

No special tools and equipment are required to maintain the screens.

3-4. REPAIR PARTS

All maintenance of the screens can be performed at the operator/organization

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APPENDIX B

MAINTENANCE ALLOCATION CHART

Section . INTRODUCTION

B-1. GENERAL

This section provides a general explanation of all maintenance and
repair functions authorized at various maintenance levels.

The Maintenance Allocation Chart (MAC) in section Il designates overall
responsibility for the performance of maintenance functions on the
identified end item or component. The implementation of the mainte-
nance functions upon the end item or component will be consistent with
the assigned maintenance functions.

Section Il lists the tools and test equipment required for each mainte-
nance function as referenced from section II.

Section IV contains supplemental instructions and explanatory notes for
a particular maintenance function.

MAINTENANCE FUNCTIONS

Inspect. To determine the serviceability of an item by comparing its
physical, mechanical and/or electrical characteristics with established
standards through examination.

Test. To verify serviceability and detect incipient failure by measuring
the mechanical or electrical characteristics of an item and comparing
those characteristics with prescribed standards.

Service. Operations required periodically to keep an item in proper
operating condition, i.e., to clean (decontaminate), to preserve, to drain,
to paint, or to replenish fuel, lubricants, hydraulic fluids, or compressed
air supplies.

MAINTENANCE FUNCTIONS - Continued

Adjust. To maintain, within prescribed limits, by bringing into proper or
exact position, or by setting the operating characteristics to specified
parameters.

Align. To adjust specified variable elements of an item to bring about
optimum or desired performance.

Calibrate. To determine and cause corrections to be made or to be
adjusted on instruments or test, measuring, and diagnostic equipment
used in precision measurement. Consists of comparisons of two instru-
ments, one of which is a certified standard of known accuracy, to detect
and adjust any discrepancy in the accuracy of the instrument being
compared.

Install. The act of emplacing, seating, or fixing into position an item,
part, or module (component or assembly) in a manner to allow the proper
functioning of an equipment or system.

Replace. The act of substituting a serviceable like part, subassembly, or
module (component or assembly) for an unserviceable counterpart.

Repair. The application of maintenance services or other maintenance
actions to restore serviceability to an item by correcting specific dam-
age, fault, malfunction, or failure in a part, subassembly, module (com-
ponent or assembly), end item, or system.

Overhaul. That maintenance effort (services/actions) necessary to
restore an item to a completely serviceable/operational condition as pre-
scribed by maintenance standards (i.e., DMWR) in appropriate technical
publications. Overhaul is normally the highest degree of maintenance
performed by the Army. Overhaul does not normally return an item to like
new condition,

Rebuild. Consists of those services/actions necessary for the restoration
of unserviceable equipment to a like new condition in accordance with
original manufacturing standards. Rebuild is the highest degree of
material maintenance applied to Army equipment. The rebuild operation
includes the act of returning to zero those age measurements (hours/
miles, etc.) considered in classifying Army equipments/components.

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B-3. EXPLANATION OF COLUMNS IN THE MAC, SECTION II.

a.

Column 1, Group Number. Column 1 lists group numbers, the purpose of
which is to identify components, assemblies, subassemblies, and mod-
ules with the next higher assembly.

Column 2, Component/Assembly. Column 2 contains the names of
components, assemblies, subassemblies, and modules for which main-
tenance is authorized.

Column 3, Maintenance Functions. Column 3 lists the functions to be
performed on the item listed in column 2. (For detailed explanation of
these functions, see[para. B-2])

Column 4, Maintenance Level. Column 4 specifies, by the listing of a
“work time” figure in the appropriate subcolumn(s), the lowest level of
maintenance authorized to perform the function listed in column 3. This
figure represents the active time required to perform the maintenance
function at the indicated level of maintenance. If the number or complex-
ity of the tasks within the listed maintenance function vary at different
maintenance levels, appropriate “work time” figures will be shown for
each level. The number of man-hours specified by the “work time” figure
represents the average time required to restore an item (assembly,
subassembly, component, module, end item, or system) to a serviceable
condition under typical field operating conditions. This time includes
preparation time, troubleshooting time, and quality assurance/quality
control time in addition to the time required to perform the specific tasks
identified for the maintenance functions authorized in the maintenance
allocation chart. The symbol designations for the various maintenance
levels are as follows:

C o Operator or crew.
O Organization maintenance.
o Direct support maintenance.
Ho General support maintenance.
D Depot maintenance.

Column 5, Tools and Equipment. Column 5 specifies, by code, those
common tool sets (not individual tools) and special tools, TM DE, and
support equipment required to perform the designated function.

Column 6, Remarks, This column shall, when applicable, contain a letter
code, in alphabetic order, which shall be keyed to the remarks contained
in Section V.

C-1. SCOPE

This appendix lists components of end item and basic issue items for the cam-
ouflage screens and support systems to help inventory items required for safe
and efficient operation.

| C-2. GENERAL

The Components of End Item and Basic Issue Items are divided into the follow-
ing sections:

S. Section Il. Components of End Item. This listing is for informational pur-
poses only, and is not authority to requisition replacements. These items
are part of the end item, but are removed and separately packaged for
transportation or shipment. As part of the end item, these items must be
with the end item whenever it is issued or transferred between property
accounts. lllustrations are furnished to assist you in identifying the

items. .

b.  Section Ill. Basic Issue Items. These are the minimum essential items
required to place the camouflage screens and support systems in opera-
tion, to operate it, and to perform emergency repairs. Although shipped
separately, packaged BIl must be with the assembly during operation
and whenever it is transferred between property accounts. This manual
is your authority to request/requisition replacement BIl, based on TOE/
MTDE authorization of the end item.

Indicates the primary number used by the manufacturer which
controls the design and characteristics of the item by means of its engineering
drawings, specification, standards, and inspection requirements to identify an
item or range of items.

Description. Indicates the Federal item name and, if required, a minimum
description to identify the item.

Screen, Type lll, can be repaired with Type lll and IV screens,
but not with Type Il.
Screen, Type IV, can only be repaired with Type IV screen.

When the unit of measure differs from the unit of issue, the lowest unit of issue
that will satisfy the required units of measure will be requisitioned.

Quantity Incorporated in Unit. Indicates the quantity of the item used in the
breakout shown on the illustration figure, which is prepared for functional group,
subfunctional group, or an assembly. A “V” appearing in this column in lieu of a
guantity indicates that no specific quantity is applicable (e.g., shims, spacers,
etc.).
