Tlll' paint cr,  he n·c·u J J  en..:t l ,  had de­
murred at t he sma l l ness of the navmcnt, 
but he had said : " Take i t  or lea�'e i t ,"  
and Da l meny b ad done the sens ibl e  th i ng, 
though mut tnin g that th e portrait was 
worth a good li n· lmnclrL·cl.

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\\'hereupon, he �et about construct ing 
a kind of shrine for the p icture. I n  
the apartment there was a room which 
he had been accustomed to ca l l  h i s  
l ibrary : it "·as npensivdy furn ished, 
and on th e shelves stood many books, 
most of them with uncut pages. Though 
he cared noth ing for reading , he had 
found it convenient, for purposes of 
sh u,,· and entertainment, to h ave a 
I i hrary. and had bought the books be­

The first resul t of this performance 
was that h i s  servant, a person of Celtic 
i nheritance, gave notice. �aying that it 
was enough to g i ,·e a brass image the 
creeps to l i ve i n such a p lace. 1\I aj inton 
laughed, and h i recl a ph legmat ic Ger­
m an . He began to take p le�hure in  
showing to vis itors this  p icture , which 
h e  would not h an? al lowed D almcny to 
exhibit  pub l icl y for any amount of 
money : ancl soon it  \Vas noised abroad 
1 hat �l �1j inton was getting a bit queer. 

People remembered eccentricit ies of 
his to \\·h ich prev iously  they had at­
tached no significance. < >ne man recol­
lected how, \val kin g near a c l iff one clay 
11 ith :\ l aj inton . he hncl seen the latter 
attacked bv d izz iness .

them.

I t  was quite true that :\laj inton was 
making money fa,,t : i f  h e  "·ere crazy i n  
other \rays, at l east h i s  fin:mcial sense 
was sound. En·n Gr ange, \vlw came 
nearer than any one else to havi ng a 
genu ine affectiu1 1  for h im, \vas si lenced 
1rhen h�.: gan c.\ h i b i tions of almost un­
canni ly  keen judgment. 

And :\I aj inton himse l f  believed im­
p l icit ly in h is  own luck. S i nce he had 
Lought the paint ing, the luck had never 
turned-or i f  t h ere had been losses once 
or t\Y ice, h e  h a d  retrieved them easily. 
H e  o ften \H�nt into tlw blac·k room, 
turned on the 1 igh t, and l ooked at the 
horrible p icture cheerfu l ly, as i f  i t  had 
been a friend. But he no longer showed 
i t  to vis itors, or mentioned it in conver­
sation, for h e  \Yas irritatcrl by the side­
g lances \l· h ich a s ight or ment ion of it 
pro\·oked , and 'ome o f  t h e  gos,;ip about 
him had reached h is ears. 

" Let them gabble," he thought . " I 
can afford to laugh at them." 

N evcrtheless, h e  became more and 
more sccrtltivc.

Amh:.:r ly hurried l t l \Yard h e r ,  stepping 
l i gh tly. A n d  a . .; he pas�ed the door the 
voices w it h i n  the room told him that, not 
l1 avi ng a key, Borden ancl the J apanese 
11·crc !i n c l ine;  trouble in st a rt ing the dam­
a ged lod;. o f  the h�1 g.

H e  whipped up briskly. driving 
straight ahead, ant!

THE  W I :-: C S  OF 1\L\ R S .  ���o�_I A M B E RLY had given surpri:;es, 
hut none greater than that which

Wildwood, a fter he had evaded Borden 
ancl arrived there sa fel v hv rail. H e  
h ad turned the prcciOt;s traw l i ng-bag 
over to Detty Lei ghto n. " i th an i nterest­
ing and clra1�1at ic rec i t a l  of th e  manner o f  
its recovery-a recital which enabl ed h i m  
t o  s a y  some other things equa l l y interest­
ing ; and he 1vas retel l ing the story, i n  
h i s  o w n  room, to J ac k  I I ;t v i  l a n o:l, ''" hen 
the surpr i se came. 

Chancing to go to h is c losct for a pack­
age o f  ci gard l es in the  pocket nf a coat 
there, h e let the packa ge fa l l .  and in t ry­
inc( to catch it as  i t  cl roppt:d. knocked 
it cinto a corner. He  hurro\';ecl for i t­
and put his hantb on the l eg,; o f a man. 
The d iscovery gave him a dec ided start, 
but h e  grappled with the i ntruder, and

I, too, fel t  t h e  l i beration of sp irit 
which the j uurney mack pos,; i l J le ,  and 
I was glad i n  my heart , for I hl' l i eYed 
that \ve were travel i n g t t l \Yard my be­
loved, whom I had come so far an d on:r 
such strange ways to seek. Th at n i gh t 
we camped out undt:r the glitt�.:r o f  th e 
chil l stem;, built  a fire ancl sl ept . \HappL· t l 
in our furs. \V e clicl not sleep al l at 
once, but kept a ,,·atch, not only because 
there was possible danger from \\"Ol  YeS, 
but morL: especial ly to prevent the escape 
of our Tartar gu ide . 

