Three US and British soldiers killed in battles in Umm Qasr 
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Murder of three British and American soldiers after fighting in Umm Qasr port. Aljazeera correspondent near Iraqi Umm Qasr, said that an Iraqi violent fighting broke out in the strategic port between US Marines and Iraqi forces . American soldiers did shoot successively in a region, which they took as a center.

Marines lieutenant colonel, Steph Holmes, claimed that " the city is under control ", yet, Iraqi commandoes men are still hiding in the city surroundings, showing a severe resistance. 
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Two US soldiers observe Iraqi captives in Umm Qasr 

Colonel Thomas Wooldhawzer, leader of Marines 15 reconnaissance division told journalists in Umm Qasr that Americans are resisted and that " operations are not fast as expected". He said defenders are having small weapons, machine guns, Mortr cannons, missile bombers and some artillery pieces. 

He added that some defenders are in a civil uniform while others came at the end to fight. He indicated that one of Marines soldiers has died in the port, yet, nothing was reported of casualties among Iraqi soldiers. 

A bombardment of Baghdad and Mosul
Strong explosions have struck Baghdad a while ago, while ground anti-aircraft fire has resisted a ninth bombardment on Baghdad since yesterday, night . Aljazeera correspondent reported that the city was bombed four successive times, today, dawn by heavy bombers and fighter jets flying high.

The area surrounding Mousel city, in northern Iraq, was bombed, Aljazeera correspondent reported. He indicated that today bombardment did not aim directly till now at Mousel city, where air raids sirens and explosion booms were heard. 

Mosul was bombed at dawn after a night of raids. Strong explosions were heard at night near Kirkuk, east, and near Syrian Iraqi borders, west, the correspondent could not identify places that were bombed. 

An official Iraqi source said that Takrit town, birthplace of Iraqi president Saddam Hussein, was intensively bombed. The source said the bombardment aimed at Tikrit last night, and that bombs fell on Friday also on the town, 175 kilos, northern Baghdad . No news has been reported of damages in the town. 

Resistance in Al-Najaf Al-Ashraf 
Iraqi forces have stopped today morning American forces' advance towards Baghdad, about 70 kilos, south eastern Al-Najaf Al-Ashraf city. 

Violent clashes took place near the city, 160 kilos south Baghdad . Iraqi television has declared lately the death of Nayef Shmdakh, the Baath Party official in Al-Najaf Al-Ashraf during clashes with American forces . 

Iraqi Information Minister, Muhammad Sa'id Al-Sahaaf, declared that Iraqi forces are fighting with American forces over Nasiriya city, 375 kilos, south eastern Baghdad, adding that Iraqi forces are still attacking invaders there. Al Sahaaf told journalists also that Iraqi forces have destroyed 16 US tanks and armoured vehicles, today, dawn . American army has declared yesterday its control over a bridge facing Euphrates river near Nasiriya city. 

Al-Basra massacre
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A child of Al-Basra massacre victims

Invading forces have committed a human massacre against civilians in Al-Basra city . Aljazeera correspondent in the city reported that fifty civil Iraqis were murdered yesterday after American planes raids on the city Our correspondent reported that a four-member family, including an eight-year child were killed in raids by cluster bombs. 

A British military spokesman declared that British American forces want to hold negotiations concerning Al-Basra surrender, the second biggest Iraqi cities. On the other hand, British Chief of Staff, Michael Bois, said that Iraqi 51 Division has surrendered to American forces in Al-Basra, which was denied by Iraqi officials.

An American officer said that Iraqi forces " were defeated" at the entrance of Al-Basra city in South . The spokesman said that hundreds of Iraqi soldiers were captured by the American forces, British Sky News reported the murder of four US vanguards soldiers, the station correspondent said they were ambushed in the middle of Iraq in two jeep cars ahead of a soldiers queue.

General Stanley Macristal, deputy operations manager in US General Staff, said that American and British ground forces enclosed cities in southern Iraq, for fear of street wars that may lead to many civil casualties and a damage in the infrastructure as he said.
