2, gGoneral Greenbaws, on 17 October 1945, dirscted that
the Deputy Chief of Staff obiain staff studies on each of
the subjects proposed for discussion by the Secretary of the
Havy. .

3, Bocause the Strateglc Services Unit is attached to this
office, its views would not natarally be included in any repert
filed by the staff. Accordingly I asied General Greenbauz's
parmission to obitain a separate study of this point by the
Director, Sirategic Services Unlt. .

L. This study has now beon obtained and is furwardad to
you for infomationm. I de¢ not ¥mow what Mr. ¥eCloy's present
Yiecs aro on this subject end this, therefors, is not submitted
as reprosonting the views of this offlce. I believe that he felt
that decision on the future intelligence systcem should await
further progress on the interdspartmental planning directed by
ihe Prosident in his lettor to the Sccretary of State {20 Beptem~
ber) ait the time 0.5.5. was dissolved. However, I thik you
should have the views of the Strategic Services Unit before you.
