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The Saumur tank museum is the world largest collection of armoured vehicles, with more tthan 732 tanks, vehicles and guns
from 12 different countries.

THE HISTORY OF THE MUSEUM STARTS IN A TANK GRAVEYARD

At the end of summer, 1944. Trooper Michel AUBRY, the museum'’s future direcor, was
18 years old. He has just joined the French 2nd Division Blinde. He is struck by the
sight of vast graveyards of armoured vehicles scattered all over France following the
Liberation. He thought to himself that simply keeping one of each type of abandoned
armoured vehicle would be enough to create a fantastic collection. Promoted to
Second Lieutenant in Indochina and Captain in Algeria,each time he returned to
France,he continued his sturuggle to establish an armoured vehicles centre, but only
met with indifference

In 1965, he was appointed to the Inspection de I'Arme Blindee et Cavalerie. Applying
the principle that when you want something done, you better do it yourself, he got the
Defence Minister to sign a letter of intent mentioning the project of creating an
Armoured Fighting Vehicles Documentation Centre at Saumur. With this signature,
Captain AUBRY managed to have several historical tanks sent to the Ecole d'Applica-
tion de I'Arme Blindee et Cavalerie(EAABC)(*) which trains all the active and reserve
officers of the French armoured corps. Finally, in 1971, AUBRY managed to get himself
tranferred to Saumur. He was appointed director of the Centre de Documentation sur
les Engins Blindes(CDEB)(**)which the Defence Minister had planned to create in
1965. But at that stage, the CDEB's only legal existence was the fact that it now had a

Military
camps, test centres and firing ranges were carefully checked out. Searches were
organized throughout France to find surviving equipment. Foreign armed offered units
