The A10 Auxiliary Power Supply assembly protection fuses do not have sufficient ampere rating
and may open under some load conditions. The A10 auxilary power supply assembly isused in 5
different models making it difficult which assembly requires a fuse change by serial number.
Therefore all AC power source A10 assemblies should be checked to verify the correct fuseisin-
stalled. If the upper left corner of the A10 assembly is marked with "rev J' the fuse rating has
been checked and/or changed.

Solution / Action:
Change the following parts on the A10 Aux PS assembly.

Change A10F1 to 2110-0991 2A 250V
Change A10F2 to 2110-0688 3A 125V

Mark the upper left corner of the A10 assembly with "rev J' to signify that the fuse rating has
been checked or the fuses changed.
