Proper Setting for the In-car Acoustic Characteristics
The built-in cabin equalizer allows you to easily adjust your audio system to meet the in-
car acoustic characteristics which vary depending on the type of car and its measurement.
To get the best possible sound spaciousness, be sure to make settings for the speakers.
As well, making settings for “Position” and “Balance” boosts the effects of the cabin
equalizer.

Cabin Equalizer
You can optimize the in-car acoustic characteristics by simply selecting a preset cabin EQ
among SUV, SEDAN, WAGON and MINI VAN.

1. Check to see “Cabin EQ” is currently high-
lighted.

At a live performance you hear music in three stages: direct sound, early reflec-
tions, and late reflections, or reverberations.

“D. Range Control” is highlighted in green.

2. Click the joystick.
Each click toggles the Dynamic Range Control On/Off.

“OFF”.

Correcting the Subwoofer’s Phase
If trying to boost the bass output of the subwoofer doesn’t do much or rather makes you feel
that bass gets further murky, this may indicate that the subwoofer’s output and bass content
you hear over other speakers cancel each other out.
To remove this problem, try changing the phase setting for the subwoofer.

1. Select “SW Phase” by moving the joystick.
“SW Phase” is highlighted in green.

2. Click the joystick.
Each click toggles NORMAL and REVERSE.
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Adjusting the Cabin Equalizer (Expert)
At the Expert Setting Menu you can make fine adjustments for 3-band parametric EQ, speaker
output level and time alignment, speaker by speaker. “Band”, “Frequency”, “EQ Level” and
“Q Factor” are options you need to select when adjusting the 3-band parametric equalizer.

Tips for adjusting the Cabin Equalizer
• The center speaker largely determines the sound image and getting the balance right isn’t easy. We

recommend reproducing a 2-ch. audio (a CD for example) and getting the balance right among the
speakers except for the center, and then reproducing a 5.1-ch. audio (Dolby Digital or DTS) and
adjusting the center speaker’s output to the balance you have already got among the other speakers.

• When you make adjustment for speakers, the currently selected type of car is highlighted in orange
showing that a tailored EQ curve is stored in memory. Your tailored Cabin EQ can be stored in
memory (see page 108) and be erased from memory (see page 108).

• Do not touch the LCD screen as this may scratch it or dirty it.
• Be careful not to place anything between the display and the main body when the 

display is opening or closing. If an object gets between the display and main body, 
the display may stop working.
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About the Liquid Crystal Display (LCD) Screen
• If the display is near the vent of an air conditioner when it is deployed, make sure

that air from the air conditioner is not blowing on it. Heat from the heater may
break the LCD screen, and cool air from the cooler may cause moisture to form
inside the display resulting in possible damage. Also, if the display is cooled down
by the cooler, the screen may become dark, or the life span of the small fluorescent
tube used inside the display may be shortened.

• Small black dots or white dots (bright dots) may appear on the LCD screen. These
are due to the characteristics of the LCD screen and do not indicate a problem with
the display.

* When the fluorescent tube reaches the end of its useful life, the screen will be
dark and the image will no longer be projected. If this happens, consult your
dealer or the nearest authorized PIONEER Service Station.

Terms
Aspect Ratio

This is the width-to-height ratio of a TV screen. A regular display has an aspect ratio of 4:3.
Wide-screen displays have an aspect ratio of 16:9, providing a bigger picture for exceptional pres-
ence and atmosphere.

Chapter
DVD titles are in turn divided into chapters which are numbered in the same way as the chapters
of a book. With DVDs featuring chapters, you can quickly find a desired scene with Chapter
Search.

Dolby Digital 1
Dolby Digital provides multi-channel audio from up to 5.1 independent channels. This system is
the same as the Dolby Digital surround sound system used in theaters.
To enjoy Dolby Digital entertainment, you must connect the DVD player’s optical digital output
jacks to the optical digital input jacks of the AV Receiver.