Thus, camp in g at n i gh t and r i d i ng hy 
day, we t ravel tc:d over a country as tleso­
l ate as any that Cod creatt:d. The 
O stiak rw i ntt:d st i l l tn the !Wrth.  a n d  
sti l l  \\"C r u d e  on:r the e:-;pan,;e,; uf that 
apparent l y  �.:nc\Jcs,; p l ain.  F iYe days 
passt:d bdon: th ere \Yas any sign of 
ch ang�.: . Then gradual l y ''"e em i L'  i n  
s igh t o f  great gr�1y bou l ders t h a t  lookt:<l 
as if th ey h a d  been h urled hen; i n  sume 
catastrophe of the p rimeval "·or!d.  l < l  
l i e furt.:n:r in th is stcr i l t.: p l a in.  Tht: 
boulders grew in size, but ,;ti l l  \\"l' GUilt: 

upon no sign o f  vegetat ion or l i fe. 
i\ day mo re. and tl1c great m�No;cs o f  

rock grew to ! J c  h i l ls a n d  \\·a l b. The 
h il ls w e r e  craggy, m i ssh apen, grutc:,;qu<'. 
They seemed to t urn upon w.; lt:ering 
and deform ed countenance,;. "Cncler t h e  
mi gh ty walls  het\\Tell \Yh ich \YC must 
pass \YC dared h ard l y to speak, so p < l \\"­
cr fu l and f�.:ar ful \\·as t h e  echo. \\·c 
wh ispered , and the "·h isper.; sl'emcd to 
run \Y ith h i ,.;,.; i ng rt:pet i t ion from u m· 
hor izon to the ot her .

Our h earts s�mk aga i n in the :-<e p l aces ; 
t h e joyful  hope \Yith \Yh ich \\"C h ad u n­
dertaken our j ourney fled. \\"hen e\"C· 
n ing came, by our camp- fire. X ekru,;,;ov 
questioned the O st iak ag::1in and agai n

with quid and stern p er,;istence . But 
the m an 's barbarous features remained 
impassin ; his black eyes betrayed no 
emotion. And ,;t i l l  he pointed north­
ward, north ward. I turned to Nek­
rw.;so\· : 

" But are there e:-;i le  �ettl ements to th e 
north o f  u s ?  " 

l i e  nodded grawly.  
" At the Obi antl heyonc\." 
So there was noth ing for us to do but 

to keep on.  O ur \Yater began to give 
out ; \\·e had to l imit ourscles to a cup ful 
e::1ch dur ing t\Yenty· four hours, and the 
const:C]Ut:nt su fferi ng from th irst was 
terriblt:.

And th ese suffe r i ngs in creased . F or 
a day came on \Yh ich we bad but l ittle 
food lc ft.  and on which the last drop of

t:n\\·arc n·sseb. A l l that clav \Ye rode 
on i n  :-< i lu1ce.  \\·e dared not

t nrturc of th i r;.;t.  The knees o f  our 
lwr,.;cs tremJ ,Jctl w i th \Yeakness. for in 
t h is stt:rik and desolate l and there was 
not a l l l a dt: o f  gras,.;.

\\T \\Trc all but spent. And yet \Ye 
ft:�m;d to stop for th e n igh t . Th e 
strengt h to go on m ight fai l  both man 
and beast.  

ThL·n.  i n  th at c:-; tremity, camt: a gl im­
mer o f  h ope. l\ s \n.' rode by the \Yall,.;  
o f  rock we seemed t o  p erce i ,·e here and 
th ere i n  huge fi ssure,; a spot o f  moisture. 
\\'�.: t o i l ed on. awl the spots became more 
fn·qu l'nt . :\ t last we came t o  ::1 p lace 
\1-hL·rc a t iny spr ing gush ecl from the 
l i ,· ing rock, and \Yht:re gre\Y sparse 
.:.:: r�'''es, a t \Yhich our poor horses n ibbl ed 
c�1gcr l y . Tlw ,.;pr ing was hut a t inv 
t rit"kll', yt:t i t  sut1ict:d .  \\'e drank a CUfl

Tartar se t tl ements grew t h icker upon 
the road. H ere and t h ere we sa\Y a mis­
erable and cli lapirbterl mosqu e, crowned 
hy a crescent nf wood or t i n. The 
l\f oslem pO\n:r h ad once been great  here, 
hut it  h a d  dwind led w ith t h e  coming o f  
the l\ f  uscov it e . K o t  far from a long. 
f;traggl ing native vi l l ::tge our gu ide 
st op ped , looked round , and ran to ?\ ek-

" Th is i ,; t h e  place," be s::ticl in broken 
Russian. 

N ekrussov fi xed the m an\ eye. 
" The p lace \\·here the gold knife \Yas 

found ? " 
The T::trt::tr nodded. X ekrw;sov t urned 

to me.