Dolby Surround Pro Logic     5
When you play a 2-channel audio disc marked Dolby Surround Pro Logic using an AV amplifier
equipped for Dolby Pro Logic, the audio is converted into 4-channel audio.
Dolby Pro Logic gives enhanced spatial and directional effects, creating theater-like sense of pres-
ence and ambience.

DTS for Digital Theater Surround     
This stands for Digital Theater Systems. DTS is a surround system delivering multi-channel audio
from up to 6 independent sources. 
To enjoy discs featuring DTS audio recording, you must connect the DVD player’s optical digital
output jacks to the optical digital input jacks of the AV Receiver.

Dynamic Range Control
Dolby Digital has a function for compressing the difference between the loudest and softest
sounds: Dynamic Range Control. This control ensures sounds with an increased dynamic range
are heard clearly even at low volume levels.

Linear PCM (LPCM)
This stands for Linear Pulse Code Modulation, which is the signal recording system used for
music CDs. Compared to music CDs, which feature 44.1 kHz/16-bit recordings, DVDs feature 48
kHz/16-bit – 96 kHz/24-bit recordings. The result is sound quality even higher than that provided
by music CDs.

MPEG
This stands for Moving Pictures Experts Group, and is an international video image compression
standard. Some DVDs feature digital audio compressed and recorded using this system.
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Multi-Angle
With regular TV programs, although multiple cameras are used to simultaneously shoot scenes,
only images from one camera at a time are transmitted to your TV. Some DVDs feature scenes
shot from multiple angles, letting you choose your viewing angle as desired.

Multi-Audio (Multilingual Dialog)
Some DVDs feature dialog recorded in multiple languages. Dialog in up to 8 languages can be
recorded on a single disc, letting you choose as desired.

Multi-Subtitle
Subtitles in up to 32 languages can be recorded on a single DVD, letting you choose as desired.

Optical Digital Output
By transmitting the audio signal as a digital signal, it’s possible to minimize any loss of sound
quality. Optical digital output refers to the transmission (output) of a digital audio signal via opti-
cal cable. 

Parental Lock
Some DVDs with violent or adult-oriented scenes feature parental lock which prevents children
from viewing such scenes. With this kind of disc, if you set this unit’s parental lock level, play-
back of scenes inappropriate for children will not be possible, or these scenes will be skipped.

Playback Control (PBC)
This is a playback control signal recorded on Video CDs (Version 2.0). Using menu displays pro-
vided by Video CDs with PBC lets you enjoy playback of simple interactive software and soft-
ware with search functions. You can also enjoy viewing high- and standard-resolution still
images.

Region Number
DVD players and DVD discs feature region numbers indicating the area in which they were pur-
chased. Playback of a DVD is not possible unless it features the same region number as the DVD
player. This unit’s region number is displayed top of the DVD player.

Title
DVDs have a high data capacity, enabling recording of multiple movies on a single disc. If, for
example, one disc contains three separate movies, they are divided into Title 1, Title 2 and Title 3.
This lets you enjoy the convenience of Title Search and other functions.
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Note:
• This unit is for vehicles with a 12-volt battery

and negative grounding. Before installing it in a
recreational vehicle, truck, or bus, check the
battery voltage.

• To avoid shorts in the electrical system, be sure
to disconnect the · battery cable before begin-
ning installation.

• Refer to each product’s manual for details on
connecting the power amp and other units, then
make connections correctly.

• Secure the wiring with cable clamps or adhe-
sive tape. To protect the wiring, wrap adhesive
tape around them where they lie against metal
parts.

• Route and secure all wiring so it cannot touch
any moving parts, such as the gear shift, hand-
brake and seat rails. Do not route wiring in
places that get hot, such as near the heater out-
let. If the insulation of the wiring melts or gets
torn, there is a danger of the wiring short-
circuiting to the vehicle body.

• Don’t pass the yellow lead through a hole into
the engine compartment to connect to the bat-
tery. This will damage the lead insulation and
cause a very dangerous short.

• Do not shorten any leads. If you do, the protec-
tion circuit may fail to work when it should.

Stick the supplied velcro tapes to both the back of the voice guidance speaker and
center console, and attach them.

Installing the Remote Control Unit