He grasped the O stiak by t h e  ann, 

and we proceeded to t h e  villagL'. ,\n 
old Tartar c::�me out to meet W' . li e

led us ast ray. O n  N ekru,;,;ov's foreh ead 
::1 great n·i n  of anger S\Ydled ou t . H e  
srnang from h is horse, t h rew t h e  ( btiak 
spr::t\d i n g  on t he ground, am! \Yi t h  Ikr­
zavin's  and my help t i ed h i m  \Yi th 
t hon gs . Then \\'l� thn•1Y him i nto the 
cart an rl \YCnt into the v i l lage. 

E igh t e x i les l ived t h ere i n  m iserabl e  
h uts, a n d  th ese men wel comed us \Y i th  
te::�rs of jo,·. The\· \Yl're, \Y i t h  one ex­
ception.  in�n o f  the cu l t i ,·ated middle 
cl::�s,;e,; \Yil< l  k1d agit::tterl against t h e  
gm·emment.  \Ve stayed w i th t hem dur­
ing the day. and in the enni ng, \\·hen 
we \H'I'l' assembled in the  l argest h u t ,  
X eknhso\· t o ld the story o f  o u r  quest. 
Trnck i n ,  one o f  the exi les-a man of 
m i dd le age, \Yi th a \Yh i te, ascetic, sch ol ­
arly face-spoke e::tgerly a,; X ekrussu,· 
ended h i s  rec i t ::t l .

She l ived in my fam i l y  under 
the protection of my \Y i fL· ,  who has vol­
untarily sh ared mv exi l e . 

" At. the t ime :1f t he first thaw she 
wandered from the Y i l l age to the edge 
o f  the \\'ood. because an Ost i a k  had 
brought snO\Yclrops to nur house the day 
before, and shL· \Ven t  in search o f  the 
flowers. She stayed l ong . \Ye were 

as anxious as i f  she hacl been of our  own 
blood. \Ve hunted for davs and found 
no trace of her.  Then the. tha\\· ce�bed, 
icy winds ble\\· from t h e po l e, sno ,,· fel l 
and froze where it fel l-an impregnabl e  
barricade. \\. c h ave h e  e n  since then 
mourners-all  of us \Yhom \'OU sec here. 
S ince the com i ng of spr i ;1g \Ye have 
hunted for her aga in and again-to no 
purpose." 

N ekrussov g-r ipped my ann as if  to 
reassure me. Then he turned to Der-
zavin : 

" Fetch that scoundre 1 of an Ost iak, 
GavriiL" 

We wa i ted in si lence t i l l  DerzaY i n re­
turned , dragging the U l m i l l i n g  Tartar 
behind him. The old man wlw had 
cared for O l ga ,.;p rang forward and hcl cl 
a torch in the Osti ak\ face : 

" It is the man \Yho brought the snow­
drops and tole! O l ga where sh e migh t  
fintl others." 

" And \Vhen she went away," :\ ck­
russoY asked . " d i d  she carry a sma l l 
Fold-handled j >l' l l knife of American 
�ake and bearing her in it ia ls ? " 

" She d id. ". 
The answer came at 

once. " It \\·as the one po,;scssion of 
which she h ad, accidenta l l y, not been 
robbed in the prisom."  

" Very wel l .  gentlemen," X ckrussuY 
sa id, " we \vi l l  con fer again in  t h e  m orn­
ing. I n  the meant ime we \\' i l l w i t h draw 
t o our camp and con fer w i th t h i s  I l :m­
to some purpose, I hel ieYe." 

\Ve \\'c; :t  back to our camp and sur­
rounded the Ostiak. At a sign from 
N ekrussov, Derza\·in fetched a rope, 
slung a noose, th re\v i t  o\·er the Tartar's 
neck, and the end over a stron g 1 imb of 
the great tree at  the fcot of \vh ich we 
had made our encampment. Then Der­
zayin handed th e rope to me. �1 1 1 : !  Xe-

krussov spoke to the Tartar.  The fel­
low was at first si lent ;  then he "·hined. 
B ut merciles,; ly I pul kcl t h e  noose 
t ighter all(] t ighter, until his eyes bulged 
and h i s  tongue began to protrude. Then 
he made a sign wi th his hand, ant! N c­
krussov :;ignaled me t o ,.;top . 

" He wil l lead us." 
\Ve now t ied the rope ,.;ecurc 1 y about 

his middle and clron him before us, 
carrying torches to l ight w; on the way. 
\Ve thought the distance prnbabl y  short ,  
hut \\'C w e r e  undccciYecl. The Tartar 
strained on t hrough the n ight, t ireless, 
hour after hour. \Ve fo l lo\vecl h im vig­
orously, although we did not po�sess h i s  
s inc,vy  endurance. H e  led u �  t hrough 
forests  of dark fi r -trees. t hrough cu ld 
marshes into which \Ye sank knee-deep, 
and sti l l  kep t <l11. The cold dal\'11 rose, 
and we seemed ret far from our dest ina­
tion.  Hence ;Y e  h a l t ed. S\\'al l owecl a 
bite of food and rested for ha l f  an hour.
